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Abstract 
This paper aims to analyze the influence of the situation in the Caucasus on Iranian-Byzantine 
relations. Special emphasis is placed on the question whether the periods of peace between both 
empires meant instantly their cooperation targeting the defence of their territories in sub-
Caucasian area against nomadic incursions. The chronological time-frame of the work is 
limited post quem by the Nisibis treatise (363) which changed radically the balance of the power 
in the Northern frontier zone and ante quem by the war of Kavadh I with the Byzantine Empire 
(502-506) which became the source of the permanent conflict in 6th century.  
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
