METAPHOR AS A MEANS OF TERM FORMATION IN MEDICAL TEXTS
SUMMARY

This research evolves around the metaphor viewing it as a means of
crafting medical terms in texts of internal medicine and a number of spheres of
clinical medicine.

The topicality of the research is evidenced by the fact, that the
phenomenon of metaphor has not been thoroughly examined within the
paradigm of formation and functioning of medical terms. The scarcity of the
research and scholarly works on metaphoric term formation and the usage of
metaphoric units in medicine is one more evidence of the topicality of this
research. Having regard to these facts, certain difficulties arise when it comes to
construing or translating specific medical texts in narrow medical specializations,
where the latter, in addition to terms of Latin and Greek etymology, also employ
metaphoric terms.
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Making reference to the said, the goal of this research is to
substantiate and prove term-forming potential of metaphor within internal
medicine and a number of spheres in clinical medicine.

This goal is achieved through the scrupulous analysis of the following
general objectives of the research:

1. to examine the major development tendencies of the theoretical
strands, which evolve around the metaphor in linguistics;

2. to elucidate the cognitive conception of metaphor;

to prove and substantiate the term-forming potential of metaphor;

4. to systematize the linguo-cognitive peculiarities of metaphoric units in
the terminologies of internal medicine and a number of fields of clinical
medicine;

5. to single out the major fields and source-domains, which serve focal
reference points in crafting metaphoric units;

6. to reveal the functions of metaphoric units in medical terminology and
medical texts.

The novelty of the research is largely conditioned by the fact, that a
first-ever attempt is made to reveal the term-forming potential of metaphor in
medicine, which will allow examining different aspects of the terminology of
internal medicine and a number of fields of clinical medicine. This also allows
translating the abstract and complex notion of a disease, medical condition or
pathological phenomena into distinctive markers easy for understanding.

The theoretical value of the research is illustrated by the fact, that its
outcomes may give opportunity to accurately construe and classify manifold
medical terms created on metaphoric grounds. The research also adds value in
the development of translation studies and theory of metaphor.

The practical significance of the research is evidenced through the
applicability of its content in academic courses ranging from lexicology and
teaching methodology to courses for specific purposes and translation studies.

The conclusion succinctly summarizes the main findings of the research.
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
