TOWARDS AN INTERPRETATION OF THE LATE BABYLONIAN
TABLET’S DATA ABOUT ARMENIA

Summary

One late Babylonian tablet, translated and edited by acad. G. Kh.
Sargsyan (Historical and Philological Journal, 1991, Ne 2, pp. 45-53)
relates the Armenian troops expedition to Central Mesopotamia in June
82 B.C. (Babylon and Seleuceia on the Tigris). Most probably this
expedition was led by the son of Tigranes the Great Tigranes the Young,
a child of 8-9. The fact of the absolutely nominal leadership of an army
by a child corresponds to the Hellenistic Kings’ practice when they
taught their heirs to the abilities of the warfare and the governance since
a very early age (Antiochus III the Great, Philip V of Macedon).

So, there are not any reasons to transfer the date of birth of Tigranes
the Young before 94 B.C. (in his father’s Parthian hostage period) and to
deny the fact that his mother was Cleopatra — the daughter of Mithridate
Eupator.

The Armenian troop’s advance towards Central Mesopotamia in 82
B.C. was evidently one of Tigranes the Great’s successive steps in order to
weaken the Parthian Empire and to support the independence of
Seleuceia on the Tigris from the Parthians.
