THE PROBLEM OF PROTO-INDO-EUROPEAN HOMELAND AND PROTO-
ARMENIAN

ARMEN PETROSYAN
Summary

Currently, there are two models of localization and spread of Proto-Indo-European
languages: 1) the Neolithic model that involves a wave of advance from Anatolia c. 7000 BC;
2) the steppe or kurgan model which sees the Proto-Indo-Europeans emerging out of local
communities in the forest-steppe of the Ukraine and south Russia, whose expansion
westwards is initiated c. 4000 BC. The theory by T. Gamkrelidze and V. Ivanov (Armenian
hypothesis) might be regarded as a special case of the first of them. Armenian, according to
these theories, could have separated from the Indo-European in Anatolia, in the Balkans or in
the north of the Black and Caspian seas, where it neighbored with Greek and Indo-Iranian.
