THE CITY-BUILDING AND TOWN-PLANNING MINDSET
IN BIAINILI-URARTU

YERVAND GREKYAN
Summary

In Biainili-Urartu the ®susi-temple appeared to be the kernel, around which the Urartian ‘city’
was formed. The second important component in the ‘city’ after the temple is the so-called ‘palatial
type’ complex — a large ceremonial or throne hall with columns or pillars (probably, the structure
called tasihusi).

This architectural complex, or in other words the ‘palace-temple’, probably, was called
E.BARA. As a rule, the E.BARA was surrounded by strong fortification walls and was
transformed into a fortress — E.GAL. Together with the ‘outer town’ or a surrounding
settlement (URU) this assemblage constituted the Urartian ‘city’. This picture is
characteristic for all Urartian large urban centres. The Urartian city had limited territory
and population. The size of the latter was directly correlated to the functions carried out
by that centre and did not exceed a few thousand people. None of the Urartian urban
centres are comparable with the Syro-Mesopotamian urban settlements of the same
period from the standpoint of the size of their territory and population. However,
typological commonalities are observed with the North Syrian — North Mesopotamian
traditions of urbanism of the second half of the 2nd mill. BC. The Syro-Mesopotamian
town of that period was also consisted of a citadel (Akk. ki/ethu), where the temple was
situated, and an indefensible ‘lower town’ (Akk. adassu) spread over the area downwards
the citadel.

It is arguable that the town-planning pattern in Biainili-Urartu was stereotypical; it
was dictated exclusively from the palace/temple, and was conditioned by the nature of
the land conceived as a palace-temple state and its economy based on a redistribution
system.

This leads us to suggest that the Urartian city-building approach can not be viewed as
a continuation of the town-emergence process in the Armenian Highland during the Pre-
Urartian period. On the contrary, these processes were interrupted with Urartian
conquests, and the subsequent establishment of the Urartian rule ushered the end of the
Early Iron Age ‘towns’ in considerable parts of the Armenian Highland.
