Summary

Old Persian Parsa was Achaemenid dynasty cradle. Cuneiform and ancient sources’
accounts prove that Anshan and Parsa are identical. In Achaemenid era Parsa can be
considered one of the Satrapies of the Empire, but the Achaemenid kings occupied the
conquered countries together with the Persians. Parsa was a separate administrative unit in
Achaemenid administrative division system, and the Persians, having the right of the ruling
nation, were dwelled frees from taxes if not wholly, then partially in comparison with other
subject nations.
