ON SOME ISSUES OF THE HISTORY OF THE TOWN OF SAMUHA

Summary

The town of Samuha was the most important administrative, commercial and spiritual center
of North-Eastern part of the Hittite Empire. The town has been mentioned since the time of
Assyrian Trade Colonies in Asia Minor. It was the center of worship of the goddess Ishtar.
Samuha was also the temporary political center of the Hittite Empire. After the fall of the Hittite
Empire the town was no longer mentioned in the sources. Samuha was on the bank of the river
Halys, on western parts of the Armenian Highland. Most likely it was on the place of the
archaeological site Kayalipinar.
