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TWO OPPOSING FIGURES OF ARMENIAN DRAGON-FIGHTING
ARMEN PETROSSYAN
Summary

1. The word k‘aj “best, brave” was the epithet of the Armenian war god Vahagn. Also, the same term
designates a group of (evil) spirits, which in antiquity would have been regarded as the followers of Vahagn. The
k’ajs have been compared with the Maruts and the Rudras, the followers of the god Indra in Indian mythology.
Their name may be etymologized in connection with Ind. swadha, epithet of the Maruts.

2. In Armenian mythology, the Serpent-Vishap blocks the cosmic waters. This figure is known in other
traditions as well, e.g., in Indian mythology, the Serpent, adversary of Indra, is called Vrtra — “barrier, obstacle.” In
the ancient epic Vipasank‘, Argawan/Argam the dragonid figures as the adversary of the heroes. This name,
regardless of its real etymology, might have been conceptualised by Arm. arg(el)- “barrier, obstacle.”
