THE SILVER RHYTA FROM EREBUNI REVISITED
DAVID STRONACH (USA)
Summary

In 1968 local building operations near the base of the sixty-meter-high hill of Erebuni chanced to bring to
light three silver rhyta of great distinction. In the present article it is proposed that the oldest example, a horse
rhyton that probably belongs to the second half of the 5th century B.C., documents both the longstanding
Armenian love of horses and the fact that local metalsmiths could produce objects that conformed to the
highest standards of Achaemenid art. The second rhyton, in which the forepart of the vessel takes the unique
form of a horse and a rider, can probably be dated to the 4th century B.C. While it is also a local product, this
arresting piece appears to illustrate the new-found independence of the metalsmiths of Armenia towards the
end of the Achaemenid period. Finally, the third rhyton — an import from the west dated to 300 B.C. — may
well depict, as B. N. Arakelian first suggested nearly forty years ago, a scene in which the central figure is
Dionysus, the Greek god of wine.
