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THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE GENEALOGICAL TREE OF ARABS
Alis Eloyan
(summary)

The present article is devoted to the history of the formation of the Arabic genealogical
tradition in the Arab-Muslim medieval written culture. The genealogical scheme is presented
through tables according to which the Arabs were divided into three basic genealogical groups:
the main root was called “Disappeared” (Ba’ida), i.e. all the vanished that are mentioned in the
Koran: Ad, Thamud, Tasm, Jadis, al-Amalika and others. The other group called “Pure Arabs”
(A’riba) belonged to the Kahtan confederation and were known as “Southern Arabs”, who lived
mainly in Yemen. Finally, the third group, were the “Converted Arabs” (Musta'riba), who had
descended from Ismail. They were the “Northern Arabs” whose genealogical line was connected
with Adnan, and later with prophet the Muhammad. In my paper I present the general
genealogical tree of the Arabs as imagined by medieval authors, which was created in the first
century of Islam as a result of the tax reforms of caliph Umar b. al-Khattab (634-644), in order to
create more efficient system of taxation and redistribution. The lists were created according to the
closeness to the Prophet. This period is defined as the gold age of the tribal genealogy and it
ended when the real tribal structures were being destroyed, giving rise to numerous false
genealogies that were being manipulated for political goals.
