ON THE LOCATION OF THE VIl SATRAPY OF ACHAEMENID
PERSIA

(summary)

Ancient greek author Herodotus writes about the VII Satrapy
that the Sattagydae, Gandarii, Dadicae, and Aparytae paid
together an hundred and seventy talents. The territory of the VII
Satrapy had a big strategical importance for Achaemenians. Thus
the administrative rechanges of the VII Satrapy firstly aimed at
strengthening the influence of the central power in the North-
East periphery of Empire. The comprehensive investigation of the
ancient sources gives a chance to make historical-geographical
accurate definitions, clarification of its boundaries.

The investigation shows that the Achaemenid Court governs
the VII Satrapy mainly through the Arachosian Satrap.

In a broader sense the VII Satrapy can be located in the regions
of the eastern parts of today’s Afghanistan, the central Pakistan
and the north periphery of India.
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
