THE ADMINISTRATIVE STATE OF PHOENICIA IN THE
STRUCTURE OF V SATRAPY OF ACHAEMENID PERSIA
Hovhannes Khorikyan
(summary)

Analysis of informations received from Herodotus and other
ancient sources show that despite its small territory, Phoenicia had
great economic and military importance to Persian Court.
Phoenicia was an administrative subdistrict in the structure of V
Satrapy and its fleet had a paramount importance to Achaemenid
Empire. Phoenician cities didn’t form a real federation, as during
the wars Phoenician ships were commanded not by the
commander in chief, but by the king of every city though during
invasions of Xerxes the king of Sidon dominated over other
Phoenician kings. The policy of Persian Court towards Phoenicia
can be described as “controlled autonomy”.
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
