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ABSTRACT
METODS OF TESTING STUDENTS’ EDUCATIONAL
ACTIVITIES

Testing as a method of knowledge control in teaching foreign languages is
an integral part of teaching methods. It provides an opportunity not only to test the
acquired knowledge of students, but also to use in practice various methods and
approaches of training related to the achievement of goals and objectives. The
article is devoted to the test control of the quality of knowledge in teaching foreign
languages in the modern education system. The method of testing allows not only
to consolidate the knowledge and skills, but also to identify gaps in students’
material, allows the teacher to adjust the further curriculum in accordance with the
results of the tests and pay more attention to poorly understood material. When
preparing tests in foreign languages, it is necessary to select such tasks that
cover all grammatical, lexical, phonetic aspects, offer students to perform several
exercises on the same topic, minimize the chance when students choose any of
the answer options. Test tasks activate mental activity, teach students to work
independently.
