New Public Management (NPM), or new managerialism, as a concept and model of public
administration, was created in the 1980s. The market type of public administration was quite evident in
the administrative reforms of the 1980s and 1990s in a number of countries around the world. There is
a well-known book on this problem, published 1992 by David Osborne and Ted Gaebler, “Reinventing
Government,” showing how the spirit of entrepreneurship transforms to the public sector. The most
active market concept of public administration is developed in the United Kingdom, the United States,
New Zealand, Canada and has its supporters in France, Germany, in the Nordic countries, and Japan.
This is a modern model of reforming public administration. Peculiarities of transition to public
management are expressed in the adherence to the action and change, and not stability in a certain
norm. The key issue of these trends in the theory and practice of the government is to find a model of
effective state and government. New Public Management is based on the assumptions of the theory of
rational and market units regarding public affairs, emphasizing competition and choice, the exchange
of the new criteria for the effectiveness of the public administration system, based on quality of service
and profitability of resources and optimality.
