CLIMATE CHANGES AND THE END OF THE URARTIAN STATE
Yervand Grekyan

It is accepted to consider the regnal years of Rusa Argistihi (first half of
the 7™ c. B.C.) as a renovation period of Urartu. The campaigns conducted by
that king towards different directions, the intense city-building and temple-
building projects, constructions of new reservoirs and canals, etc. are brought
as evidence.

The presented article is an attempt to assert the contrary — considering
all these activities as an evidence of crisis in the Urartian empire. There are
both written, archaeological, palaeoclimatological and palaeobotanical evidenc-
es confirming the existence of that crisis. The study of the available data leads
to suggest that the reason of the crisis was the climatic changes, i.e. continu-
ous desiccation of the climate, water shortage and prolonged drought in par-
ticular, observed both in the Armenian Highland and in the ancient Near East
during the end of the 8" - in the first half of the 7 c. B.C. The “agricultural”
states of the ancient Near East, including Urartu, were not able to withstand
the effects of such changes (food shortage and famine, decline in military
force, political instability and civil wars, ethnic migrations, escape of the labour
force, destruction or abandonment of urban centers) and ceased to exist by
the end of the 7" c. B.C.
