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This article provides a comparative analysis of the views of ancient,
Arab and medieval Armenian physicians regarding the etiology,
pathogenesis, clinical symptomatology and the treatment of stomach and
intestine peptic ulcers.

Since ancient times, peptic ulcers have been a widespread disease of
the gastrointestinal tract (GIT). They occur under the influence of a
number of pathogenic factors (stress, dietary disorders, abuse of some
anti-inflammatory drugs, nicotine, alcohol, coffee, etc.).

In his treatise Relief of Fevers, the 12"-century outstanding
Armenian bzheshkapet (chief physician) Mekhitar Heratsi put forward an
innovative theory, according to which the cause of infectious diseases
was a living pathogen —mould. In his treatise Analysis of Human Nature
and his Ailments, Grigoris, an Armenian physician of the 13" century,
used the term "mould" while describing the cause of GIT diseases.
Perhaps this was an intuitive prediction of Helicobacter pylori, discovered
by modern science.

Today, a complex system for treating peptic ulcers has been
developed. Despite significant success in this field, many issues still
await solution. In medieval Armenian medicine, this problem was also
quite relevant. In his fundamental work The Benefits of Medicine, the
eminent 15"-century physician Amirdovlat Amasiatsi gives a number of
prescriptions for the treatment of the disease, which include medicines
from herbs and minerals, as well as dietary instructions. This valuable
information in the field of pharmacology and dietology can be found in
medieval Armenian medical books (bzheshkarans) and today can be
useful for the treatment of peptic ulcers.
