THE STATUS OF RELIGIOUS COMMUNITIES IN HISTORICAL
SYRIA AND INTER-COMMUNAL RELATIONS (16"-18" centuries)

Keywords: Ottoman Empire, Syrian Armenians, community, Turks,
Arabs, Christians, Islam, Rayah, zimmi.

Since the establishment of the Ottoman Empire, a social order was
formed in which the Turks were at the forefront, followed by other
Muslim nations. However, a distinct boundary was drawn between the
Muslims, the Turks and the Arabs.

The Muslim-non-Muslim inter-communal relations in historical
Syria were different from the other regions of the Empire, in particular
from Western Armenia. While in Western Armenia, the Turks prevailed
over the Armenian population (despite the fact that these lands had been
the homeland of Armenians for centuries), in Syria the situation was
different: the Turks were the ruling minority and did not seek the
colonization of Arab territories in general. Besides, the Arabs of Syria,
despite having some privileges as Muslims, along with the non-Muslims,
acted as a counterbalancing force to the local Turks.

Due to certain political and economic factors, and as a result of a
relative freedom of expression and friendly relations between the national
and religious communities of Syria, Syrian Armenians were modernized
much earlier than the other peoples of the Empire and managed to achieve a
higher status, even against the background of ethnic and religious
discrimination.
