WAR PANORAMA
SOCIAL CAPITAL DURING AND AFTER THE WAR:
LOSS OF TRUST OR SOCIAL COHESION?

In the event of an external threat, people are usually inclined to unite, to trust their leaders, who
promise to lead the society through the path to a common goal. In the post-war period, however,
among many losses of the losing side (loss of human life, damage to other resources, displaced fami-
lies, etc.) there is an invisible group of losses that is especially important for the future. It is the unity
of the society - the resource of trust towards the government and each other. What can be done to
reduce the risk of weakening social capital in a post-war society? What does history suggest? These are
the main issues discussed in this paper.
