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Preface

1. China Statistical Yearbook 1994 is an annual statistics publication, which covers very

comprehensive data series for 1993 and some selected data series for historically important years
and the most recent ten years at national level and local levels of province, autonomous region,
and cities directly under central government and therefore, reflects various aspects of China’s so-
cial and economic development.

J . The book is organized into nineteen parts, i, e. 1. Administrative Division and Natural
Resources; 2. General Survey; 3. Population; 4, Employment and Wage; 5. Investment in
Fixed Assets; 6. Production and Consumption of Energy; 7. Public Finance; 8. Price Indices;
9. People’s Livelithood; 10. General Survey of Cities; 11. Agriculture; 12. Industry; 13. Con-
struction; 14. Transportation, Post and Telecommunication Services; 15. Domestic Trade and
Foreign Trade; 16. Foreign Economy and International Tourism; 17. Banking and Insurance;
.18. Education, Science and Culture; 19. Sports, Public Health, Social welfare and others. In
the appendices also listed are Main Social and Fconomic Indicators of Taiwan province, and the
regions of Hong Kong and Macéo; A Comparison of Indicators of Economy and Society among
People’s Republic of China and other Countries. In addition, Explanatory Netes for Major Indi-
cators are provided at the end of each part with a brief explanation of the definition, coverage,
statistical method applied, and historical changes concerned.

I . The national data in this book does not include that of Taiwan province, and the regions
of Hong Kong and Macao except for Area of Total Land, Forest Resources, and Population
Census. '

IV . The units of measurement used in this book are internationally standard measurement
units. . .

¥ . The major data sources of this publication are annual statistical reports, and some from
sampling surveys. Data of Taiwan and the regions of Hong Kong and Macao are from Morithly
Statistics Bulletin and Statistical Yearbook compiled by Taiwan, Hong Kong, and Macao re-

spectively. Data for major countries and regions are {rom various statistical publications pub-
lished by the United Naitions. '

VL. Statistical discrepancies in this book due to rounding are not adjusted.

VE. Any footnotes concerning the whole table are presented at-the upper part of the table,
while any footnotes concerning individual indicators are presented at the lower part (and in the
last page as well for continued tables).

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Explanatory Notes for Major Indicators

Gross Domestic Product refers to gross domestic product calculated at market price, which is all the final
products of all resident units (enterprises and sclf-employed individuals) of a country (or region) during a certain
period of time. Gross Domestic Produet is presented in three different forms, i. e. value added, income, and prod-
ucts respectively. The [orm of value added refers to the 1otal value of all products and scrvices produced by all
resident units during a certain period of time minus total value of inputs of non-lixed asscts materials and services
or the summation of the value added of all resident units: the form of income includes atl the income items pro-
duced by all resident units and disteibuted primarily to all resident and non-resident units; the form of product
refers to all [inal goods and services minus imports of goods and services. In the practice of national accounting,
Gross Domestic Product is caleulated by three approaches, i. e. product approach, income appreach, and espendi-

ture approach respectively to reflect Gross Domestic Product and its composition from dilferent aspects.

Gross National Product refers to gross natinoal product caleulated at market price, which is the primarily dis-
tributd final products of all resident units of a country during & certain period of time. The value added by resident
units of 4 country engaging in production activities is distributed mainly to the resident units of that country with
part of it in the form of labors’ compensation and property income distributed to non-resident units of the coun-
try. Simultaneously part of the value added created ahroad is distributed to resident units of the country in the
form of labors’ compensation and property income. Thus the concept of Gross National Product is {ormed. which
equals to Gross Domestic Product plus overseas income as lahors’ compensation and property income less pay-
ment abroad as labors’ compensation and property income. Unlike Gross Domestic Product which is a comcept of

production, Gross National Product is a concept of incorne,

The difference among Grass National Product and Total Value of Seciety and National Income 1s that Total
Value of society and National Income only take inte account products of material production sectors, while Gross
National Product, in addition to products of material production sectors. also takes into account of products non-
material production sectors. In terms of the value composition of the three conceptions, Total Value of Society
calculates the total value of all products of the society: Gross National Product counts only the newly created val-
ue in the process of producing goods and services. i. ¢, value added and excludes the value of inputs of intermediate
goods and services: National Income excludes both the intermediate inputs and depreciation of fixed assets and

counts only net value of output.

National Income or National Income of Production refers to the newly created value hy labor engaging in
material production aclivities during a certain period of time, 1. e. the net value calculated by subtracting the value
of input materials consumed in the process of production from Total Value of Scciety. The summation of net out-
put value of agriculture, industry. construction, iransportation. postal services, and commerce fincluding catering
and material supplying and distributing} equals to National Income. Two approaches are applied in China’ s statis-
tical practice for calculating National Income: (1) The Production Approach sums alt nel output values of various
material production sectors after subtracting the value of all their input materials consumed in the process of pro-
duction (ft_)r instance, the consumption of raw materials, seeds. fertilizers. fuel. power. ewc. and depreciation
of fixed assels. etc.). (2 Distribution Approach reaches National Income by adding up all the income items in
primary distribution, which equals to the total of wages. bring benelits, profits, taxes, interests, and etc. of

material production sectors.
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National Income Used After distribution and redistribution in the whole society. National income transforms
into the final income of material production sectors. non-material production sectors and individuals. Part of that
{inal income is spent in individual living and social pubic needs. which is defined as consumption; the othet part
is spent on enlerging social reproduction, incrementing fixed asscts for non-material production sectors, and-in-
creasing various reserves, which is defined as accumulation. The sum of consumption and accumulation is National
Income Used, which differs {from National Income Produced by the difference between imporis and expoits (and
between inllow and outflow for a reygion within the country. When imports exceeds exprots, National Income

Used is bigger than National Income Produced, and vice versa. Statistics discrepancy also differs the two figures.

Consumption refers 1o total consumption of material products for individuals’ living and public needs, which
is the totat amount of consumer goods used [or individvals’ and public needs and the wearing: of non-productive

fixed assets (including residence buildings) daring a certain period of time,

Resident consumption includes individuals' consumption of food. clothing. footwear, household consumer
durable goods, goods for daily use, articles [or cultural life and education, water. clectricity, fuels. and housing.

ete. including consumption of material articles for eultural life and recreation.

Public consumption includes consumption of fuels. elcctricity. stationary goods. books, and purchase of office
equipments. and wearing of buildings, equipments, fixed assets by non-production institutions of government ad-
ministeation. defense and public security. culturc, health, and education. social welfare. science and technology

research, economic construct. social work,

Accumulation refers to the value of material preducts used for enlarging social reproduetion and non-produe-
tion construction. and increasing social reserves. which equal to National Income Used minus total consumption
of the current year. Accumulation is presented as newly increased fixed assets (less wearing part) and working
assets of material production sectors and non-material production sectors during a certain period of time. which
can be categorized as productive accumulation and non-productive accumulation by function, and fixed assets accu-

mulation and working assets accumulation by nature.

Productive Accumulation refers to production means of social produets. including increment of fixed assets
(less wearing part) by material production sectors and increment of working assets as raw materials. fuels, semi-

products, finished goods for intermediate use. stock ol goods. materials reserve, ete.

Non-prodactive Accumulation refers to consumption goods social products, including increment of non-pro-
duction fixed assets (less wearing part) and increaes of stock of finished goods in industrial enterprises engaging

in production of consumer goods and stock of consumer goods in sale enterprises.

The proportions ol accumulation and consumption tn National Income are defined as Accumulation Rate and

Comsumption Rate respectively.

Current Prices refers to the real prices in reference period of time. such as factory prices. purchasing prices
of agriculiural products. retail prices. etc. Statistics at current prices which tie up various indicators of national
economy are applied to observe social and economic efficiency in the current year and to carry out the economic
accounting and comprehensive balancing for production and circulation, praduction and distribution, production

and consumption.
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When comparing different years, the indicators in value term at current prices will not reflect the real
changes in quantity accurately with changes in prices disturbing. The changes in prices must be excluded in order
to reflect the real trend of economic development. Therefore, the comparable prices are applied when calculating

growth rate.

Comparable Prices are applied when comparing indicators over time to reflect accurately the changes in real
term. Two methods are used for caleulating comparable prices: 1. output by constant price of certain year: 2.

output in current prices divided by relevant price index.

Constant Prices refers to the average price of a given product in certain year, based on over-fime comparisons
of output value are made. As outpui value at constant prices excludes the factor of price changes. it reflects the
trend of pruduction development over time. Since 1949, with the changes in general price level, The State Statisti-
cal Bureau has issued nationally unifies constant prices five times: the 1952 constant prices for 19449-1957; the
1957 constant prices for 1958-1970; the 1970 constant prices for 1971-1981; the 1980 constant prices for 1981~
1990; and the 1990 constant prices are used since 1991,

Average Annual Growth Rate Two methods for calculating Average Annual Growth Rate are applied in Chi-
na. one is often called ‘level approach” or geomelry average, which is derived by comparing the growth rate for
the last year of the interval with that of the beginning year: the other is called “accumulating approach” or algebra-
ic average or equation method , which is calculated by comparing the total growth rate of each year for the inter-

val with that of base year.

Usually the results calculated by the two methods are fairly close, but they differ sharply when imbalance oc-

curred in economic development with striking fluctuations in growth,

The Average Annual Growth Rates listed in this statistical yearbook are calculated by “level approach” ex-
cept for the growth rate of investment in fixed assets. The base years are not listed when the years are listed for
average annual growth rates for instance. the average annual growth rate of 43 years since 1949 is listed as aver-
age annual growth rate of 1950-1992 without listing the base year 1949. And the analogy of this is also for the

rest.

Various Planning Periods: The conventional division of time period in this statistical yearbook is as follows:
Rehabilitation Period. 1950-1952; The first five-year plan period (cited as first-five period), 1953-1957; The second
“five-year plan period {(cited as second-five period), 1958-1962; The third five-year plaﬁ period (cited as third-five
period), 1966-1970: The fourth five-year plan period (cited as fourth-five period. 1971-1975: The fifth five-
year plan period (cited as fifth-five period). 1976-1980; The sixth five-year plan period (cited as sixth-five
period, 1981-1985; The seventh five-year plan period (cited as seventh-five period). 1986-1990; The eighth five-
year plan period (cited as eighth-five period). 1991-1895.

State-owned Economic Units refer to various enterprises, institutions, and government administrative organi-

zations at various levels, social organizations and etc. with state ownership of production means.

Coliective-owned Economic Units refer to various enterprises and institutions with collective ownership of
production means, including various rural economic organizations engaging in agriculture, forestry. husbandry,
sideline production. and fishing. enterprises and institutions run by townships and villages; collective enterprises

and institutions run by cityies. counties, towns, and street committees.
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Private-owned Econemic Units refer to economic unils owned by private individuals, incluing individual

owned private enterprises. jointly owned private enterprises. and private owited cooperation limited.

Joint Ownership Units refer to economic entities jointly invested by enterprises of different ownerships or by
enterprises and institutions, and the partnerships among the joint ownership units can be close, half close, or

loose.

Share Holding Economie Units refer to enterprises invested in the form of share holding with its investment

by all the share holders. which mainly include limited companies and limited-liability companies.

Foreign Owned Economic Units refer to enterprises established by foreigners in the territory of mainland
China according to related economic laws and regulations of the People’ s Republic of China as joint venture, co-
operative cooperation, ar sole investment. including joint ventures, joint cooperation enterprises, and foreign enter-

prises.

Economic Units Owned by Overseas Chinese from Hong Kong, Macao, and Taiwan refer to enterprises estab-
lished hy overseas Chinese from Flong Kong. Macao, and Taiwan in the territory of mainland China according to
related economic laws and regulations of the People’ s Republic of China as joint venture, cooperative coopera-

tion. and sole investment, including joint ventures. joint cooperation enterprises, and foreign enterprises.

Three Industries Industry siructure has been classified according to the historical sequence of development.
Primary industry relers to cxtraction of natural resources: secondary industry involves processing of primary
products: and tertiary industry provides services of various kinds {or production .and consumption, The above clas-
sification is universal although it varies to some extent from country to country. Industry in China comprises:

Primary industry: Agriculture (including farming, forestry. husbandry, sideline production. and fishing} ..

Secondary industry: industry Gneluding mining, manufacture, water sulﬁply. electricity generation and supply.
steam. hot water, gas) and construction.

Tertiary industry: all other industries not included in primary or secondary industry.

Due to the fact that tertiary industry involves in a large variety of industries in China, it is divided into two
sectors: circulation sector and service sector and ferther into four levels:

The first level: circulation sector, including transportation, postal service and communication. commerce.
catering. material supply and distribution, and storage.

The second level: service sector providing service for praduction and consumption, including banking, insur-
ance, geological survey, real estates, public utilitics, service for residents, consultancy service, and comprehensive
technical scrvices, and service for agriculture, forestry, husbandry, [ishing, water conservancy. and maintenance
of roads, internal water ways, ete. ]

The third level: service for improving education and cultursl life of people. including education. culture.
broadcasting. television, research of science, health, sports, and social welfare, etc.

The fourth level: sector providing service for public needs, including government agencies, political and party

institutions, social organizations, armies, and policemen.
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Figutes in this rable refers to the pepulation on the mainland,including nilitary persomnel.

Total Population refers to the 10tal number of people alive a1 a certain point of time within a given area.

The anneal statistics on total population is taken at midnight. the 3lst of December. not including residents

in Taiwan province. Chinese compatriots in Hong Kong and Macao and overseas Chinese.

Urban Population and Rural Population are categorized, in general. by the permanent residence of the popu-

lation.
Urban Populaﬁnn relers 10 the population fiving in areas under the administration of city or town.
Rural Populaﬁu;l relers to the population of counties excluding those living in towns of 2 county.
City refers to cities established with the approval of the central government.

Town refers to towns established with the approval of the governments of province, autonomous region, or
municipality directly under the central government. Prior to 1963. a town was defined when it consisted of more
than 2000 permanent residents. of which 50% or more were considered non-agricultural population: since 1964,
the number of permanent residents for a town was raised to 3000, and the percentage of non-agricuitural popula-
tion to 70% or 2500 permanent resi.dents with 85% of non-agricultural population.s Further adjustment was made
in 1984: a town is defined if the area is the location of county level government agency, or when the arca has a
population of below 20008 with 2000 non-agricultural poputation, or when the area has a population of more than
20000 with 10% or more of non-agricultural population. or when it is a remote area, mountainous area, small-

size mining arca. small harbor. tourism arca. or border area with non-agricultural population of below 2000.

Birth Rate {(or Crude Birth Rate) refers to the ratio of number of births to the average population during a

certain period of time (usually a year). which is often presented as ¥%;. The following formula is used:
