In the present statistical yearbook, the base year of GDP was
taken as 1995, main indicators of the population were estimated by population at
usual residence, some new graphics are included and some clarification have been
made in the sources of information and definition of indicators. Furthermore, the
main indicators of 2000 Population and Housing census results were added as a
special section.

In addition to the statistical yearbook, monthly bulletins on socio-economy,
brochures and reports concerning major surveys and census are being produced for
users.

Mongolia is divided into 21 aimags (provinces) and the capital city of

Ulaanbaatar. Aimags are divided into soums which are further divided into bags. The
capital city, Ulaanbaatar is divided into 9 districts which are, in turn divided into
horoos.

Mongolia is located in the central part of Asia and borders with Russia along
3485 km in the north and with China along 4676.9 km in the south. Mongolia
comprises 1564.1 thous.km? of land. It is 2392 km from the western to the eastern
frontier and 1259 km from north to southern frontier. The average altitude is 1,580 m
above the sea level and Ulaanbaatar 1,350 m.. The highest point is the Huiten
peak (4,653m) in the west and the lowest is the Khokh Nuur lake depression in the
east - a more 532 m above sea-level.

Mongolia is a country which has mountain ranges, mountains and hills,
steppes and valleys as well as Gobi and deserts. It is the seventeenth largest country
in the world.

Also there are many rivers and lakes. The depth of Lake Hovsgol is 262.4
meter. It is the second deepest lake in the world after Lake Baikal.

The climate of Mongolia is continental and having 4 seasons. Severe storms
occur during the short season of spring (April to May). January is the coldest month
with temperatures dropping to the lowest point and July is the hottest month when

temperatures reach the highest point.

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3. POPULATION

At the end of 2000, the resident population of Mongolia stood at 2407.5
thousand. Currently, 49.5 percent of the population are male and 50.5
percent are female. The percentage of population aged under 15 was 33.8,
those aged 15-59 years 60.8 and those aged 60 and over 5.4.

This section presents statistics on the growth, distribution and characteristics of the
population of Mongolia. The principal source of the population statistics are the
Population and housing census which was conducted by the National Statistical Of-
fice of Mongolia every 10 years. The resident population, the vital and migration
statistics are considered as yearly population statistics.

Population estimates - The population is estimated every year based on the results
of the last Population and housing census, number of resident population, and
vital and migration statistics. In the estimation of yearly population, decentralized
statistics are compiled from the following or ganizations in addition to the cen-
tralized statistical data. These include Civil Registration State Center (number of
foreigners living in Mongolia for short and long period and aliens), Ministry of
Defense (number of soldiers and military), The Central Department of Judgement
Implementation (number of prisoners), Ministry of Foreign Affairs number of
(Mongolian diplomats and citizens those who live in foreign countries more than 183
days), Ministry of Health (number of infant mortality).

Urban population - The urban share comprises population of aimag centers, the
capital city and villages.

Resident population — Number of population, living in a current place of residence
Jfor more than 6 months / 183 days/.

Midyear resident population — Estimate of the size of a population as of July 1 of a
given year. It usually is computed by averaging estimates as of the beginning and end

of the calendar year.

Household - A single person or two or more persons who share the food and other
essentials, such as pooling of income. Household members may be related or unre-

lated.

Married- Registered marriage in accordance with “Law on marriage” of Mongolia.
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Divorse - Registered divorce by a court resolution.

Vital statistics — Births, deaths, marriages, divorces and child adoptions are consid-
ered as a vital events. Every event is registered at a district or soum civil registration
office, then it is compiled at aimag or capital city’s statistical divisions to be sent to
the National Statistical Office. Civil registration system has established in 1951.

Indicators per 1000 popilation are estimated on the basis of annual average popu-
lation number. A number of resident population in last 10 years has changed
according to the results of 2000 Population and Housing census. Consequently,
indicators per 1000 population in last years were edited.

Crude birth rate — Number of births in a population during a spesified period devided
by the number of person-years lived by the population during the same period. It is

frequently expressed as births per 1000 population.

Genera fertility rate — Ratio of the number of live births in a period to the number of
person-years lived by women of childbearing /15-49/ ages during the period.

Total fertility rate — The average number of children that would be born per woman
lived to the end of their childbearing years.

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4.LABOUR FORCE

In 2000 Mongolia had 809.0 thousand employed persons. Labour force
participation rate was 68.5 percent.

This section presents the statistics on labour force; its distribution by indus-
try affiliation. The chief source of these data is the annual labour force survey con-
ducted by the National Statistical Office. Detailed data on the labour force are also
available from the decennial population and housing census.

Most statistics in this section are obtained by two methods: household inter-
views or questionnaires and reports of establishment payroll records. Data on the
Labour force, based on households records, are compiled by governors of the ad-
ministrative unit by January 15 each year. Data on unemployment are collected by
the Employment Regulation Office at the capital city and aimags and compiled by
the National Statistical Office.

The economically active population comprises all employed and a part of unem-
ployed persons as International Labour Organization methodology requires. The eco-
nomically active population does not include: - unemployed persons, not registered
at the Employment Regulation Olffice, armed forces, prisoners, pupils and students
aged 16 and over. In this section the economically active population defined as “usu-
ally active” and it’s different from the number of economically active population of
Population and Housing census 2000 which is described in Section 3B.

Employed persons comprise (a) all civilians, who, did any work for pay or profit,
unpaid workers in a family enterprise, and (b) all civilians who were not working or
temporarily absent from jobs or businesses for noneconomic reason (illness, weather
conditions, vacations, etc.). In this section the number of employed persons is
defined as “usually active” and it s different from the number of employed of Popula-

tion and Housing census 2000 which is described in Section 3B.
The unemployed, according to the International Standard Methodology are those

segments of the population in the working age who are currently not involved in a

paid or self-employed job and actively looking for job and registered at the Employ-
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ment Regulation Office. The number of unemployed population in Section 3B in-
cludes both registered and not registered people aged 15 and over who are looking
for job, therefore it is different from the number of registered unemployed people at
the Employment Regulation Office.
The unemployment rate is the proportion of the number of unemployed persons,
registered of the Employment Regulation Olffice to the economically active popula-
tion.
The labour force participation rate is the proportion of labour force to population of
working age.
The employment population rate is the proportion of the number of employed persons
to the population of working age.

The present yearbook has not included employees who work in abroad by
contract and diplomat purposes. Therefore, employment size of the previous year-

books was changed.

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5. GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

The Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in 2000 at 1995 prices increased by
1.1 per cent over the previous year. Per capita GDP (at 1995 prices) has
reached 264.6 thousand togrogs.

The primary data sources for Gross Domestic Product, Gross National In-
come are the estimates of annual value added of different economic activities. These
estimates are based on data collected from establishments, organizations, by official
statistics.

From 1995 GDP estimation has been revised by a new frame according to
the ISIC.

Gross Domestic Product is a sum of value added produced by all domestic and for-
eign units resident in the economy or sum of final products during a particular pe-
riod.

Output consisits of those goods or services that are produced within an establishment
that become available for use outside that establishment, plus any goods and services
produced for own final use.

Value added is a total output less intermediate consumption.

Intermediate consumption is a value of goods and services inputed the production
process. It consists of inventories (excluding depreciation of fixed assets), value of

goods and services provided by Sub-contracts and business expenses.

Gross National Income shows total gross value added produced by all economic
residents of the country.

GNI is equal to GDP less factor income produced by foreign institutional
units plus factor income produced by the national units resident abroad.

The “linking index” approach was used for rebasing of Gross Domestic
Product and Gross National Income at 1995 prices. The “linking index” approach
could be seen in the publication “System of National Accounts 1993 worked out

Jjointly by five international organizations and approved in 1993.

The percentage share of GDP by kind of activities is shown in current prices,
however the annual change is estimated in real terms.

GDP by expenditure approach describes where and how the income produced by all
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units in the particular year has been distributed.

GDP by expenditure approach derives by adding up final consumption
expenditure, gross fixed capital formation and net export. Each of it comprises of
subcases such as final consumption — household final consumption, government final
consumption, consumption of non-profit institutions serving households, gross fixed
capital formation — investment, work in progress of construction, capital repair work,
livestock that are cultivated for the products, durable goods purchased by house-
holds, furniture purchased by the government, mineral exploration which funded by
government, inventories, valuables, net export — export less import on goods and
services.

Note: In table 5.6, the estimation of gross fixed capital formation has re-

vised due to additional estimation according to the SNA 93 methodology then related
time series are changed.

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6. CONSUMER PRICE INDEX (CPI)

In 2000, overall index is 8.1%, foodstuff 5.2%, housing heating, fuel and
electricity 32.0%, household goods 2.7%, transport and communication 3.3,
cultural goods and recreation 3.9%, other goods and services 3.9%%.

The CPI is a measure of the average change in prices over time when are fixed
of quantity and quality of goods and services purchased by all consumers. The CPI reflects
the collective experience of inflation for all households in a particular expenditure range and
may not correspond to the experience of an individual household.

Since September 1991 the National Statistical Office has begun to estimate CPI using
IMF methodology. This index was calculated till 1995 based on a basket of 123 items of goods
and services , prices for 1991-1-16 were taken as a base period and the weights were
derived from the Household Expenditure Survey. The basic index used for the compilation of
the CPl is the modified Laspeyres index. The expenditure weights and the prices of the
base year are very important to estimate CPI. The expenditure weights reflect the expenditure
of the item in the total expenditure of households.

Since 1996 the National Statistical Office upgraded the items in consumer basket up to
205, the expenditure weights were derived from 1995 Household Expenditure Survey and
prices of December 1995 was taken as the base period.

A monthly Consumer Price Survey is conducted by the Social Statistics Division and
the Statistical Division of Ulaanbaatar Governor s Office, price data are collected mainly by
personal visits to about 50 shops, supermarkets and service centers.The prices of 20 main food
commodities are taken every week and averaged for the calculation of the CPI .

Since 1997 a Monthly Consumer Price Survey has been conducted in aimag centers
and prices of 116 items of goods and services are collected and reported to the National
Statistical Office to estimate the CPI for each aimag. For the calculation of each aimag's CPI,
the expenditure weights derived from 1995 Household Expenditure Survey and base prices are
taken for December 1996.

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7. MONEY, CREDIT, STOCK

Banking system. Under a centrally planned economy Mongolia had only
one public bank. In 1991 Mongolia introduced two-tired banking structure compris-
ing Central bank and Commercial banks. Banks in Mongolia are organized under
Banking Law of Mongolia. The Bank of Mongolia compiles balance sheet data of all
commercial banks and publishes a monthly bulletin which includes money supply,
monetary survey, deposit and loan interest rates and market rates by dates. The Bank
of Mongolia presents the Annual Report that describes monetary policies and their
results.

Loan and deposits. The National Statistical Office of Mongolia collects data on credit
and Deposit-Dates of credit, outstanding debts and deposits through aimags’ and
the capital city’s statistical divisions and publishes it in the Monthly Statistical Bul-
letin and the Statistical Yearbook.

Currency in circulation-Currency in circulation includes the population and com-
mercial bank's cash and currency outside the banks.

Money M1-includes public and private sector s bank account currency, population
demand deposits and currency outside the banks.

Money M2 - is a sum of money M1 and Quasi money. Quasi money consists of the
time saving deposits of individuals and enterprises as well as foreign currency depos-
its.

Reserve Money - This monetary aggregate includes currency issued plus reserves
maintained by the banks with the Bank of Mongolia.

Stock market - The Mongolian Stock Exchange was established in1991. Monthly data
on stock market are sent to the National Statistical Office of Mongolia. Mongolian
Stock Exchange was established in 1994 to coordinate and check participants’ rela-
tions of Security and Financial market.

Market capitalization — It is defined as multiplication of the number of shares
issued by registered companies at the Mongolian Stock Exchange and close price of
certain day.

TOP-75 index — is price index of trading stocks through the Mongolian Stocks Ex-
change.

Center deposit — Center deposit (CDP) saves customers monetory assets and stocks
by intangible form.

Account — The number is issued for customers’stock and monetary assets with CDP,

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8. STATE AND LOCAL BUDGET

In 2000, the budget total revenue and grants were 350 202.2 min. togrog,
97.0% was the current revenue. 80.7% and 19.3% of the current revenue
were the tax revenue and non-tax revenue respectively. The total expendi-
ture and lending minus repayment has reached 412 926.6 min. togrog, of
which 73.9% is current expenditure and 26.1% is the capital expenditure
and net lending.

The Mongolian State budget consists of the central budget and local budget.

The central budget is an integral part of the state budget of Mongolia, which
is centralized expenditure under the Government. The Government funds for special
purposes, are a part of the central budget.

The local budget is an integral part of the State budget of Mongolia, which is
centralized expenditure under the governors of aimags and capital city.

The local budget is classified as a budget of aimag, the capital city, and a
budget of soum or district.

The current revenue consists of tax revenue and non-tax revenue.
According to Taxes Law, compositions of tax revenue are taxes and fees.

Tax revenue includes income taxes, social contributions, tax on property, taxes on

goods and services and income from foreign trade.

Non-tax revenue includes dividends from government establishments, income from

interest and fine, income of rent, revenues from the budget entities and other income,

which is specified by the laws.

The financial year of Mongolia is from 1* January to 31 December. The Min-
istry of Finance and Economy compiles and consolidates state revenue and expendi-
ture data on a monthly basis.

The financial divisions in aimags and the capital city collect monthly data for
the local budget revenue and expenditure, and send it to the National Statistical Of-

fice.

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9. INVESTMENT AND CONSTRUCTION

In 2000, there was an investment of 277. 1 bln togrogs, of which 80.3 bin togrogs were
spent on construction and major improvements. The totalinvestment comprises 50.0%%
internal and 50.0%; external.

Investment. Investment includes new savings of establishments, enterprises,
capital investment on expansion and improvement of technical equipment, expendi-
ture of reconnoiters, one or more year term government stock securities, shares of
establishments and enterprises and a long-term debt to be collected. Countries show
it and by financial sources i.e. budget of provinces, banking loan, directs foreign
investment, foreign loan and aid. Ministry of Finance is responsible for collecting
and aggregating the data for capital investment financed by state and province budg-
ets, and investments financed by foreign loans and aids. Data on investment financed
by a banking loan are collected and aggregated by commercial banks. But data on
own investment of establishment and individuals are collected by statistical divisions
of aimags and the capital city.

Summarized data are sent by commercial banks and the Ministry of Finance
and Economy to the National Statistical Office.

Data on investment are collected once a year.

Structure of investment is classified as construction, machinery and equip-
ment, expenditure on purchases of shares at capital market and other expenditures
(design and reconnoiter).

Construction. Statistical data for works done by construction establishments
are collected through statistical divisions of aimags and the capital city using 5 kinds
of forms. This information contains construction work done (by type and purpose of
construction), cost, profit, a number of employees, wages and price of main building
materials.

Price of main building materials survey is conducted in Ulaanbaatar,
which are collected from shops and markets of building materials, and averaged for

the calculation of average price index.

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10. AGRICULTURE

The value added of the agriculture sector is 33.4% of GDP of Mongolia.
The output of livestock production comprises 87.6% of the total output of
agriculture. The number of livestock by five types (hovse, camel, cattle,
sheep, and goat) reached 30.2 min. head in 2000. The agricultural land of
Mongolia is 130541.1 thous.hectares, of which 209.3 thous. hectare is for
crop production. 142.1 thous. tons of wheat, 58.9 thous. tons of potato,
44.0 thous. tons of vegetables were harvested in 2000.

Livestock. The livestock census and related surveys are not only a primary
source of data for livestock sector but also are a basic data for economic accounts of
agriculture.

The main livelihood source and the wealth is livestock in Mongolia. Thus,
agriculture statistics has been more developed than those of other economic activi-
ties. In 1918 the livestock census was conducted, covering only 4 aimags of the
Khalkha Mongol. There was no summarized information for livestock census before
1918 at the country level, although the census was conducted from time to time. The
livestock census was conducted in the aimags and khoshuud in different periods, with
no overall plan and arrangement.

Since 1924 when Statistical Office was set up livestock census conducted
using general methodology, indicators, and plan. The census was conducted mostly
in summer and autumn months of August and September. Since 1961 it has been
conducted in December or at the end of year. The advantage of this period is that it
conforms to livestock production year, and data of indicators for livestock
income and expenditure are available.

The result of the livestock census shows not only the growth and decline of
livestock and domestic animals, but also gives opporturnity to study some indicators
of flock reproduction.

In case of livestock sector; the main producer is a herder household.

Households which run livestock production for their livelihood source are considered
as a herder household.

Crop. Bagh and Khoroo collect data on sown area and harvest from estab-
lishments, enterprises, and households, which are engaged in agricultural produc-
tion and send to Statistical Divisions of aimags and the capital city through soums
and districts. From there summarized data are sent to the National Statistical Office.
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Main grains of crop production are cereals, potatoes, vegetables, and fod-
der. The sown area and the total harvest, yield rate are estimated at the state and
aimag levels.

The output of agriculture is the total value of agricultural products, which

are the result of rearing of livestock and domestic animals and cultivation of plants
during the year.

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The industrial sector produced 582.3 bin.togrog (current price)
product in 2000. The value added of this sector is 23.2% of total GDP. In-
dustrial output increased by 2.4% in 2000, at constant prices 1995, com-
pared with 1999, out of this mining and quarrying by 6.4 percent, electricity,
thermal energy, steam by 2.6 percent respectively.

Economic indicators of industry include data on employees, expenditures,
tangible value and quantity of production, sales of industrial production and various
indicators of financial statement. The principal sources of these data are census re-
ports and surveys of manufactures. Index of industrial production calculated each
month are presented in a monthly statistical bulletin. From the beginning of 1990 the
industrial production has been estimated at the constant price of 1995.

Classification of Establishments - The classification of industrial economic activities

for 1997 conforms to Edition III of the United Nations International Standard Indus-

trial Classification of all Economic Activities of the National Economy. An establish-
ment producing a group of products is classified to that particular product propor-
tion of output of which is more than any other product. More than 160 commodities
are included in the industrial products monthly. All of these are included for calcula-
tion of index of industrial production.

The National Statistical Office collects data on electricity, thermal energy
and mining of coal each month from all power stations, it estimates balance sheet of
electricity, thermal energy and mining of coal once a year.

This balance covers and reports electricity gross power generation and im-

ports of electricity, station internal use, other losses in transmission and distribution,
consumption by physical units and by economic activities.

In 2000, volumes of freight and number of passenger traffic were 10643.4

thous. tons and 93.0 min. persons respectively. Turnovers of freight and

passenger traffic were 4418.3 min. tons km and 1946.0 min passenger. km

respectively. Total revenue was 102.0 bin togrog, of which 14.2% came

from road, 46.9% from railway and 38.9% from air transportation.
According to State vehicle inspection 81.7 thous. vehicles were registered in 2000, of
which Cars were 44.1 thous., Trucks 24.7 thous., Buses 8.5 thous., Specialized
vehicles 2.7 thous., and Cisterns 1.7 thous.

Mongolian transportation sector consists of 4 subsectors, namely road trans-
port, railway transport, air transport, and water transport. This section presents the
statistics on freight and passenger turnover, carried passenger and freight volume,
international service for passenger and freight, number of employment and revenue.

The National Statistical Office collects data from statistical divisions of the
aimags and the capital city. Mongolian Airlines Company and Railway Transport
Office collect data from primary units summarized them and send to the NSO.

Traffic Police Office of General Police Department of Mongolia summa-
rizes data on State Vehicle Inspection once a year. Since 1998, NSO has been the
number of vehicle by aimags and capital city in the Statistical Yearbook of Mongolia.

Freight turnover — This indicator equals to carried freight multiplied by
carried distance.

Passenger turnover — equals to carried passengers multiplied by carried
distance.

In terms of ton.km — Using special coefficients all types of the transport
services are transferred to one unit.

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13. COMMUNICATION

In 2000, communication revenue was 31.6 bin. togrog of which revenue
firom the population was 7.7 bin togrogs. As compared to 1999, total rev-
enue of communication increased by 7.6 bln. togrogs. Whereas, the number
of telephone increased by 7.8% or 8.1 thous. pieces the number of wired-
radio outlet decreased by 10.7% or 16.7 thous. pieces.

The latest technologies have been introduced in the communication sec-

tor, the mobile users reached to 75.1 thous. and the internet cafe reached

to 5.2 thous. in 2000.

This section presents the main statistics on total revenue, revenue from popu-
lation, number of telephones and wired radio outlets, number of persons employed
and labour productivity.

Telecommunication Company and Postal Company of Mongolia collect data
from primary reporting units of area (as main branches, which are located in capital
city) and send to the statistical division of Ulaanbaatar city. Post offices of 21 aimags
collect data from each soum and send to the statistical divisions of aimags. From
there, the summarized data are sent to the National Statistical Office. The forms of
information on communication activities/ indicators are approved by the National
Statistical Office.

Estimate of total and net output is based on data of annual reports of com-
munication units. This form covers complete information on total communication
expenditure and income by types as well as value added, profit, deposits, capital
formation and investment.

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14. FOREIGN TRADE

In 2000, the volume of external trade equaled to 1080.6 min US dollars
out of which export stood as 466.1 mln. dollars and import as 614.5 mln
dollars. In the same year trade deficit was 148.4 min dollars, which was
down by 6.1 min dollars compared with 1999.

Processing of the foreign trade data is based on information of the Customs
General Administration of Mongolia. The Commodlities were according to the “Har-
monized System of Coding Goods” developed by the World Trade Organization.
Statistical information covers all goods, except those in transits. For the customs
statistics, primary source information is the customs declaration. Exports and im-
ports are reflected in the official statistics after completion of customs clearance.
In the official statistical bulletin the information on export and import is shown for
the following groups:

- trade with payment by currency

- barter

- re-export

- repayments of loans

- goods made from foreign customers materials

- goods delivered by foreign loan capital

- goods of foreign aid

- goods delivered by capital investment

Exports — Exports of domestic goods, without their revocable import for the
border, or revocable export of foreign goods after their final import in the country,
for the border, is identified as export. Our country is referring to countries with spe-
cial trade system. Special export covers the following goods:

1. Domestic goods for export (national export)

2. Goods originally processed on the customs territory and afterwards ex-
ported

3. Goods processed under customs checking, and afterwards return exported

4. Goods exporting to conversion outside of customs area

5. Export goods leased more one-year

6. Goods for enter in special customs area and on guaranteed warehouse

7. Re-export goods

Our export goods price is defined by the “Franco-Mongolian border” price
and all expenses, connected with the transport, insurance, customs duty are under-
taken by an exporter. For z‘ransfer of overall value of export in American dollars,
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rate of exchange of the day, is used in which was made last customs account.

Imports — import of foreign goods with proof of their country of origin, is

identified an import. To the special import pertain the following goods:

1. Goods intended for direct consumption of inwardly country

2. Goods imported for processing in customs area

3. Goods imported for processing under customs checking

4. Goods imported after processing outside of customs territory

5. Importing goods leased more than one-year

6. Goods for import from special customs area and from guaranteed

warehouse

The price of import goods is defined as CIF condition, and this price is a
customs price. For transfer of overall value of import in to American dollars, rate of
exchange of the day, is used in which last customs account was made. And for trans-

fer of value of import goods of origin country in to American dollars, use officially

declared rate of exchange of this country. Import is defined by the origin and con-
tract country.

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16. TOURISM

In 2000, by cumilative number about 158.2 thousand foreign passengers entered
through immigration posts and 508.8 thousand internal passengers departed fiom
Mongolia.

In Mongolia the tourism sector is a relatively new and expending sector of
our economy. Data on inbound and outbound travelers’ number are determined and
based on information of the Border Troops Executive Board. Some indicators of tour-
ism statistics are included in the above-mentioned information. According to the
purpose of travel, travelers are classified into groups such as official, private and
tourist.

According to the recommendation titled “To Built the Registration of Tour-
ism” as adopted by the United Nations Statistical Commission on May of 1993, tour-
ism is less than one year stay of all types of travel activities with purposes such as
vocation, picnic, official and other purposes. A tourist is a traveler who will stay at
least one day at either a hotel, a dormitory or private house/apartment in a visiting
country. This chapter covers information on the number of entered and departed
travelers over the border of Mongolia.

Outbound Mongolian passengers travel with official, tourist, business,

private and study purposes.

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17. HOUSEHOLD INCOME AND EXPENDITURE

Since 1966 the National Statistical Office has conducted a regular house-
hold income and expenditure survey (HIES). A sample of 2000 households is selected
to represent the total households of Mongolia and data on household member's age,
sex, employment, household income, expenditure, consumption and housing condi-
tion are collected and analyzed.

A sampling unit of the survey is a household. “Household” is one or a group
of people who live together, take their meals from a common kitchen and pool their
income. A household may be either a one-person and a multi-person household or
non relative person.

Foodstuff consumption is estimated including purchased, free of charge
goods from own production and others, and also foodstuff consumption out of
household. Foodstuff consumption out of household includes consumption in the
hospitals, hostels, children s caring houses, restaurants, leisure homes and children's’
camps.

According to a transition into the market economy system, the NSO met with
requirements to improve a sample size, its representation to do estimation in at a
country, regional and aimag levels. Consequently, HIES methodology and indica-
tors were changed in 1992, 1994, 1998 and 2000 reflecting the recommendations of
international agencies.

Since the third quarter of 1998, HIES has been conducted quarterly cover-
ing 2000 households from the capital city and 21 aimags.

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18. EDUCATION, SCIENCE, CULTURE AND ARTS

In 2000, the enrollment rate of fiom 3 to 7 year olds children in kindergartens was
31.3 persent. There are 683 primary and secondary schools in Mongolia. The
enrollment rates of 8 and 7 year olds in the I-st grade were 92.0 percent and 21.4
percent respectively . 89.7 percent of children aged 8-15 years, enrolled in any educa-
tional institutions.

99.1 thousand students were attending higher and vocational training institutions in
2000.

Education: This section presents the data primarily concerning formal education.

Data are shown on school enrollment, graduates, new entrants and teaching staff by aimags
and the capital city and educational levels.

There are some additions like gross enrollment rate, proportion of teachers and enrollment.
Enrollees and graduates are classified according to the International Standard Classifi-
cation for higher education.

Data sources. The Ministry of Science, Technology, Education and Culture (MOSTEC)
collects data from administrators of educational institutions and aimag agencies. National
Statistical Office receives annual reports from the MOSTEC.

Since 1992, data on private institutions are being included in data of higher and vocational
training institutions. Some changes have been made in the higher educational levels in award
degree of diploma. Therefore, there is a difficulty in comparison of data.

In this section the classification of higher educational institutions is made as following :

1. Universities: The National University of Mongolia, Technical University, Medical
University, University of Agriculture, State Pedagogical University, University of Culture and
Arts, Dependence University of Mongolia, Otgontenger University, Humanity University, Orhon
University,Ikh Zasag University.

2. Institutes and colleges: Institutions which provide bachelor degree and higher education
diploma.

3. Vocational training institutions. institutions which provide professional degrees (non
diplomay).

Gross enrollment rate. This rate is equal to the enrollment in primary and secondary
schools divided by the number of 8-17 years olds children. For each educational stage, the
estimation of gross enrollment rate is the enrollment in particular stage of institutions
divided by the number of official age olds in the stages.

Science: The Ministry of Science, Technology, Education and Culture compiles information

related to science forwards it to the National Statistical Office.
This section presents the number of scientic organizations, employers, total expenditures by
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sectors.

Culture and arts: The MOSTEC collects data for culture and art from the local culture centres
of aimags and capital city, NSO receives annual reports from the Ministry of Science,
Thenolology, Education and Culture.

The number of books per 10000 is estimated as a ratio between the library book stock
and the number of population.

Data collection of professional art's organizations and museums covers all
aimags and capital city's professional art's organizations and museums.

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19. HEALTH

In 2000 Mongolia had 6498 physicians, 18 thous. hospital beds, 27
physicians and 75 hospital beds per 10000 population. There are 368 people
per physician.

The Ministry of Health developes the health statistics and provides to the
National Statistical Office.

Soum, district, aimag and capital city s health organizations report on hos-
pital functions once a year.

This report shows the number of health organizations, hospital beds,
doctors, medical assistants by professional types, staff working in the health sector,
the migration of doctors and medical assistants, the number of creches and number
of children involved in creches, patients in hospitals and the number of persons who
died in hospitals. These figures are by aimag, capital city, urban and rural areas.

The Ministry of Finance and Economy reports information on health
expenditures.

Every month the number of persons with infectious disease by aimag and
capital city, by types of infectious disease, mathernal mortality, infant and child mor-
tality are reported.

Social insurance. In 1994, the State Great Hural (The Parliament) adopted social
insurance laws. These laws form the legislative base of the social insurance system.

The social insurance fund is formed on the basis of premiums that are paid
by citizens, economic establishments and organizations. The fund gives financial
assistance to people when they retire, become disabled or lose labor capacity, or get
sick and unemployed. Also, the fund grants an allowance, pension and payment to
the family members whose headwinners died.

Employees, who are working under a labour contract with entities and
organizations, government officers and herders are automatically covered by in-
surance, and the rest of people are involved voluntarily in the insurance. Aimag and
capital city's social insurance divisions send their reports on social insurance to the
General Social Insurance Olffice on a quarterly basis.

Population, land area, income and output are basic measures of the size of
an economy. Therefore, population, land area, income-as measured by gross na-
tional income (GNI)-and output—as measured by gross domestic product (GDP)-are
used throughout the world as development indicators to normalize other indicators.
Ssurface area of a country includes inland bodies of water and inland waterways, it
they are exist. Thus, surface area exclude offshore territorial waters, but includes
coastal areas bordering with ocean and seas. Land area is particularly important for
understanding the agricultural capacity of an economy and the effects of human ac-
tivity on the environment.

This table also shows GNI and GNI per capita estimates that are converted
into international dollars using purchasing power parities (PPPs).

The indicators in this section provide an overview of the conditions in which
more than 6 billion of the world’s people live. Although not perfectly correlated with
income or consumption per capita, they tend to tell a common story on average, the
residents of poor countries have fewer amenities, lack basic skills, and suffer higher
rates of illness and, consequently, live shorter lives.

The net enrollment ratio, infant and child mortality rates are included in the
set of monitoring indicators identified in strategies in the 21* century. The growth of
private consumption per capita is included here as an indicator of the effect of eco-
nomic development. The rate of poverty reduction and the distribution of income or
consumption, is measured by Gini index.

The long-term trends shown in this section provide a view of the relative
rates of change of key social and economic indicators over the past 31 years. Like all
averages, they reflect the general tendency, but may disguise considerable year-to-

year variation, especially in economic indicators.
