PREFACE

The National Statistical Office of Mongolia (NSO) has been producing a Statistical Yearbook, showing social
and economic key indicators of Mongolia, along with their respective time series, since 1960. Due to the socio-
economic development of the country, we are making every effort to measure new statistical indicators, to bring
statistical indicators and methodologies by the NSO in compliance with international common standards, and to
expand the framework of indicators for the Yearbook from year to year.

To make the Statistical Yearbook accessible and available to users, each section of the yearbook has an
introduction to methodologies and technical terms on key indicators and variables concerned and additional notes
and footnotes.

The present Statistical Yearbook is enriched by constant-price measures of GDP by expenditure, quarterly GDP
in constant and current prices, and the business register database updated with results of the 2011 Establishment
Census. In addition, demographic tables are changed with respect to relevant adjustments made based on main
results of the 2010 Population and Housing Census. Main results from the 2010 Child Development Survey are
included in the yearbook.

Apart from the Statistical Yearbook, a number of statistical publications and reports of censuses and surveys
conducted periodically as specified in the Law on Statistics of Mongolia are available to users; for example, they are
Mongolia in the Market Economy 1998-2002; Population of Mongolia in the 20th century, Population Projections for
Mongolia: 2008-2030; Labour Force Survey /2002-2003, 2006-2007, 2007-2008, 2008-2009, 2010/; Child Labour
Survey /2002-2003, 2006-2007/; Household Income and Expenditure Survey and Living Standard Measurement
Survey /1995, 1998, 2002-2003, 2007-2008, 2009-2010/; Disability Registration — a sample survey /2004/;
Reproductive Health Survey /2003, 2008/; Participatory Poverty Assessment in Mongolia /2006/; Establishment
Census /2006/; Child Development Survey /2005, 2010/; Report on Internal Migration of Mongolia /2007/; Time
Use Survey /2007/; Mongolia Census-based Poverty Map /2007/; Poverty Profile in Mongolia /2007-2008/; Survey
of Household Unincorporated Enterprises Producing for the Market /2007-2008/; Wage Structure Survey /2010/;
and Environment and Natural Resource Management Survey /2010/.

As for 2011, a National Report on the 2010 Population and Housing Census and monographs — Education and
Literacy, Migration and Settlements, the Elderly, Households and Marital Status, Disabled Citizens, Economically
Active Population, Gender Equality, Child and Youth, Housing Conditions, Some MDG indicators, and Mongolian
Citizens Living Abroad were published. Also, Poverty Profile in Mongolia, reports of the Child Development and
Labour Force Surveys, Indicators for Material Product System and the System of National Accounts, External
Trade Statistics Compendium, Mongolia in a Century, International Standard Industrial Classi-fication, and Central
Product System are now available to the general public .

It is pleasant to note that anyone can access his/her interested information through our website containing our
monthly statistical bulletins, statistical yearbooks, and other key statistics of the economy (at www.nso.mn) and
our Information Service Center.

We would welcome any comment and feedback regarding the Statistical Yearbook, produced by the NSO, and
any requests for detailed information of interest on statistical surveys and data related to the yearbook.

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POPULATION

The population of Mongolia reached 2811.6 thousand at the end of the year 2011, increased by 50.6 thousand
or 1.7 percent compared with the previous year. Out of the total population, 48.5 percent are males and 51.5
percent are females. Sex ratio is 94 males per 100 females.

A high migration stream to the Ulaanbaatar city is becoming a cause of rapid growth of population in capital
city. In 2011, population density was 274 persons per square kilometer in Ulaanbaatar, increased by 30 person
(12.1 percent) from 2008, 19 person (7.5 percent) from 2009 and 9 person (3.4 percent) from 2010, respectively.

The 66.2 percent of the usual residents population in Mongolia or 1789.2 thousands live in urban areas as
end of the year 2011 particularly more than half the population of Dornod, Dornogovi, Govisumber, Darkhan-Uul
and Orkhon aimags were living in urban areas. Whereas in Arkhangai, Bulgan, Dundgovi, Zavkhan, Ovorkhangai,
Selenge, Sukhbaatar, Ovorkhangai and Tov aimags over 70 percent of the total population were living in rural
areas.

Total 759.9 thousand households were estimated which 63.6 percent of them live in urban areas and 36.4
percent were in rural areas and there were 3.7 persons per household in 2011.

Birth rate or births per 1000 population increased in 2006-2009 reached 25.7 in 2009, while it decreased to
23.1in 2010 then reached to 25.1 in 2011 increased by 2.0 percentage points from the previous year. Total births
have reached 69.9 thousands and increased by 9.8 percent from 2008, by 1.0 percent from 2009 and by 10.4
percent compared with year 2010. Sex ratio at births is about 104 boys per 100 girls. Total fertility rate was 2.6 in
2008, 2.8 in 2009 and 2.4 in 2010 and it increased to 2.6 in 2011.

Death rate has increasing trend from 2008 and it reached 6.9 in 2011, increased by 0.2 percentage points
from previous year.

At the aimag level, deaths per 1000 population is higher in Arkhangai and Bayankhongor, Dundgovi, Zavkhan,
Tov, Sukhbaatar aimags while lowest in Bayan-Olgii, Govi-Altai, Omnogovi, Selenge aimag and Ulaanbaatar city as
end of the year 2011. Infant mortality rate increased in 2008-2010, while it reached 16.5 in 2011 and decreased by
3.7 percentage points from the previous year.

In 2010, life expectancy at birth at the national level was 68.32 years, increased by 0.27 years compared to the
previous year. And in 2011, life expectancy of female was 73.76 years, life expectancy of male was 64.68 years.

Total 11.9 thousand couples registered their marriages, 3.2 thousand couples divorced and 2.1 thousand
children were adopted. Marriage increased by 27.0 percent and divorces by 5.5 percent, while child adoption
decreased by 15.8 percent compared to the previous year. Whereas, marriage per 1000 population was sharply
decreased from 12.7- to 3.4 in 2010, it has reached 4.3 and increased by 0.9 percentage points in 2011. Divorces
have gradually increasing since 2008, reached 1.2 in 2011 and increased by 0.1 percentage points from previous
year.

SOME POPULATION AND SOCIAL INDICATORS

A number of orphan children reached 40.8 thousand in 2011, representing 1.4 percent of the total population.
It shows decreases by 15.2 percent from 2008, by 11.4 percent from 2009 and by 4.8 percent compared to year
2010. Out of all orphan children, 4.3 thousand or 10.6 percent are double orphans or have lost both parents and
36.5 thousands or 89.4 percent are half orphans or have lost one parent. A number of double orphan children
decreased by 14.2 percent from 2008, by 8.1 percent from 2009 and by 7.7 percent from 2010 in 2011. Whereas,
number of half orphan children decreased by 15.4 percent from 2008, by 11.4 percent from 2009 and by 4.7
percent from the year 2010.

Number of female headed household reached 81.4 thousand in 2011 and increased by 6.0 percent compared
with 2008, 0.2 percent compared with 2009, 0.5 percent compared with year 2010. The 46.5 thousands or 57.1
percent of these females are headed households with below 3 members, 27.6 thousands or 33.9 percent are
headed households have 3-5 members and 7.3 thousands or 9.0 percent of them have headed households with
6 above members. Throughout the state, 14.5 percent of total female headed household lives in Western region,
23.8 percent are in Khangai region and 21.2 percent live in Central, 10.6 percent in Eastern region and 29.9 percent
live in Ulaanbaatar respectively as end of the year 2011.

Overview I

A number of households with 4 more children aged below 16 reached 24.1 thousand in 2011, representing 3.2
percent of total households. This figure shows a decrease by 24.4 percent from 2008, by 10.8 percent from 2009
and by 0.3 percent from 2010. Therefore number of single women with children aged below 16 years old reached
38.7 thousands in 2011 and decreased by 8.9 percent compared with 2008, by 8.5 percent compared with 2009,
by 3.1 percent compared with 2010.

The 23.4 thousands or 60.4 percent of these women have less than 3 children, 10.9 thousands or 28.4 percent
have 3-5 children and 4.3 thousands or 11.2 percent of them have 6 more children.

LABOUR FORCE

Mongolia has conducted labour Force Survey (LFS) in 2002-2003 at first on quarterly basic according to a
common methodology of the International Labour Organization (ILO) and it enabled to estimate seasonality on
Labour market. Since 2006, the NSO has conducting Labour force sample survey every quarter according to the
Law on Statistics of Mongolia.

In order to extend and update main indicators of Labour statistics and, make analysis and conclusion on all
types of employment, we adhere the “Methodology for Estimation of Employment and Labour force Indicators”
approved by 01/68/94 joint order of the Chairman of National Statistical office and the Minister for Social Welfare
and Labour force dated in 2009 which conforming with standart concepts and definitions by ILO and reflected
country’s feature.

Total 12816 household sampled in LFS 2011 from aimags and capital city.

By estimation based on LFS results, in 2011,economically active population was 1124.7 thousand in terms of
1037.7 thousands or 92.3 percent are employed and 87.0 thousand or 7.7 percent were unemployed. The Labour
force participation rate in 2011 was 62.5%, increased by 0.9 percentage points compared with the previous year.
Unemployment rate was 7.7% in 2011.

Employed disaggregated by divisions of economic activity, 33.0 percent of total employed are engaged in
agriculture, forestry, fishing and hunting 14.7 percent are in wholesale and retail trade, 8.2 percent in education,
7.3 percent in transport and storage, and 6.3 percent were engaged in manufacturing.

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEE

As of January 1, 2011, the number of civil servants working in the civil service of Mongolia reached 155.7
thousand persons, representing increase of 11.0 percent from 2008, 8.0 percent from 2009, and 5.1 percent from
2010, respectively.

Out of total government employees of Mongolia, 2907 persons or 1.9 percent are in political positions, 15280
officials or 9.8 percent in public administration, 28010 or 18.0 percent in special service, and 109482 officials or
70.3 percent were engaged in support services positions.

Out of government employees in public administration of Mongolia, 103 or 0.7 percent are leading officers,
623 or 4.1 percent principal officers, 1905 or 12.5 percent senior officers, 9275 or 60.7 percent executive officers,
and 3374 or 22.0 percent assistant officers.

AVERAGE WAGES AND SALARIES

The NSO has been conducting sample survey on average wages and salaries of employees starting from 4t
quarter of year 2000 throughout nation on quarterly bias and disseminates its results disaggregated by economic
activity divisions, types of ownership and legal status of establishments, sex and occupation of employees, aimags
and the Capital as well. Totally 151.2 thousand employees of 1020 establishments cover in the sample survey every
quarter on average.
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Monthly average salaries of employees reached 424.2 thous.tog in 2011 and it shows increases by 54.7
percent from 2008, 41.2 percent from 2009 and 24.2 percent from 2010 respectively.

Comparing monthly average wages and salaries disaggregated by economic activity divisions, average
wages and salaries of employees in public administration and defense, social insurance divisions by 10.1 thous.
tog, transport, storage and communication divisions 63.0 thous.tog, mining divisions 308.2 thous.tog, financial
intermediation divisions is higher by 462.7 thous.tog than in national average.

Comparing monthly average wages and salaries disaggregated by occupations, average salary of technicians
and associate professionals is higher by 6.5 thous.tog, professionals in higher by 59.0 thous.tog, machine operators
and assemblers by 118.4 thous.tog, legislators, senior officials and managers of government and non-government
organizations by 288.2 thous.tog than national average, these is higher by other occupations as well. Monthly
average salaries of employees for limited liability companies, state enterprises and shareholding companies is
higher than the national average and average of salaries of other establishments.

Real wages of employees increased by 2.2 times in 2011 compared to 2005 and by 13.8 percent compared
to previous year. Comparing real wages disaggregated by economic activity divisions to the base year 2005, an
increase of 3.2 times in mining and quarrying sector was the highest, while an increase of 35.9 percent in division
of hotels and restaurants was the lowest. Yet, comparing to previous year, an increase of real wage is highest or
26.5 percent in construction sector and lowest or 2.3 percent in division of hotels and restaurants.

HOUSEHOLD INCOME, EXPENDITURE AND LIVING STANDARDS

The results of the Household Socio-Economic Survey indicate that the monthly average income per household
reached 573.5 thousand tugrugs in 2011 and it increased by 125.5 thousand tugrugs or 28.0 percent compared
with 2010. The monetary income share among the total income was 87.9 percent, whereas grants were 3.9
percent and food consumption from own production 8.2 percent.

The average monetary income of a household in 2011 was 503.9 thousand togrogs, showing an increase
by 116.8 thousand togrogs or 30.2 percent compared with 2010, from that the share of salaries and wages was
increased by 48.2 thousand togrogs or 24.1 percent, pensions and allowances by 47.2 thousand togrogs or 70.4
percent, income from households’ business by 15.8 thousand togrogs or 19.0 percent and other incomes by 5.6
thousand togrogs or 15.2 percent, respectively.

The share of income from pensions and allowances in the total monetary income of a household increased by
5.0 points compared with 2010, while percentage of the income from salaries and wages decreased by 1.4 points,
income from households’ business by 1.3 points and other income by 0.8 point.

The average monthly monetary expenditures per household reached 507.8 thousand togrogs in 2011,
indicating a increase by 118.5 thousand togrogs or 30.4 percent, among which the expenditures for foodstuff
increased by 23.5 thousand togrogs or 17.8 percent, expenditures for nonfoodstuff and services by 90.9 thousand
togrogs or 37.2 percent and presents and grants to others by 4.1 thousand togrogs or 31.6 percent compared with
the previous year.

The composition of the monthly average expenditures compared with the previous year, indicate that the
percentage of monetary expenditures to total household expenditure has increased by 1.5 points, while food and
nonfood expenses, and services received as a grant decreased by 0.4 points and the percentage of expenditures
on foodstuff from own production by 1.1 points.

The estimation of poverty indicators based on results of HSES 2011 show that the poverty headcount was 29.8
percent, poverty gap was 7.6 percent and poverty severity was 2.8 percent in 2011.

Considering incidence of poverty by region, the poverty headcount reached 38.9 percent in Khangai region,
34.3 percent in Eastern region, 30.2 percent in Western region, and 27.2 percent in Central region. The headcount
rate by residences was 35.3 percent in rural areas, 30.9 percent in soum centers, 31.8 percent in aimag centers,
23.5 percent in the capital city.

The results of the survey 2011, indicate that the inequality of consumption among the population remains high.
The figures of consumption inequality for 2011 indicate that the average consumption among the richest 20% of
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the population was 5.1 times higher than the average consumption of the poorest 20% of the population. The
average consumption of the urban population was higher by 8.8 percent than the national average, at the same
time, it was higher by 20.6 percent than the average consumption of rural population.

EDUCATION

Adult literacy rate or Literacy of population aged 15 and above was 98.3 percent as results of the population
and Housing Census 2010.

The 164.3 thous.children have enrolled pre-school institutions in a school year or academic year 2011/2012
and increased by 25.7 percent from a school year 2008/2009, by 15.7 percent from a school year 2009/2010 and
by 4.5 percent compared to school year 2010/2011.

Total 30.9 thous.children attended in alternative form in a school year 2011/2012, decreased by 11.9 percent
from 2008/2009 school year and by 5.1 percent from a school year 2009/2010, while it increased by 9.7 percent
from a school year 2010/2011.

Number of general educational schools (GES) reached 752 in a school year 2011/2012, shows an increase by
1 school from year 2010/2011.

Pupils and students of all levels of educational institutions reached for 729.6 thousands at the beginning of a
school year 2011/2012, decreased by 2.4 thousands from a school year 2010/2011.

Full-time pupils in general educational schools reached 505.4 thousands and pupils who have attending in
evening and extramural classes reached 2.4 thousands in a school year 2011/2012. There were decreases by 6.8
thousands or 1.3 percent full-time pupils and by 0.5 thousands or 17.2 percent for pupils attended evening and
extramural classes.

Gross enrollment rate (GER) in basic education estimated as 94.7 percent in a school year 2011/2012 and
decreased by 0.1 percentage points from previous school year in terms of GER in primary education is 98.1 percent,
decreased 0.5 percentage points and GER in secondary education reached 97.0 percent and increased by 2.3
percentage points from previous school year.

She 46.7 thousand children newly enrolled in the first grade of general educational schools in a school year
2011/2012.

Totally 2.7 thousand children aged 6-14 years old dropped out of schools and share 0.5 percent among all
pupils in a school year 2011/2012, decreased by 0.3 percentage points compared to the previous school year.

Pupil-teacher ratio in general educational schools was 19.1 and it is same level of a school year 2010/2011.
Number of teachers in general educational schools increased from previous school year by 134 or 0.5 percent
where reached 26.5 thousands.

Number of students in universities, institutes, colleges, technical and vocational schools has regularly increasing
and 221.8 thousand students are studying in a school year 2011/2012. It comprises 64.1 percent have enrolled in
public and 35.9 percent are in private institutions. There are 105.9 thousand students in universities out of total
students, 66.5 thousands are in institutes and colleges, and 48.1 thousand students studying in technical and
vocational schools in a school year 2011/2012.

Total 35.8 thousand graduates completed their schooling in a school year 2010/2011 and 23.4 percent of
them majored by commerce and business administration, 16.1 percent are education studies and pedagogy, 9.9
percent are engineering and 6.4 percent of total graduates have majored by law.

SCIENCE, CULTURE AND ART

The number of employees in the scientific institutions reached 4120 in 2011, showing an increase by 75
persons or 1.8 percent compared with the previous year. The 52.7 percent of total employees are female and 62.7
percent are full-time staffs.

The total expenditure of the science sector was 28.7 billion tugrugs in 2011, increased by 7.1 billion tugrugs or
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32.7 percent. From the previous year, it is mainly due to 40.3 percent increase of agricultural science’s expenditure,
36.7 percent of technical science’s 28.2 percent of natural science’s, 25.6 percent of medical science’s and 22.0
percent increase of social science’s expenditure respectively.

Total expenditure of scientific and research institutions in 2011 comprise 27.5 percent for natural science, 26.6
percent for technical, 17.3 percent for social science, 14.3 percent for agriculture, 8.1 percent for medical science
and 6.2 percent allocated for universities.

The expenditure funded from the state budget for the research works reached 16.7 billion tugrugs in 2011,
showing an increase by 25.0 percent compared to the previous year. Hence, this increase was affected by 41.8
percent growth of the scientific and technological projects, 7.3 percent of basic theoretical researches and 21.0
percent of scientific and technological ready-to-go-works.

The 57.3 percent total expenditure spent for scientific and technological projects, 40.5 percent for the basic
theoretical research works and 2.2 percent for have spent for scientific and technological ready-to-go-works.s

Total 297.4 thousand readers served by 373 libraries in 2010 and 289.6 thousand readers served by same
libraries in 2011 over the whole country. Number of books per 10000 population has reached 24.2 thousands in
2011, decreased by 0.5 thousands from the previous year.

Performances of professional art organizations reached 5149, increased by 4.1 percent; spectators have
reached 1974.9 thousands and increased by 2.0 percent from the previous year respectively.

In 2010, museum exhibits were 236.6 thousands, while it increased by 3.2 percent and reached 244.3
thousands in 2011, visitors of museum reached 517.4 thousand in 2011 from 416.0 thousands in previous year
increased by 24.4 percent.

Total 341 cultural centres were in 2011 as it in 2010, while seats reached 89.1 thousands increased by 1.2
thousands or 1.3 percent.

Total 6457 employees enrage in art culture institutions in 2011, increased by 224 persons or 3.6 percent from
the previous year.

MONASTERIES, TEMPLES AND CHURCHES

The new Constitution of Mongolia put into force in 1992 established guaranteeing freedom religion, and
monasteries and churches of various types of religion greatly started to establish. Foremost traditional Buddhist
temples have been greatly establishing and number of Christian and other religions churches has increased as well.

Number or temples and churches reached 327 in 2011 and increased by 99 or 43.4 percent from the year
2008, by 95 or 40.1 percent from year 2009 and increased by 93 or 39.7 percent compared to 2010. The 43.4
percent of total temples and churches are Buddhist temples, 49.2 percent is Christian churches, 5.5 percent is
Islamic and 1.9 percent are churches and sanctuaries of other religions.

Totally 3.5 thousand persons work in religions organizations in terms of 1.8 thousands are monks for religion
service.

By regions, 151 or 8.5 percent of total monks for religions service were in Western region, 443 or 24.8 percent
in Khangai region, 228 or 12.8 percent in Central region, 133 or 7.5 percent in Eastern region, and 829 or 46.5
percent were in Ulaanbaatar. In 2011, number of students studying in religious school and colleges reached 1.4
thousands, and it decrease a by 12.9 percent from previos year and the number of children studying religious
conceptions at home reached 4.2 thousands decreased by 7.5 percent compared with 2010 respectilvely.

PUBLIC HEALTH

As of 2011, 41.1 thousand employees were engaged in health sector, increased by 3.8 percent compared to
2010. Out of total employees, 7.9 thous. were physicians, 1.3 thous. pharmacists, 16.5 thous. mid-level medical
personal interts of 9.4 thous. were nurses and 15.4 thous. are other employees.

Number of dermatologists and venerologists, tuberculosis, ophtalmologists, otorinolaryngologists, oncologists,
venerologists and extremely contagious disease, pathogenist, family and soum’s doctors decreased while others
were increased compared to 2010. Number of physicians has increased by 4.7 percent over 2008, by 11.2 percent

over 2009 and by 5.9 percent compared to 2010. Number of mid-level medical personal increased in 2011 by
2.7 percent from year 2008, by 4.4 percent from year 2009 and by 4.2 percent compared to 2010. Number of
persons per physician has reached 337 in 2011 decreased by 28 and persons per nurses reached 284 in a given
year, decreased by 14 compared with previous year as well. Number of persons per physician is highest in Khangai
region at 531 and lowest in Central region where it reaches 450. At the aimag level, this number is highest or 668
in Khovsgol and lowest or 240 in Ulaanbaatar.

Number of hospital beds reached 19.0 thousands, reflecting a increase of 4.9 percent compared to 2008,
of 7.0 percent compared to 2009 and of 6.4 percent compared to 2010. Furthermore, average length of stay in
hospital has reached 8.1 days, demonstrating a decrease of 0.4 days compared to 2008, of 0.2 days compared to
2009 and of 0.1 days compared to 2010.

Five leading five caused of deaths were diseases of the cardiovascular system (23.5 in 10 000), neoplasms
(13.2 in 10 000), injury, poisoning and certain other consequences of external causes (11.7 in 10 000), diseases of
the digestive system (5.7 in 10000), and diseases of the respiratory system (2.5 in 10 000). Among deaths caused
by malignant neoplasms liver (5.3 in 10 000), stomach (1.7 in 10 000), lung (1.2 in 10 000), oesophagus (1.0 in 10
000), and cervix uteri’s (0.4 in 10 000) cancers have leading.

In 2011, causes of 26 different types of infectious diseases registered and number of patients reached 42.8
thousands, showing an decrease of 2.2 percent compared to 2008 while increase of 10.2 percent compared to
2009, and of 3.5 percent percent compared to 2010. Out of total patients, caused by with infectious diseases 34.2
percent was infected by viral hepatitis, 12.0 percent by gonococcal infections, 10.0 percent by syphilis, 9.3 percent
by trichomoniasis, 9.3 percent with tuberculosis, 9.3 percent with trichomoniasis, 9.3 percent by tuberculosis, 7.2
percent by varicellas, 5.1 percent by mycoses, 4.9 percent infected by shigellosis.

According to preliminary data for 2011, total health expenditure has reached 331.3 billion tugrugs, reflecting
an increase of 56.5 percent compared to 2008, of 60.5 percent compared to 2009, and 32.4 percent compared
to 2010. In 2011, share of health sector expenditure in the central government budget has reached 6.9 percent,
showing a decrease of 1.7 percentage points compared to 2008, of 1.9 percentage points compared to 2009, and
1.2 percentage points compared to 2010.

“CHILD DEVELOPMENT - 2010” SURVEY

Child nutritional status has improved, but protein energy malnutrition in children under age of five is still
present in Mongolia. The proportion of children underweight is 4.7 percent in 2010, and it shows a decrease of
1.6 percent from 2005, 8.0 percent from 2000. One in four children in 2000, one in five children in 2005 and one
in six children in 2070 was wasting, it shows decrease yearly. The proportion of children under 5 stunting was 2.3
percent in 2010, and it decreased by 2 times from 2000, but it has not changed from 2005.

The main goal of the family planning policy is to satisfy demand for contraception by increasing the couple’s
knowledge of contraceptive methods and their use based on that knowledge. Although in Mongolia 97.4 percent
of women between the ages of 15 and 49 who are married or in union, have knowledge regarding contraception
methods, only a little more than half of surveyed women (54.9 percent) used any type of contraception. 71.1
percent of total demand satistied, who have unmet need and those who are currently using contraception.

When asked about the knowledge, attitudes and practices on HIV, AIDS, 92.6 percent of surveyed reproductive
age women (15-49 age) have heard about HIV, however, their attitudes and practices were unsatisfactory. 28.5
percent of women know HIV transmission ways and correctly identify misconceptions about HIV. Moreover,
although 69.6 percent of women know a facility for HIV testing, only 12.7 percent had HIV testing and had result
within 12 months preceding the survey.

47.6 percent of surveyed women aged 15-49 read a newspaper, 40.2 percent listen to the radio, FM and 94.3
percent watch television at least once a week. Overall, 23.4 percent are exposed to all the three types of media
at least on a weekly basis. Women under age of 25 were more likely than older women to report exposure to all
three types of mass media. Strong differentials by residence, education and socio-economic status are observed
for exposure to all types of media, primarily due to differentials in exposure to print media.

42.2 percent of men aged 15-54 in Mongolia read a newspaper, 46.4 percent listen to the radio, FM and 95.8
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percent watch television at least once a week. 23.6 percent are exposed to all the three types of media at least on
a weekly basis.

The questions on computer and internet use were asked to 15-49 year old women and 15-54 year old men.
60.8 percent of 15-49 year old women ever used a computer and 46.1 percent ever used the internet, while 51.2
percent used a computer during the last year and 39.2 percent surfed the internet during the last year. Alimost the
little bit less proportion of men as women used a computer and the internet. As expected, both the computer and
internet use during the last 12 months is more widespread among young. Use of a computer and the internet is
also strongly associated with residence, education and wealth.

When surveyed, youth were asked about their satisfaction with life, only 54.2-54.3 percent of young
people aged 15-24 reported that their life has improved in the one year preceding the survey is not too much
indicator. But 86.4 percent of young men and 92.0 percent of young women respondents believed their life will
improve within one year, which shows that Mongolian youth is confident in their future.

15.9 percent of surveyed men aged 15-54 and 0.6 percent of women aged 15-49, have tried smoking before
the age of 15. As for alcoholic drinks, 2.7 percent of men aged 15-54 and less than 0.2 percent of women aged
15-49 have had an alcoholic beverage before age 15. There is more difference in use of tobacco between men
and women. Particularly, use of tobacco is much higher among women who is 30-39 aged (8.2-8.4 percent),
Ulaanbaatar city’s (9.7 percent), higher education (8.3 percent), while 50-54 aged (66.0 percent), Central region’s
(59.7 percent), no education (63.7 percent) men. As alcohol use before age 15 among men is disaggregated by
age groups, the highest is among men aged 15-29 which indicates that alcohol use has increased in recent years.

SOCIAL INSURANCE AND WELFARE

In 2011, 757.2 thousand persons covered in social insurance, out of them 675.6 thousand or 89.2 percent
were compulsory insured and 81.6 thousand or 10.8 percent voluntary insured.

Number of insured persons has increased by 99.2 thousands or 15.1 percent from year 2010 in terms of
compulsory insurers increased by 81.3 thousands or 13.7 percent and voluntary insurers increased by 17.9
thousands or 28.1 percent respectively.

Revenue of social insurance fund reached 755.5 billion tugrugs in 2011 presenting an increase of 132.8 billion
tugrugs or 21.3 percent compared with year 2010. Number of pensioners of social insurance fund has reached
332.2 thousands and it decreased by 5.3 thousands and 1.6 percent compared with year 2010.

Of total granted pension in 2011, the 71.8 percent was retirement pension, 15.3 percent is disability pension,
6.7 percent was breadwinner loss pension and 6.2 percent was military pension.

Among all pensioners, percentage share of beneficiaries of breadwinner loss pension and pension for disability
have decreasing, white pensioners of retirement and military pensions have an increasing trend, for instance,
percentage share of pensioners of breadwinner loss pension has decreasing to 9.7 percent in 2011 from 11.1
percent in 2008, 11.3 percent in 2009 and 10.4 percent in 2010. Moreover, percentage share of pensioners of
pension for disability changed 20.1 percent in 2011 from 20.6 percent in 2008, 21.3 percent in 2009 and 20.7
percent in 2010, while share of pensioners of retirement pension has increased to 66.1 percent in 2011 from 64.3
percent in 2008, 63.5 percent in 2009 and 64.8 percent in 2010.

Revenue of social welfare reached 134.8 billion tugrugs in 2011 demonstrating a decrease of 1.2 billion or
0.9 percent against the preceding year, while expenditure of social welfare reached 131.9 billion tugrugs in 2011,
showing an increase of 32.6 billion tugrugs or 32.8 percent compared with year 2010.

An amount of long-term pension has increased by 29.0 percent, benefits and allowances by 42.2 percent and
expenses for welfare services, mitigations and concessions increased by 22.3 percent respectively in 2011 from
level of year 2010.

According to amendments of law on encouraging mothers with many children in 2011, it changed as mothers,
who have six and more children award first-chop medal “ Medal of Glorious mother” and mothers, who have four
or five children shall award second-chop medal.Previously, mothers have seven and more children were awarded
by first-chop medal and have five or six children awarded by second —chop medal.These changes affected to
increase percentage share of beneficiaries of benefits, allowances, welfare services and concessions.
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An increase of percentage share of expenses for welfare services, mitigations and concessions was mainly
due to put up amount of one-off allowances for mothers with “Glorious mother” medal by 2 times from October
2010.

In 2011, number of beneficiaries of welfare pensions and allowance reached 619.6 thousand,and increased by
111.2 thousand or 21.9 percent compared to the year 2010.

In 2011, received cash allowances amounted 733.1 billion tugrugs granted from Human Development Fund.
The 96.9 percent of total beneficiaries who received cash allowances from Human development fund have received
21 thousand tugrugs, 0.9 percent received 70 thousand tugrugs and 2.2 percent have received 10 thousand
tugrugs in cash.

CRIME

A number of committed offences have reached at 19.2 thousand in 2011 and decreased by 628 cases or
3.2 percent compared with year 2010. The 7.6 percent of total committed offences recorded in Western region,
12.6 percent in Khangai region, 15.8 percent in Central region, 6.9 percent in Eastern region and 56.1 percent
has recorded in Ulaanbaatar city. Committed offences comprise that 37.7 percent shares crime against the right
ownership, 33.7 percent is crime against human life and health, 9.7 percent is crimes against public security, 9.7
percent is crimes against the rules of safety of traffic and use of motor vehicles, and 9.2 percent was other crimes.

Crimes against human life and health has reached 6462 in 2011 decreased by 351 cases or 5.2 percent
compared with year 2010 while infliction of bodily injury, that shares 90.3 percent among this type of crimes has
reached 5838 and increased by 17 or 0.3 percent from year 2010.

Crimes against children, family and social morals reached at 434 in 2011 and increased by 24 cases or 5.9
percent compared with year 2010, in terms of rape, which shares 84.6 percent into this type of crimes increased
by 7.3 percent from year 2010.

Crimes against the right of ownership committed 7232 and decreased by 712 cases or 9.0 percent in 2011
compared with year 2010. This decrease was mainly due to a decrease of theft, which shares 73.0 percent of this
type of crime by 501 cases. The theft of cattle reached at 1169 in 2011 and increased by 99 cases or 9.3 percent
from year 2010.

The 137 mugging cases recorded in 2011 and decreased by 6 cases or 4.2 percent compared with year 2010,
fraud reached 688 and it shows a decrease by 76 cases or 9.9 percent as well, while robbery reached at 536 and
increased by 16 cases or 3.1 percent from year 2010.

The hooliganism reached at 1824 in 2011 and it shares 97.4 percent of crimes against public security. This
type of crime cases increased in several aimags and cities, as by 66.7 percent in Sukhbaatar aimag, 45.0 percent in
Khentii, 37.5 percent in Bulgan, 33.3 percent in Orkhon, 14.8 percent in Tov aimag, 4.8 percent in Govi-Altai, and
increased by 29.4 percent in Ulaanbaatar city, respectively.

Crimes against the rules of safety of traffic and use of motor vehicles reached at 1870 and crimes against
environmental protection rules committed 270 in 2011. These crimes show increases by 231 cases or 14.1 percent
and by 39 cases or 16.9 percent compared with year 2010 respectively.

Number of committed offences per 10000 persons aged 18 and above is 103 and it shows a decrease by
6 cases or 5.5 percent compared with year 2010. This indicator was higher in Khentii (161), Dornogovi (137),
Govisumber (123), Tov (113) aimags and Ulaanbaatar (132) than the national average.

Total 17982 suspects and defendants or offenders recorded in 2011 and 1163 or 6.5 percent of them were
children, and 2303 or 12.8 percent are females.

The 922 people died caused by crimes in 2011 and constitutes 237 or 25.7 percent are due to crime attempted
murder, 363 or 39.4 percent has occurred by crime against the rules of safety of traffic and use motor vehicles.

Total 8210 persons convicted by court in 2011 and 724 or 8.8 percent of them are females, and 542 or 6.6
percent are children (the 26 or 4.8 percent of total convicted children are girls).

The amount of damage caused by crimes has reached at 35.9 billion and restituted damage reached at 18.5
billion tog and show increases by 7.6 percent by 28.9 percent compared with year 2010, respectively. The 70.8
percent or 25.4 billion tog of total amount of damages caused by crimes has occurred on private properties.
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GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

Preliminary result of 2011, GDP was 10829.7 bin.tog at current prices and 4881.4 bin.tog at constant prices
of 2005, representing increases of 2415.2 bin.tog or 28.7 percent at current prices and of 718.6 bin.tog or 17.3
percent at constant prices compared to the 2010 year.

In 2011, GDP at 2005 constant prices increased by 17.3 percent. Rises in value added of wholesale and retail
trade sector (by 164.6 bin.tog or 42.5%), manutacturing (39.7 bin.tog or 16.0%), mining and quarrying (64.1
bln.tog or 8.7%) were main factors leading to increase in GDP. In 2010, increase in total turnover of wholesale
and retail trade sector at current prices by 55.7% and growth in imports vices by 2.0 times compared to 2010
have contributed to the increase in the value added of wholesale and retail trade sector. In 2011, value added tax
revenue increased by 529.2 bin.tog or 91.4%, excise tax revenue by 25.4 bin.tog or 9.5%, revenue of taxes of
foreign trade by 144.1 bin.tog or 74.5%, which have played an important role in increasing total amount of net
taxes on products at current prices by 65.6% over 2010.

GDP per capita amounted to 3886.7 thous.tog at current prices and 1751.9 thous.tog at 2005 constant prices
and GNI per capita was 3557.3 thous.tog at current prices and 1603.4 thous.tog at 2005 constant prices in 2011.
GDP per capita by World Bank Atlas method was 2562 USD and 2345 USD for GNI in 2011.

The share in the private sector in GDP was 75.3 percent in 2011, demonstrating an increase of 1.9 points over
2010.

According to current price estimates of GDP by expenditure, GDP in 2011 was 10899.9 bin.tog, showing
an increase of 2440.3 bin.tog or 28.8 percent compared to the 2010 year. This growth was mainly contributed
by an increase of gross capital formation and net export. For 2011, the share of final consumption, gross capital
formation, and net export in GDP was 64.4 percent, 58.1 percent, and -22.5 percent respectively. Compared to
the 2010 year, the share of final consumption and net export in GDP decreased by 2.6 points and by 14.9 points
while that of the gross capital formation increased by 17.5 points. In 2011 growth in gross capital formation and
net exports were the main factors leading to these changes in the GDP.

Preliminary result of 2011, GDP by income approach was 10829.7 bin.tog. reflecting an increase of 28.7
percent compared to 2010. According to GDP calculation by income approach, the share of compensation of
employees, net taxes on production and imports and gross operating surplus/mixed income in GDP in 2011 was
23.9 percent, 21.5 percent, and 54.5 percent respectively. Compared to the 2010 year, the share of net taxes on
production and imports and gross operating surplus/mixed income in GDP increased by 0.5 points and 0.8 points,
while that of compensation of employees in GDP decreased by 1.3 points respectively.

In 2011, GDP, at 2005 constant prices by quarter shows that GDP in 1st quarter increased by 9.8 percent
compared with same period of the 2010 year and in first half of the year increased by 14.0 percent, in first 3
quarters by 16.5 percent and in the whole year by 17.3 percent respectively.

NATIONAL CONSUMER PRICE INDEX

Since 2006, the National Statistical Office has been estimating and publishing the national CPI using the
weighted average of household consumer expenditures of all aimags and the capital city.

The national consumer price index at the end of 2010 rose by 13.0% compared with the previous year and by
10.2% at the end of 2011 compared to 2010, causing the growth to slow by 2.8 points.

In 2011, the national consumer price index increased by 10.2% over the end of the preceding year. Of the
total, index of transport group went up by 16.1%, housing, water, electricity and fuels by 14.1%, clothing and
footwear by 13.9%, education by 11.9%, miscellaneous goods and services by 11.2%, which were the highest rate,
household furnishings and goods by 8.9%, foodstuff 8.2%, recreation and cultural goods by 7.1%, restaurants
and hotels by 7.0%, medical goods and care by 3.5%, alcoholic beverages, tobacco by 3.3%, and communication
by 0.3%.

Of the 10.2% contribution, 3.6 points were an increase in food prices, 1.9 points in clothing and footwear
prices, 1.5 points in housing, water, electricity and fuels, 1.4 points in transportation prices, 0.8 points in education
prices, 0.5 points in household furnishings and goods prices and 0.7 points in other groups.
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The annual average CPI for 2011 was 9.2%, down by 0.9 point from the previous year.

The monthly consumer price index for goods and services increased by 0.5-3.0 percent in January and
February, 2011, whereas it decreased by 0.2-0.8 percent on March and April, 2011. Also, the consumer price index
was decreased by 0.3 percent in August, while it increased by 0.6-2.0 percent from September to December, 2011.
The CPI reached its highest level or 3.0% in January, and reached its lowest level or 0.8% in March, 2011.

Compared to the preceding year, the consumer price index at the end of 2011 went up by 5.3-14.2
percent in all aimag. Among them, the CPl in Dornod aimag increased up to 14.2%, which was the highest level.
The CPI for the capital city was 11.1%.

AVERAGE MARKET PRICES OF SOME KEY AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS

Data on average market prices of key agricultural products is captured through a price survey. To estimate an
average price for a product, the arithmetic mean method is employed.

According to the 2011 survey of average market prices for key products of agriculture, a major industry
of the Mongolian economy, a national annual average price for sheep skin with wool was 10.3 thous.tog, up
by 2.9 thous.tog and 39.2 percent over 2010, for cattle hide more than 2 meter long 23.1 thous.tog, up by
4.7 thous.tog and 25.5 percent from 2010, for horse hide 25.6 thous.tog, up by 3.9 thous.tog and 18.0 percent
compared with 2010, for white cashmere 52.0 thous.tog, up by 5.8 thous.tog and 12.6 percent over 2010 whereas
that for goat skin with wool was 15.5 thous.tog, down by 2.9 thous.tog and 15.8 percent compared with 2010.

MONEY AND LOAN

At the end of 2011, the money supply (broad money or M2) in the economy reached 6412.3 bin.tog, up by
1732.3 bin.tog or 37.0 percent compared with 2010. An increase of 1148.8 bin.tog in the quasi money was a main
factor leading to the growth of money supply (broad money or M2) from 2010.

Currency deposits amounted to 2912.4 bin.tog at the end of 2011, representing an increase of 910.8 bin.tog
or 45.5 percent over 2010. The growth of currency deposits was due to an increase of 751.3 bin.tog in individual’s
deposits. Foreign currency deposits in 2011 increased by 223.3 bin.tog or 29.6 percent over 2010 reaching 977.9
bln.tog.

The share of currency outside of the banks in the money supply or (M2), one of the indicators for monetary
statistics, reached 8.1 percent at the end of 2011, representing a decrease of 0.2 points over 2010.

Loans outstanding of the commercial banks totalled 5641.2 bin.tog at the end of 2011, representing an
increase of 2376.5 bin.tog or 72.8 percent from 2010. The share of non-performing loans in the total loans
outstanding was 11.5 percent in 2010 and 5.8 percent in 2011. The total loans outstanding decreased by 5.7 points
compared with 2010.

At the end of 2011, the average annual weighted interest rate of togrog loans lent by the commercial banks
decreased by 2.4 points and the annual interest rate of togrogs was 15.5 percent whereas the average weighted
interest rate of foreign currency loans declined by 0.5 points from 2010 and the annual interest rate of foreign
currency was 12.1 percent.

The Bank of Mongolia’s official annual average exchange rate of the Mongolian togrog against US dollar was
1265.46 tog in 2011, appreciated by 6.7 percent compared with 2010. The annual average exchange rate of the
national currency against EUR was 1761.27 tog in 2011, appreciated by 2.2 percent over 2010. The annual average
exchange rate of the national currency against CNY was 195.91 tog in 2011, appreciated by 2.2 percent from 2010.
The annual average exchange rate of the national currency against RUB was 43.08 tog in 2010, appreciated by 3.6
percent compared with 2010.

The net foreign reserves of Mongolia at the end of 2011 increased by 126.4 min.US doll or 6.0 percent from
2010, reaching USD 2217.6 min.US.doll, equal to 20.2 weeks or 5.1 months of imports.
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STOCK EXCHANGE MARKET
A total of 332 companies were listed at the Mongolian Stock Exchange as the end of 2011, of which 52 were
state-owned and state partially owned companies and 280 private companies.

In 2011, there were 252 trading days, having a total transaction value of 350.2 bin.tog. Total market
capitalization increased by 57.8 percent with 2010, reaching 2168.6 bin.tog in 2011.

The TOP-20 average index, which was 10582.8 points in 2010, increased to 21420.8 points in 2011.
In 2011, 487.2 thous.shares with total value of 433.0 min.tog were daily traded on average.

The most actively traded shares in 2011 were Remicon, Hermes Centre, Silicat, Berkh uul, Genco Tour Bureau,
Mongol shiltgeen etc. Leading companies in market capitalization in 2011 were Tavan tolgoi, APU, Baganuur,
Shivee ovoo, Shariin gol, Berkh uul etc.

OTHER FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS

Insurance. One of the efficient financial methods to lower one’s risk and cover unexpected loss within a
short period of time is a commercial insurance. In 2011, there were 17 insurance and 8 insurance intermediaries
operating actively at the national level. In 2011, insurance companies made revenues of 47.5 bin.tog from insurance
premiums and paid 10.2 bin.tog for insurance reimbursements. In 2011, the revenues of insurance premiums
increased by 49.5 percent and insurance reimbursements increased by 15.2 percent.

Non-Bank financial institutions. In 2011, a total of 195 non-bank financial institutions operated actively
at the national level and gained operating income of 45.2 bin.tog and incurred operating expenses of 14.5 bin.tog
and their net operating income after provisions was 28.6 bin.tog. The operating income increased by 55.9 percent
and net operating income after provisions (operating income minus operating expenses and provisions) increased
by 59.1 percent and operating expenses increased by 65.0 percent compared to 2010.

Saving and credit cooperative. A total of 162 entities operated under special license in 2011, reporting
12.4 bin.tog interest income, 7.4 bin.tog interest expense, which resulted in net interest profit of 5.0 bin.tog. In
2011, the interest income increased by 10.8 percent and interest expense increased by 16.1 percent while the net
interest profit increased by 3.7 percent.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT BUDGET

According to preliminary results for 2011, the amount of the general government budget revenue and grants
reached 4400.6 bin.tog, representing 2230.3 bin.tog or 2.0 times increase from 2008, 2406.6 bin.tog or 2.2 times
increase over 2009, and an increase of 1278.2 bin.tog or 40.9 percent compared to 2010.

Compared to the previous year, the tax revenue increased by 948.6 bin.tog or 35.3 percent. The increase was
mainly due to increases of 563.2 bin.tog or 65.1 percent in revenue from taxes on goods and services, 262.2 bin.
tog or 84.7 percent in revenue from other taxes, 154.4 bin.tog or 39.5 percent in revenue from corporate income
tax, 144.1 bin.tog or 74.5 percent in revenue from taxes on foreign trade, 119.1 bin.tog or 36.0 percent in revenue
from social security contribution, 69.7 bin.tog or 43.3 percent in revenue from personal income tax, although there
was a decrease of 367.3 bin.tog or 86.8 percent in revenue from windfall tax.

The non-tax revenue increased by 114.4 bin.tog or 29.3 percent compared to the previous year. Increases of
33.4 bin.tog or 60.5 percent in revenues from dividends, 22.1 bin.tog or 13.5 percent in revenues from budget
entities, 21.4 bin.tog or 59.2 percent in revenues from interest and fines, 21.2 bin.tog or 38.7 percent in revenues
from oil petroleum, and 12.8 bin.tog or 26.8 percent in revenues from others, have been a major factor leading to
the increase in the non-tax revenue.

The share of current revenue in the total revenue and grants accounted for 99.1 percent in 2008, 98.9 percent
in 2009, 98.6 percent in 2010 and 94.1 percent in 2011.

According to preliminary results for 2011, the total expenditure and net lending of the general government
budget amounted to 4792.0 bin.tog, reflecting an increase of 2325.3 bin.tog or 94.3 percent from 2008 and
2455.4 bin.tog or 2.1 times increase over 2009.

According to preliminary estimation for 2011, the general government budget expenditure and reimbursable
net lending increased by 1711.3 bin.tog or 55.6 percent to 4792.0 bin.tog compared to the previous year. The
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increase was mainly caused by increases of 621.4 bin.tog or 59.3 percent in subsidies and transters, 476.1 bin.tog
or 80.6 percent in capital expenditure, 361.8 bin.tog or 31.0 percent in expenditure of goods and services, 257.1
bin.tog or 2.1 times in lending minus repayments although there was a decrease of 5.0 bin.tog or 11.8 percent in
interest payment

The share of current expenditure in the total expenditure and net lending amounted to 71.4 percent in 2008,
76.5 percent in 2009, 73.2 percent in 2010 and 67.5 percent in 2071.

According to preliminary estimates, the general government budget revenue as percentage of GDP was 40.6
percent in 2011 reflecting 7.5 point increase over 2008, and 10.3 point increase from 2009 and 3.5 point increase
from 2010 years, respectively.

According to preliminary estimates, the general government budget expenditure as percentage of GDP was
44.2 percent in 2011, indicating 6.6 point increase over 2008, and 8.7 point increase from 2009 and 7.6 point
increase over 2010 years, respectively.

The general government budget was in surplus of 41.8 bin.tog in 2010, equal to 0.5 percent of the GDP. Yet, it
witnessed a budget deficit in 2008, 2009 and 2011. The share of overall budget deficit in the GDP was 4.5 percent
in 2008 and 5.2 percent in 2009. The share of the equilibrated budget deficit in the GDP reached 3.6 percent in
2011.

According to preliminary estimates, the capital expenditure as percentage of GDP was 9.9 percent in 2011,
reflecting 0.4 point increase over 2008, and 2.9 point increase from 2009 and 2010, respectively.

BALANCE OF PAYMENTS

For the preliminary results of 2011, the overall balance of payment equaled to 33.7 min.US dollars and
decreased by 839.4 min.US dollars or 25.9 times compared to the previous year. Balance of payments current
account equaled to 2568.3 min.US dollars. Current account deficit increased by 1681.6 min.US dollars or 2.9 times
compared to the previous year. The balance of goods had a deficit of 925.1 min.US dollars and it was increased by
744.7 min.US dollars or 5.1 times compared to the previous year. The balance of services had a deficit of 1158.3
min.US dollars and it was increased by 863.8 min.US dollars or 3.9 times compared to the previous year. There
were mainly influenced on the growth of current account’s deficit.

The income balance deficit has reached to 725.3 min.US dollars and it has increased by 126.5 min.US dollars
or 21.1 percent compared to the previous year cause of distribution dividends of 90.3 min.US dollars by the entities
with foreign investments in Mongolia.

Capital and financial accounts surplus reached to 2.3 bin.US dollars and increased by 556.3 min.US dollars
or 31.9 percent compared to the previous year. The foreign direct investment increased by 2.1 bin.US dollars or
2.3 times compared to the previous year. There were mainly influenced on the growth of capital and financial
account.

INVESTMENT AND CONSTRUCTION

In 2011, total volume of investment has reached 6545.8 billion.tog, showing an increase of 2700.0 billion.tog
or 70.2 percent compared to the previous year.

In 2011, in the total investments amount, the share of domestic sourced investments was 30.0 percent and
foreign investments 70.0 percent, showing an increase by 558.5 billion.tog and by 2141.5 billion.tog, respectively.

The increase of foreign investments was influenced by growth of foreign direct investments by 2041.8 billion.
tog and foreign aid and loan by 99.8 billion.tog compared to the previous year.

In 2011, about 15.5 percent of total investments were from the state budget, was reached 1015.7 billion.tog,
indicating an increase by 454.1 billion.tog or 80.9 percent compared to the previous year. Share of investment from
the state budget showing a increase by 0.9 points. In the total investment amount, the decrease of the share of
domestic sources investments hasn’t been caused by decline of domestic sources investments, rather related to the
soaring growth of foreign source investments.
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About 11.4 percent of total investments were spent for construction works and 65.1 percent for purchase
of machinery and equipments. Compared to the previous year, the investment for the construction works has
decreased by 0.6 points, while in reverse the purchase of machinery and equipments has increased by 18.2 points.
The increase of machinery and equipments was influenced import of machinery, equipment of mining.

CONSTRUCTION

In 2011, the value of construction and major repair works reached 745.0 bin.tog, of which 88.2 percent or
657.2 bin.tog were completed by domestic construction entities and 11.8 percent or 87.8 bin.tog were performed
by foreign construction entities.

At the national level, there was 686.0 bin.tog worth of residential buildings and commercial centers put into
operation in 2011, up 14.2 percent or 85.5 bin.tog compared with the previous year.

In 2011, a total of 794 new buildings and structures were constructed. Out of which, 159 were residential
buildings with a total of 11349 apartment units; 113 energy structures; 86 office buildings; 65 school and cultural
buildings; 62 dams, ditches, cables and networks and commercial and service buildings; 11 industrial buildings;
and 9 hotel buildings.

Of all the construction and major repair works performed by domestic construction entities, 72.1 percent
were in Ulaanbaatar, 4.9 percent in Khovd, 3.1 percent in Orkhon, 2.9 percent in Uvs. During the recent four
years, the construction and major repair work by domestic construction entities increased by 33.8-79.6 percent on
average in Bulgan, Dornogovi, Uvs, Khovd, and Khovsgol aimags and decreased by 1.3-10.3 percent on average in
Bayankhongor, Ovorkhangai, and Orkhon aimags.

In 2011, prices of domestic construction materials increased, except for those of vacuum window, emulsion,
polystyrene and varnish. An average price of a brick made from clay M-100 was 148.4 tog, up 5.9 tog or 4.2
percent, that of 1m3 plank flooring was 146.8 thous.tog, up 13.9 thous.tog or 10.5 percent, that of 50kg cement
M-500 was 6.9 thous.tog, up 1.1 thous.tog or 19.4 percent; that of Tm3 iron concrete was 106.7 thous.tog, up
18.1 thous.tog or 20.4 percent; that of Tm3 edged plank was 37.7 thous.tog, up 11.2 thous.tog or 42.1 percent;
and that of a piece of dry stick was 25.4 thous.tog, up 9.3 thous.tog or 57.2 percent. The average prices for the
above-mentioned materials increased by 4.2-57.2 percent compared with the 2010 average prices.

AGRICULTURE

Livestock husbandry

The main foundation of Mongolia’s economy, pasturing livestock husbandry still plays an important role in the
economy, employment and export revenues of Mongolia. For the preliminary estimates of 2011, 13.0 percent of
GDP was produced by the agriculture sector, of which 79.2 percent accounts for livestock husbandry. As well, 33.0
percent of total labor force of the country is engaged in the agricultural sector and 6.5 percent of export income
is contributed by the agriculture sector.

Production of livestock husbandry industry for 2011 preliminary estimates was MNT 1505.3 bin.tog at current
prices, reaching MNT 779.0 bin.tog at 2005 constant prices. Compared with the previous year, it increased by 16.6
percent at current prices, but it decreased by 0.01 percent at constant prices.

In 2011 the livestock husbandry industry produced 208.0 thous.t of meat in slaughter weight, 458.6 thous.t of
milk, 53.6 min.pcs eggs, 17.6 thous.t of sheep wool, 4.4 thous.t of cashmere, and 8.8 min.pcs of hide.

Compared with the previous year, the production of cashmere decreased by 1.8 thous.t, the production of
sheep wool by 5.8 thous.t, production of hide by 8.0 min.pcs, but the production of meat increased by 6.8 thous.t
in slaugther weight and milk production by 120.2 thous.t.

According to results of the livestock census for 2011, 27.9 percent of total household and 211.7 thous.
households with private livestock have been counted, among which 154.9 thous.herder households are engaged
in livestock. As well, 311.2 thous. herdsmen are employed in livestock sector.
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According to the 2011 livestock census, of the total herder households 87.8 percent have electric engines, 80.7
percent have TV's, 31.3 percent have cars, 48.3 percent have motocycles, 1.8 percent have tractors, 78.1 percent
have yard for livestock, and 21.4 percent have a well.

At the end of 2011, 84.6 percent or 13.1 min.female breeding of total female breeding stock gave birth and as
today 94.9 percent of total births or 12.5 min.heads of young animals have survived.

At the end of 2011, in total 36.3 min. livestock heads were counted, which was above by 3.6 min. heads
or 11.0 percent compared with the previous year. According to the 2011 livestock census was accounted 2112.9
thous.horses, 2339.7 thous. cattle, 280.1 thous.camels, 15.7 min.sheeps, 15.9 min.goats. The number of horses
decreased by 192.6 thous, cattle by 163.7 thous, camels by 10.5 thous, sheep by 1.2 min, goats by 2.1 min.
heads. Compared with the previous year, the number of livestock increased in 14 aimag by type of livestock.
Number of livestocks were the maximum growth in Uvurkhangai (415.1 thous.heads), Arkhangai (305.1 thous.
heads), Govi-Altai (297.8 thous.heads), Zavkhan (288.4 thous.heads), Bayankhongor (274.8 thous.heads).

In 2011, 0.7 min.heads of adult animals had lost, which equals to 2.0 percent of total livestock at beginning
of the year.

In 2011, 663.2 thous.t of fodder produced nationwide in terms of fodder. Converted all the livestock into
head of sheep, per domestic animal was allocated 11.0 kg fodder, which is by 0.3 kg less than the previous year.

According to the data of The Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Light Industry, in 2011, the 901 milk cow farms,
64 meat cattle farms, 200 meat and sheep wool farms, 187 pig farms, 217 chicken farms and 81 bee farms were
registered, which is more than by 366 compared with the previous year.

Crop farming

Compared with the before "ATAR IlI” campaign five years (2003-2007)" average harvest, in 2011 the crop
harvest rose by 323.9 thous.t or 3.7 times, potatoes by 109.9 thous.t or 2.2 times, and vegetables by 36.1 thous.t
or 57.4 percent.

In 2011, there were 345.9 thous.hectares of sown area, of which 299.9 thous.hectares were for cereals,15.4
thous.hectares for potatoes, 7.8 thous.hectares for vegetables, 10.9 thous.hectares for machine-harvested fodder
and 11.9 thous.hectares for technical crops and fruits. The total sown area increased by 30.6 thous.hectares or
9.7 percent compared with the previous year. In 2011, the production was 446.1 thous.t of cereals, 201.6 thous.t
of potatoes, 99.0 thous.t of vegetables, 40.4 thous.t of machine-harvested fodder. In addition, 1195.2 thous.t
of hay harvest and 46.7 thous.t of hand-made fodder were prepared. Compared with the previous year, cereals
but potatoes, vegetables, fodder, hay harvest, hand-made fodder increased by 91.0 thous.t or 25.6 percent,
33.6 thous.t or 20.0 percent and 16.7 thous.t or 20.3 percent and 5.6 thous.t or 16.1 times and 57.9 thous.t or 5.1
percent and 14.0 thous.t or 42.8 percent respectively.

In 2011, the yield of cereals and potatoes per hectare was 14.9 centners and 131.1 centners respectively, the
yield of cereals more by 1.2 centners and potatoes by 9.5 centners compared with the previous year.

In 2011 Mongolia provided 98.3 percent of national cereals used, 97.2 percent of potatoes used, 55.3 percent
of vegetables used from domestic harvest.

INDUSTRY

The total industrial output at current prices was 6185.6 billion tugrugs in 2011 and 2126.3 billion tugrugs at
constant prices for 2005. The industrial output at constant price increased by 302.9 billion tugrugs or 16.6 % from
2008, and 363.0 billion tugrugs or 20.6 % over 2009, and 187.5 billion tugrugs or 9.7 % from 2010.

The increase in the industrial output was mainly due to increases of 16.8-22.6 percent in main mining and
quarrying products such as crude oil and coal, an increase of 77.3 percent in iron ore production, increases of
0.8-68.6 percent in main products of the manufacturing sector such as bakery products, knitted goods, combed
down, meat, bread, soft drinks, milk, cigarettes, alcohol, juice, beer, pure water, camel woolen, and an increase of
86.5 percent in concrete mortar.
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Products worth 5626.7 billion tugrugs were sold at the domestic and external markets, indicating an increase
of 1158.5 billion tugrugs or 25.9% compared to the previous year.

The percentage of manufacturing industry in the total industrial sales reached 27.8 % in 2011, up by 6.8 points
compared to the previous year whereas that of the mining and extractive industries amounted to 64.9%, down by
5.7 points and that of electricity, thermo-energy and water supply industries reached 7.3 %, down by 1.1 points
compared to the previous year.

The labour productivity of the industrial sector at current price reached 113.4 million tugrugs in 2011, indicating
an increase of 16.5 million tugrugs or 17.0 % compared to the previous year. The labour productivity at current
prices increased by 26.2 million tugrugs or 13.5 % in the mining and extractive industries, by 15.8 million tugrugs
or 23.3% in the manufacturing industry, and by 2.6 million tugrugs or 8.7% in electricity, thermo-energy and
water supply industry.

The gross industrial output analysis by number of employees indicates that 21.4 percent of the total output
are produced from enterprises with 1-99 employees and 78.6 percent from those with more than 100 employees.

TRANSPORTATION

44.1 min.t of freight and 296.2 min.passengers with double counting were carried by various modes of
transport in 2011. The freight turnover reached 16336.7 min.t.km while the passenger turnover amounted to
4695.7 min.pass.km. Of the total, 25.6 min.t of freight and 291.8 min.passengers with double counting were
carried by road, 18.4 min.t of freight and 3.8 min.passengers with double counting by railway, 2.9 thous.t of
freight and 0.6 min.passengers with double counting by air.

In 2011, the overall volume of freight and passengers transport grew by 14.7 min.t or 49.9 percent and 45.5
min.passengers or 18.2 percent over the previous year. Compared with the previous year, 2.0 times increase in the
overall volume of the auto road freight and 2.7 times increase in freight turnover in 2011 were mainly caused by a
rise in the amount of coal mined in the territory of Omnogovi province.

According to results of the Motor Vehicle Inspection, the total number of vehicles reached 312.5 thous., of
which 208.5 thous. were sedans, 75.1 thous. trucks, 22.5 thous. buses and 6.4 thous. special equipped vehicles.
Of the total vehicles in Mongolia, 67.1 percent or 209.8 thous. vehicles are in Ulaanbaatar. Moreover, 18.2 percent
of the total vehicles in the country were up to 9 years old and the rest 81.8 percent were used for more than 10
years.

The total length of improved road network was 7633.4 km, of which 4063.4 km were paved as of the end of

2011. The improved road network has been extended by 899.0 km, of which paved road extension was 1047.8 km
over the previous year.

TELECOMMUNICATION

In the recent years the number of mobile phone subscribers has considerably increased. In 2011, the number
of mobile phone subscribers reached 2942.3 thous. users, indicating an increase of 409.4 thous. users or 16.2
percent over the preceding year. The number of satellite communication subscribers increased from 773 in 2010
to 986 in 2011.

The number of fixed telephone lines was 131.8 thous. in 2011, showing a decrease of 11.4 thous. lines
compared to 2010.

The first cable television network was established in 1996. There were 180.1 thous. users using cable television
network as of 2011.

The number of internet service providers rose from 77 in 2010 to 85 in 2011.

In 2010, the postal service offices sent a total of 744.0 thous. letters, mails, parcels and wrappers and delivered
10.6 min. periodicals to the readers while in 2011, they sent 879.1 thous. letters, mails, wrappers and parcels and
delivered 13.5 min. periodicals to the customers. Compared to 2010, the number of letters, mails, parcels and
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wrappers increased by 18.2 percent and the postal service for periodicals increased by 27.2 percent.

The revenue from the telecommunication services amounted to 459.0 bin.tog in 2011, showing an increase
of 57.4 bin.tog or 14.3 percent comparison with 2010. 74.9 percent of the total revenue accounted for revenue
from the population.

The total number of establishments in the information and communication industry reached 1713, of which
35.8 percent were those engaged in computer programming, consultancy and related activities; 29.7 percent
in publishing activities; 17.3 percent in telecommunications activities; 8.1 percent in radio and TV broadcasting
activities (according to results of the Establishment Census).

FOREIGN TRADE

In 2011, total foreign trade turnover equaled 11415.9 min.USD. Particularly, the exports amounted to 4817.5
min.USD and the imports reached 6598.4 min.USD. The total turnover increased by 5307.3 min.USD or 86.9
percent, of which the exports increased by 1909.0 min.USD or 65.6 percent and the imports by 3398.3 min.US
dollars or 2.1 times higher than 2010.

Foreign trade balance had a deficit of 1780.9 min.USD, reflecting 1489.3 min.USD or 6.1 times increase over
2010. The foreign trade deficit in 2011 was mainly caused by the fact that the import growth was higher by 40.6
points than the export growth.

Exports of natural or cultivated pearls, precious metals, jewellery declined by 68.4 min.USD, live animal, animals,
and products of animal origin by 29.4 min.USD compared with 2010. However, exports of mineral products grew
by 1944.9 min.USD, textiles and textile articles by 25.1 min.USD, raw and processed hides, skins and fur and articles
thereof by 18.6 min.USD. This increase was a main factor leading to an increase of 1909.0 min.USD in the exports.
Rise in imports of machinery, equipment, electric appliances, recorders, TV sets and spare parts by 1102.7 min.
USD, that of road, air and water transport vehicles and their spare parts by 905.3 min.USD, that of oil products by
519.5 mIn.USD, base metals and articles thereof by 391.4 min.USD, plastics, rubber, and articles thereof by 120.3
min.USD, and food products by 93.1 min.USD played an important role in increasing the imports by 3398.3 min.
USD compared to 2010.

Mineral products are dominated in Mongolia’s exports. Particularly, mineral products comprised 35.2 percent
of the total exports in 2000, 42.7 percent in 2005, 81.0 percent in 2010, which increased to 89.2 percent in 2011.

Of the total export commodities, 47.2 percent was comprised of coal, 20.1 percent copper concentrate, 9.2
percent iron ores, 5.3 percent crude oils, 3.0 percent zinc concentrate, 2.3 percent gold, unwrought or in semi-
manufactured forms, 1.2 percent combed goat down, 0.5 percent textiles & textiles articles and 11.2 percent other
products exports in 2011.

The export of gold, unwrought or in semi-manufactured forms comprised 16.4 percent of the total exports in
2009, 6.1 percent of the export in 2010. It declined to 2.3 percent in 2011, while the coal export comprised 16.2
percent of the total exports in 2009, 30.3 percent in 2010. It rose by 47.2 percent in 2011.

The volume of sheep or lamb skin leather export increased by 2.2 times over 2010, while that of goat and
goatling’s skin leather rose by 14.0 percent. But combed goat down export decreased by 45.0 percent and greasy
cashmere export by 8.8 percent over 2010.

Of the total import commodities, 27.0 percent was comprised of machinery, electronic equipments and
appliances, recorders, TV sets and spare parts, 22.9 percent auto, air and water transport vehicles and their spare
parts, 19.3 percent mineral products, 9.0 percent base metals and articles thereof, 5.0 percent food products,
3.9 percent chemicals and chemical industry products, 3.5 percent plastics, rubber, and articles thereof and 9.4
percent other products in 2011.

In 2011, Mongolia imported crude oil amounted to 1026.5 thous.t or 1153.8 min.US.dollars, which was 17.5
percent of the imports. Compared to 2010, the import of oil products grew by 200.3 thous.t or 24.2 percent.

Supply of rice, sugar, and vegetable oil, which are the main food products of Mongolia, are fully provided
by imported products. In 2011, 76.7 percent of rice were imported from China, 11.2 percent from the Russian
Federation, and 9.5 percent from Vietnam while 47.1 percent of sugar were imported from Thailand, 12.3 percent
from Columbia, and 10.9 percent from Brazil. In 2011, 98.5 percent of vegetable oil were imported from Russian
Federation while 89.6 percent of flour were imported from Russian Federation and 9.6 percent from Kazakhstan,
respectively.
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The public transport vehiclie import in 2011 increased by 14.3 min.USD or 2.1 times over the preceding year
while the truck import grew 373.9 min.USD or 2.8 times, cars import rose by 283.0 min.USD or 2.7 times against
the previous year. These were a main factor leading to the increase in imports of auto transport vehicles and spare
parts for auto vehicles and trucks.

In 2011, terms of trade index was 73.0, down by 38.9 points over the preceding year.

TRADE, HOTELS AND RESTAURANTS

For the preliminary estimates of year 2011, the total sale of the wholesale and retail trade sector was 6793.6
bin.tog., indicating an increase by 1874.9 bin.tog or 38.1 percent compared with the previous year. At the end of
year 2011, the total output of trade was 1800.3 bin.tog at current price, showing an increase by 286.3 bin.tog or
18.9 percent compared with the previous year. Comparing with the previous year, the total output of wholesale
trade was increased by 135.9 bin.tog or 14.4 percent, retail trade was increased by 150.4 bin.tog or 26.4 percent.
The total output comprises 60.0 percent of wholesale and 40.0 percent of retail trade.

For the preliminary estimates of year 2011, the number of people per commercial unit became 48, which was
decreased by 5 people comparing with the previous year. It was influenced by the growth of number of commercial
units which increased by 5345 units or 10.2 percent compared with the previous year.

At the end of year 2011, the number of people per commercial unit was 70 in the Western region, 65 in the
Khangai region, 58 in the Eastern region, 47 in the Central region and 39 in Ulaanbaatar city.

According to preliminary estimates for 2011, the total output of the hotel industry reached 88.3 bin. togrogs,
showing an increase of 28.4 bin. tog. or 47.4 percent compared with 2010. At the end of 2011, the total number
of employees in the hotel industry was 6.0 thous. people, up by 824 people or 16.0 percent over 2010.

According to preliminary estimates for 2011, the total output of the restaurant industry amounted to 106.8
bin. togrogs, indicating a growth of 16.9 bin. tog. or 18.8 percent from 2010. At the end of 2011, the total number
of employees in the restaurant industry was 6.5 thous. persons, representing an increase of 1907 persons or 41.9
percent compared with 2010.

HOUSING, PUBLIC SERVICES AND AMENITIES

At the national level, living quarters with 624.8 thous.m? living areas were put into operation in 2011. As a
result, housing stock reached 10062.3 thous.m? showing an increase of 18.6 percent over 2008, 12.9 percent from
2009, and 5.4 percent compared to 2010.

The number of water supply stations has reached 1368 in 2011, representing an increase of 6.2 percent from
2010. The number of households using portable water supply reached 433.2 thousand in 2011, up by 3.9 percent
over the previous year.

The number of rubbish-dumps was 411 in 2011, demonstrating a decrease of 8 or 1.9 percent from 2010.

There were 662 public bathhouses with capacity of 2881 persons operating in 2010 while there were 690
bathhouses with capacity of 3057 persons in 2011 showing an increase of 4.2 percent in quantity and 6.1 percent
in capacity.
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TOURISM

A doubled number of 4.3 million passengers crossed the border of Mongolia in 2011, showing an increase
by 658.7 thousand persons or 17.9 percent compared with 2010. The 46.3 percent of total inbound passengers
have crossed through Zamiin-Uud immigration post, 16.1 percent are through Buyant-Ukhaa, 9.9 percent through
Gashuun Sukhait, 8.8 percent through Altanbulag, and 6.7 percent are through Shivee Khuren, and the remaining
12.2 percent have crossed through other immigration posts.

There were 627.0 thousand foreign passengers travelling inbound to Mongolia in 2011, indicating that it has
increased by 69.5 thousand persons or 12.5 percent compared with 2010. By duration 95.8 percent of them stayed
until 30 days, 2.1 percent until 90 days and 2.1 percent stayed for 90 days and longer. There were 69.0 percent
out of total foreign passengers came from East Asia and Pacific Ocean region, 24.1 percent came from Europe,
3.4 percent were from America, and remaining 3.5 percent came from the Middle East, South Asia and Africa.

The 55.3 percent of total inbound foreign passengers were citizens of the People’s Republic of China, 16.7
percent were citizens of the Russian Federation, 7.1 percent were citizens of the Republic of Korea, 2.6 percent
were citizens of the United States of America and 2.4 percent were citizens of Japan, the remaining 15.9 percent
were citizens of other countries.

The 73.4 percent out of total inbound foreign passengers were passengers with tourism purpose and the
remaining 26.6 percent had purposes to work study and reside in the country. Foreign passengers with tourism
purpose have increased by 0.9 percent compared with previous year. The 44.2 percent of inbound foreign
passengers with tourism purpose arrived during the first half and 55.8 percent during the second half of the year
2011.

A doubled number of 1548.2 thousand citizens of Mongolia were outbound in 2011, and 86.1 percent of
them had private purpose. The 74.8 percent of our outbound citizens travelled to the People’s Republic of China
(1.1 million persons), of the Russian Federation (198.3 thousand persons) and the Republic of Korea (42.2 thousand
persons).

As end of the year 2011, the 1022 enterprises registered in business registers, that were active in tourism
sector and it shows an increase by 596 or 2.4 times compared with 2010.

At the end of the year 2011, 4.3 thousand employees were worked in tourism sector and it increased by 2261
persons or 2.1 times compared with 2070.

PRODUCTIVITY

The total productivity in the mining and quarrying, wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles industries was 1262-1414 togrogs, relatively higher than that in other economic sectors and 1.7-1.9
times higher than the national average.

At the national level, the total factor productivity at current prices in 2011 reached 2266 togrogs, indicating
an increase of 172 togrogs from 2010. The fixed capital productivity at current prices in 2011 was 17984 togrogs,
electricity productivity was 25447 togrogs, and the main raw material productivity was 2404 togrogs.

The labor productivity at constant prices in 2005 was 4536.4 thous.togrogs, showing an increase of 17.3
percent compared to 2010.

BUSINESS REGISTER

66.5 thous.enterprises were covered by Establishment Census conducted in April 2011 while 67.4 thous.
enterprises were counted at the end of 2011.

In 2011, the Business Register Database registered 67.4 thous.enterprises, of which 48.1 thous.enterprises
or 71.3 percent were operating actively. Among all the active enterprises, 80.7 percent had 1-9 employees, 9.1
percent 10-19 employees, 6.8 percent 20-49 employees, and 3.5 percent more than 50 employees. This repesents
that establishments with fewer employee are dominant in the economy.

The share of active enterprises with 1-9 employees decreased by 4.4 points compared with 2010 whereas that
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of enterprises with 10-19 employees, with 20-49 employees and with more than 50 employees increased by 2.4
points, 1.4 points, and 0.6 points, respectively.

Analysis by number of enterprises indicated that there was a high growth in the number of small sized
establishments. The share of the active enterprises in wholesale and retail trade remained high.

Over the last four years, the number of active enterprises in public administration and defence, compulsory
social security has decreased by an average of 2.4 percent per year while that of active enterprises in manufacturing
and in transport, storage and communications has increased by 22.7 percent, that of enterprises in real estate,
renting and other bussiness activities by 23.1 percent, that of enterprises in financial services by 26.4 percent, and
that of enterprises in construction by 29.2 percent.

Compared with the previous year, the number of active enterprises in wholesale and retail trade, repair of
household goods decreased by 19.5 percent or 3.8 thousand; that of enterprises in real estate, renting and other
bussiness activities doubled or by 2.6 thousand that of enterprises in construction by 95.0 percent or 1.4 thousand;
that of enterprises in manufacturing by 61.0 percent or 1.6 thousand, and that of enterprises in social and personal
services by 60.5 percent or 1.8 thousand, respectively.

According to results of the 2011 Establishment Census, there were 1755 cooperatives, 29.1 billion togrog
of stakeholders’ capital and 41.2 thousand members. By the structure of cooperatives, agriculture, foresty and
fishery, hunting sector made up 31.9 percent or 560 of the total cooperatives, wholesale and retail trade, repair of
motor vehicles and household goods 20.1 percent or 353 cooperatives , and manufacturing and financial services
14.3 percent or 251 cooperatives .

ENVIRONMENT

According to the classification of unified land territory, 73.8 percent of the territory of Mongolia is agricultural
land, 15.9 percent land for state special needs, 9.1 percent land with forest resources, 0.4 percent land with water
resources, 0.4 percent urban areas and 0.3 percent land under roads and networks as of 2011.

In 2011, the budget allocated to the protection and rehabilitation of natural resources reached 15497.8
min.tog., indicating an increase of 3825.7 min.tog or 32.8 percent compared with 2010. Of the budget,
5.7 percent was spent on land protection and rehabilitation, 8.0 percent on environmental protection funds,
13.9 percent on centralized measures for nature and environment, 17.7 percent on protection of special protected
areas, 22.5 percent on environmental agencies and inspectors, and 32.2 percent on forestry activities.

The total degraded land was 12341.4 thous.hectares in 2008, 11167.6 thous.hectares in 2009, 7364.5
thous.hectares in 2010, and 9233.1 thous.hectares in 2011, showing an increase of 1868.6 thous.hectares or
25.4 percent compared with 2010. The land classification of the degraded area showed that 8870.1 thous.hectares
or 96.1 percent were pasture and grass land, 293.1 thous.hectares or 3.2 percent forest land, 52.9 thous.hectares
or 0.6 percent cultivated land, 11.1 thous.hectares or 0.1 percent excavated land, 5.7 thous.hectares or 0.1 percent
urban areas, and 0.2 thous.hectares or 0.002 percent land under water resources as of 2011.

In 2011, 3548 disasters and accidents occurred, causing 213 people deaths, and 165.5 thous.head livestock
loss. As a result, the total damage amounted to 9.6 bin.tog.

HUMAN DEVELOPMENT INDEX (HDI)

Mongolian Human Devlopment Index is increasing at national and regional levels from year to year. Despite
the continuous increase in HDI, Mongolia is placed among a group of countries with medium human development
indicators at the international level due to its low per capita GDP.

The human development index rose by 0.013 to 0.769, predominantly due to a 1.7 percentage point increase
in combined primary, secondary and tertiary gross enrollment ratio and a 767.7 increase in GDP per capita ($PPP)
in 2011 compared with 2010.

While the HDI measures progress in human development of a population as a whole, two separate indices
are used to measure more specifically the progress in reducing gender discrimination. The first one is the Gender
development index (GDI), which measures development along the same three dimensions as the HDI but only for
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women, to allow comparisons with men. The second one is the Gender empowerment measure (GEM), which
measures women’s status in society compared with men.

Looking separately at the three components that together constitute the GDI, one finds that men are better
than women in some indicators as of 2011. The PPP-adjusted per capita income of men was 5911.3 $PPP whereas
that of women was 4016.8 $PPP. However, life expectancy for males in 2011 was 64.68 years while that for
females was 73.76 years in Mongolia. 80.4 percent of the children and youth aged between 6-22 and enrolled in
schools were males and 86.7 percent females.

The gender empowerment measure of 0.400 in 2011 indicates that women also lag behind in terms of
participation in economic and political life and decision-making processes.

MILLENNIUM DEVELOPMENT GOALS INDICATORS

The following shows implementation of selected indicators of MDGs of Mongolia in 2011:

Goal 1. Reduce poverty and hunger

As result of the “Household social and economic survey” in 2011, 29.8 percent of total population is poor.
Poverty rate is relatively lower in urban area than rural area; poverty headcount is 26.6 percent in urban area and
33.3 percent in rural area. Poverty rate increased by 5.6 percentage points in urban area and by 14.5 percentage
points in rural area in 2011 compared to the previous year.

Goal 2. Achieve universal primary education

Net proportion of primary enrollment rate was 91.5 and 94.3 percents in 2008 and 2009, respectively. The
rate was 94.7 percent in 2010 and 94.8 percent in 2011, reflecting an increase of 0.1 percentage points over the
preceding year.

Proportion of pupils starting grade 1 who reach grade 5 was 92.8 and 89.9 percents in 2008 and 2009,
respectively. The rate was 92.9 percent in 2010 and 93.2 percent in 2011, and up by 0.3 percentage points from
the preceding year.

Goal 3. Promote gender equality and empower women

Ratio of girls to boys in primary education is approximate, although the ratio in secondary and tertiary
education shows higher number of girls. In 2011, ratio of girls to boys in primary education was 0.95, in secondary
education was 1.06, and in tertiary education was 1.43.

In 2011, the proportion of women in wage employment in the non-agricultural sector is 47.6 percent and
decreased by 0.8 percentage points compared to the previous year.

While women are better educated than men, women’s’ involvement in management and decision-making
level is still low. Women in national parliament comprised 3.9 percent of total legislators in 1992, 9.2 percent in
1996 and 11.8 per cent in 2000. However it decreased to 6.6 percent in 2004 and 3.9 percent in 2008.

Goal 4. Reduce child mortality
Under-five mortality rate per 1000 live birth down by 6 to 20 in 2011 compared to the previous year. Infant
mortality rate reached 16 in 2011 at national level, down by 4 compared to the previous year.

Goal 5. Improve maternal health
Maternal mortality ratio per 100 000 live births was reached a peak of 259 in 1993 during the last two
decades. The ratio reached 49 in 2011 at national level, rose by 2 compared to the previous year.

Goal 6. Combat STIs /HIV/ AIDS and tuberculosis, reverse other diseases

Mongolia is among the seven countries in the WHO Western Pacific Region with the highest tuberculosis (TB)
incidence. Incidence of TB per 100 000 populations decreased gradually, i.e it was 160 in 2008, 157 in 2009, 154
in 2010 and 143 in 2011.
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Goal 7. Ensure environmental sustainability
In 2011, 13.4 percent of total land area of Mongolia or 20.9 min.hectare areas were protected. Forest area
covers 7.7 percent of total territory.

Goal 8: Develop a global partnership for development
As of the preliminary result of 2011, proportion of ODA in Gross National Income decreased by 1.5 percentage
points to 1.3 percent, compared to the previous year.

With efficient introduction of new technology into communication sector, telephone lines per 1000 population
reached 47, internet users per 1000 population 164 and cellular subscribers per 1000 population 1056 in 2071.

Goal 9. Strengthen human rights and foster democratic governance

According to the law, Independent Authority Against Corruption is estimating the index of corruption every 2
years and it was 0.64 in 2009 and 0.63 in 2011.

Perception of corruption in political organizations, judicial and law enforcement institutions reached 4.07 in
2011, remained stable compared to the previous year.

ADMINISTRATIVE UNITS, TERRITORY

Administratively, Mongolia is divided into 21 aimags (provinces) and the capital city, Ulaanbaatar. Aimags are
divided into soums (sub-provinces) which are further divided into bags (an administrative unit under sub-provinces).
The capital city Ulaanbaatar is subdivided into districts which in turn are comprised of khoroos (sub-district).

Governance of administrative and territorial units shall be composed of Hurals of Citizen Representatives
in the capital city, aimags, soums and districts, General Hurals of Citizens in bags and khoroos, Presidiums of
the Hurals concerned when the Hurals are in recess, and Governors of aimags, the capital city, soums, districts,
bags and khoroos. The governance shall be organized on the basis of combination of the principles of both self-
government and central government. Local self-governing bodies shall make independent decisions on matters of
socio-economic life of their respective territories based on supreme principles of the activities of the State which
shall be ensuranse of democracy, justice, freedom, equality and national unit and respect of law.

Mongolia is situated in the center of Asia at 410 35" N — 520 06” N of the North altitude and
at 879 47" E- 1199 57" E of the East longitude, neighboring with the Russian Federation along 3543 km in the
north and with the People’s Republic of China along 4709.6 km in the south. Its territory is 1564.1 thous.square
km of. It extends for 2392 km from west to east and 1259 km from north to south.

Mongolia is located at 1580 m above sea level. The highest point is Khuiten Mountain peak (4374m) in the
west and the lowest is Khokh Nuur Lake depression in the east - a more 532 m above sea level. The capital city is
at 1350 m above sea level. Mongolia is the seventeenth largest country in the world in size of its territory. Hovsgol
Lake is 262.4 m deep, ranking 2nd in the world after Baigal Lake in the Russian Federation.

Mongolia has an extreme continental climate and four seasons. Strong storms blow during spring
(April to May). January is the coldest month when temperature drops to the lowest point and July is the hottest
month of the year.

The 1992 Constitution of Mongolia stipulates that Mongolia’s political system is a parliamentary republic and
that the State Great Hural (Parliament) 76 members shall be elected by plurality vote in multi-member constituencies
to serve four-year terms and Hurals of Aimags, the capital city, soums and districts shall be elected for a term of
four years and the President shall be elected by absolute majority vote to serve a four-year term.

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POPULATION

This section presents statistics on the growth, age and sex, distribution and vital statistic characteristics as
births, deaths, marriages, divorces and adoptions.

The main sources of population statistics are population and housing census conducted every 10 years and
annual data on resident population, vital statistics and migration statistics.

The population of Mongolia included residents in Mongolia and Mongolian citizenships usual reside in
abroad.

The resident population in Mongolia included population reside for more than 6 months or 183 days in
administrative units of Mongolia.

Mid-year population refers a quatient of sum of population in beginning and end of the year divided by 2.

The household is the group of people who live together in one house, with a joint budget and jointly
provide their food and other basic needs. Members of the household may be family or relatives; there can be some
members in the household with no relation to the other members.

A female headed household refers woman, who is heading household regardless whether she has
child(ren).

The urban population includes population reside in Ulaanbaatar city, aimag centers and towns.

The rural population includes population reside in soum centers and rural areas.

A double orphan is a child who has lost both parents and a half orphan is a child who has lost one parent.
The sex ratio at birth refers to the number of boys born alive per 100 girls born alive.

The crude birth rate is the number of live births occurring among the population of a given geographical
area in a given year, per 1000 mid-year population of the given geographical area during the same year.

The general fertility rate is annual number of live births per 1000 women of childbearing age (15-49 years)
in a given year.

The total fertility rate refers the average number of children that would be born to a woman over her
lifetime.

The age specific fertility rate is the number of live births to women in specific age group, divided by the
total population of women in same age group and expressed as a promille.

The sex ratio at death is calculated by dividing the number of male deaths by the number of female deaths.

The crude death rate is the number of deaths occurring among the population of a given geographical area
during a given year, per 1000 mid-year population of the given geographical area during the same year.

The age specific death rate the total number of deaths to resident of a specified age group by the
population (in thousands) of the same age and expressed as a promille.

Married refers to individuals, who have registered their marriage in the administrative units of a given
geographical area in accordance with the Law on Marriage of Mongolia.

Divorced refers to individuals, who have registered their divorce by a court resolution.

An adoption is a person who adopts a child by registering in a given administrative unit and obtained a
certificate of adoption.

The vital statistics are vital event records such as births, deaths, marriages, divorces and adoptions. Civil
registration officer registers every vital event in a given soum and district, then statistics division/department of
aimags and the capital city checks and compiles them. Then they submit to the NSO. Civil registration system has
been introduced in Mongolia since 1951.

The natural increase of a population is a situation when births exceed deaths.

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LABOUR FORCE

This section provides information on working age population, labour force, employed and unemployed
people. Basic data sources for estimates of these indicators are sample surveys and statistical reports relevant to
labour statistics such as reports on “Labour Force Survey (LFS)” and “Wages and Salaries Survey”, and “Statistical
Overview on Civil Servant Structure and Movement"” produced by the National Statistical Office on an annual and
quarterly basis.

Conducting its first national “Labor Force Survey” on a quarterly basis during 2002-2003 in accordance with
internationally common methodologies allowed Mongolia to have a national employment baseline survey that
captured seasonal variations in the labor market. According to amendments of the Law on Statistics of Mongolia
made in 2004, the NSO has conducted the LFS on a quarterly basis and published its results since 2006.

The Labour Force Survey data are collected from selected households, and compiled and disseminated on a
quarterly basis.

“A Methodology for Estimating Employment and Labor Force Statistics” approved by a Joint Resolution
01/68/94 of 2009 from the Chairman of the NSO and the Minister for Social Welfare and Labour are being followed
to prepare and compile employment and labour force statistics and conduct relevant surveys at the national level.

“Economic activity” means a process, i.e. the combination of actions that result in a certain set of products
and services produced for the market or for personal use. National Account System comprises all goods and
services, raw materials produced or processed for sell or exchange in the market or domestically produced ones
for personal use or for market supply.

“Non-economic activity” means activities which are carried out not for profit and wages, such as looking
after children and erdes, cooking, etc.

“Economically active population (Labour force)” comprises all persons of either sex unemployed for
the moment, who are ready to furnish or employed ones who furnish the supply of labour for the production of
economic goods and services as defined by the United Nations System of National Accounts during a specified
time-reference period. Economically active population is divided into “usually active” or “currently active” during
a specified time-reference period.

“Employed” means all citizens engaged in economic activity for pay (wages or salary) and have an employment
status. Person who are engaged in economic activity for pay for a period of more than one week can be regarded
as emploeyd.

“Unemployed” are work age citizens with full work capabilities who have been unemployed for some time,
available for more work and actively looking for a job.

Registered unemployed, are those segments of the population in the working age who are currently not
involved in a paid or self-employed job and actively looking for job and registered at the Department of Labour
and Social Welfare according to the International Standard Methodology.

“Government employee” Civil servants shall be the persons who are paid and ensured working conditions
and guarantees by the state for holding a civil position and for exercising their powers.

“Labour force participation rate” ratio of the economically active population to the working age
population, expressed in percentages.

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

Gross Domestic Product (GDP) is total value of all final goods and services produced within a country in a
given year.

The primary data sources for Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and Gross National Income (GNI) are estimates of
annual value added of different economic activities. These estimates are based on data collected from enterprises,
organizations as an official statistics.

The GDP shall be estimated by 3 approaches, namely production, expenditure and income approaches.

GDP estimates by the production approach is the difference of output and intermediate consumption;
expenditure approach is the value of final consumption expenditure, gross capital formation and net exports of
goods and services; income approach is sum of compensation of employees, consumption of fixed capital, net
taxes on production and imports and net operating surplus or mixed income.

Gross National Income (GNI) shows the total gross value added produced by all economic residents of the
country. GNI is estimated sum of GDP and net income from rest of world or income from economic residents minus
expenses paid to non-residents. Income from rest of world is consists of 2 type of transaction between resident
and non-resident which are compensation of employees paid to non-resident workers and foreign investment
income. These data reflected in the Mongolian Balance of Payment.

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CONSUMER PRICE INDEX (CPI)

The CPl is @ measure of the average change in prices over time fixed in terms of quantity and quality of
goods and services purchased either by all consumers. The CPI reflects the collective experience of inflation for all
households in a particular expenditure range and may not correspond to the experience of an individual household.

The CPI is used for general index of inflation for the economy as a whole and also used as a main indicator
for the purposes of government or central bank’s monetary and fiscal policy and used to indexation of wages,
pensions, social security benefits and other income.

The main parts in compilation of CPI are selection of consumer basket and consumption weight.

Consumer basket a specified set of quantities of goods and services representing pattern of average household'’s
consumption and widely used by most of population. In our country there are 287 items in consumer basket and
they classified into 12 groups using COICOP.

To measure of price changes the number, description and quality of goods and services in the consumer basket
are taken fixed.

Weights of items are calculated on the basis of average expenditure per household and actual shares of goods
and services in all household'’s purchased goods and services.

The modified Laspeyres index is used for the compilation of the CPI.

Since September 1991, the National Statistical Office has been calculating CPI using ILO methodology.
Since 1991, the National Statistical Office updated the number of items in the consumer basket, the weights and
the reference period 4 times for calculation of the CPI.

Having revised its methodology for CPI by which the CPI for Ulaanbaatar city had been taken as a national
CPI, the National Statistical Office has moved to international methodology by which the national CPI is estimated
on the basis of weighted average for consumption expenditure of the Capital city and all aimags starting from
January 2008.

In 2011, the number of items in the consumer basket increased to 329 (for aimags to 214) and the
expenditure weights was updated based on result from the 2010 Household Socio Economic Survey, the prices
of December 2010 were taken as the reference period. From January 2012 onwards, the CPI has been calculated
using new basket and weights.

The national indices are compiled for main 12 groups of COICOP.

Since 1997, a Monthly Consumer Price Survey has been conducted in all aimag centers and prices of goods and
services were reported to the National Statistical Office for estimation of the CPI for each aimag.

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FINANCIAL MARKET

MONEY, LOAN

Banking system. In 1991, Mongolia introduced a two-tiered banking system, including the Central bank and
commercial banks. Activities of commercial banks in Mongolia are regulated under the Banking Law of Mongolia.
The Bank of Mongolia collects balance sheet data from all commercial banks and publishes a monthly bulletin
which includes statistics on money supply, monetary survey, deposit and loan interest rate and market rates by
dates. The Bank of Mongolia also publishes the Annual Report that describes monetary policy it uses and its results.

Currency in circulation includes bank’s vault and currency outside banks.
Money M1 consists of currency outside banks and domestic current account.

Currency outside banks. Banknotes and coins of the Central bank for circulation minus banknotes
and coins of the commercial banks.

Domestic current account includes individual’s domestic current account and enterprise’s domestic
current account.

Quasi money consists of domestic and foreign currency deposits, foreign current account, refined gold
current account and certificate of deposits.

Domestic and foreign currency deposits includes domestic and foreign currency deposits of
individuals and enterprise’s domestic and foreign currency deposits.

Foreign current account includes individual’s foreign current accounts and enterprise’s foreign
current accounts.

Refined gold current account to count in Money M2.

Certificate of deposits includes individual’s certificate of deposits and enterprise’s certificate of
deposits of the commercial banks.

Money M2 consists of currency outside banks, domestic and foreign current account, domestic and foreign
currency deposits, refined gold current account and certificate of deposits.

Reserve Money consists of currency outside banks, bank's cash, bank’s deposits in Mongolbank.

Loans is a sum of money given from one party to another for use over a period of time. The money is paid
back according to terms agreed upon by both parties, including the specified interest rates and the timeframe over
which the loan will be repaid.

Principal in arrears is a loan and/or interest that are past due by 90 days or more.
Non-performing loans mean doubtful and loss loans that are past due by 90 days or more.

Official net international reserves are the foreign currency deposits and bonds held by the Bank of
Mongolia.
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STOCK MARKET

The Mongolian Stock Exchange was established in 1991. Monthly data on stock market are sent to the
National Statistical Office of Mongolia. The National Statistical Office publishes monthly data on stock market in
the monthly bulletin and yearbook.

Securities means debt instruments /bonds/ issued by the Government and other authorized bodies, all kinds
of company shares, options entitling to sell or purchase shares issued or proposed to be issued by a company,
shares of an investment fund, and other instrument declared by the Securities Commission (hereinafter referred to
as “ the Commission”) to be a security for the purposes of this Law.

Share is a security certifying the investment into a company, which allows to participate in the shareholders
meeting and vote, to receive dividends and portion from the proceedings from the sale of assets in case of the
company bankruptcy and to certify other rights specified by the law.

Bond is a security which certifies the obligation to repay after a specific period principal and interest rates in
the form of cash, assets and rights for the assets.

Brokerage activities means selling and buying of securities at the securities markets on behalf of others.

Dealers activities means selling, buying and trading of securities using own assets for the purpose of making
profit.

Number of executed orders — shares traded upon consent from individuals and business entities which are
to buy price offers of orders for sale of shares.

Number of companies with registration — number of stock companies, registered with the Mongolian
Stock Exchange, trade shares actively.

Market capitalization — It is defined as multiplication of the number of shares issued by registered companies
at the Mongolian Stock Exchange and close price of certain day.

TOP-20 index — This index defines a general trend of stock market such as market value of companies limited
with a registration in the Mongolian stock market, activeness of sales of stocks, and increases and decreases in
stocks.

These include being organizations of financial sector and insurance, non-bank financial institutions, saving and
credit cooperative. But this class does not include central bank and commercial banks. The Financial Regulatory
Commission of Mongolia collects balance sheet data for all insurance companies, non-bank financial institutions,
saving and credit cooperatives then makes quarterly statistics report.
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Insurance is activity that insurer is obligated to pay incurred loss of the entity when the event of risk,
according to the insurance agreement between the counterparties.

Insurance premium is the amount of money charged by an insurance company for coverage.

Insurance reimbursement is when one is reimbursed in accordance with an insurance policy for expenses
that have been incurred and are covered under the policy.

Change of insurance reserves. In order to insurer use premiums to fund accounts reserved for later
payment claim which is on insurance agreement. The quantity and all benchmarks of reserves and investment
funding are set up on the regulations of insurance. The quantity of reserves change is defined as the difference
between outstanding volumes of reserves at the beginning and at the end of the reporting period.

Activities of non-bank financial institutions include factoring (the seller/creditor sells account receivables
at a discounted price to the third party, whom we call the factor, to obtain cash. The debtor then directly pays
the full value of the debt to the factor instead of creditor), capital lease (capital or property is rent by lessee to
possess it from less or at the specified payment and price after specified time duration), payment guarantee,
financial instruments, e-payment, money transfer, foreign exchange trade, trust, advisory services for investment
and providing information.

Operating income is the amount of profit realized from a business’s operations after taking out operating
expenses - such as cost of goods sold (COGS) or wages - and depreciation. Operating income takes the gross
income (revenue minus COGS) and subtracts other operating expenses and then removes depreciation. These
operating expenses are costs which are incurred from operating activities and include things such as office supplies
and heat and power. Operating Income is typically a synonym for earnings before interest and taxes (EBIT) and is
also commonly referred to as “operating profit” or “recurring profit”.

Operating expenses is a term used frequently in the corporate world. It refers to ongoing costs necessary
to run a business. In other words, operating expenses are the cost of what occurs behind the scenes. This includes
any costs related to the actual operation of the company. Sometimes the term operating expenses is abbreviated
as OPEX, particularly in internal documents or communications about company earnings. The most common
operating expense is employee salaries and benefits, which is often the largest single expense for a business. Other
items that may be included in a list of expenses are advertising and marketing costs, office supplies, legal and
licensing fees, office utilities and accounting fees, research and development costs and raw materials.

Net operating income after provisions is the gross annual income after all operating expenses have been
paid, but before adjustments to the income have been made to cover income taxes, interest payments, and any
amount of depreciation or amortization that is applicable.

Provisions that in operating activity expenses for provisions. These expenses include provisions for stock
trading, provisions for losses on loans, provisions for capital lease, provisions for factoring, provision for finance,
provision for claims etc.

A cooperative is a group of several individuals united voluntarily to meet their common economic, social,
and cultural needs and aspirations through a jointly-owned and democratically-controlled property.

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GENERAL GOVERNMENT BUDGET

The Mongolian general government budget consists of the central budget, the local budget, the Human
development fund budget /it was named as the Mongolian Development Fund till 2010/, and the Social Security
Fund budget. The central budget is a budget that is approved by the State Great Khural for the collection and
expenditure of the government. The local budget is a budget that is approved by Heads of Khurals of Representatives
of the citizens for the collection and expenditure of the aimag, the capital city, the soum, and the district’s
governors. The local budget consists of the budget of the aimag, the capital city, the soum and the district.

Budget revenue consists of the stabilization fund revenue and equilibrated revenue. The equilibrated revenue
consists of current revenue, capital revenue and grants. The current revenue consists of the tax revenue and non-
tax revenue. Tax revenue includes income taxes, social contributions, taxes on property, taxes on domestic goods
and services, taxes on foreign trade and other taxes. Non-tax revenue includes dividends from state partially
owned enterprises with state shares, interest and fines, revenue from rent, own revenue of budget and other
non-tax revenue.

Budget expenditure is classified as the current expenditure, the capital expenditure and the net lending. The
current expenditure includes goods and services, interest payment and subsidies and transfers.

Overall equilibrated budget surplus /deficit/ is total equilibrated revenue and grants, more /less/ than total
expenditure, and net lending. The current balance is calculated as the difference between current revenue and
current expenditure.

The financial year of Mongolia starts from 1st of January and ends on 31s of December of the year.

The Ministry of Finance compiles data on general budget revenue and expenditure of Mongolia.

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INVESTMENT AND CONSTRUCTION

Investment refers to the expenditure of capital investment and geological works of current year for the new
accumulation and expansion and improvement of technical equipments of establishments and enterprises. The
investment consists of foreign and domestic financial resources.

The Ministry of Finance of Mongolia compiles data on investment from the state and local budget and
investment financed from foreign aid and loan and sends to the National Statistical Office while the Mongolbank
compiles data on foreign direct investment which is calculated by balance form of payment statistics.

The data on local budget investment and investment of establishment and individuals from the own resoucers
are collected by statistical divisions of aimags and Capital city.

Data on investment is produced once a year by classification as construction, machinery and equipment and
others ( design and geological works) and compiled once a year.

Construction work includes the activities of building of houses, bridges, banks as engineering construction
and creating of fixed capital, expansion, repairs, restoration.

Machinery, equipments includes all types of vehicles, mechanic equipment, electric appliances and those spare
parts.

CONSTRUCTION

The data on construction industry are collected through aimag statistical divisions and the Municipal Statistics
Department, the National Statistical Office, and sent it to NSO for compilation. The data collected includes
construction work completed (by type and purpose of construction), construction facilities put into operation,
capacity of construction companies, construction costs, number of employees in the construction industry, average
wages, and prices of main construction materials.

Construction work and major repairs include activities aimed at developing, upgrading, restoring and
expanding fixed assets in the form of building engineering facilities such as houses, bridges, and dams.

A residential building refers to construction whose at least half is used for residential purposes.

A building is regarded as a non-residential building if the minor part of the building (i.e. less than half of its
gross floor area) is used for dwelling purposes.

A civil engineering refers to all construction work not classified under building construction and including
construction of railways, roads, bridges, highways, airports, sewages, dams and irrigation, etc.

Fixed assets are tangible or intangible assets produced as outputs from processes of production that are used
repeatedly or continuously in other processes of production for more than one year.

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AGRICULTURE

The total output of agriculture is the total value of agricultural products, which is determined by the result of
rearing of livestock and domestic animals and cultivation of plants during the year.

Livestock

The core data source of the livestock sector consists of the annual livestock census, yard, felt and other related
censuses and surveys.

The livestock census was conducted mostly in summer and autumn months of August and September.
However, since 1961 it has been conducted in December, the advantage of this period is that it conforms to
livestock production year and data indicators for livestock income and expenditure have been finalized.

The result of the livestock census shows not only the growth and decline of livestock and domestic animals,
but also give

s opportunity to study some indicators of flock reproduction.
Since 1996 the census of staff, machinery and fences in operation in agriculture sector is held every 3 years.
In the livestock sector, the main producer is a herder household.

A household with livestock refers to a household owning livestock, for which the main source of livelihood
is livestock husbandry but primarily is engaged in other activities.

A herder household consists of herder(s) and their nuclear family which conducts livestock husbandry
around the year for the main purpose of livelihood and source of income.

A female breeding stock are up to two year old female animals capable of reproduction.

A survival percentage is equal to the number of young surviving animals divided by the total births and
multiplied by 100.

An average survival rate per 100 females is equal to the total number of young surviving animals divided
by the total female breeding stock and multiplied by 100.

Losses of adult animals refers to losses due to natural disasters (zud, heavy rain, fire, lightning), diseases
(infectious and non infectious) and others (animal depredation and losses due to accidents).

Consumed livestock number is estimated as adding numbers of young survival to the livestock numbers of
beginning of the year and deducting losses of adult and livestock numbers of end of year.

A warm animal building refers to a fence with well-insulated walls, a well-ventilated system and windows
for the same type of livestock.

A fence with roof consists of a three sided fence, half rounded bracket with roof and warm inner wall. This
includes a fence with an area in front of the roof for putting livestock out in the sun and/ or feeding.

A fence without roof refers to a square fence or a half/whole rounded bracket without roof.
A supply of fence calculated by dividing the fence capacity by number of livestock.
A simple mine well is a hand-dug well cased with wood and rock.

An engineered well is a well with an animals watering tank and mechanical water lifting facilities bored by
drilling machines according to ground water surveys.

A livestock water tank refers to a livestock watering point with a capacity of 4 or above cubic meters built
under central and local government budgets.

Crop

Bag and Khoroo collect data on sown area and harvest from establishments, enterprises and households,
engaged in agricultural production and send to Statistical Department and Divisions of aimags and the Capital city
through soums and districts. From there, the compiled data are sent to the National Statistical Office for further
processing.
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Main grains of crop production are cereals, potatoes, vegetables and fodder. The sown area and the total
harvest, yield rate are estimated at the state and aimag levels.

Agricultural land includes pastureland, hayfields, crop lands, lands for cultivation of fruits and berries, fallow
lands, lands under agricultural constructions and other land for agricultural production.

Arable land is the land under temporary and permanent agricultural crops and sown area and is the land
under cultivation during the year.

Crop production data refer to the actual harvested production from the sown area and field orchard or
garden such as cereals, potatoes, vegetables, fruits, fodder, technical and oil crops.

Crop yield is the average quantity of a crop harvested from a specified unit area. It is calculated as the yield
per hectare. The yield is calculated as the crop yield for each crop planted during the year.

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INDUSTRY

This section provides statistics on the state of the industrial sector by number of establishments, their size,
expenditures, volume of production (in volume and value), sales and main indicators of fixed assets and financial
statements. These statistics are compiled by using the monthly and annual establishment reports and results of
censuses and surveys.

A monthly index of the industrial production is calculated and published in the Statistical Bulletin. The total
industrial production had been estimated at 1967, 1986, 1995 and 2000 constant prices. From January 2008
onwards, it has been estimated using prices of 2005 as the base year.

About 300 industrial products are collected for the monthly release and the production volume index is
calculated. The production volume index:

Z O * P) Q, - product’s volume of the current year
b = <1 "0 %00 Q, - product’s volume of the base year
z (@ *R) P, - prices of the product of the base year

The production output refers to the products and services for the particular establishment market and the
products and services for their final use.

Selling of products is defined as the amount of the production sold and services executed out in current year.
The entities that produce different types of products and services are classified by the products and services which
they produce mostly.

The National Statistical Office compiles the balance figures of electricity, thermal energy, and coal once a year
based on information of power stations and coal mines. The amount of electric energy produced and imported
and exported, volume of coal, internal use of electric power stations, and energy losses in the course of the
transmission and distributions of electricity are classified by the main sectors of economic activities and included
in the balance in their volume.

TRANSPORTATION

Mongolia has a vast territory and is one of the most sparsely populated countries in the world. Therefore, the
transportation sector plays a vital role for the country’s economy. Transport sub-sectors of air, rail, road and water
operate in the country.

Road transportation data is compiled from entities and establishments and provided by the statistical divisions
of aimags and the capital city to the National Statistical Office whereas airline companies, the Civil Aviation
Authority and the Mongolian Railway Authority forward their figures directly to the office.

The Vehicle Inspection and Regulatory Agency of Mongolia compile technical inspection data and provide
figures by aimags and the capital city.

Freight turnover is a basic conventional physical indicator of transport efficiency. It is estimated by multiplying
the total amount of the weight of transported cargo by the shipping distance;

Passenger turnover is measured by multiplying the total amount of the transported passengers by the
shipping distance;

Roads are classified as:

- Paved roads include cement and asphalt roads.

- Gravel roads include repaired and improved natural roads covered with stones and gravel.

- Improved soil roads include repaired and improved natural roads.

- Ordinary soil roads and natural roads include unpaved, unrepaired roads.

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TELECOMMUNICATION

The telecommunication section provides main statistics such as on total revenue from the telecommunication
sector of Mongolia, the revenue gained from the population, number of telephone lines, mobile phone subscribers,
wireless phones, wired radio stations, satellite communication subscribers, internet service providers, internet
cafes, permanent internet users, and computers.

The Mongolian Telecommunication Company and the Mongol Post Company compile relevant data from their
units in the capital city and submit them to the Municipal Statistics Department. Telecommunication offices in
aimags (province) collect data from respective soums and transfer them to the aimag’s statistical divisions, which
send them to the National Statistical Office for compilation.

Total revenue of the telecommunication sector includes revenue of companies and entities which
provide telecommunication, mobile communication, postal and information technology services in the reporting
period.

Mobile phone subscribers refer to users of portable telephones subscribing to public mobile telephone
services using cellular technology, which provide access to the PSTN.

Wireless communication subscribers are the users, who use the radio waved communication in a certain
network.

Satellite communication subscribers are the users, who use satellite communications.
Internet cafe is an entity or company which provides internet service to the public in one location.

Permanent internet subscribers are the users, who use permanently internet and pay monthly for this
service.

Internet Service Provider is an organization that has an official authority and was granted a special license
to operate internet service by the Communications Regulatory Committee.

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INTERNATIONAL MERCHANDISE TRADE STATISTICS

International merchandise trade statistics are based on data produced by the General Customs Office of
Mongolia. Commodity groups and product nomenclature are classified according to the “Harmonized Commodity
Description and Coding System” developed by the World Customs Organization.

Customs statistics for external trade record all goods which add to or subtract from the stock of material
resources of a country by entering (imports) or leaving (exports) its economic territory. Goods in transit or
temporarily admitted or withdrawn (except for goods inward or outward processing) do not add to or are not
included in the international merchandise trade statistics.

For the customs statistics, a primary source of information is the customs declaration. Goods are recorded at
the time when they are cleared for export and import and reflected in the official statistics.

Exports and imports are classified as follows:
- trade with payment at foreign currency;
- barter;
- goods for repayment;
- goods made from foreign customers materials;
- goods delivered by foreign loan;
- goods of foreign aid; and
- goods delivered by investment.

Exportation of goods means the customs procedure applicable to goods which, being in free circulation, leave
the customs territory and are intended to remain permanently outside it. According to the General Trade System,
general exports consist of:

- exports of domestic goods;

- exports of domestic goods originating in industrial free zones;

- exports of domestic goods comprised of compensating products after inward processing, and
- re-exports of foreign goods in the same state as previously imported.

DAF valuation is used for exports.

Importation of goods, means the customs procedure which provides that imported goods may remain
permanently in the customs territory. This procedure implies the payment of any import duites and taxes chargeable
and the accomplishment of all the necessary customs formalities.

According to the General Trade System, general imports consist of:
- imports of foreign goods;
- imports of foreign goods comprised of compensating products after outward processing; and
- re-imports of domestic goods in the same state as exported.

CIP valuation is used for imports.

In converting the value of exported and imported goods into U.S. dollars, Mongol Bank exchange rate for the
day when the goods are cleared for export and import shall be employed.

Export and import price and volume indices are essential for assessing the impact of international trade on the
domestic economy and used for analzying developments in the trade balance and estimating the volume of GDP
as well as estimating some indicators for national accounts.

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I SECTION 15. BALANCE OF PAYMENTS

BALANCE OF PAYMENTS

The “Methodology for Balance of payments” was revised and approved by the Joint Resolution with order
number 439/01/86 of the President of Mongolbank and Chairman of the NSO in 2009. According to the revised
methodology, data on balance of payments has been aggregated.

Balance of Payments is compiled by the Bank of Mongolia in monthly, quarterly and annual basis.

“Balance of Payments” is aggregated statistical report on trade, service, income, current transfers, financial
and capital flow income, expenditure transactions made between economical residents and non-residents. The
Balance of Payments is compiled by three main accounts, which are:

1. Current account
2. Capital and financial account
3. Reserve assets

The current account shows flows of goods and services, priority income and income redistribution between
resident and nonresidents entities in territory of Mongolia and it consists goods and services income and current
transfers.

Goods are physical, produced items over which ownership rights can be established and whose economic
ownership can be passed from one institutional unit to another by engaging in transactions.

Services are the result of a production activity that changes the conditions of the consuming units, or facilitates
the exchange of products or financial assets.

Current transfer is included other type than transaction exchanging actual reserves and financial instrument.
The capital and financial account has two major components — the capital account and the financial account.

Direct investment arises when an investor resident in one economy makes an investment that gives control or
a significant degree of influence on the management of an enterprise that is resident in another economy.

Portfolio investment is defined as crossborder transactions and positions involving debt or equity securities,
other than those included in direct investment or reserve assets.

“Net reserve” is reserve estimation of deducting outstanding liability of Mongolia to the International Monetary
Fund and the short-term foreign liabilities. “Net reserve” is estimated from the report of “Net international reserve”
of Bank of Mongolia.

To estimate variation of net international reserve and related items (the pure foreign official currency), do
not reflect currency exchange rate and transactions related to reserve creation (monetary gold, arrangement are
special drawing rights SDR) on the balance of payments.

The transactions of monetary gold refer only between the Central Bank of other countries and implementing
agency of monetary policy or international financial organizations.

The data source of Balance of Payment transactions are monthly data of General Customs Office, monthly
data on foreign loan usage and payments compiled by the Government, monthly report of foreign transactions,
foreign investment, information of citizens traveling abroad compiled by commercial banks, quarterly report and
balance sheet of the Bank of Mongolia, foreign transaction report of big enterprises, foreign currency loan registry
and sample survey data.

In the balance of payments transactions between residents and non-residents are registered using income and
expenditure double entry principle.

In the Balance of payment of Mongolia any transaction is registered in US dollars and balance is compiled in
million US dollars. In converting tog transactions into US dollar transactions average rate of month, quarter or year
is used.

Before 2004 foreign trade import was reflected by c.i.f. valuation. Since 2004 from General Customs Office
data’s imports c.i.f. insurance, transportation costs were separated and included in the service sector using f.0.b.
valuation.

TRADE

It is common that the trade organizations (outlets) are engaged in wholesale and retail trade activities or
in both of them as a compounding (mixed) form of trade.

According to the ISIC, the trade sector is divided into three sub-sectors:

1. The sub-sector of vehicles (machinery), motorcycles, fuel trade and auto service consists of wholesale and
retail trade of new, used vehicles, motorcycles, auto service and retail trade of spare and fuel.

2. The sub-sector of other wholesale and second hand sale except vehicles and motorcycles consists of retail
trade, production, the entities which provide other entities with wholesale products and the entities which
engage export and import activities.

3. The other retail trade except vehicles, motorcycles and repair and service of furnishings consists of stores
for population and household demand and door to door trade activities.

Total trade sale is a sale amount for sold or outwards executed works and services during the reported period
and it is calculated as a sum of net sales of a business entity in the trade sector within the reported period. The
sales returns and discounts will be deducted in order to estimate net sales (including e-commerce sales).

Total trade output includes income earned from sales of goods and products bought by wholesale and retail
trade institutes, income earned from products granted to employees by employers instead of salary, income earned
from renting of constructions, buildings, automobiles and equipments, non-basic operational revenue (operational
income of secondary and third sectors, revenue of assistant productions and services and etc) and other revenues

HOUSING, PUBLIC SERVICES AND AMENITIES

Data on living quarters put into operation is collected by bag and khoroo’s governors and transmitted
to governor’s offices of respective soums and districts. The governor’s offices then submit it to aimag statistical
divisions and the Municipal Statistics Department, which aggregate the data and send directly to the NSO for
compilation.

The NSO estimates housing stock by living areas and does not include national dwelling’s (ger) areas in
the estimation.

The governors of soums and districts collect data on facilities for public services and amenities and then
submit it to the NSO through respective aimagq statistical divisions and the Municipal Statistics Department.

The total area of housing is the sum of bedroom, living room, working room, kitchen, bathroom, corridor/
passage, and storage areas.

Living areas refer to the sum of bed, living, dining, and working room areas.

Drinking water supply stations are designed to supply water to households in ger districts in urban areas
and cover all wells (dug well, bore-hole etc), either connected to the central water supply network or not. Those
not connected to the central water supply network refer to wells/water tanks that are supplied by water tank
trucks of authorized entities.

Households using portable water supply refer to those that manually carry drinking water from drinking
water supply stations, water-tank trucks and carts, and springs and streams.

HOUSEHOLD INCOME, EXPENDITURE AND
MINIMUM SUBSISTENCE LEVEL OF POPULATION

The National Statistical Office conducted Household income and expenditure survey since 1966 and starting
1st July 2007 have conducting combined Household income and expenditure, and Living standards measurement
survey as named Household socio-economic survey. Totally 11232 households, which representing the Mongolian
households sampled in survey every year and collects data on age, sex, education, employment status of the
household members and data related to household income, expenditure and consumption as well.

The total income (expenditure) of a household is defined by sum of the households’ monetary income
(expenditure) and value of consumed commodities from own farming and received from others free of charge.
The average indicators per household are calculated by the monthly average of 11232 selected households, which
surveyed along the year. In the estimation of food consumption includes foodstaff that purchased, received from
others free of charge and consumed from own farming.

The National Statistical Office has estimating “Minimum subsistence level of population” by regions since
1998 according to the article 5 of The Law on Defining Minimum Subsistence Level of Population (dated January
8, 1998) of Mongolia. As stated in the article 3 of The Law on Defining Minimum Subsistence Level of Population
of Mongolia, “the minimum subsistence level refers to a minimum consumption level expressed in monetary
value; and minimum consumption level refers to a scientific estimation on quantity of consumption to satisfy basic
survival requirement defined by food and non-food consumption basket”.

The poverty headcount index refers to the proportion of the population with a standards of living below
the poverty line to total population. This is the most widely used poverty index, thus it is comparably easy to
interpret and understand, while other two including the poverty gap and severity of poverty are used in order to
get more comprehensive description of the poverty situation.

The poverty gap is the average distance below the poverty line as a proportion of the poverty line where
the mean is taken over the whole population, counting the non-poor as having zero poverty gaps.

The severity of poverty is the distribution of the consumption among the poor population. However,
household consumption has increased, its amount is below poverty line, and poverty headcount and gap do not
change, while poverty severity increases.

INTRODUCTION TO “SUSTAINABLE LIVELIHOOD PROJECT-II"

According to the Development Credit Agreement between Government of Mongolia and the World Bank,
Sustainable Livelihoods Program has being implemented since 2002 for 12 years. The first stage of the project
was successtully implemented in 2002-2007. Second stage of Program or Sustainable Livelihoods Project —II has
implementing at the Capital city and all aimags in 2008-2012.

The overall objective of the SLP-Il is to formed community needs and participation based institutional
mechanisms by improving health, education and infrastructure development, enhance quality and accessibility of
social services, ability of herdsmen to overcome natural risks and enhancing microloans in remote areas.

Beginning of the year 2006, information on the “Sustainable Livelihood” project outputs has publishing in a
statistical yearbook and semi-annual and annual bulletin regularly.
