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TOPOGRAPHY

Sources and methods of data collection

The data on the area were received from the Federal Geo-
detic Administration in 1953. The geographical coordinates are
based on 1 : 100 000 maps of the Military Geographical Institute.
Data on lakes, navigable rivers and canals were obtained from the
Geographical Institute of the Belgrade University.

Data on mountain peaks are based on documentation of
Military Geographical Institute.

Data on earthquakes were obtained from seismological
institutes.

Coverage

The figure on land area should be considered as provi-
sional because the cadastreal survey has not been completed for the
whole country.

Data on water level and temperature of rivers and lakes
are given on the basis of daily monitoring and the water level of
underground waters on the basis of five-day and ten-day re-
cordings during a month.

CLIMATE

Sources of data

Principal meteorological and hydro-meteorological data
as well as data on air quality, precipitation and surface water are
taken over from the Federal Hydro-meteorological Institute. Moni-
toring, recording and collection of these data are carried out
through regular reports of stations of republic and provincial hy-
dro-meteorological institutes according to Regulations on Estab-
lishment of the Network and work Programme of Meteorological
Stations of Country-wide Interest (Official Journal 50/90).

Definitions

Atmospheric pressure is expressed in hPa and reduced to
0’ C. Relative humidity is expressed in percentages (%). The data
on temperature relate to monthly averages obtained through daily
recordings at 7.00 a.m., 2.00 p.m. and 9.00 p.m. local time, accord-
ing to the formula:

The annual average is based on the same method. The
data on precipitation relate to monthly and annual amounts of
precipitation measured in mm in a selected station. The number of
days with rainfalls and snowfalls shows days with boh occurences
of at least 0,1 mm. Data on cloudiness are the result of measure-
ment based on the scale 0- 10, where 0 indicates a completely clear,
and 10 a completely overcast condition.

Data on wind velocity are obtained by measurement
based on the Beaufort scale ranging from 0-12, where 0 indicates
calm and 12 hurricane winds.

Data on air quality are the result of a systematic re-
cording of sulfur dioxide (SO,) and particulate matters in the
ground atmosphere layers. Recordings are carried out from 6,00
a.m. of the current day to 6,00 a.m. of the next day by north-
eastern time. The date when maximal and minimal values appear
relates to the current day. The quantity of sulfur dioxide and smoke
particles is shown in micrograms per cubic meter (ng/m*/24 hours).

The sampling of precipitations 1is carried out from 6,00
a.m. of the current day to 6,00 a.m. of the next day (daily sample).
The date when maximal and minimal values appear relates to the
current day. Precipitations cover the level of precipitation meas-
ured in millimeters (mm), the acidity (pH), the electric conduction
(mineralization at 20°C in n$/cm, the content of chloride, fluorine,
hydrocarbons, potassium, sodium, calcium and magnesium in
milligrams per liter (mg/l), the content of sulfates, nitrates and
ammonia in milligrams of sulfur per liter (mg/S/1), that is, in milli-
grams of nitrogen per liter (mg/N/1).

Data on water level and temperature of rivers and lakes
are given on the basis of daily monitoring and the water level of
underground waters on the basis of five-day and ten-day re-
cordings during a month.

Data on quality of surface water are the result of 4-12
monitorings evenly distributed during the reference year.

Certain indicators of quality are presented under the item
of quality of surface waters with flowing which is shown in cubic
meters per second:

- Electric conduction (mineralization at 20°C in n8/cm),

- Indicators of oxygen regime (dissolved oxygen - O, mil-
ligrams per liter - mg/l, biological consumption of oxygen after five
days BOD in milligrams O, per liter - mg O,/l; chemical consump-
tion of oxygen COD in milligrams O, per liter in KMnO, - mg
O,/

- Liogenetic indicators (ammonia NH, and nitrates N in
milligrams per liter - mg/l)

- Specific indicators (phenol in milligrams per liter -

mg/l).

WATER WORKS, SUPPLY

Sources and methods of data collection

Statistical data on water works and supply are de-
rived from regular annual reports of enterprises and organi-
zations engaged in manufacturing, mining and quarryng,
agriculture, water works and supply, forestry, public utilities
and municipal assemblies managing public water supply and
public sewerage, on the basis of available records, documents
or expert estimates.

Data on protection against damaging water effects
and on irrigation systems are collected by means of regular
annual reports submitted by organizations, that is, enterprises
engaged in water works and supply and agriculture.

Data on public water supply and public sewerage are
obtained by means of egular annual reports from referent
public utility organizations, that is, enterprises and bodies of
municipal assembly in charge of public water supply and
public sewerage management in related localities. Starting
1990, data have been gathered on three-year basis. Reports
are partly based on records and documentation and partly on
estimates. Data on water use and water protection against
pollution from manufacturing, mining and quarrying are
collected by means of regular annual reports of organizations
engaged in the field of manufacturing, mining and quarrying.

Coverage

Reports on protection against damaging water effects
and management of water courses cover all organizations
which are engaged in maintenance, utilization, construction
and restoration of water-supply facilities and installations on
a given territory.

Estimation of damages is organized on the whole ter-
ritory which has suffered damages from natural inclemen-
cies. Socio-political communities or their commissions for
damage estimates (republic, communal) are authorized for
organizing estimation of damages.

Statistical offices take over and process the results of
estimates of damages caused by natural inclemencies.

Data on water use in agriculture (for irrigation), lo-
calities, manufacturing, mining and quarrying are collected
from all organizations and bodies using and/or distributing
water and/or managing public water supply systems. Data on
individual water supply (household supply), which are used
exclusively by a certain household or a group of households,
and on special water supplies of economic organizations are
not collected.

Data on waste and purified water are collected from
all bodies and organizations managing public sewerage and
organizations that is, enterprises of manufacturing, mining
and quarrying which use water.

Definitions

Areas and infrastructure flooded cover all areas and
infrastructure which, in the course of a year, were flooded by
outside water regardless of duration of flood and water level
on flooded territory. An area flooded more than once is
shown only once - when the largest area was affected.

Protection against flood covers areas and infrastruc-
ture which have been protected against damaging effects of
outside water with protective (hydrotechnical) embankments.

Data on embankments show kilometers of length of
all embankments protecting a given territory against flood
from outside (large) water, regardless of the year of construc-
tion.

Drained area is presented as total areas drained in
the course of a year regardless of the number of drainages.

Canals show kilometers of length of all canals
which drain water from the entire drained territory directly
into receptacle (main and other).

Eroded land is land covered, threatened, worn and
damaged by erosion from which the fertile layer of land has
been partly or completely removed due to the destructive
effect of atmospheric water, wind or glacier, so its utilization
for crop production is considerably reduced or completely
made impossible.

Protected land is eroded land on which erosion pro-
cesses have been restored (sluice, swill, drainage and deposit
of new masses).

Length of canals for irrigation comprises the length
of all navigable and distributive canals, without pipes (main
and distributive).

Water capture covers water supply of public water
supply from different sources using underground, spring and
surface water.

Length of main supply 1is the length of pipes for wa-
ter supply from capturing sources to reservoirs or facilities
for purification of drinking-water or from a source - capture

to the first pipe of a distributive network (if there is no reser-
voir). It is also the length of pipes between reservoirs on
which there are no connections (in systems having more
reservoirs). Also presented is the length of pipes between
supplier's locality and consumer's locality on which there are
no connections (in central systems or in regional water sup-
ply).

Length of distributive network is the length of water
supply network from reservoirs to the place of consumption,
excluding the length of connections and network within
buildings.

Water used covers all quantities of both directly
captured and provided water with which an organization was
supplied in the course of a reference year regardless of
whether these quantities were used for own needs, ceded or
sold to other users. Water quantities have been measured by
water meters and where there were no water meters they
have been computed according to standards for a given
branch of economic activity.

An area irrigated twice or more during a year is
shown only once, when the largest area was irrigated.

Waste water is water which, after use, is treated as
waste water and carried to purification equipment or let out
into outer space (underground or surface water).

Quantities of waste water do not include atmo spheric
or flowing water (used in hydro-power plants). Water meters
measure the quantities of waste water from manufacturing,
mining and quarrying. If an organization has no water meter,
the quantities of waste water are estimated by fixed produc-
tion standards.

To purify waste or polluted water means to free it, to
a certain approved degree, from dangerous and harmful
matters and radio-active substances which appeared in it, and
make it fit for use.

Length of collecting sewage network is the length of
covered street canals for drainage of waste and atmospheric
water, excluding the length of connections and network
within houses.

Main collector is a collecting canal draining waste
water from a part or entire locality to purification facilities or
a receptacle.

GARBAGE DUMPS AND WASTE
Sources amd methods of data collection

Data on waste and garbage dumps are obtained from
public utility enterprises in urban localities and on the basis
of the available records or expert estimates. Data are shown
for all localitites categorized as urban, regardless of the num-
ber of inhabitants. Urban localities without such phenome-
non, as well as urban localities where public utility enterprise
is uncapable to estimate the data separately for every urban
locality are excluded. The presented data refer to several
urban localities within the town.

Definitions

Solid waste is each material, which cannot be used for
further production or consumption, from the aspect of produ-
cer, that is, consumer.

Total waste volume also includes wastes collected from
wild garbage dumps.

Household wastes comprise wastes from housing ro-
oms, including old fumiture and households appliances.

Wastes from enterprises include wastes from business
premises and solid wastes from the manufacturing process
(except from industry and miing).

Wastes from in stitutions include wastes from business
premises and other solid wastes (used medical supplies, pa-
per and other). Dangerous and radioactive wastes f[r)om medi-
cal institutions and scientific laboratories are not included.

Garbage dump is each organized area, the location, si-
ze and caﬁacity of which is determined by a planning docu-
ment, with the purpose of waste disposal.

Watercourse is a riverbed with water flowing through
it, including all natural and artificial water collectors and dra-
ins.

Cultural monument is an object featured as cultural
patrimony with its protected direct environment.

Important objects in clude airports, railway tracks, hig-
hways, long-distance electric lines, pipelines, oil pipelines,
etc.

Protected areas include national and regional parks,
strictly natural, scientific, specialized and other reserves, rec-
reational areas, etc.

Supporting objects on gatbage dump are: doorman' s
booth, checkroom, workshops, vehicle- wash facilities, etc.

Edge canal is a protective measure for preventing bre-
aking of atmospheric and other surface waters into garbage
dump body and leakage of the garbage dump into undergro-
und and surface waters.

Gas drain system is a protective measure which ena-
bles gradual flow of gases into the atmosphere, preventing
incineration and explosion on the garbage dump.

Organized waste disposal is planned lining of a parti-
cular garbage dumpsite with layers of wastes, between which
the covers of inert material are inserted, with implementation
of measures for environmental protection.

Non-organized (non- hygienic) waste disposal is land
covering with wastes without definite plan of expansion,
compression and recultivation and without implementation of
measures for environmental protection.

_ Wastes incineration is a controlled combustion of wa-
stes in specially built facilities, with the formation of ashes
and slag, which are disposed while gases, and products of in-
cineration are released into atmosphere.

. Pyrolysis is thermical wastes decomposition into orga-
nic and inorganic fraction in special tplants..OIgamc fraction
is processed into compost (fertilizer) for agriculture and inor-
ganic fraction is disposed.

~Manual and mechanical separation of secondary raw
materials is separation from wastes of such materials, which
can be used in the process of production.

POPULATION

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on population and households for 1921,
1931, 1948, 1953, 1961, 1971, 1981, 1991 and 2002 were
gathered through the censuses carried out in respective
years.

Data on births, deaths and marriages have been
collected and submitted by registrars, and data on divorces
by courts of justice. For the prewar period these data were
obtained mainly from church authorities and, to an insig-
nificant extent, from state registrars.

Data on population movements are the result of a
regular monitoring of this phenomenon on the whole coun-
try level established in 1988. A person fills out, for every
change of residence (permanent moving from one place to
another), a residence registration containing information on
previous residence, that is, a departure registration with
information on future residence, except when notified for
the first time or permanently in or out the resi-
dence/departure of residence. By monitoring change of
residence, not only the records on population displaced
inside the Serbia and Montenegro, are obtained, but adso
data on population immigrated from seceded republics of
the former SFR Yugoslavia, as a consequence of original
conception of this research and of the still important part of
this relation in total displacements. Therefore, data source
for migration statistics are citizens' declerations and docu-
ments notified to the service for recording residence.

Coverage

According to the results of the population census
data analysis and results of data control of vital statistics
carried out by sample method at the end of 1955, and over
the period 1967-1970, almost full coverage for other vital
events was achieved.

Natality statistics includes live births and stillbirths.
Mortality statistics includes all death occurences.

The marriage statistics includes all legally con-
tracted marriages, i.e. marriages entered into the register of
marriages. The divorce statistics includes marriages dis-
solved by a competent court.

According to the regulations on keeping registers,
all births, deaths and contracted marriages are recorded in
registers of a territory on which they have occurred, regard-
less of whether respective persons are resident or not of that
territory. The data are reclassified in the course of process-
ing, so the results show the place of permanent residence (of
the newborn child's mother, of the dead person, of the
bridegroom and in the case of dissolved marriages accord-
ing to the last joint place of residence), what corresponds to
the concept of the so-called resident population applied in
population censuses.

Definitions

Population. In all six post war censuses the popula-
tion was enumerated and the results shown by the principle
of the resident (de jure) population. It means that every
inhabitant had to be enumerated in the place of permanent
residence, even when at the time of the Census he/she was
absent from that place due to any reason (travel, education
or field work, temporary work abroad, compulsory service
in the Army, medical treatment, penal servitude, imprison-
ment, etc.). Data on these persons were furnished by their
households. Accordingly, data on every person were n-
cluded in the census results for the locality the person was
domiciled, regardless of whether this person was in that or
some other locality at the time of Census.

Compared with other post-war censuses, the 1981
and 1991 censuses present-in-area workers and other eco-
nomically active persons working outside the place of per-
manent residence, were treated in a different way. In the
methodologies for 1948, 1953, 1961 and 1971 censuses,
workers, as well as other economically active persons (for
example, craftsmen in their own shops) working outside the
place of residence of their families (households) and who
lived separately fom their families, were enumerated as
resident population in the place of their work. In the 1981
and 1991 censuses those workers were enumerated in the
place where their families (households) were resident -
gardless of whether they returned every day to the place of
permanent residence of their families (households) or not.

Taken as a household is every family or other col-

lectivity of persons, whose members live together and pool
their resources and share their expenses (housing, food etc).

Number of households covers also the so-called
one-person households - persons independently spending
their income (regardless of the source) for living.

The census results (number and size of household)
with exception of the 1981 and 1991 censuses, cover also
the so-called collective households, that is, collectivities
composed of persons living in institutions for lasting ac-
commodation and care of children and adults, in monaster-
ies, in hospitals for uncurable diseases, etc. However, @-
plied definitions in post-war censuses do not differ to such
an extent which could influence the comparability of data
on households.

Age. In censuses and in demographic statistics the
population is grouped by age according to the age on last
birthday. Each age group covers the age included in its
entirety. E.g. the group 0-4 years covers children from the
moment of birth until they turn 4.

Ethnic nationality. The data on ethnic nationality
are the result of freely expressed ethnic nationality of popu-
lation, respectively of parents (guardians) in the case of

Educational attainment. The question on educa-
tional attainment was asked for the first time in the 1948
population census, though the data from this census are not
comparable with data of later censuses because, in the 1948
census, data refer to school attended and not to school com-
pleted. Namely, comparison with the 1948 census data is
possible only for the group of persons with completed fac-
ulty or higher school because, only for this group the data
relate to completed school.

In the 1981 and 1991 censuses educational attain-
ment 1is understood as the highest school completed re-
gardless of whether education was attained through com-
pleting a regular school, passing an exam or in other ways
through which, according to existing regulations, a corre-
sponding education is acquired. Data are presented only for
population aged 15 and over, i.e. over the age for compul-
sory school attending. With exception of primary education,
completing one or more grades a completing secondary,
high or higher education, if that simultaneously does not
mean also the continuation of a respective level of educa-
tion, was not included. For example, pupils of secondary
schools, as well as other persons who completed one or
more grades of secondary school but not all grades, are
shown in the group of persons with primary education and
students of high, higher schools and faculties are included in
the group of persons with completed secondary or high
education.

Data on educational attainment are published ac-
cording to the following groups:

The group Without educational attainment covers
population who did not attend primary school and persons
who left school before completing the first grade of primary
school.

The group 1 to 3 grades of primary school covers
persons who finished only the first, second or third grade of
primary school.

The group 4 to 7 grades of primary school covers
persons who do not have a completed primary (eight-years)
school but who completed from 4 to 7 grades of total
schooling.

The group Primary education covers population
who completed primary (eight-years) school or a school of
the same rank.

The group Secondary education covers persons
who completed schools for skilled and highly skilled work-
ers and schools for other vocational training, general secon-
dary school, secondary vocational schools and schools for
secondary guided education.

The group Higher education covers persons who
completed a higher school, faculty, arts academy, etc.

Literacy. Data on literacy of population relate only
to population aged 10 years and over. Literate population
coveres every person who can read and write a text dealing
with everyday life regardless of the language. All other
persons, including also those who can only read, are consid-
ered as illiterate.

Activity. In population censuses, as well as in vital
statistics, population is divided into economically active,
persons with income of their own and dependants. Eco-
nomically active population covers all persons having em-
ployment, persons working in a registered craft or other
establishment or on an agricultural estate, as well as, those
persons who work and earn income at home, or they work
on the estates belonging to third parties (agricultural day
labourers), domestic workers (doing laundry work or other
housework) or somewhere else (newspaper vendors, side-
walk footwear cleaners, etc.). Economically active persons
are also the persons who do not practice their occupation,
because they are temporarily unemployed, and have been
registered with a placement office or have applied for jobs,
then persons who were economically active, and are cur-
rently serving in the army or are imprisoned and finally,
persons seeking work for the first time through the commu-
nities for placement or by means of public competition.

The group of persons with income of their own
consists of population who do not earn for living by per-
forming an occupation but are independent (or support
members of their household or other persons) living on
regular income such as: pension (old-age, disability or
widow and orphan), receipts from estate (land, house,
dwelling, etc.), social relief and other receipts.

Dependants are all persons without their own in-
come and persons with income not sufficient for living and,
therefore, as persons with no income they have a supporter
(a parent, husband-wife, son-daughter, a relative, another
person or "legal person").

Persons at temporary work abroad. In the 1971-
1991 censuses ennumerated as "persons at temporary work
abroad" were all Yugoslav citizens who lived and worked
abroad at foreign employer's or on own account.

Family members of persons at temporary work
abroad living with them abroad. In the 1981 and 1991
censuses this category of Yugoslav population was enumer-
ated and presented separately, whereas in the 1971 census
these persons were shown together with family members of
personnel of our diplomatic-consular and other representa-
tions of the SFRY abroad.

Agricultural population In the 1953, 1961 and
1971 censuses agricultural population covered economically
active persons, who practiced an occupation in the follow-
ing activities: agriculture, fisheries and water works, supply,
as well as all persons supported by economically active
persons. Accordingly, the criterion for inclusion of eco-
nomically active persons in agricultural population was the
performance of an occupation in stated services, irrespective
of nature of the occupation itself. Thus, e.g. a book- keeper,
employed in a work organization, whose field of work was
within the agriculture was classified (together with his de-
pendants) in agricultural population; contrary to this, per-
sons with agricultural occupation (a gardener, flower
grower, etc.) could have been included in non-agricultural
population, if they did not perform an occupation in stated
activities.

In the 1981 and 1991 censuses, as well as in the
1948 census, the character of an occupation of economi-
cally active persons was a principal criterion for grouping
agricultural population. According to the 1981 and 1991
censuses methodology agricultural population consists of
resident population, whose occupation can be grouped into
the following kinds of occupations: "farmers" and "fisher-
men and hunters" according to the Uniform Standard Classi-
fication of Occupations ("Official Journal of the SFRY", No.
28/81) as well as all persons supported by them.

In the 1981 and 1991 census results only agricul-
tural population in the country is presented, i.e. without
Yugoslav citizens at temporary work abroad and their fam-
ily members living with them abroad, and who, before go-
ing abroad in order to work or live there, performed an
agricultural occupation.

However, in the 1971 census this category of per-
sons was included in agricultural population provided that
such a person before going abroad performed an occupa-
tion in one of the following activities: agriculture, fisheries,
or water works, supply.

Considered as live born is a child who showed any
sing of life after birth (such as: breathing and beating of the
heart) even if during the briefest period of time, regardless
of duration of mother's pregnancy.

Considered as stillborn 1is a child born or removed
from mother's body showing no signs of life, provided that
pregnancy lasted at least 28 weeks.

Considered as delivery with medical attendance is
a delivery assisted by a physician or a graduated midwife.

Causes of death. The data on causes of death origi-
nate either from diagnosis of attending physician or from
statement of person reporting the death. The causes of death
have been classified according to X revision of the Interna-
tional Classification of Diseases (I-XXI group).

Migrational movements designate population dis-
placed from hometown or previous place of residence in a
determinated place of immigration- residence. These migra-
tions are called final (permanent) displacements.

Methodological papers

Explanations of methodology for the 1991 census
are presented in Methodology for Preparation, Organization
and Execution of the Census, Beograd 1990, and for the
1981 census are contained in Methodological Instructions
for Organization and Execution of the Census, General and
Methodological Explanations, Beograd 1983. Explanations
of methodology for the 1971 census, can be found in Meth-
odological papers No.213, and for 1961 in No. 132 and
134, whereas for statistics of natural changes of population
in Instructions for Collection, Providing, Checking and
Coding of Data, Methodological papers, No. 310, 313, 319,
321 and 342 from 1988 and 1989 and No. 365-368 i 342
from 1993.

Results of the 1991 and 2002 census

The following remarks should be kept in mind
when using 1991 census data:

1) In communes of Bujanovac and Presevo, within
the Central Serbia, the Census has not completely been car-
ried out, due to the boycott of a part of Albanian popula-
tion.

2) The results of 1991 census are incomplete for
Kosovo and Metohia as well, due to the refusal of Albanian
population to take part in census.

3) For cited regions estimates have been obtained,
so that 1991 census results, being reported in this Yearbook,
are in fact the sum of data on population census and the
estimated number of part of Albanian population, who re-
fused to take part in census.

In tables where distribution of data could not be
provided by estimate, it has been done for ennumerated
population, and the estimate is given with the item 'total'.

2002 Census of Population, Households and Dwell-
ings was carried out on the territory of Central Serbia and
Vojvodina, with one year delay in relation to the regular
ten- annual dynamics.

Estimates for the Serbia and Montenegro for 2002
year are on the basis of the final results of 2002 Census of
Population of Republic Serbia (wich was not carried out on
the territory of the Kosovo and Metohia) and of First results
of 2003 Census of Population of Republic Montenegro.

Considering the fact that the 2003 census data are
still being processed in Montenegro, the census final results
distributions are not yet available.

When using census results, it should be kept in mind
the uncomplete definitions comparability of the resident and
total population in 1991 and 2002 censuses. The 1991 cen-
sus datum on the resident population, by definition, n-
cluded, besides the population in the country, the popula-
tion temporarily working abroad as well as their family
members living with them abroad.

According to the international recommendations,
the 2002 census datum on the resident population includes,
besides the population in the country, the citizens of the
Sebia and Montenegro whose work/stay abroad is shorter
than a year the foreign citizens who work/stady in our coun-
try longer than a year as wel as the family members of per-
sons who work in the Serbia and Montenegro.

EMPLOYMENT

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on average net salaries (wages) are based on
regular monthly report on employees and employees' sala-
ries (wages).

Data on employees relating to annual average and
situation at the end of March and September were derived
from the regular semi-annual report on employees and em-
ployees' salaries (wages) RAD-1.

Since 1997, data on employees have been obtained
from the Survey for Complement of the Semi-annual Report
RAD-1. Data on employees in the private sector (shops) are
collected by means of semi-annual report RAD-15 drawn by
communities of health insurance. Data on employment and
unemployment (up to 2002) are obtained from the Federal
Office of Labor Market and Migrations, and for 2003, data
are taken over from the Office of Labor Market of the Re-
public of Serbia and the Office for Employment of Monte-
negro and are the results of monthly and annual reports.

The Survey on Labor Force was carried out for the
first time as a pilot survey in June 1994. Thereafter, it was
conducted as a regular survey in March and September
1995 and in May 1996 and from 1997 to 2003. year in
Octobaer.

Coverage

Semi-annual report on employees cover all enter-
prises, institutions, working communities and other organi-
zations and communities.

This report does not cover ministries of national
defense, ministries of the interior and Yugoslav branch
offices abroad.

The organizational-territorial principle was used for
the realization of the survey on employees where a com-
mune is taken to be the basic territorial unit. In this way,
employees are, in principle, shown according to the main
activity of an enterprise, that is, organization and, only the
territorially separated parts - business and other units of an
organization, that is, enterprises on the territory of another
commune were considered as separate reporting units and
were observed within the branch of economic activity they
actually practice.

Data on employees for the period 1952 - 2001.
have been mutually comparable. For the period up to 1976,
the data have been recalculated and presented according to
the Uniform Classification of Economic Activities, applied
in statistical surveys since 1977.

Since January 1 2001 the Law on Classification of
Activities and on the Register of Classification Units has
come in force so the data on employees and salaries in this
yearbook for the past few years have been recalculated and
published to the level of fields of activities.

Semi-annual report on employees in the private sec-
tor (shops), covers only the employees registered with com-
munities of health insurance.

Monthly report on employees and employees' sala-
ries (wages) covers at least 70 % of employees in every
branch of economic activity of each republic. Monthly
report does not cover ministries of national defense and the
interior.

Survey for Complement of the Semi-annual Report
RAD-1 provides evaluations of employees in enterprises and
other organizations with less than 50 employees not covered
by regular semi-annual report. Evaluations are obtained on
the basis of stratified simple random sample with volume of
450 units .

The data on employment and unemployment cover
only occurrences - persons registered with organizations for
placement.

Sample Survey on Labor Force covers population
aged over 15 years. Enumeration districts were primary
sample units. Five households were enumerated in each
enumeration district. In October 2003, 11322 persons were
enumerated.

Definitions

Employees are taken to mean:

1. A person who is employed in an enterprise, that
is, in organization and community.

2 A person who is employed with a entrepreneurs
(employees in the private sector), or with a person perform-
ing independently a professional activity as an occupation.

The rate of unemployment is taken to mean the

number of unemployed in relation to the total number of
economiccaly active persons in the reporting period.

day in the week in which the survey was conducted, some
work in order to earn means for their subistence, as well as
persons who did not perform any work but are seeking for
it or wish to work. Work providing means of subistence is
each work being remunerated in cash or in kind. Persons
having means of subsistence comprise also the persons who
did not perform any work in the referent period because of
sickness, holiday, remunerated and non-remunerated leave,
military service, persons under investigation, and similar,
provided that they are in employment, that is, that they are
bound to the work by a formal-legal contract, on the basis
of which they can return to work. Included are also the
persons who, during the referent period, helped the house-
hold by performing determined work over 15 hours.

In this survey, employees are taken to mean persons
earning means of subsistence by working in a firm (enter-
prise, shop, institution, cooperative, and similar) in which
they are employed, that is, with which they have concluded
a formal-legal employment contract, as well & persons
working for a determined compensation on the basis of an
verbal contract, regardless of whether they realize rights
from wocial insurance. The number of employees in this
survey represents the estimate of all persons working in all
sectors of ownership, in private shops, persons with free
professions and persons who work, but are not registered
with social insurance funds. Owners and co-owners of pri-
vate enterprises or shops are also included.

Farmers comprise persons who earn means of sub-
sistence exclusively by working in agriculture, regardless of
whether they are working on own or somebody else's agri-
cultural estate.

Helpers in a household comprise persons who,
during the referent period, spent over 15 hours a week per-
forming a work on an estate, in a shop or enterprise of one
of the household members , regardless of whether they
received compensation for this work, if this work is a source
of means of subsistence.

Persons with free professions comprise persons who
earn means of subsistence by performing independently a
professional activity as an occupation (science, literature,
fine arts, musics, film, justice or else).

Other economically active population  comprise
persons who earn means of subsistence by doing house-
works in somebody else's apartments, baby-sitting children
or taking care of helpless persons for a compensation
(maids), then persons selling goods in the street, whether
they produced them at home (handiwork, toys, pictures,
clothes, miscellaneous articles for household use, and simi-
lar) or acquired them in some other way, persons renting
rooms for tourist purposes, performing different financial
transactions, and similar.

Periodically economically active population com-
prises persons who, during the referent period, performed
some works for money, which are not a permanent and
regular source of income.

Unemployed comprise persons who wish to work,
but did not perform any work during the referent period

Economically non-active population comprises per-
sons who do not wish to work or who are incapable to work
and did not perform any work during the whole referente
period providing them means of subsistence, regardless of
whether they are income recipients (pensions, scholarship,
income from estate, etc.) or they are dependants.

Income recipients comprise persons who are not
economically active, but receive regular income from pen-
sion, property or other (scholarship, welfare, disability al-
lowance, etc.)

Dependants comprise persons without own means
of subsistence of any origin, or these means are negligible
so they depend on their parents, relatives or other persons,
or whose sustainer is a legal entity.

Working age persons are all men aged from 15
- 64 and all women aged from 15-59 years.

SALARIES (WAGES)

Since January 1997, the computaion procedure of
average salaries (wages) has been changed. The total mass
of paid salaries (wages) is divided by the total number of
employees according to personnel data, instead of being
divided by the number of employees who received salaries
(wages), as it was the prctice until 1997.

Data on average salaries (wages) in 1994, 1995 and
1996, presented in this Yearbook, have been calculated
subsequently in the same manner as data for 1997, and they
differ from previously published dita for the mentioned
years.

Since June 2001 in Serbia and since July 2002 in
Montenegro, according to the new republic laws on labor,
net salaries (wages) also include hot meal allowance, subsidy
and field work allowance.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on average net salaries (wages) from 1963 to
2001. were obtained from the regular monthly report on
employees and employees' salaries (wages).

Data on indices of the level of average net salaries
(wages) by professional qualifications, September 2003, are
based on the Survey on Labour Force, carried out in Octo-
ber 2003.

Data on indices of nominal and real average net
salaries (wages) are based on data obtained by means of

Data on average net salaries (wages) in enterprises,
organizations and communities of the social sector cover
average net salaries (wages) of employees for an unlimited
and limited period of time.

Definitions

Average net salaries (wages) comprise income from
regular employment. They also cover: remunerations for
holiday, sick-leave up to 60 days, waiting time and stoppage
not caused by an emloyee, national holidays, days spent in
performance of civic duties, only in case if they are debiting
net salaries (wages) fund, paid leave, etc., rewards, premi-
ums, income on the basis of results of management and
economic use of social resources, and since June 2001 in
Serbia and from July 2002 in Montenegro, according to the
new laws on wages, net salaries (wages) also include hot
meal allowance, subsidy and field work allowance.

Index of real average net salaries (wages) is the ra-
tio of index of nominal average net salaries (wages) to con-

SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

Theoretical and methodological bases of the system of
national accounts

System of national accounts is an internationally ac-
cepted standard for macroeconomic accounts based on
broader concept of production. According to this concept
the production covers, besides material production and
material services, also the production of non-material ser-
vices comprising services in education, culture, health care
and social welfare, banking and insurance organizations,
services of government organizations on all levels and all
other services not linked with material production.

Such production, which is the most important eco-
nomic activity of each society, is carried out in institutional
units. These units are capable of engaging, for own pur-
poses, into economic activities and transactions with other
units. Transactions imply change of ownership over com-
modities and services, therefore, an institutional unit is re-
quested to present one whole (entity) capable of owing
assets, incurring liabilities on their own behalf if necessary,
and of being legally responsible for its decisions. Institu-
tional units are divided into profit, non-profit, government
institutional units and households. Resident institutional
units form national economy. Economy is divided into
institutional sectors which are established by grouping of
resident institutional units according to functional principle.
The System of National Accounts is composed of five insti-
tutional sectors:

- non-financial sector
- financial sector

- government sector

- sector of households

- sector of non-profit institutional units serving
households

Non-resident institutional units, involved in transac-
tions with resident units, form the external sector (the rest of
the world).

The System of Accounts occupies the central position
in the System of National Accounts. Besides the System of
Accounts the System of National Accounts also incorporates
satellite accounts and input-output tables. The accounts
represent a set of rules by which certain aspects of economic
life are shown. They are designed in such a manner as to
supply a number of linked information on activities and
processes evolving in the country and in relations with for-
eign countries. The System of Accounts shows how the
production creates new commodities and services and how it
transforms the existing ones, thus gaining income which is
subsequently distributed and redistributed; the System also
indicates how the income is used for current final consump-
tion and accumulation which will facilitate future increase of
production and consumption. Besides securing information
for the country as a whole, the System of Accounts also

The System of National Accounts contains value cate-
gories called aggregates. The aggregates are the complex
value categories which measure the results of activities of
the whole economy observed from certain aspect. They are
the summary indicators, key values for macroeconomic
analysis and comparisons in time and space. The most com-
mon and the most important aggregate in the System of
National Accounts is gross domestic product, which is
measure of production.

The System of National Accounts is defined as a set of
consistent, coherent, integrated and detailed macroeconomic
accounts, balance sheets and tables which secure a system-
atic, comparable and detailed review of economic activities
of a country, which is based on a unique concept, defini-
tions, conventions, classifications and rules concerning the
creation of the accounts.

The System of National Accounts is based on all avail-
able data. Due to the lack of data, some items were estimated
while some existing data were corrected for the sake of
consistency and methodological principles applied in crea-
tion of the system of accounts. The system of Accounts for
1999 and 2000 is compiled without data for Kosovo and
Metohia.

More detailed methodological explanations can be
found in the Federal Statistical Office's edition Methodo-
logical papers No. 32 "Basic System of National Accounts"
and more detailed accountings in the publication of Federal
Statistical Office titled "System of National Accounts for
2000".

GROSS DOMESTIC (MATERIAL) PRODUCT

Sources and methods of data collection

The computation of gross domestic (material) pro-
duct and national income has been carried out by material
product system method, proceeding from establishing the
value of production and services of productive units.

Computation of the gross domestic (material) pro-
duct and national income for enterprises in the economy is
based on data of income statements and other computation
data of enterprises being collected and processed by group-
ing the data into economic categories of the value structure
of the gross domestic (materia%) product. Data have been
collected by the Complex Annual Report of Enterprises in
the Economy - KGI-01 in order to compute the gross dome-
st.icl (material) product by establishment and territorial prin-
ciple.

The computations of the gross domestic (material)
product for agricultural holdings and private shops are ba-
sed on annual data of special statistical surveys (Computa-
tion of the gross domestic material product in the private
sector of agriculture-DP, and Computation of the gross do-
mestic material product in the private sector of non-agricul-
tural activities-DZ). All these computations have been consi-
derably based on disposable data in statistical system.

Coverage

The gross domestic (material) product and national
income are computed for all productive activities of all
types of ownership.

Activities for the following sections: agriculture, hunting
and forestry, fishing, mining and quarrying, manufacturing,
electricity, gas and water supply, construction, wholesale
and retail trade, repair, hotels and restaurants, transport, sto-
rage and communications, real estate activities, renting, he-
alth and social work (only veterinary services and professio-
nal rehabilitation of invalids) and other community, social
and personal service activities.

There exist two computations of the gross domestic
(material) product: first, according to the prevailing activity
of enterprises and the location of their central office (orga-
nizational principle), and second, according to activities and
location of technical units and of other business units of en-
terprises (establishment and territorial principle). Data by or-
ganizational principle are used in computing economic ba-
lances.

Data on enterprises, derived from the Complex An-
nual Report, (KGI-01) have been processed separately and
shown by economic activities of other business units (tec-
hnical units, shops, warehouses, representations, building si-
tes, rest homes, etc) by the establishment principle, and terri-
torially according to the place (commune) where their busi-
ness units are located. Only results of business units enga-
ged in material production and productive services are in-
cluded in the computation of the gross domestic (material)
product by the establishment principle.

Data on the gross domestic (material) product of ag-
ricultural holdings and shops in the economy cover private
producers activities of following sections of Classification
of Activities: agriculture, hunting and forestry, manufactu-
ring, construction, wholesale and retail trade, repair, hotels
and restaurants, transport, storage and communications, real
estate activities, renting and other community, social and
personal service activities.

Data in all tables are shown at current prices by the
establishment principle.

Definitions

The computation of gross domestic (material) pro-
duct and national income is based on the concept of material
production.

Gross output represents the value of production of
all productive units during a certain period of time. It is
computed by adding the production of all enterprises, and
self-employed entrepreneurs dealing with production of ma-
terial goods and services rendering related to the process of
production.

Intermediate consumption includes the purchases of
materials and productive services from other enterprises. As
regards agricultural producers, except outside purchases, the
gata include consumption of own products for seeds, fod-

er, etc.

Gross domestic (material) product represents the va-
lue of all final products in a period of one year distributed
and spent for satisfying general and public needs, invest-
ment and reserves as well. For each productive unit, that is,
activity regardless whether it produces intermediate materi-
als or final products, the value added is determinated by
substracting the value of intermediate consumption (material
costs) from the total value of a production of unit.

Depreciation shows a part of the value of basic pro-
duction funds, which has been transferred to new products
through productlon process. Depreciation is shown as the
sum of amounts computed by enterprises by income state-
ments as wear and tear of equipment and other fixed assets.
Depreciation for private holdings and shops has been esti-
mated.

National income (net product) represents a newly
created value realized in a certain period. National income
as a newly value added is obtained by subtracting deprecia-
80(111) from the gross domestic (material) product (value ad-

ed).

SOCIAL ACTIVITIES AND PUBLIC
CONSUMPTION

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on employees, fixed assets, realized revenues
and expenditure of social activities have been obtained by
means of the regular statistical survey "Complex Annual
Report on Financial Institutions " (KGI-02) and "Complex
Annual Report on Government and Non-profit Institutions"
(KGI-03) which are based on annual balance sheets and
other available accounting records.

Data on revenues and expenditure of the federal
budget and budgets of republics have been processed on the
basis of annual budgets balance sheets of respective levels of
government bodies and organizations being published in the
Official Journal of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia,
Official Journal of the Republic of Montenegro and Official
Journal of the Republic of Serbia.

Data on collection and distribution of public reve-
nues have been gathered and processed on the ground of
the report on gross revenues collection by payment bills
(form “B-27) of the National Bank of Serbia, Clearing and
Payment Service.

Coverage

The surveys "Complex Annual Report on Financial
Institutions" and "Complex Annual Report on Government
and Non-profit Institutions" cover, according to Classifica-
tion of Activities, organizations from the field of: financial
intermediation, insurance (except pension funds), activities
auxiliary to financial intermediation, computer and related
activities (besides data processing, data base activities, main-
tenance and repair of computers, and other computer related
activities), research and development, other business activi-
ties (market research, consulting, management and holding,
and other architectural activities and technical consultancy),
public administration (except public defense, fire protection
and compulsory social security), education, health and so-
cial services (except veterinary activities), activities of mem-
bership organizations (business, employers and professional
organizations) and cultural and related activities (motion
picture projection, radio and television, artistic creation,
operation of art facilities, other entertainment activities,
libraries, museums and gambling and betting activities).

Collection of public receipts covers incomes from
taxes, contributions, duties and other tax and similar forms
prescribed by the law and are used for financing the educa-
tional system, public health and social welfare, disability-
pension insurance and all functions of the State and its
bodies.

They include the value of business buildings and
other constructional infrastructure, equipment, tools, then
the value of basic herds, pluriannual plantations and other
fixed assets.

3. Total revenues and expenditure include re-
sources, which have been formed and directly spent for
current operations of social activities, excluding resources of
funds of some of these organizations. It means that with
bank and insurance organizations only resources for over-
head business are included.

With government bodies and organizations of social
work shown are revenues and expenditure of current opera-
tions, that is without expenditure on the basis of prescribed
rights as transfer resources.

4. Net salaries (wages) include salaries from regular
work, supplement work and work longer than the full-time
working hours, as well as benefits from resources of enter-
prises and organizations of social activities and government
bodies (annual leave, national holiday, paid leave and
other). Salaries also include reimbursements to employees
(canteens costs of employees, daily allowances, travel costs,
transportation costs, expense account, etc.).

5. Material costs include: consumption of materials,
energy, spare parts, small inventories and productive ser-
vices; maintenance services, transport, expenses of exhibi-
tions, rent, advertising and other similar services.

6. Contributions cover: contributions on salaries and
salaries of employees, which represent liabilities on the basis
of accounted contributions from gross salaries of employees
and costs of contributions paid, by the law, out of profit.

7. Taxes cover: taxes on salaries and salaries of em-
ployees which represent liabilities on the basis of accounted
taxes from gross salaries of employees and costs of contri-
butions paid, by the law, out of profit.

INVESTMENT AND FIXED ASSETS

Sources and methods of data collection

Investment into fixed assets and assets of collective
consumption at current prices are computed according to
the methodology of the Federal Statistical Office.

Data on investment at current prices for the social
sector have been obtained, since 1966, by means of the
Annual Report on Investment into Fixed Assets (form INV-
01) from all enterprises and organizations in the country.

Coverage

Annual Report on Investment into Fixed Assets of
the social sector (form INV-01) at current prices covers all
enterprises, organizations and communities engaged in eco-
nomic and non- economic activities, if they are direct inves-
tors regardless of whether they are in regular or on trial
work, under construction or in the process of liquidation.

Definitions and explanations on methodology

Investment into fixed assets are purchases made by
enterprises and other organizations and communities aiming
at getting new assets, increasing the value, or replacing ex-
isting fixed assets, assets for collective consumption and
residential buildings. Acquired investment goods can be
new or already used, purchased or received with no com-
pensation from third persons in the country and abroad, or
produced on own account. Included are all investments in
new facilities, as well as for extension, building onto and
modernization of the existing or replacement of obsolete,
worn out or accidentally destroyed facilities. Investment
does not cover investment expenditure and resources for
regular maintenance of existing infrastructure.

Payments for investment are investments in cash in
the course of a year in which payments were actually ef-
fected regardless of the time of their construction or pur-
chase.

Payments from own resources include dinar and
foreign currency resources of a direct investor: depreciation,
operative funds, pooled and other resources (budget, public
funds, and other) which were transferred to the investor's
account. This includes also foreign funds obtained on the
basis of contract on joint venture.

Payments from pooled resources include dinars and
foreign currency of national and foreign co-investors, as
well as physical persons, associated with funds of the direct
investor, but on the basis of joint venture.

Payments from credits include bank credits, finan-
cial credits, as well as financial credits directly settled with
foreign organizations.

Payments for investment into collective consump-
tion include payments effected for raising living standard of
population: public restaurants, children's institutions, work-
ers' rest homes, residential buildings (excluding payments
based on solidary housing construction, and payments ef-
fected through funds).

Realized investment in the course of a reference year
represents the value of actually performed construction,
building or purchase of infrastructure, outfit and other,
regardless whether they are completed or not and whether
payment for them has been effected (without revaluation of
realized investment).

PERSONAL CONSUMPTION

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on available and spent resources of households
have been obtained by means of the Survey on Personal
Consumption. Data have been collected quarterly and proc-
essed quarterly, semiannually and annually. Data presented
in this yearbook refer to one-year period.

In addition to data on receipts, expenditure and per-
sonal consumption, collected are also data on some impor-
tant indicators on living standard (dwelling conditions, sup-
ply with durable consumer goods, way of dwelling - house
heating, etc.) and basic data on demographic, economic and
sociologic characteristics of households.

The method applied in the Survey on Personal Con-
sumption is the interview method in the form of a question-
naire.

Coverage

The survey was conducted in about 2530 house-
holds for the territory of the FR Yugoslavia. A two-stage
stratified sample was used in the Survey on Personal Con-
sumption where census districts are primary sampling units
and households secondary sampling units. Republics (prov-
inces) represent basic geographical strata. The capital of the
republic (province) with the region it covers was isolated in
a special stratum. The rest represents other strata.

The survey covers three socio-economic categories
of households: agricultural, mixed and non-agricultural
households.

Agricultural household is a household having its
own agricultural holding with all its members working on it
as farmers and with a possibility for some of them to work
outside the holding. None of members is permanently em-
ployed, or is a craftsman, that is person performing profes-
sional activity or is a retired person.

Mixed household is a household having a private
agricultural holding where there are, besides employed
members on the holding, one or more members being per-
manently employed outside the holding or being craftsmen
or persons performing a professional activity in the form of
an occupation or being retired persons.

Non-agricultural household is a household with all
active members permanently employed, or are craftsmen, or
persons performing a professional activity in the form of an
occupation or are retired.

Available resources cover financial resources, then
the value of own products consumed in a household (con-
sumption in kind) and consumer credits and investment
loans drawn and realized in a given year.

Financial resources include receipts from regular
and irregular employment, income on the basis of pension
and social insurance, receipts from abroad, net receipts from
estate-shop, receipts from lease and property sale, gains-
gifts and other receipts, loans and decrease of savings.

Consumption in kind, included in available re-
sources, comprises the value of articles from own produc-
tion consumed for personal consumption in a household
(food, beverages, clothing, footwear, furniture, household
dishes, fuelwood, etc.). The value of these articles is calcu-
lated at local retail prices.

Spent resources, representing household expendi-
ture, cover financial outlays for the purchase of articles and
services of personal consumption and other financial out-
lays, then losses and savings with no expenditure for agri-
cultural holding and handicrafts shop, the value of own
products consumed for personal consumption (consumption
in kind) and paid off consumer credits and investment
loans.

Sources and methods of data collection

Producers’ prices of agricultural and fishing prod-
ucts are monthly calculated on the basis of data on sale of
agricultural products from own production of agricultural
organizations (sale prices) and purchase of agricultural
products from private holdings by authorized organizations
(purchase prices).

Average monthly, annual and comulative produc-
ers' prices of agricultural and fishing products are obtained
as ratio of value and quantities in a given period (month,
year, etc.)

Producers’ prices of manufactured products are ob-
tained from selected industrial enterprises once a month for
a specified number of articles. The Statistical Office of Ser-
bia and Montenegro is in charge of selecting the enterprises,
jointly with statistical offices of the republics and the users
of data. For the purpose of price monitoring, selected are
mainly producing enterprises with the highest production of
chosen product, and for each product, as a rule, several
enterprises are selected.

Average monthly prices are based on price weight-
ing with data on quantities sold on home market.

Average annual prices are computed as a simple ar-
ithmetical mean of average monthly prices.

Prices of manufactured products in wholesale trade
are recorded by statisticians of statistical offices in selected
towns. The Statistical Office of Serbia and Montenegro is in
charge of selecting the towns and products jointly with sta-
tistical offices of the republics and the users of data. For
each product, the price of the quality that is selling best is
recorded once a month in a given period and points of sale.
The local statistical office or the statistician selects the points
and trade enterprises where the prices are to be recorded.

Average monthly prices for a republic (province)
are computed by weighting recorded prices in towns, and
for the State Union of Serbia and Montenegro by weighting
prices in the republics. Annual quantities of sold products in
a corresponding town or a republic are used as weighting
factors.

Average annual prices are computed as a simple ar-
ithmetical mean of monthly prices.

Retail prices of manufactured and agricultural
products and prices of services are recorded by statisticians
of statistical offices in selected towns. The Statistical Office
of Serbia and Montenegro is in charge of selecting the re-
porting units, products and services, jointly with the statisti-
cal offices of the republics and users of data. The local stat-
istician selects points of sales (shops and markets, trade
shops, shops of service industries and market places) taking
into account the turnover, that is, he selects the shop (mar-
ket) with the biggest turnover. Prices of manufactured
products are recorded once a month, as a rule, in 3 - 5 trade

enterprises - shops and in as many shops of the private sec-
tor (taking into account the size of the town) with the big-
gest turnover. Prices of agricultural products are computed
twice a month, as a rule in 3 - 5 trade shops and at one or
several market places (taking into account the size of the
town). Prices of services are recorded once a month. Prices
of handicrafts services are recorded monthly in 3 shops of
the social sector and in 5 shops of the private sector of own-
ership.

The average price for a town is computed for every
product and service as a simple arithmetical mean, on the
basis of several prices recorded in different places of a town.
As for agricultural products, the average price is obtained
from data of the third week (over the period 15th-21th of a
month). The average monthly prices are calculated by
weighting average prices in towns for republic, and for the
State Union of Serbia and Montenegro - by weighting prices
in republics. Annual quantities of sold products in corre-
sponding towns, that is, republics are used as weighting
factors.

Average annual prices of manufactured products
and services are computed as simple arithmetical mean of
monthly prices. Average annual prices of agricultural prod-
ucts are obtained by weighting monthly prices by quantities
sold in the corresponding month.

Prices of catering services (food, beverages and
overnight accommodations) are recorded monthly by price
statisticians of statistical offices in catering establishments of
selected towns. The Statistical Office of Serbia and Monte-
negro selects the catering establishments and services jointly
with statistical offices of the republics and users of data.

Average prices for a republic (province) are com-
puted by weighting the recorded prices in selected estab-
lishments, and for the State Union of Serbia and Montene-
gro by weighting prices in the republics. Sold quantities of
food and beverages or the number of nights are used as
weighting factors.

Average annual prices are computed as simple ar-
ithmetical mean of monthly prices.

Coverage and comparability

Producers’ prices of agricultural and fishing prod-
ucts cover approximately 80 products on the basis of data
on quantities and values of sold and purchased agricultural
and fishing products.

Producers’ prices of manufactured products cover
approximately 850 manufactured goods classified into 26
fields of Classification of Activities from selected industrial
enterprises on the territory of the State Union of Serbia and
Montenegro.

Prices of manufactured products in wholesale trade
are recorded in 12 selected towns for 183 manufactured
products.

Retail prices are recorded in 24 towns for 118 food
products, 211 manufactured non-food products and 76
kinds of services.

Prices of catering services are recorded in 26 towns
in 103 establishments (52 hotels, 32 restaurants of classical
type and 19 self-service restaurants and snack bars). The list
of catering services covers 67 services distributed into four
groups: food, beverages and overnight accommodation.

Price indices are not fully comparable with indices
of the physical volume of production and with indices of
the gross domestic (material) product because their coverage
of some elements of the production value is uneven. The
price indices have not been built for the purpose of deflat-
ing the indices of nominal values. When comparing the
mentioned indices, a general correspondence of tendencies
is to be looked for rather than the exact harmony of results.

Definitions

Producers’ prices of agricultural and fishing prod-
ucts are those at which agricultural enterprises sell products
from own production (sale prices) and those at which au-
thorized organizations purchase agricultural products from
private holdings (purchase prices).

Producers’ price of manufactured products cover
the price at which industrial enterprises sell their products on
the domestic market - free loaded into wagon in seller's
locality. In case of joint business, the producers' price of
manufactured goods is the price which, according to agree-
ment, is realized by a producer, or is the retail price less the
percentage of the cover of wholesale and retail trade costs
and turnover tax. Subsidy is included if it has been granted
with certain products to the producer.

Price of manufactured products in wholesale trade
refers to the price at which wholesale trade enterprises sell
manufactured products to retail trade and other buyers on
domestic market - free loaded into wagon in sellers' locality,
without discount and rebate.

Retail price comprises prices at which retail trade,
private agricultural producers and service producers sell
their own products and services to final consumers. Those
are, in other words, prices paid by final consumers for con-
sumer goods and services.

Consumer price is a special type of index of retail

prices from which they differ by the composition of the list
of articles and services and by weighting factors. Data of

Price indices

The whole methodology of price statistics is harmo-
nized with the need of measuring price fluctuation, that is,
with the computing of price indices.

Price indices have been computed for all men-
tioned kinds of prices according to the formula:

Indices of producers’ prices of agricultural and fish-
ing products are computed by weighting indices of sale and
purchase prices. Indices of sale prices are calculated by
weights which represent the structure of value of sold prod-
ucts from own production of agricultural organizations and
indices of purchase prices are calculated by weights which
represent the value structure of products purchased from
private holdings.

Indices of producers’ prices of manufactured prod-
ucts are based on weights, which represent the share of the
value of some products in the value of total realization.
Weights of products in fields are computed on the basis of
the Annual Report of Industry on Realization of Production
for the Domestic Market. The share of some fields in the
total realization is obtained from data of the Complex An-
nual Report (establishment principle) minus the value of
exports.

Indices of prices of manufactured products in
wholesale trade are calculated by weights representing the
value structure of enterprises and other organizations deal-
ing with wholesale trade.

public utilities, cultural, transport and PTT services)

Indices of catering trades are computed by weights,
which represent the structure of turnover value of enter-
prises and other organizations dealing with catering trades.

Consumer price index is based on: a) a special list
containing articles and services for personal consumption,
b) average retail prices of goods and services, that is, their
individual price indices. The list and weights are built on
data from the survey on consumption of all non-agricultural
households. The consumer price index is calculated accord-
ing to the formula for the price index computation, where
W, represents the value structure of purchased goods and
services of interviewed non-agricultural households.

Methodological papers

Explanations on methodology and detailed descrip-
tion of methods of recording and computation of prices, as
well as the application of methods, can be found in Meth-
odological papers of the FSO No. 122, 306 and 382.

Classification of Activities came in force at the be-
ginning of 2001, so indices of producers' prices of agricul-
tural and manufactured products affected by the change
were recalculated to the Classification. More details on simi-
larities and differences between Classification of Activities
and Uniform Classification of Activities fvhich has been
applied until 2001) can be found in Methodological paper
of the FSO No.379.

CROP PRODUCTION

Sources and methods of data collection

Data for government and social sector of agriculture
are collected by regular reports covering all agricultural
organizations (enterprises and co-operative farms). Data
have been derived from accounting and other records. In
the private sector of agriculture, data on areas are estimates
based on data taken from comprehensive cadastral records.
A network of about 1600 statistical estimators has been set
up for work on estimates, who provide data for approxi-
mately 5300 estimate areas being, as a rule, one or more
cadastral communes. Agricultural experts or advanced agri-
cultural producers, well acquainted with local conditions
and trained for that task are engaged as statistical estimators.
They are in constant touch with statistical bodies and rely in
their work on the latest data of cadastral, estimates from
preceding years, data of census of private agricultural hold-
ings, information obtained from agricultural producers and

experts, their own observations and other sources.

Data on crop production were checked and cor-
rected on the basis of data on purchase and industrial proc-
essing of agricultural products, objective measurings and

various surveys.

The data on agricultural machinery and implements
have been obtained through annual reports of agricultural
organizations. Data for private holdings have been estimated
on the basis of data of agricultural censuses. Data on tractors
on private holdings have been estimated in the Federal Sta-
tistical Office.

Coverage

As the statistical data on land areas and yields are
based on all-inclusive cadastral records, they cover total
funds and production on agricultural holdings and outside
agricultural holdings (households of non-agriculturists,
gardens in towns and similar).

Definitions

Cultivable area covers land areas on which: farm
crops and vegetable crops, permanent plantings and grasses
are grown; the following works are performed: cultivation,
mowing and other; the yields are gathered every year. Cul-
tivable area includes: arable land and gardens, orchards,

vineyards and meadows.

Agricultural areas are land areas utilized for agri-
cultural production. Agricultural area covers: cultivable

areas, pastures, fish-ponds, reedtracts and pools.

Arable lands (fields) are land areas generally under
temporary crops. These areas are sown in rotation with the
following crops: cereals, industrial crops, vegetable crops
and fodder crops. Arable area includes also areas "for rest"
remained uncultivated: green fallow or black fallow, re-
glected land. Arable lands are areas under vine and fruit tree

nurseries and areas under clover and lucerne.

Productive trees and grape-vines are trees and
grape-vines capable of bearing fruit under standard condi-
tions, regardless of whether or not they beared fruits during

relevant year.

Wine is a product obtained by alcoholic fermenta-
tion of unfermented grape juice of crushed grapes of culti-

vated vines or hybrids.

Yield of crops is shown as the granary yield of stan-
dard humidity after reduction of all losses during harvest
(gathering), transportation and threshing.

Yield per unit of area (per hectare) is computed on

the basis of harvested area.

Yield per fruit tree-grape-vine is computed for pro-

ductive fruit or grapevines.

LIVESTOCK BREEDING

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on number of livestock have been obtained by
means of regular annual reports of agricultural organiza-
tions (enterprises and agricultural cooperatives) and annual
surveys for private agricultural holdings and households.

The survey on livestock over 1973-1982 was based
on a sample for the whole territory of the FR Yugoslavia. A
two-stage stratified sample, which covered about 4,5% -
5,2% of private agricultural holdings and households, was
applied.

From 1983 to 1991, the survey on livestock was
conducted on a sample which varied as regards its type and
size. For dample, in Montenegro was applied a simple
random sample without replacement, which covered about
4000 private agricultural holdings and households. On the
territory of the Central Serbia a two-stage sample was ap-
plied, the size of which was about 1,7% of private agricul-
tural holdings and households, in Kosovo and Metohia also
a two-stage sample, the size of which was about 5,9%, and
in Vojvodina a two-stage stratified sample which covered
about 1,8% of private agricultural holdings and households.

In 1992, the first results of the 1991 households and
agricultural holdings census were used for the up dating of
the database according to which a new sample for the terri-
tory of the Central Serbia and Vojvodina was selected. A
two-stage stratified sample with probabilities to select first-
stage units proportional to the size of census districts was
applied. Since 1998 the sample size for this territory was
reduced to 10% of the planned size, by cutting communes
to 20% and selecting selection round in the subsample on
which the survey will be conducted. For the territory of
Montenegro, the data base was also up-dated for the selec-
tion of a new sample in 1993. A simple random sample
without replacement was applied and covered over 4000
private agricultural holdings and households. In Serbia on
the basis of Census of population, households and dwellings
in 2002, a new sample was created, so from 2004 a two
stage sample that covered about 1% agriculture holdings has
been used.

milk, eggs, honey and wool on private agricultural holdings
and households. Data on increase of livestock and meat
production have been computed on the basis of available
data on livestock turnover, the survey of livestock of private
agricultural holdings and households, annual report on
livestock breeding, that is organizations and enterprises, data
of external trade statistics and reports on slaughter of live-
stock in abattoirs and in private butchers' shops.

The data on veterinary personnel and facilities were
obtained from the republic and province boards for veteri-
nary.

Coverage

Data on the number and balances of livestock cover
the complete livestock in agricultural enterprises, agricul-
tural co-operatives, private agricultural holdings and non-
agricultural households.

Definitions

The balance of livestock represents livestock turn-
over during a year in which are registered changes in num-
ber of livestock. The balances of livestock have been com-
piled from the standpoint of the economy of Yugoslavia as
a whole and from the standpoint of agricultural holdings.
The common component for both balances is: the number
of livestock at beginning and end of year, the number of
heads for breeding and perished heads. Those two balances
are different as regards data on: the number of slaughtered
heads, the number of exported-imported heads, purchase
and sale of livestock on agricultural holdings. The slaughter
of livestock in the balance of economy as a whole covers
total slaughter in abattoirs, agricultural holdings and non-
agricultural households, whereas slaughter in the balance of
agricultural holdings includes only slaughtered livestock on
holdings and in households. Purchase and sale of livestock
in the balance of agricultural holdings represents gross-
turnover of livestock, and their difference represents market
surplus of agriculture distributed into slaughter in abattoirs,
butchers' shops, exports of livestock and slaughter in non-
agricultural households. Accordingly, the difference be-
tween purchase and sale is bigger than the difference be-
tween exports and imports of livestock in the balance sheet
of livestock for the country as a whole.

Increase of livestock represents production of live-
weight of livestock during the year as the result of breeding,
growing and fattening of livestock. The total increase of
single kinds of livestock includes live-weight of slaughtered
livestock, difference in the weight of exported (sold) and
imported (purchased) livestock and difference in the weight
of livestock at end and beginning of year.

Gross home production of meat includes the pro-
duction of meat in the country (slaughter in abattoirs,
butchers' shops agricultural holdings and non-agricultural
households) and exports of livestock converted into meat.
Total production of meat excludes meat obtained from im-
ported livestock for slaughter.

Net-weight of livestock is the
weight of slaughtered animal excluding determinated parts
dependently on the kind and category of livestock, that is
the weight of slaughtered and dressed animal.

Crude fats include lard, bacon and tallow deposited
around intestines. Suet round kidneys is not included in
crude fats.

Production of milk covers net quantities, that is,

milked quantities, excluding quantities sucked-up by calves.

Data on agricultural organizations (enterprises and
agricultural co-operatives) are collected by means of regular
annual reports, based on data in accounting and other re-
cords.

Data on the number of agricultural holdings were
collected by censuses of agriculture in 1960, 1969 and 1981
and 1991 Censuses.

Coverage

The annual report of agricultural organizations cov-
ers all agricultural organizations, that is, enterprises and co-
operative farms.

The 1960 and 1969 censuses excluded agricultural

holdings whose owners lived on the territory of bigger
towns, while in 1981 and 1991, all holdings were included.

FORESTRY

Sources and methods of data collection

Reporting method is used for data collection relying
on the following sources: technical documentation, account-
ing records, forestry and economic management schemes
and similar. Estimates are wed in the absence of stated
sources and mainly for unmanaged forests.

Data on areas and wood stock were collected by
means of the census of forest stock in 1979. As regard state
forests, reports were submitted by forestry and other organi-
zations, that is, enterprises which were entrusted with forest
management and exploitation. Reports for private forests
were drawn up by municipal assemblies. Data on roads in
state forests were also gathered by the 1979 census.

Data on production, sale and stock of forest assort-
ments were derived from monthly reports of forest and
other organizations , that is, enterprises producing forest
assortments in state forests regardless of whether forest man-
agement and exploitation is their main activity or not. The
reports are based on records on production, sale and stocks
of forest assortments.

Other data on forestry were collected by means of

annual reports for regular statistical surveys on forestry and
are based on accounting records.

Data on hunting were obtained from hunting asso-
ciations, organizations engaged in hunting and other bodies
and organizations, that is, enterprises having own hunting
grounds and game rearing facilities.

Coverage
Data on forests, timber cutting, forest growing and
tending, plantations, intensive plantings and hunting were
collected with full coverage. Data on production and sale of
forest assortments cover organizations which are engaged in
continuous production of forest assortments in state forests.

Data on damages in state forests have a full cover-
age unlike those on damages in private forests relating only
to damages caused by fire.

Definitions

A forest is every area over 5 are covered with forest
trees in the form of stands having a protective function and
is used for production of forest assortments or has a special
purpose. Treelike paths, parks in inhabited places, forest tree
nurseries, and groups of forest trees on an area under 5 are
not considered a forest.

High forests are those originated mainly from seed.
Coppices are forests, which originated mainly from
shoots from stumps.

Other categories of forests are scrubs, maquis,
shrubberies, and beech forests.
Scrubs  are devastated coppices of small growth

and stunted trees mostly used for grazing and browsing of
livestock.

Magquis are evergreen coppices originated by e-
pression of English oak in the Mediterranean climatic zone
of our country.

Shrubberies are devastated coppices where bushes
prevail.

Beech forests are those which are mainly used for
cutting leaves.

Total wood stock (gross volume) covers cut indus-
trial, technical wood and fuelwood - all produced forest
assortments and total residue, so that they represent the total
volume of wood measured on stump.

Industrial wood has favorable physical and chemi-
cal properties and is used for industrial (mechanical and
chemical) processing.

Technical wood has favorable physical and chemi-
cal properties and is intended for various technical purposes.

Tending and land reclamation of forests comprise
works in high forests and coppices, aiming at improvement
of stands quality.

Land reclamation of forests shows works in other
categories of forests: scrubs, maquis, shrubberies and beech
forests with the aim of improving devastated forests.

Thinning and cleaning are regular cuttings which
have been carried out with the aim of tending high forests
and coppices, during the entire round, in shorter or longer
intervals, so as to secure a development of the best quality
trees in genetic and technical sense.

Tending of young trees and culture covers cleaning
from weeds, loosening, fertilizing, protection, planting new
trees, etc.

Enrichment of forests with conifers or high-quality
broadleaved is an introduction of conifers or high-quality
broadlived into existing forests in ader to increase their
economic value.

Conversion is a change of type of growing forests
by converting coppices into high forests.

Resurrection is a reclamation measure whereby
scrubs are turned into coppices by cutting them into stumps.

1llicit cutting 1is every cutting which is carried out
in a state forest without license delivered by authorized
bodies. It is shown as the cut of gross-stock of wood.

llicit grazing is livestock grazing on state- owned
land without permission of organizations, which manage a
given land.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on marine and freshwater fishing are collected
on the basis of report method and method of estimation. On
the basis of report method data are collected from enter-

rises, co-operatives and other organisations performing
ishing as main or secondary activity and data are taken
over from bookkeeping or other available records. Method
of estimation provides data on fish catches by individual
fishers using different sources of information to make esti-
mations more reliable.

Data on fishers and fishing means are taken over
from bookkeeping evidence of enterprises and co-
operatives and data on individual fishers are taken over
from fishing register kept by communes or ministries.

Data on fishing crafts and boats in the sea are taken
over from fishing register, that is evidence kept by port
offices.

Coverage

Data on marine and freshwater fishing, collected by
method of report and filled in from bookkeeping evidence
of enterprises and co-operatives are, as a rule, covered en-
tirely. However, data provided by method of estimation (as
there is no adequate or no evidence) are, often, not covered
entirely, specially when details of a certain category and
lower levels are concerned.

Definitions

Economic fishing is an activity of fish catches and
other live animals in freshwater and marine waters for eco-
nomic purposes.

Qraft is any sailing object, having a board and over
28,32 m” (10 GRT).

Fishing craft is intended and equipped for fish
catches or other live animals in the sea or at the sea bottom.

Boat is any sailing object of less than 10 GRT.
Crustanceans comprise: lobsters, shrimps and crabs.

Shells comprise: oysters, mussels cultivated, mussels
natural and other shells.

Other molluscs comprise: squids, cuttlefishes and
octopuses.

INDUSTRY

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on industry statistical surveys are based on bo-
okkeeping records, personnel and other documentation of
reporting units. These data are collected by means of
monthly, annual and multi-annual reports.

Data on production shown in physical terms and da-
ta on consumption of raw materials, electricity and fuels are
based on monthly report of industry. The data of these re-
ports are used for the computation of indices of production,
consumption employees, and labour productivity.

Coverage

Up to 2001 according to the Uniform Classification
of Economic Activities used by the Yugoslav statistics, indu-
stry comprises generation of electricity, mining and factory
processing of raw materials of mining, forest and agricultu-
ral origin.

Since January 1* 2001, the Classification of Activi-
ties has been applied. According to it, industry comprises
activities of C, D and E sectors of the Classification of Acti-
vities, where sector C refers to Mining and quarrying, sector
D to Manufacturing and sector E to Electricity, gas and wa-
ter supply (detailed explanations of coverage and data com-
parability are given in the Yearbook of the year 2001).

Reports on industrial enterprises cover social, coo-
perative and mixed enterprises as well as parts of non-indu-
strial enterprises, performing industrial activity and only
those private enterprises being transformed from social to
private enterprises. A great number of small private enter-
prises is not covered as well as special -purpose production.

Definitions

Industry is the activity of production of various
products and processing of raw materials of mineral, floral,
faunal or artificial origin. Main characteristics of industry
are production of great quantities of products, of equal qua-
lity, mainly using machinery for work.

An industrial enterprise is an entity with the indu-
strial production, as the prevailing industry.

Manufactured goods are defined as total finished
production of products listed in the nomenclature as a per-
manent base for presentation of industrial production.

Indices for the whole industry are given according
to the Uniform Classification of Activities (UCA) and do not
cover crafts, distribution of gaseous fuels, distribution of
steam and hot water, collection, purification and distribution
of water and publishing. According to the UCA these activi-
ties have not been included in industry.

Index of physical volume of industrial production
represents changes in volume of total industrial production.

Indices of physical volume of production are calcu-
lated according to corresponding code connection of the
Classification of Activities and Nomenclature of Products.
Insignificant differences, arising due to classification of pro-
ducts have been ignored during computation.

Computation is based on monthly and annual data
on final production, shown in physical terms according to
Nomenclature of Products for monthly report and criteria of
weighting system.

Weighting factors were based on personal incomes
and depreciation with 1969 inclusive and since 1970 they
have been based on the gross domestic (material product).

In computation of index of industrial production in
the period 1993-1997 the new weighting coefficients were
used, calculated on the basis of data on industrial production
of Serbia and Montenegro in 1990. Since 1997, the weig-
hting coefficients have been calculated on the basis of 1995
data.

Due to differences in weighting factors, up to 1991,
the index of physical volume of industrial production does
not show the same frequency as computations of the gross
domestic (material) product and national income at constant
prices do.

Index of employees covers only employees of indu-
strial activities (excluding employees in industrial enterprises
engaged in non-industrial activities).

Employees in industry were all classified into the
branch of the prevailing economic industry of the enterprise
till 1988, and starting from 1989 according to establishment
principle. The index computation has been based on annual
average of employees, regardless of qualifications, working
experience or sex.

Indices of labour productivity in industry show so-
cial labour productivity frequency, which represents the ra-
tio of indices of physical volume of production to indices of
employees.

EXTERNAL TRADE

Sources and methods of data collection

Data source for external trade statistics is Uniform Customs
Document on exports and imports of goods submitted by forwarding
organizations to the customs on behalf of authorized export and
import organizations when declaring the goods.

Coverage

External trade statistics of the Serbia and Montenegro,
based on principle of special trade, includes, as regards exports, all
goods originating from domestic production, respectively from -
mestic trade, as well as the so-called nationalized goods, that is,
goods imported and on which customs duty was charged, and, in
unchanged condition, &ported abroad (abroad is taken to mean all
UN members countries) as goods of Yugoslav origin. Imports cover
all goods imported, on which customs duty was charged, and e-
tained in domestic trade for reproduction, investment or consumption
purposes. Besides regular (commercial) imports, data include deliver-
ies of miscellaneous charity aganizations and private gift-parcels.
Starting from 1990 data are presented on the basis of the new uni-
form methodology of statistical survey on foreign commodity -
change by which, data on exports and imports for purpose of process-
ing were included in the results on foreign exchange which, over the
period 1960-1990 have been the subject of special ecords and were
not included into total results of foreign trade.

Since January 1995 has introduced the Uniform Customs
Document which does not envisage the possibility that in the process
of refining (performed on the basis of temporary imports of goods)
enters the data on gross value of &ported goods upon performed
refining in the country. The Uniform Customs Document is entered
data by net principle and is recorded only the value of built material
and the value of performed service. This solution was acepted in
accordance with the needs of the foreign trade system. In the process
of refining performed on the basis of temporary imports of goods,
foreign trade and customs system foresees a special regime and pro-
cedure which differ from the solutions in member countries of the
European Union, which causes some appropriate supplements in
statistics of refining process, and that would data on performed refin-
ing be processed and published by gross principle what was carried
out in the course of 1998.

So data again became comparable with other countries data,
also with those published up to 1995.

Definitions

Quantity of goods is shown in external trade statistics in
weight unit of measurement - tons or kilograms. In addition, energy
and water are also shown in other specific units of measurement. As a
rule, net weight is shown for all goods. In cases of gross weight
being charged instead of net weight, gross weight is recorded.

Value of goods in external trade statistics has been shown
on the basis of prices realized by organizations and enterprises when
stipulating prices. All values have been computed on the basis of
parity free on Yugoslav border, i.e. F.O.B. prices as regards exports
and C.LF. prices as regards imports, (invoice value of goods aug-
mented by costs of transportation, insurance, etc. to Yugoslav bor-
der). Statistical value of goods being exported is the invoice value of
goods. Statistical value of goods being imported is the value repre-
senting customs base. Data on values are shown in dinars and have
been computed on the basis of exchange rates being applied for estab-
lishing customs base. Values are shown in dinars. Costs of transpor-
tation, insurance and transshipment, etc. paid in foreign currency
have been calculated at current exchange rates being applied for estab-
lishing customs base.

Classification of imports and exports of goods in
external trade was done according to the Nomenclature of
the External Trade Statistics based on the Standard Interna-
tional Trade Classification of OUN, Rev.1 for the data for
1987 inclusive. In 1988, Revision 3. of external trade statis-
tics nomenclature, based on Standard International Trade
Classification, was carried out. Registration of data of exter-
nal trade by countries is carried out according to principle
of country of destination as regards exports and country of
origin as regards imports. It means that, in case of exports,
registered is the country in which goods are consumed or
further processed, and in case of imports - the country
where goods have been produced in the state in which they
have been imported.

Indices of unit values have been computed from
data on quantity and value of products which have partici-
pated, on the basis of regular exports and imports, in the
foreign exchange (without data on quantity and value of
products exported for refinement and imported after being
refined) in the reference period of the current year, and in
the corresponding period of the previous year serving as the
base for comparisons. Group indices by branches of the
economy, sectors of the Standard International Trade Classi-
fication, by economic destination as well as exports and
imports indices by degree of manufacture are shown in
addition. Up to 1988 indices of exports and imports prices
were obtained by computing the quantities of ex-
ported/imported goods from the previous year at prices of
the current year. Beginning from 1989, indices of exports
and imports prices were obtained by computing the quanti-
ties of exported/imported goods in the current year at the
prices from the previous year. The indices have been com-
puted on the basis of an incomplete coverage of value
amounting to approximately 60% - 80%. The coverage of
group indices is uneven and for most cases lower.

Indices of the physical volume of exports and im-
ports have been computed through index of value and in-
dex of unit values, and on the basis of the coverage being

used for monitoring index of unit values.
