Besides the data collected by Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia, the Yearbook conta-
ins also the results of statistical surveys of other authorized bodies and organizations such as:
Payments Operation Services of National Bank of Serbia, Republic Hydro-meteorological Institute of
Serbia, Seismological Institute of the Republic of Serbia, Republic Geodesy Bureau, Ministry of Jus-
tice, Ministry of Internal Affairs, National Employment Service, Health and Insurance Funds, Geo-
graphical Institute of Belgrade, Military Geographical Institute, Bureau for Environment Protection of
Serbia etc.

To improve the quality of this edition the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia has pre-
pared the English version of this publication and this is to represent the first bilingual issue of “Statis-
tical Yearbook of Serbia”.

BASIC PRINCIPLES OF COMPILING
STATISTICAL YEARBOOK OF SERBIA

Presentation basics

The statistical data in the Yearbook are the summary of
basic data from more than 200 statistical surveys that are carried
out during the year. This summary should satisfy wide public need
for statistical data. For detailed study of certain statistical questions
users are directed to other statistical reviews issued by Statistical
Office of the Republic of Serbia, as well as to Statistical Office
Library large number of other statistic not published documents.

The major problem in Statistical Yearbook composition
was the choice of data to be presented by areas. When choosing the
data the basic principle was to present major statistical data by area,
only. In the Yearbook Republic of Serbia as well as for Central
Serbia and Autonomous Provinces variety of data are given (by
characteristics and/or by years). For each economical field indices
are given to enable cross reference of development dynamics for
all economical activities. The other method of presenting data
gives the possibility to overview the position of the whole econ-
omy, its structure and development, as well as to overview the role
of each economical activity, separately. Employment, GDP, Na-
tional Income, Enterprises and Organizations, Investments, Prices
and Income chapters preserve that possibility.

Non-economical activities are presented in separate sec-
tions and in the similar way (education, science, culture and art,
social security and insurance etc.) as well as in comprehensive
sections (employment, non-economical activities, investments,
earnings).

Methodological explanations

Methodological explanations, necessary for proper use of
published data, are given in each section of the Yearbook, together
with source and methods of collecting data, coverage and compa-
rability of data and definitions. Detailed methodological explana-
tions including research are given in publication “Methodological
Papers*®, published by Federal Statistical Office.

Data Sources

The data published in Yearbook reflect the results of regu-
lar reports of statistical surveys, periodical censuses and surveys
form Statistical Survey Program brought by National Assembly of
the Republic of Serbia. Besides data collected by statistical offices,
the Yearbook contains also the results of statistical surveys of non-
statistical institutions such as: Payments Operation Services of
NBS, Social Security Office, Republic Hydro-meteorological
Institute, Ministry of Justice, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and
Water Supply, Ministry of Internal Affairs, Ministry of Family
Care, National Employment Service, Seismological Institute of
Republic of Serbia, Republic Geodesy Bureau etc. The sources of
data collected by above mentioned institutions are marked, and
data are taken in authentic form. This particularly relate to year
1999, which includes data for Kosovo and Metohia.

Coverage and comparability

In methodological explanations it is particularly emphasized
that statistical data frames are different — complete or partial. In the case
of events not covered completely, mostly all units are not covered
(Military, Ministry of Internal Affairs etc.).

Data comparability is provided in almost all tables. However,
because of classification and nomenclature changes, by which the data
are grouped, some series are not completely comparable through all
years. Also, due to the different methods applied during the long period
of time, there is incomplete data comparability.

It should be emphasized that Statistical office of the Republic
of Serbia since 1999, due to the well known situation, has not provided
Kosovo and Metohia data, and therefore, they are not published in this
edition of Statistical Yearbook.

Data presentation technique

The numeration of tables in this Yearbook has been pre-
sented in the way that the first number in the headline is the chapter
number, and the second number (after dot) is the order number of
table within the chapter.

Due to the rounding of numbers, the totals are not always
equal to summary of rounded individual data.

Since year 2000 there has been a change of region naming
for which the statistical data have been published in “Statistical
Yearbook of Serbia”, and therefore the data for the Republic of
Serbia represent the summary of data for Central Serbia and Vo-
jvodina. There is appropriate reference for each table.

Since 1999, there is no possibility that Statistical Office of
the Republic of Serbia gathers and processes data for Kosovo and
Metohia, so data for the Republic of Serbia present the sum of
appropriate data for Central Serbia and Vojvodina. Appropriate
footnote is given for each table.

The tables in “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia, 2004” con-
tains data according to Classification of Activities (CA), which are
applied from January 1%, 2001 (“Official Gazette of FRY?,
No.31/96 and 59/98).

GEOGRAPHICAL REVIEW

TOPOGRAPHY

Sources and methods of data collection

Republic of Serbia area data were received by Federal Geo-
detic Administration surveying done in 1953. The geographical coor-
dinates were established according to 1:100.000 maps taken from the
Military Geographical Institute.

Lakes data, navigable rivers and canals were obtained from
Geographical Faculty of University of Belgrade.

Mountain peaks data are based on documentation of Military
Geographical Institute.

Earthquakes data were obtained from Geophysical Institutes.

Coverage

The land area (88 361 km?) figure relates to the territory of the
Republic of Serbia and it should be considered as provisional, because
the cadastral survey for the whole republic has not been completed. The
border length data should be used provisory, because borders towards
former Yugoslav republics were only administrative, i.e. not marked or
mathematically defined.

VI - Very strong earthquake — All sleeping persons wake up, frightened persons run out of
apartments, bells ring, hung objects swing, cracks on weaker houses appear.

VII - Powerful earthquake — General fear, church bells ring, cracks on some buildings
appear, badly constructed chimneys demolish, window - panes brake.

VIII - Damaging earthquake — Most of chimneys demolish, on steeples and factory
chimneys bigger damages appear, some parts break off.

CLIMATE

Sources of data

Main meteorological and hydro-meteorological data as well
as air quality data, precipitation and surface water data were taken over
from the Republic Hydro-meteorological Institute. Monitoring,
recording and collection of these data are carried out through Republic
Hydro-meteorological Institute stations, according to Regulations
relating to the meteorological and hydrological stations network and
work programs establishment, being of Country-wide Interest (Official
Journal 50/90).

Definitions

Atmospheric pressure is expressed in hPa and reduced to 0°C.
Relative humidity is expressed in percents (%). The temperature data
relate to monthly averages obtained through daily recordings at 7.00
a.m., 2.00 p.m. and 9.00 p.m. local time, according to the formula:

The annual average is based on the same method. The
precipitation data relate to monthly and annual amounts of precipitation
measured in mm in a selected station. The number of rainfalls and
snowfalls days shows the days with both occurrences of at least 0,1
mm. The cloudiness data are the result of measurement by the scale 0-
10, where 0 indicates a completely clear and 10 a completely overcast
condition.

Wind velocity data are obtained by measurement according to
the Beaufort scale ranging from 0-12, where 0 indicates calm and 12
hurricane winds.

Air quality data are the result of sulfur dioxide (SO,) and dark
smoke contents systematic recording in the ground atmosphere layers.
Recordings are carried out from 6,00 a.m. of the current day to 6,00
a.m. of the next day by north-eastern time. The date when maximal and
minimal values appear relates to the current day. The sulfur dioxide and
dark smoke particles quantity is expressed in micrograms per cubic
meter (ug/m’/24 hours).

The sampling of precipitations is carried out from 6,00 a.m. of
the current day to 6,00 a.m. of the next day (daily sample). The date
when maximal and minimal values appear relates to the current day.
Precipitation level is measured in millimeters (mm), and defines the
acidity (pH), the electric conductivity (mineralization at 20°C in puS/cm,
the content of chloride, potassium, sodium, calcium and magnesium in
milligrams per liter (mg/l), the content of sulfates, nitrates and
ammonium ion in milligrams of sulfur per liter (mg/S/1), as well as
milligrams of nitrogen per liter (mg/N/1).

Water level and temperature of rivers and lakes data are given
on the basis of daily monitoring and the water level of underground
waters on the basis of five and ten-day recordings during a month.

Quality of surface water data are the result of 4-12 evenly
distributed monitoring during the reference year.

Under the item of quality of surface waters flowing expressed
in m*/sec, certain indicators of quality are also presented:

- Electric conduction (mineralization at 20°C in uS/cm),

- Oxygen regime indicators (dissolved oxygen - O, milligrams
per liter - mg/1, biological consumption of oxygen after five days BOD
in milligrams O, per liter - mg Oyl and chemical consumption of
oxygen COD in milligrams O, per liter in KMnO, - mg O,/1)

- Biogenetic indicators (ammonia NH, and nitrates N in
milligrams per liter - mg/1)

- Specific indicators (phenol in milligrams per liter - mg/1).

Water Management

Sources and methods of data collection

Water Management statistical data were taken from
regular annual reports of enterprises and organizations engaged
in manufacturing, mining and quarrying, agriculture, forestry,
Water Management, municipal assemblies and public utility
enterprises managing public water supply and sewerage, as well
as other available records, documents or expert estimates.

Protection data against damaging water effects and
irrigation systems are collected by means of regular annual
reports submitted by organizations and enterprises engaged in
water management and agriculture.

Public water supply and public sewerage data are
obtained by means of regular annual reports from referent public
utility organizations or enterprises and municipal assembly
offices responsible for public water supply and sewerage
management in related localities. Starting 1990, data have been
collected on three-year basis. Reports are based partly on records
and documentation and partly on estimates. Data on water use
and water protection against pollution by manufacturing and
mining are collected using the regular annual reports delivered
by organizations engaged in the manufacturing and mining
domain.

Coverage

Reports regarding to protection against damaging water
effects and watercourses management cover all organizations
engaged in maintenance, utilization, construction and restoration
of water-supply facilities and installations on a given territory.

Damages estimation is organized on the whole territory,
which has suffered damages caused by natural disasters. For
damages estimation, Republic and municipal offices experts
commissions are authorized and responsible.

The estimation results of damages caused by natural
disasters are taken over and processed by statistical offices.

Water used in agriculture (for irrigation), localities,
manufacturing, mining data are collected from all organizations
and bodies using and/or distributing water and/or managing
public water supply systems. Individual water supply,
(household supply) used exclusively by a certain household or
households group data, as well as special water supplies owned
by economic organizations are not collected.

Waste and purified water data are collected from all
bodies and organizations responsible for public sewerage
managing and, also, manufacturing organizations or enterprises,
mining and quarrying, using the water supply.

Definitions

Areas and infrastructure flooded cover all areas and
infrastructure, flooded by outside water in the current year,
regardless of flood duration and water level on flooded territory.
If any area was flooded many times, only when its largest part
was affected, is shown once only.

Protection against flood covers areas and infrastructure,
which have been protected against damaging effects of outside
water with protective (hydro technical) embankments.

Embankments data show the length in kilometers of all
embankments protecting a given territory against flood from
outside (large) water, regardless of the year of construction.

Drained area is presented as total areas drained in the
current year, regardless of the drainages number.

Canals show length in kilometers of all canals, draining
water from the entire drained territory directly into receptacle
(main and other).

Eroded land is land covered, threatened, worn and
damaged by erosion due to the destructive effect of atmospheric
water, wind or glacier the fertile layer of land has been partly or
completely removed, so its use for crop production is
considerably reduced or completely disable.

Reclaimed land is eroded land where erosion processes
have been restored (sluice, swill, drainage and deposit of new
masses).

Length of irrigation canals comprises the length of all
navigable and distributive canals, without pipes (main and
distributive).

Water capture covers raw water supply of public water
supply, from different sources origin, using an underground,
spring and surface water.

Main supply length comprise water supply pipes length
from water capture to tanks or drinking water processing plant,
or from a water capture to the first pipe of a distributive network
(if there is no tank). It comprises also the pipes length between
tanks having no connections (in systems having more tanks). The
pipes length between supplier's and consumer's localities having
no connections (in central systems or in regional water supply),
also is presented.

Distributive network length comprises the water supply
network length from reservoirs to the consumption place,
excluding the connections length and network within buildings.

Water used comprises all quantities of both directly
captured and provided water delivered to organization in the
course of a reference year, regardless of whether these quantities
were used for own needs, ceded or sold to other users. Water
quantities have been measured by water meters and if there are
no water meters, quantities have been computed according to
standards for a given economic activity branch. An area irrigated
twice or more during a year is shown only once, in case when the
largest area was irrigated.

Wastewater is water, which, after use, is treated as
wastewater and transported to purification plant or let out into
outer space (underground or surface water).

Wastewater quantities do not include atmospheric or
flowing water (used in hydro-power plants). The wastewater
quantities from manufacturing, mining and quarrying are
measured by water meters. If an organization has no water meter,
the wastewater quantities are estimated according to the defined
production standards.

To purify waste or polluted water means to make it free
of dangerous and harmful matters and radioactive substances that
appeared in it, up to a certain permitted degree and make it fit for
use.

Collecting sewage network length comprises the length
of covered street drainage canals for waste and atmospheric
water, excluding the length of connections and network within
houses.

Main collector is a collecting wastewater canal, which
drains water from one part of the whole city to the purification
plant or recipient.

Garbage dumps and waste
Sources and methods of data collection

Waste and garbage dumps data are obtained from public
utility enterprises in urban localities and on the basis of the
available records or expert estimates. Data are shown for all
localities categorized as urban localities, regardless of
inhabitants’ number. Urban localities without such phenomenon,
as well as urban localities where public utility enterprise is
incapable to estimate the data separately for every urban locality,
were excluded. The presented data refer to several urban
localities within the town.

Definitions

Solid waste is each material, which, from the aspect of pro-
ducer or consumer, cannot be used for further production or con-
sumption.

Total waste volume also includes wastes collected from
illegal garbage dumps.

Household wastes comprise wastes from housing rooms,
including old furniture and households’ appliances.

Wastes from enterprises include wastes from business pre-
mises and solid wastes from the manufacturing process (except
from industry and mining).

Wastes from institutions include wastes from business pre-
mises and other solid wastes (used medical supplies, paper and
other). Dangerous and radioactive wastes from medical instituti-
ons and scientific laboratories are not included.

Garbage dump is a controlled and arranged area, determi-
ned by a planning document regarding to the location, size and
capacity, for a waste disposal purpose.

Watercourse is a riverbed with water flowing through it,
including all natural and artificial water collectors and drains.

Cultural monument is an object featured as cultural patri-
mony with its protected direct environment.

Important objects include airports, railway lines, hig-
hways, long-distance electric lines, pipelines, oil pipelines, etc.

Protected areas include national and regional parks,
strictly natural, scientific, special and other reserves, recreation
areas, etc.

Supporting objects on garbage dump are: doorman’s bo-
oth, checkroom, workshops, vehicle- wash rooms, etc.

Edge canal is a protective measure to prevent atmosphe-
ric and other surface waters break through the garbage dump
body, and the garbage dump leakage into underground and surfa-
ce waters.

Gas drain system is a protective measure, which enables
gradual flow of gases into the atmosphere, preventing incinera-
tion and explosion on the garbage dump.

Organized waste disposal is planned lining of a particular
garbage dumpsite by the wastes layers, between which the layers
of inert material are inserted, implementing the environmental
protection measures.

Non-organized (non- hygienic) waste disposal is a land co-
vered with wastes without definite plan of expansion, compres-
sion and re-cultivation as well as without the environmental pro-
tection measures implementation.

Wastes incineration is a controlled combustion of wastes
in specially built facilities, with the formation of ashes and slag,
which are disposed, while gases and incineration products are re-
leased into atmosphere.

Pyrolysis is thermal wastes decomposition into organic
and inorganic fraction, processed in special plants. Organic frac-
tion is converted into compost (fertilizer) for agriculture, and
inorganic fraction is disposed.

Manual and mechanical separation of secondary raw
materials is separation of such materials from wastes, which can
be used in the production process.

CHAPTER

SOCIAL AND POLITICAL SYSTEM
ELECTION AND COMPOSITION OF PARLIAMENT

Sources and methods of data collection

The review of socio-political groupings is formed on the
basis of official regulations on territorial changes published in
official heralds of the Republic of Serbia and autonomous prov-
inces official journals. Election results data for the National
Assembly (Parliament) as well as for the president of the Repub-
lic of Serbia were taken over from electoral committees records
for processing purpose.

Election results data for municipalities’ assemblies’
councilors, as well as data on them, were obtained from munici-
pality electoral commissions.

Coverage

Election results data for national deputies, held on
23.12.2000 were processed for 8655 polling places. Remaining
56 pooling committees did not deliver their reports: from Central
Serbia 22 (Bujanovac 12 and Presevo 10) and from Kosovo and
Metohia 34. Elections data for national deputies, held on
28.12.2003, were processed for all 8589 polling places. Election
results data for councilors, and municipalities’ assemblies’ coun-
cilors data were gathered by summary reports for municipality
level.

National deputies have been elected in multiparty sys-
tem and proportionate electoral system, according to the latest
Constitution from 1990, and from 2000, the whole territory of
the Republic of Serbia is one electoral unit.

Elections for the president of the Republic of Serbia
were held on 16.11. 2003. Data from 8577 pooling places were
processed, while on four electoral places elections were revoked.
New presidential elections were held on 13.06.2004, but voting
was repeated on 27.06.2004. In the first round, data from 8584
pooling places were processed, while on two pooling places
voting was revoked. From repeated voting data of all 8586 pool-
ing places were processed.

Definitions

By changing of socio-economic and political structure
and introducing of multiparty system, established by the latest
Constitution of the Republic of Serbia from 1990, some changes
in political system has been done, as well. The name and the way
of assemblies’ elections, president of the Republic and legal
authorities, have been changed. According to proportionate elec-
toral system, political parties, coalitions or citizens groups pro-
pound nominees for national deputies. According to excepted
majority electoral system, political parties and coalitions pro-
pounded candidates for deputies, or independent candidates, not
members of any political party, propounded themselves.

Mandate of national deputies and councilors lasts four
years. Mandate of the president of the Republic lasts five years.

In presidential elections 2003, there was not enough ap-
peared voters (at least half of whole number of registered voters,
article 53, posture 1. of the Law), so according to current Law on
Election of the President of the Republic (art. 53, post.1.), these
elections failed. In presidential elections 2004 there was no need
for at least half of the registered voters.

ENTERPRISES, INSTITUTIONS AND OTHER
ORGANIZATIONS

Sources and methods of data collection

The enterprises, institutions and other organizations
data, as well as their constitutional units were obtained from the
Uniform Register of Enterprises and Institutions, being kept in
statistics since 1976. Republic Statistical Office updates the
Register daily. The purpose of the register is to provide data
connecting obtained by means of statistical survey, as well as
with data collected by other bodies. Keeping up the Register in
accordance with the Law on Classification of Activities and
register of classification units, organizations were classified by
economic activities simultaneously, in order to provide a uniform
enterprises and institutions classification by activities for the
purposes of statistics and other countrywide interest records.

Enterprises, institutions or other organizations which are
founded, cease and change their status, activity or any other
characteristic, fill in a registration form RJR-1 for themselves,
and a registration form RJR-1a for their constitutional units and
deliver it to the authorized registering body (Trade Court, Minis-
try of Internal Affairs, community body, or any other body), or
directly to the statistical body. The Republic Statistical Office
includes the new established unit in the Uniform Register and
specifies the reported changes with the existing ones. The regis-
ter is organized as a relational computer-managed database in the
Republic Statistical Office, for the whole country.

Coverage
The Register includes all organizational forms, provided
by the law regulations, such as:
- all enterprises types, established by the Law of Enter-
prises;
- institutions in social activities domain;
- cooperative form of organizing;

- financial organizations: banks, insurance companies
and other financial organizations;

- common and special associations: economic chambers,
communities resulted from the compulsory association, coopera-
tive, and other;

- government bodies;

- municipaliries;

- social organizations, trade unions, political organiza-
tions and citizens associations;

- organizations going into liquidation and bankruptcy,
and

- entrepreneurs

Also, the Register includes enterprise, institution and
other organization registered parts.

The Register does not contain: national diplomatic and
other missions abroad; foreign diplomatic and other missions in
the Country; institutions of the Military.

Definitions and classifications

By the Law on Enterprises an enterprise is defined as a
traditional economic organization form, recognized in the world
and adaptable to market and business conditions.

An enterprise is a legal entity performing an activity for
profit. An entrepreneur is a physical person performing an activ-
ity for profit.

Organizationally, enterprises are set as economic com-
panies, social enterprises and public enterprises.

An economic company is established as an association
of persons or capital. An association of persons is established as
a partnership or limited partnership. An association of capital is
established as a sharing company or a limited joint company.

A partnership is a company established by contract be-
tween two or more physical persons binding to perform an activ-
ity under the same firm, providing own unlimited united respon-
sibility for the company obligations. Legal relations between the
members of the company are arranged by contract on company
foundation. The deposit into the company can be: cash, equip-
ment, work or services.

A company with limited partnership is a company estab-
lished between two or more persons for performing an activity
under the same firm, of whom at least one person has an unlim-
ited united responsibility for company obligations (active part-
ner), and the risk of at least one person is limited to the amount
of the contracted deposit (dormant partner). The active partner
can only be a physical person, and the limited partner both a
legal and physical person.

A joint stock company is established by legal, that is,
physical persons for performing an activity, whose main capital
is distributed in shares having a determinate nominal value. The
sum of nominal values of all shares makes up the capital of the
sharing company.

A limited joint company is a company for performing an
activity established by legal or physical persons, not being re-
sponsible for obligations of the society, but bears the business
risk up to the amount of their deposit. Portions cannot be ex-
pressed in terms of shares. Each member of the company can
have only one portion, and one portion can have several votes.

A social enterprise is an enterprise doing business with
social capital. The social capital of the social enterprise is dis-
tributed into shares or portions of a nominal value.

A public enterprise is an enterprise performing a general
interest activity, and is established by the State, that is, the local
self-management unit.

A bank is established as a sharing company by contract
on foundation and providing assets in fixed capital of the bank.
The other financial organization, except the saving-credit coop-
erative, is established as a sharing company.

Insurance organizations are established as sharing com-
panies or companies for mutual insurance. Insurance services can
be performed by agencies for insurance services rendering.
Agencies are set as sharing companies or limited joint compa-
nies.

An entrepreneur is a physical person performing an ac-
tivity for profit. An entrepreneur who realizes annual income of
more than 200 thousand USD in equivalent value in dinars is
recorded to the court register. Other physical persons — entrepre-
neurs performing an activity, and not realizing the stated annual
income, are recorded to the register of a commune.

Institutions are organizing forms established for per-
forming activities in the domain of: education, science, culture,
physical culture, pupils' and students' standard, medical care,
social welfare, social care and children social welfare, health and
animals care. Institutions can be founded by: republic, province,
town, municipality and other legal and physical entities. They are
founded and operate with different ownership forms resources.

A cooperative is a volunteer cooperators organization
realizing economic interest by joint venture, that is, improve
their socio-economic position and decide independently on their
joint issues.

An incorporated unit is a part of an enterprise, institu-
tion and other organization representing a business or productive
entity in which an activity is performed, usually different from
the activity in which the enterprises, institutions and other or-
ganizations are classified according to the predominance. Parts
located outside the enterprises, institutions and other organiza-
tions headquarters represent special constitutional units, even
when they do not represent a business entity and when they
perform the same activity as the enterprises, institutions and
other organizations in which they are incorporated. Divisions,
services, sections, etc, within the enterprises, institutions and
other organizations, if located in the same place, then news-
stands, stands and similar enterprises or shops, sections, branches
and similar social organizations are not considered as special
incorporated units.

The uniform Classification of Economic Activities is a
general standard used for grouping and presenting data of inter-
est for directing economic and social activities. The main goal of
the activities classification is to meet the needs of grouping data
from a variety of statistical surveys and records of countrywide
interest, on a uniform comparable basis.

Introduction of the new activities classification was car-
ried out parallel to harmonization of enterprises and other forms
of organizing with the Law on Enterprises. Registering of enter-
prises according to the new classification started as of July 1996.
Due to postponing of deadlines for putting into effect the Law on
Enterprises, the application of new activities classification was
also postponed. Since January 1st, 2001, activities classification
has been applied in monitoring the meter of economic and social
policy, in data collecting, processing and publishing by activities,
and in fulfilling the international obligations.

The activities classification was based on the European
Union activities classification. New activities classification is
comparable to the International Classification of Activities of
UN. By application of activities classification, was obtained the
standard, harmonized with the same international documents
enabling easy comparison of the data on economic activities.

REVIEW OF OPERATIONS

Review of operations of enterprises and other legal enti-
ties in economic and non-economic activities on the basis of
annual accountings (annual financial report) of legal entities for
the 2001, has been shown. Data were taken from the National
Bank - Clearing and Payment Service and were processed in the
Federal Statistical Office. Main characteristics (assets, receipts,
expenditure, profit, loss) have been shown according to business
accounting.

CHAPTER

POPULATION

Sources and methods of data collection

Population and household’s data for 1921, 1931, 1948,
1953, 1961, 1971, 1981, 1991 and 2002 have been collected
through the censuses carried out in respective years.

Births, deaths and marriages data have been collected
and submitted by registrars, and data on divorces by courts of jus-
tice. For the pre-war period these data were obtained mainly from
church authorities and, to an insignificant extent, from state regis-
trars.

Population movement’s data in the Republic of Serbia
for the period 1988-2002 are the result of a regular statistical
monitoring of this phenomenon on the republic level, established in
1988. For every residence change (permanent moving from one
place to another), a person fills out a residence registration paper
which contains information on previous residence, and/or a depar-
ture notice of registration with information on future residence, ex-
cept when the person is registered for the first time for residence, or
permanently deleted from departure evidence. By monitoring the
change of residence, not only the records on population displaced
inside the Republic of Serbia are obtained, but also the data of
population immigrated from seceded republics of the former SFR
Yugoslavia. Therefore, data source for migration statistics are dec-
larations and documents notified by citizens to residence recording
service.

Coverage

According to the results of the population census data
analysis and results of data control of vital statistics carried out by
sampling method at the end of 1955, and over the period 1967-
1970, almost full coverage for all vital events has been achieved.

Natality statistics includes live births and stillbirths. Mor-
tality statistics includes all death occurrences.

The marriage statistics includes all legal marriages, i.e.
marriages entered into the marriages register. The divorce statistics
includes marriages divorced by court order from a competent court.

According to the regulations on keeping registers, all
births, deaths and marriages are compulsory recorded in registers of
a territory on which they have occurred, regardless of whether re-
spective persons are resident or not of that territory. The data are
reclassified in the course of processing, so the results show the per-
manent residence place (the newborn child's mother, the dead per-
son, the bridegroom and in the case of divorced marriages, accord-
ing to the last joint residence place), what corresponds to the so-
called “permanent residency” concept applied in population cen-
suses.

Definitions

Population. In all seven post-war censuses the population
was enumerated and the results are shown by the principle of the
“permanent residency”. It means that every inhabitant had to be
enumerated in the permanent residence place, even when at the
time of the census he/she was absent from that place due to any rea-
son (travel, education or field work, work abroad, compulsory ser-
vice in the army, medical treatment, penal servitude, imprisonment,
etc.). For absent persons, data were given by household members.
Accordingly, data on every person were included in the census re-

whether this person was in that or some other settlement at the cen-
sus time.

Compared with other post-war censuses, the 1981, 1991
and 2002 censuses were specific, because workers and other eco-
nomically active persons working outside the place of permanent
residence were treated in a different way. In the methodologies for
1948, 1953, 1961 and 1971 censuses, workers, as well as other
economically active persons (for example, craftsmen in their own
shops) working outside the place of their families residence (house-
holds), and who lived separately from their families, were enumer-
ated as resident population in the their work place. In the 1981 and
1991 censuses those workers were enumerated in the place where
their families (households) were resident regardless of whether they
returned every day to their families’ permanent residence place
(households) or not.

Household is every family or other people community,
whose members live together and share their living expenses (hous-
ing, food etc).

By households were also considered houses where people
are living alone (single-person household) i.e. persons independ-
ently spending their income (regardless of the source) for most
pressing living needs.

The census results (total number of households), with ex-
ception of the 1981,1991 and 2002 censuses, were covered also the
so-called collective households i.e. communities composed of per-
sons living in institutions for lasting children and adults accommo-
dation and care, in monasteries, in hospitals for incurable diseases,
etc. However, applied definitions in post-war censuses do not differ
to such an extent that could influence the data comparability on
households.

Age. In census table results and in vital statistics tables
the population is grouped by age according to the age reached at
the moment of census. Each age group covers the age included in
its entirety. So, e.g. the group 0-4 years covers children from the
moment of birth until they turn 4.

Ethnic affiliation. The data on ethnic affiliation are ob-
tained on the basis of free declaration by population or parents
(guardians) in the case where children are under age of 15. Freely
declaring, as well as possibility of non-declaring the national or
ethnic affiliation is guaranteed to the citizens by the Constitution.

Education. The highest school completed regardless of
whether education was attained through completing a regular
school or school which replaces regular one, passing an exams in
regular school or finishing some course for regular schooling. Data
are presented only for population aged 15 and over, i.e. pre-school
and primary school children are excluded. With exception of pri-
mary education, completing one or more grades or completing sec-
ondary, high or higher education, if that simultaneously does not
mean also the continuation of a respective education level, was not
included. For example, the secondary schools pupils, as well as
other persons who completed one or more secondary school grades,
but not all grades, are shown in the group of persons with primary
education. The students of high, higher schools and faculties are in-
cluded in the group of persons with completed secondary or high
education.

Data on education are published according to the follow-
ing groups:

The group Without education covers population who did
not attend primary school and persons who left school before com-
pleting the first grade of primary school.

The group / to 3 grades of primary school includes per-
sons who finished only the first, second or third grade of primary
school.

The group 4 to 7 grades of primary school includes per-
sons who do not have a completed primary (eight-year) school but
who completed from 4 to 7 grades of total schooling.

The group Primary education includes persons who com-
pleted primary (eight-year) school or a school of the same rank.

The group Secondary education includes persons who
completed secondary vocational schools, high school, or schools for
specialization after secondary education.

The group High education includes persons who com-
pleted polytechnic or university studies of the first level.

The group Higher education includes persons who com-
pleted faculty, academy of arts, etc.

Literacy. In post-war censuses data on population literacy
relate only to population aged 10 years and over. Literate popula-
tion covers every person who can read and write a text dealing with
everyday life regardless of the language. All other persons, includ-
ing also those who can only read, are considered as illiterate.

Activity. In population censuses, as well as in vital statis-
tics, population is divided into economically active, persons with
their own income and dependants.

Economically active population are persons aged 15 and
over doing their occupation, unemployed persons seeking for job
and persons who temporarily stopped doing their occupation be-
cause of army serving (active persons who do not practice occupa-
tion). Occupation considers doing certain jobs for living.

The group of persons with their income own consists of
population who are not in economically active persons group, but
having means of subsistence from regular income such as: pension
(old-age, disability or widow and orphan), estate income (renting of
dwelling, house, land, shop etc.), or other personal income (disabil-
ity, social relief, alimentation, scholarship etc.).

Dependants are all persons without their own means of
subsistence or having insignificant means and are supported mostly
by parents, spouse, cousin or other persons including legal entities.

Agricultural population. In the 1953, 1961 and 1971
censuses agricultural population covered economically active per-
sons, who practiced an occupation in the following activities: agri-
culture, fisheries and water works, supply, as well as all persons
supported by economically active persons. Accordingly, the crite-
rion for inclusion of economically active persons in agricultural
population was the occupation performance an in stated services,
irrespective of occupation nature itself.

In the 1981 and 1991 censuses, as well as in the 1948
census, the occupation character of economically active persons
was the basic criterion for agricultural population grouping. Ac-
cording to the 1981 and 1991 censuses methodology agricultural
population consists of resident population, whose occupation can
be grouped into the following kinds of occupations: "farmers" and
"fishermen and hunters" according to the Occupations Classifica-
tion applied in mentioned censuses, as well as all persons supported
by them. In 2002 census were included all persons by occupation:
workers in agriculture, fishing and forestry (producers for market),
farmers (producers for own need) or physical workers in agricul-

Considered as /ive born is a child who showed any life
signs after birth (such as: breathing and and/or heart beating) even
during the briefest time period, regardless of mother's pregnancy
duration.

Considered as stillborn is a child born or removed from
mother's body showing no life signs, provided that pregnancy lasted
at least 28 weeks.

Birth medical attendance means that a birth was per-
formed by a physician or graduated midwife assistance.

All previously live born children (legitimate and illegiti-
mate), are taken into consideration when determining the birth or-
der of live born.

Causes of death. Data on causes of death have been ob-
tained from Death certificate. The causes of death have been classi-
fied according to the International Classification of Diseases, Inju-
ries and Causes of Death, X revision, 1997 edition.

Migration represents population dislocated from perma-
nent residence and/or the change of residence within the settlement.

Detailed methodology explanations for the 2002 census
are presented in Methodology for Preparation, Organization and
Execution of the Census, Beograd 2002, and methodology explana-
tions for the 1991 census are presented in Methodology for Prepa-
ration, Organization and Execution of the Census, Beograd 1990.
Methodology explanations for natural movements of population
statistics are presented in Guidelines for registrars and judges on
Statistic forms filling and coding no. 365, 366, 337, 368, Belgrade
1993. Methodology explanations for migrations statistics are pre-
sented in Methodological papers, FSO, No.342 from 1989.

Results of the 1991 and 2002 census

When using 1991 census data, it should be kept in mind
that Census has not been completely carried out in communities of
Bujanovac and Presevo within the Central Serbia, as well as on ter-
ritory of Kosovo and Metohija, due to boycott of Albanian popula-
tion majority to take part in census.

For above mentioned regions estimates have been ob-
tained, so that 1991 census results, being reported in this Year-
book, are in fact sum of data on population census and the esti-
mated number of Albanian population part, who refused to take
part in census.

2002 Census of Population, Households and Dwellings
was carried out on the Central Serbia and Vojvodina territory, with
one-year delay in relation to the regular ten-annual dynamics, while
on the Kosovo and Metohia area census will be done when all nec-
essary conditions are fulfilled.

When using census results, it should be kept in mind that
definitions of permanent, that is total population in 1991 and 2002
censuses, are not completely comparable. The 1991 census on the
resident population, by definition, included, besides the population
in the country, the population temporarily working abroad as well
as their family members living with them abroad.

According to the international recommendations, the 2002
census on the resident population includes, besides the population
in the country, the Yugoslav citizens whose work/stay abroad is
shorter than a year as well as foreign citizens who work/stay in our
country longer than a year.

In 1948-2002 tables with presented censuses results for
population, data on 1991 census are shown in two ways. First time,
with data including Kosovo and Metohija territory according to
methodological solutions concept of that census, and second time
except Kosovo and Metohia data, but according to population defi-
nition applied in 2002 census.

In other tables, all 1991 census data have been amounted
to the resident population concept from 2002 census.

1948-2002 censuses data for population by activity shown
in table 4.12, that is, for households in table 4.18 are shown ac-
cording to the territorial classification at the census time.

Vital statistics data

For the period 1998-2002 Kosovo and Metohia data are
not available, except internal population migration for 1998, so
that Republic of Serbia data are shown excluding Kosovo and Me-
tohija data. For period 1991-2002 Republic of Serbia data are
shown in two ways: until 1997 (1998 for migrations) Kosovo and
Metohija data included, and after that, for 1991 and 1997 Republic
of Serbia data, excluding Kosovo and Metohija data, have been re-
peated (shaded columns).

Also, all relevant indicators on population, as well as
population estimates are calculated on the basis of thus shown data.
According to the concept of resident population from 2002 census,
the recalculation of population number for the period 1991-2002
was not done.

EMPLOYMENT AND EARNINGS

EMPLOYMENT
Sources and methods of data collection

Data on employed persons in enterprises, institutions and
organizations, have been obtained on the basis of Regular Semian-
nual Report on employed persons and their earnings (RAD-1) and
by the semiannual report supplementing Inquiry (RAD-1). Em-
ployed persons in ministry of national defense, ministry of the
interior, as well as employees in branch offices abroad, in these
reports are not included.

Data on private entrepreneurs, independent persons per-
forming activity-occupation and their employed persons, are taken
from the semiannual report RAD-15 issued by the Republic Office
for Health Insurance of employed persons.

Data on employed persons and unemployed persons, ac-
cording to international definitions, by the Labor Force Survey
have been collected.

Data on employment and unemployed persons are taken
over from National Employment Service and present a monthly and
annual reports results.

Coverage

For the realization on employed persons survey, the terri-
torial monitoring principle was used, and a municipality as a basic
territorial unit has been taken.

Since January 2001, Law on Classification of Activities
and on Register of Classification Units has been applied, so data on
employees in this Yearbook are published according to the new
Classification of Activities.

Semiannual supplementing report inquiry RAD-1 pro-
vides evaluations of employed persons in enterprises and other
organizations having less than 50 employed persons, not covered
by Regular Semiannual Report. Evaluations are obtained on the
basis of stratified simple random sample with volume of 450 units.

Semiannual Report on private entrepreneurs, independent
persons performing activity-occupation and their employed per-
sons, include persons registered by health insurance communities.

Sample survey on labor force covers population aged over
15 years. Enumeration districts are primary sample units, and five
households were enumerated in each enumeration district.

Data on employment and unemployed persons are taken
over from National Employment Service and present the monthly
and annual reports results.

Definitions

Term employed persons in enterprises, institutions and
organizations include persons taken up an employment in enter-
prise, organization and communities.

Term private entrepreneur is considered a physical per-
son who, because of profit, founds a shop and performs its activity
independently.

Term person performing activity-occupation independ-
ently is considered a person who independently, in form of occupa-
tion, performs professional activity.

Term unemployed persons comprise persons who are reg-
istered at National Employment Service.

Unemployment rate comprise the unemployed persons
number registered at National Employment Service in relation to
the total employed persons number and unemployed persons num-
ber in reporting period.

DEFINITIONS FOR THE LABOUR FORCE SURVEY

The term "economically active population” in this survey
comprise persons who performed, at least one day in the week in
which the survey was conducted, some work in order to earn means
for their subsistence, as well as persons who did not perform any
work, but were seeking for it and wished to work. A work provid-
ing means of subsistence is each work being remunerated in cash or
in kind. Persons having means of subsistence comprises also the
persons who did not perform any work in the referent period be-
cause of sickness, holiday, paid and non-paid absence, military
duty, persons under investigation, and similar, provided that they
are in employment, that is, that they are bound to the work by a
formal-legal contract (decision), on the basis of which they can
return to work. The persons helped the household by performing
determined work over 15 hours during the referent period, are also
included.

Term employed persons comprise persons who performed
some work, in order to earn means for their subsistence, at least one
day in the week in which survey was conducted.

In this survey, paid employed persons are considered as
persons earning means of subsistence by working in a firm (enter-
prise, shop, institution, cooperative, and similar) in which they are
employed, i.e. with which they have concluded a formal-legal
employment contract, as well as persons working for a determined
compensation on the basis of an verbal agreement, regardless of
whether they realize social insurance rights. The number of em-
ployed persons in this survey represents the estimate of all persons
working in all ownership sectors, in private shops, persons with free
professions and persons who work, but not registered by social
insurance funds. Private enterprises or shops owners and co-owners
are also included.

Farmers comprise persons who earn means of subsistence
exclusively by working in agriculture, regardless of whether they
are working on own or somebody else's agricultural estate.

Helpers in a household comprise persons who, during the
reference period, spent over 15 hours a week performing a work on
an estate, in a shop or enterprise owned by a household member,
regardless of whether they received compensation for this work, if
this work is a source of means of subsistence.

Free professions persons comprise persons who earn
means of subsistence by performing independently a professional
activity as an occupation form (science, literature, fine arts, music,
film, justice, etc.).

Other active population comprise persons who earn
means of subsistence by doing housework in somebody else's
apartments, baby-sitting or taking care of helpless persons for a
compensation (maids), then persons selling goods in the street,
whether they produced them at home (handiwork, toys, pictures,
clothes, miscellaneous articles for household usage, etc.) or ac-
quired them in some other way, persons renting rooms for tourist
purposes, persons performing various financial transactions, and
similar.

Periodically active population comprises persons who,
during the referent period, performed some works for money, but
which were not a permanent and regular source of income.

Income recipients comprise non-active persons, but hav-
ing means of subsistence provided by regular income from pension,
property or other income (scholarship, welfare, disability allow-
ance, etc.)

Dependants comprise persons without own means of sub-
sistence of any origin, or these means are negligible so they depend
on their parents, relatives or other persons, or legal entity support.

Activity rate presents relation between total number of
active persons aged 15-64 and total population aged 15-64.

Employment rate presents relation between total number
of employed persons aged 15-64 and total population aged 15-64.

Unemployment rate by international definition, presents
relation between total number of unemployed persons and total
number of active persons.

Unemployment rate by national definition, presents rela-
tion between sum of unemployed and periodically active persons
and total number of active persons.

Coverage

Data on average earnings of employed persons in a enter-
prises, institutions, co-operatives and organizations belonging to
commune, private, co-operative, mixed or state ownership in the
field of economy activities as well as to non-economical activities,
include average earnings of fixed-time and unspecified-time
employed persons, no matter whether they work full-time, part time
or short-time.

The territorial principle was used for realization of the
survey on earnings and a municipality is taken to be the basic
territorial unit.

In this Yearbook, the data on earnings are shown accord-
ing to the new classification of activities. The Law on Classifica-
tion of Activities and Register of Classification Units has been
applied since January 2001.

The monthly report on employed persons and salaries
covers 60% of total number of employed persons.

Definitions

According to the Post. 1. Art. 81. of the Law on Labor,
average employed person earning, comprises earning realized by
employed person during regular working hours, raised earnings and
other incomes (except: personal local public transport financial
support and time spent on business trip in the country and abroad,
pension indemnity, solidarity help, jubilee premium and help in
case of death to employed person or to his/her family member).

Average employed person earning is calculated from the
total sum of monthly earnings paid divided by Office of Human
Resources recorded number of employed persons.

Real average earnings index is the nominal average
earnings index and cost of living index ratio.

CHAPTER

NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

Theoretical and methodological bases of the system of
national accounts

System of national accounts is an internationally accepted
standard for macroeconomic accounts based on broader concept
of production. According to this concept the production covers,
besides material production and material services, also, non-
material services in education, health care and social welfare,
culture, banking and insurance organizations, services of gov-
ernment organizations on all levels and all other services that are
not in connection with material production.

As the most important economic activity of each society,
production is carried out in institutional units. These units are
capable to function for their own purposes, dealing with eco-
nomic activities and transactions in conjunction with other units.
Transactions are understood as change of commodities and ser-
vices ownership, therefore, it is required that an institutional unit
be capable of possesing assets, incurring liabilities, if necessary,
on their own behalf, and of being legally responsible for its deci-
sions. Institutional units are divided into profit, non-profit, gov-
ernment and households. Resident institutional units form na-
tional economy. Economy is divided into institutional sectors
that are established by grouping of resident institutional units
according to functional principle. The System of National Ac-
counts is composed of five institutional sectors:

- non-financial sector

- financial sector

- government sector

- sector of households

- sector of non-profit institutional units serving house-
holds (NPISHs).

Non-resident institutional units, involved in transactions
with resident units, form the external sector (the rest of the
world).

Besides the System of Accounts that occupies the central
position, the System of National Accounts also incorporates
satellite accounts and input-output tables. The accounts represent
means by which certain aspects of economic life are shown. They
are designed in such a manner as to supply a number of linked
information on activities and processes evolving in the country
and in relations with foreign countries. The System of Accounts
shows how the production creates new commodities and services
and how it transforms the existing ones, thus gaining income
which is subsequently distributed and redistributed. The System
also indicates how the income is used for final consumption and
accumulation facilitating future increase of production and con-
sumption. Besides providing information for the country as a
whole, the System of Accounts also makes information available
to all institutional sectors defined.

The System of Accounts comprises three basic groups:

- current transactions accounts,

- accumulation accounts and

- balance sheets of assets.

The current transactions accounts are divided into two groups.
The first in the line of current accounts is the production account.
It presents the results of production and how the goods and ser-
vices are used in order to realize the production. The second
group of current accounts is composed of income accounts that
present generation, allocation and distribution of income. These
accounts are composed of:

- generation of income account,

- allocation of primary income account,

- distribution of income account and

- use of income account

Accumulation accounts show transactions of capital and
financial transactions and consist of capital account and financial
accounts.

In the System of Accounts balance sheets are at the end.
They show assets, liabilities and net values at certain points of
time, at the beginning and end of the year, but they are not pre-
sented herewith.

The accounts consist of two sides, the left and the right
side of the account. Each account contains a balancing item,
which is the difference between the right and the left side of the
account, located on the left side of account, and it closes the
account. The main characteristic of the System is that the balanc-
ing item from one account is transferred to another one. The
balancing item closes one account and opens another one. In this
manner, all accounts are linked in its’ entirety. The balancing
items are shown in gross and net form. The net values are ob-
tained from gross values minus consumption of fixed capital. It
should be noted that the accounts do not have residual items. For
the country as a whole, the System of National Accounts espe-
cially defines goods and services account to comprise all sources
and complete usage of goods and services.

The System of National Accounts contains value catego-
ries called aggregates. The aggregates are the complex value
categories that measure the results of activities of the whole
economy observed from certain aspect. They are the summary
indicators, key values for macroeconomic analysis and compari-
sons in time and space. The most common and the most impor-
tant aggregate in the System of National Accounts is gross do-
mestic product.

The System of National Accounts is defined as a set of
consistent, coherent, integrated and detailed macroeconomic
accounts, balance sheets and tables which secure a systematic,
comparable and detailed review of economic activities of a coun-
try, based on a unique concept, definitions, conventions, classifi-
cations and rules concerning the creation of the accounts.

The System of National Accounts utilizes all data avail-
able. Due to the lack of data, for the sake of consistency and
methodological principles applied in creation of the accounts
system, some items were estimated and some existing data were
corrected. The system of Accounts for 1999 and 2000 is com-
piled excluding Kosovo and Metohia data.

Basic methodological explanations can be found in the
Federal Statistical Office's edition Methodological papers No. 32
"Basic System of National Accounts", Belgrade, 1997 and more
detailed accountings in the publication of the Republic Statistical
Office of Serbia "System of the National Accounts for the Re-
public of Serbia 2000".

CHAPTER

GROSS DOMESTIC (MATERIAL)
PRODUCT

Sources and methods of data collection

Starting from establishing the production and services va-
lue of productive units, the Accounting of gross domestic (material)
product and national income has been carried out by productive
method.

In the economy, the gross domestic (material) product and
national income Accounting for enterprises is based on financial
report data and other enterprises book-keeping records, being col-
lected and processed by grouping them into economic categories of
the gross domestic (material) product value pattern. Data have been
collected by the Complex Annual Report of Enterprises in the Eco-
nomy, KGI-01 form, in order to compute the gross domestic (mate-
rial) product by sole activity and territorial principle.

The accounting of the gross domestic (material) product
for agricultural holdings and private shops are based on special sta-
tistical surveys annual data. (Accounting of the gross domestic ma-
terial product in the private sector of agriculture-DP, and Account-
ing of the gross domestic material product in the private sector of
non-agricultural activities-DZ). All these Accountings have been
considerably based on available data in statistical system.

Coverage

The gross domestic (material) product and national inco-
me are computed for all productive activities of all types of owner-
ship. Consequently, the gross domestic (material) product is com-
puted according to the Classification of Activities for the following
sections: agriculture, hunting and forestry, fishing, mining and qua-
rrying, manufacturing, electricity, gas and water supply, construc-
tion, wholesale and retail trade, repair, hotels and restaurants, tran-
sport, storage and communications, real estate activities, renting,
health and social work (only veterinary services and professional
rehabilitation of invalids) and other community, social and perso-
nal service activities.

There exist two accounting kinds of the gross domestic
(material) product: first, according to the prevailing activity of an
enterprise and the location of its central office (organizational
principle), and second, according to activities and location of tec-
hnical units and of other business units of enterprises (sole activity
and territorial principle).

Utilizing the principle of sole activity, enterprises data, de-
rived from the Complex Annual Report form, (KGI-01) are proces-
sed and showed separately according to business unit activities
(technical units, shops, warehouses, representations, building sites,
holiday resorts, etc) and according to territorial principle, with
regard to the place (municipality) where the busiess units are
located. By the sole activities principle, results of material produc-
tion and productive services business units are included in the
accounting of the gross domestic (material) product, only.

Private producers activities of agricultural holdings and
shops gross domestic (material) product data cover the following
Classification of activities sections: agriculture, hunting and fore-
stry, fishing, mining and quarrying, manufacturing, electricity, gas
and water supply, construction, wholesale and retail trade, repair,
hotels and restaurants, transport, storage and communications, real
estate activities, renting and other community, social and personal
service activities.

In all tables, current prices and 1994 data are shown by
the sole activity principle.

Definitions

The concept of material production accounting is the basis
for the gross domestic (material) output and national income.

Gross output represents the value of production of all pro-
ductive units during a certain period. It is computed by adding the
production of all enterprises, and dealing with material goods pro-
duction and self-employed entrepreneurs production process servi-
ces.

Intermediate consumption includes the purchases of ma-
terials and productive services from other enterprises. Regarding
agricultural producers, except outside purchases, the data include
consumption of self-produced seeds, fodder, etc.

Gross domestic (material) product represents the value
of all final products in a period of one year distributed and spent for
satisfying general and public needs, investment and reserves. For
each manufacture unit, or activity, regardless whether it produces
intermediate materials or final products, the value added is determi-
ned by subtracting the value of intermediate consumption (material
costs) from the total value of a unit production.

Depreciation shows a part of the value fixed assets, spent
in production process. Depreciation is shown as the sum of amo-
unts computed by enterprises by income statements as wear of equ-
ipment and other fixed assets. Depreciation for private holdings and
shops has been estimated.

National income (net product) represents a newly created
value realized in a certain period. National income as a newly va-
lue added is obtained by subtracting depreciation from the gross do-
mestic (material) product (value added).

Net compensation of employees covers the resources ear-
ned by employees in productive activities, as well as, other personal
receipts. Under net compensation of employees in the private shops
and holdings shown is that share of income of private producer's
disposable for personal consumption of their households.

Surplus product contains the part of net product set aside
by enterprises in the form of taxes and contributions for general so-
cial and public needs as well as assets set aside by these enterprises
as the reserves. Regarding private holdings and shops under surplus
product shown is the accumulation into fixed and circulating assets
of private producers, paid contributions and taxes for the perfor-
mance of given productive activities, social insurance contributions
of private producers and employees, insurance premiums, etc.

Turnover tax comprises all kinds of turnover taxes as well
as the tax on selling price.

Accounting at constant prices

The Accounting of gross domestic (material) product at
constant prices is a complex analytical statistical investigation ba-
sed on numerous statistical data on physical volume of production
and turnover, prices, value of production, number of employees etc.

The Accounting is performed under the methodological
assumption of unchanged level, structure and parity of prices from
the selected base year. So, data on the gross domestic (material)
product at constant prices show dynamic and structural changes ca-
used by the quantity factors (by the change of physical volume),
and neglect all changes that appeared as the result of prices factors.
As prices and quantities change in reality, the structure of the gross
domestic (material) product at constant prices during the period
may alienate from their structure shown at current prices.

The total gross domestic (material) product at constant
prices is obtained as the sum of Accounting of productive activities.
Two basic methods have been applied depending on data availabi-
lity.

The method of extrapolation of basic values by physical
volume indices is applied in activities for which data on quantity
statistics are available (physical volume of production, turnover at
constant prices, etc.). Data on Accounting at current prices for the
base year are multiplied by physical volume indices of production
and services. This method has lately been applied in industry, agri-
culture, forestry, construction, transport, trade and catering trades.

The deflation method of current production and services
value by price indices has been applied in other activities. Account-
ings at current prices by using the price index are being reduced to
prices of a base year.

In the absence of reliable data for Accountings based on
these methods, other available data could be used in estimating da-
ta for some activities (especially on the number of employees with
the estimate of productivity changes.). These data can as well be
used as the control parameter in estimating the Accounting accu-
racy in other activities.

So, in both Accounting methods at constant prices, con-
stant prices from the base year are preserved, and the result is obtai-
ned in dependence of produced quantity variations, that is, physical
volume of production and services.

The Accounting of the gross domestic (material) product
at constant prices is performed by types of ownership (social and
private) and by territory.

The Accounting for State Community of Serbia and Mon-
tenegro is obtained as the sum of Accounting for Montenegro and
Serbia, where the Accounting for Serbia presents the sum of data
for Central Serbia, Vojvodina and Kosovo and Metohia.

The Accounting of the gross domestic (material) product
and national income at constant prices presents, in fact, a Account-
ing with the aim to show dynamic changes caused by increase, that
is, decrease of production.

CHAPTER

PERSONAL CONSUMPTION

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on available and spent resources of households
have been obtained by means of the Personal Consumption Sur-
vey, harmonized with international standards and recommenda-
tions of EUROSTAT, ILO and UN, which provides international
comparison of data. Data have been collected for fifteen or six-
teen days. Data presented in this yearbook refer to one-year
period.

In addition to receipts, expenditure and personal con-
sumption data, some survey welfare important indicators’ data
(dwelling conditions, supply with durable consumer goods, type
of dwelling - house heating, etc.) are collected as well as basic
data related to demographic, economic and sociological house-
holds’ characteristics.

The methods applied in the Personal Consumption Sur-
vey are the diary and interview method in a form of a question-

naire.

Coverage

The survey was conducted in about 4,442 households
for the territory of the Republic of Serbia (93%).

According to the sample plan, every chosen household,
single or with several members, is survey unit. A household is: a)
a community of persons whose members live together and spend
realized income jointly, and b) single person, living alone and
spending its own income.

Two-stage stratified, rotating sample, is applied with
enumeration districts as a primary units and households as a
secondary ones. The Republic of Serbia Area is divided into
three stratums: Central Serbia (Belgrade excluded), the City of
Belgrade and Vojvodina. 40 enumeration districts are being
chosen every 15 days, i.e. 200 households in total.

The Survey covers all households, both urban and rural
area.

Definitions

Salaries and daily wages in money cover receipts from
regular employment, receipts out of regular employment and
receipts realized on the basis of services contract.

Other receipts cover: gifts and various monetary
gains (games of chance, wedding gifts, etc.), leasing, interests,
loans, life insurance compensations, compensations for damaged
or destroyed property, etc.

Savings covers: receipts from selling of securities
(stocks, dividends), borrowing repayment and cash decrease
(mutual subsidy funds, deposits withdrawn from banks and
other).

Spent resources of households are given by following
groups of COICOP classification: food and non-alcoholic bever-
ages; alcoholic drinks and tobacco; clothing and footwear; rent
and other housing expenses, water, electricity, gas and other
fuels; furniture, equipment and household maintenance; health
care; transport; communications; recreation and culture; educa-
tion; restaurants and hotels and other goods and services.

Published data refer to available and spent resources
in 2003 and represents monthly averages by a member of a
household, expressed in dinars.

CHAPTER

SOCIAL ACTIVITIES AND PUBLIC
CONSUMPTION

Sources and methods of data collection

Social activities data regarding employees, fixed assets,
realized revenues and expenditure have been obtained by means of
the regular statistical surveys " Financial Institutions Complex
Annual Report " (KGI-02) and " Government and Non-profit Insti-
tutions Complex Annual Report" (KGI-03), fulfilled according to
annual balance sheets and other available accounting records.

Republic budget revenues and expenditure data have been
processed according to annual budget balances, published in the
Official Herald of the Republic of Serbia.

Public revenues and distribution data have been gathered
and processed by Ministry of finance, Public Payment Administra-
tion by means of the report T — Safe deposit on gross payment,
return and distribution of public revenues.

Coverage

According to Classification of Activities, the "Financial
Institutions Complex Annual Report" and "Government and Non-
profit Institutions Complex Annual Report" surveys cover the fol-
lowing organizations: financial intermediation, insurance (pension
funds excluded), financial intermediation assistance activities,
activities related to computers (except data processing, data base
creation, computers maintenance and repair, etc.), research and
development, other business activities (market research, consulting,
management and holding, architectural and technical consulting),
public administration (except public defense, fire protection and
compulsory social security), education, health and social services
(veterinary activities excluded), membership organizations activi-
ties (business, labor and professional organizations), cultural and
related activities (movies projection, radio and television, artistic
creation, art institutions activity, other entertainment activities,
libraries, museums, gambling and betting services).

Public receipts collection covers incomes from taxes, con-
tributions, duties and other similar forms prescribed by the law,
used for financing the educational system, public health and social
welfare, disability-pension insurance, and all functions of the State
and its bodies.

Data in tables 9.5 and 9.6 are not comparable due to dif-
ferent data sources and different coverage (in table 9.5 municipal
budgets data were excluded).

Definitions

1. Number of employees is presented as annual average
calculated at the end of each month throughout year.

2. Fixed assets are presented by their purchase value as of
the end of the year according to the annual balance sheet. They
include the value of business buildings and other constructional
infrastructure, equipment, tools, basic herd’s value, pluriannual
plantations and other fixed assets.

3. Total revenues and expenditure include resources,
which have been formed and directly spent for current social opera-
tion activities, with no funds resources managed by some of these
organizations. That means that in financial intermediation depart-
ments only resources for overhead business are included.

With government bodies and organizations from the other
social work institutions activities subgroup without accomodation,
revenues and expenditure from current operations are also shown,
but rights expenditure as transfer resources are not lawfully sup-
ported..

4. Net salaries (wages) include salaries from regular
work, as well as benefits from social activities organizations and
government bodies resources (holidays, national holiday, paid
leave, etc.). Salaries also include reimbursements to employees
(employee’s canteen costs, daily allowances, travel costs, expense
account, etc.).

5. Material costs include consumption of materials, en-
ergy, spare parts, small inventories and productive services as
maintenance services, transport, expenses of exhibitions, rent, ad-
vertising and other similar services.

6. Contributions cover: employee’s wage and salary con-
tributions, representing liabilities on the basis of accounted contri-
butions from employee’s gross salaries and contribution costs paid
by the law, out of profit.

7. Taxes cover: employee’s salary and wage taxes repre-
senting liabilities on the basis of accounted taxes from employee’s
gross salaries and contribution costs paid by the law, out of profit.

8. Depreciation represents calculated depreciation and re-
valorization.

9. Accumulation of financial intermediation department is
included in the total expenditure amount, while for other sectors
item remnant represents the difference between revenues and ex-
penditure.

10. Other expenditure cover non-productive services and
contractual liabilities, expenditure for intangible investment, as well
as donation and subvention (in 2002).

CHAPTER

INVESTMENT AND FIXED ASSETS

Sources and methods of data collection

Investment into fixed assets and assets of collective con-
sumption at current prices are computed according to the method-
ology of Statistical Office of Serbia and Montenegro. For this re-
port, Republic Statistical Office of Serbia with its affiliate statisti-
cal departments and Statistical Office of Serbia and Montenegro
has worked together as a united statistical apparatus in establishing
methodological foundation, collecting, arranging and processing
data.

Since 1966, for the social sector, at current prices the in-
vestment data have been collected from all enterprises and organi-
zations in the country, using Annual Investment Report into Fixed
Assets (form INV-01).

For the private sector, data regarding realized investments
at current prices have been estimated on the basis of a special in-
struction by using available statistical data from existing statistical
researches.

According to the constant prices of social and private sec-
tor from 1994. investments into fixed assets of Republic of Serbia
for 2001. and 2002. in constant prices have been shown.

Computation is based on the Classification of Economic
Activities, fields of activities and technical structure (construction
works, equipment and other). Data for Republic of Serbia were
obtained as a sum of data for Central Serbia and Vojvodina be-
cause data after 1999. for Kosovo and Metohia are not available.

Regarding the value of realized investments at current
prices and concerning physical scope of capital goods manufactur-
ing, physical scope and value of civil engineering, capital goods
producers' prices, export and import data and other available statis-
tical data computation has been done. On the basis of this, special
indices for investment computation in constant prices were ob-
tained.

Coverage

All enterprises, organizations and communities have been
covered by the Annual Report on Investment into Fixed Assets of
the social sector (form INV-01) at current prices only, if they are
direct investors regardless of whether they are in regular, trial
work, under construction or in the process of liquidation.

Data have been grouped by activities and by territory: (a)
by investor’s head office reporting unit and prevailing activity,
(“organizational principle”), and (b) by investment purpose and
location, (“establishment principle”).

Data classification on effected payments for investment
has been done by prevailing activity and head office of an investor,
only.

Data on realized investment of the private sector are pre-
sented by activities of agriculture, manufacturing, trade, hotels,
transport, real estate activities, health and social work and other
municipal, social and personal services. Data classification has
been done only by establishment principle.

Definitions and methodology explanations

Investment into fixed assets are purchases made by enter-
prises and other organizations and communities aiming at getting
new assets, increasing the value, or replacing existing fixed assets,
assets for collective consumption and residential buildings. Ac-
quired investment goods can be new or already used, purchased or
received with no compensation from third persons in the country
and abroad, or self-produced. All investments in new facilities are
included, as well as investments for capacity extensions, re-building
and modernization of a existing facilities or for replacement of
obsolete, worn out or accidentally destroyed facilities. Investment
does not cover investment expenditure and resources for regular
maintenance of existing infrastructure.

Payments for investment are investments in cash in the
course of a year in which payments were actually effected regard-
less of the time of their construction or purchase.

Payments from own resources include dinar and foreign
currency resources of a direct investor: depreciation, operative
funds, pooled and other resources (budget, public funds, and other)
which were transferred to the investor's account. This includes also
foreign funds obtained on the basis of contract on joint venture.

Payments from pooled resources joint venture based in-
clude dinars and foreign currency of national and foreign co-
investors, as well as physical persons, associated with funds of the
direct investor.

Payments from credits include bank credits, financial
credits, as well as financial credits directly settled with foreign
organizations.

Payments for investment into collective consumption in-
clude payments effected for raising welfare: public restaurants,
children's institutions, holiday resorts, residential buildings (exclud-
ing payments based on solidarity housing construction, and pay-
ments realized through funds).

Realized investment in the course of a reference year
represents the value of actually performed construction, building or
purchase of infrastructure, outfit and other, regardless whether they
are completed or not and whether payment for them has been ef-
fected (without revaluation of realized investment).

Construction of new facilities includes investment for
founding new enterprises and organizations, and new units in com-
position of existing enterprises and organizations on new or old
location, regardless the activity to be performed. These facilities
are: the whole building as an economical-technical complex (con-
structional part, equipment, installation, assembly and other)
planned by the investment program: construction of a part of the
infrastructure as a separate economical-technical complex (con-
struction is performed in phases, according to the investment pro-
gram) which is, after completion, activated as a production unit;
continuation of building or equipping formerly suspended invest-
ment; investment in long-standing plants, basic herds, construction
and purchase of ships, airplanes, investment in public infrastructure
and new lines of communications.

Reconstruction, modernization, building onto and ex-
tension include investment for altering or extending the existing
infrastructure, equipment and facilities so to extend the size, adjust
to market requirements, change types, find technical and techno-
logical solutions of production or services.

Maintenance of existing facilities are investment for the
replacement of obsolete, worn out or destroyed fixed assets of
existing organizations or business units in their composition. These
investments may have an influence on the intensification of work-
ing process, no matter whether extension of available facilities and
essential changes in the existing kind of products, services and
operation technology are being applied.

Sources and methods of data collection

The National Bank of Serbia is responsible for monetary
statistics data collection and processing.

Coverage

Data on claims and liabilities are shown according to in-
stitutional sectors (domestic and external) and financial instru-
ments. All data are shown in million dinars counter value with state
at the end of the period (year). Foreign-exchange positions are
shown in dinar counter value at the daily middle rate for foreign
exchange of NBS at the end of the period. Annual series are given
according to final accounting data.

Definitions

The money supply (M1) comprises cash in circulation
and deposit money. Deposit money includes the assets on giro,
current and other owner accounts of the financial resources, includ-
ing also financial resources on the local self-management accounts
i.e. accounts where payments without any restrictions can be done.

The money supply (M2) besides money supply (M1) in-
cludes also other dinar fixed-term deposits (short-term and long-
term).

The money supply (M3) besides M2, includes short-term
and long-term foreign currency deposits (without
frozen foreign currency households savings).

Dinar reserve money, includes cash in circulation and
banking dinar reserves.

Foreign exchange reserves of the NBS include: gold
(i.e. the value of gold in the NBS vault calculated at the current
market price, and gold held abroad), special drawing rights, foreign
exchange, effective foreign currency as well as foreign stocks and
bonds.

Foreign exchange reserves of banks include: effective
foreign currency in the vaults and safes, deposits abroad and checks
in foreign currency.

Balance of payments is made by National Bank of Ser-

bia, according to International Monetary Fund methodology. For
balance of payments, as a data sources, monthly statements on
export and import of goods, commercial banks and National Bank
of Serbia reports on realized foreign payments balance for invisible
transactions and National Bank of Serbia reports on foreign credit-
financial transactions, are used. Direct foreign investments data and
official aid are obtained from the Ministry of Finance of Serbia.

The balance of payments is shown in US dollars, and the
transaction value conversion from original currencies into reporting
currency, applying official National Bank of Serbia mean exchange
rate is performed.

1. Data related to exports and imports value of goods are
obtained from customs declarations processed by the Republic
Statistical Office of Serbia.

Data related to services exports and imports value are ob-
tained from the foreign payment transactions performed through
commercial banks and the National Bank of Serbia, according to
IMF methodology and they include: tourist services, transport
services, capital projects, insurance services, financial services, etc.

The income account includes incomes and expenditures
on the basis of interests from the foreign payment transactions
statistics.

Current transfers regarding incomes present total foreign
remittance value received from abroad and effective foreign cur-
rencies deposits to the foreign currency accounts of the residents at
domestic banks and remittances from abroad deposited to the for-
eign currency accounts of non-residents. Regarding expenditures of
the current transfers, total currency abroad outflow has been pre-
sented.

Donations (official transfers — aid and grants from abroad)
are presented on the basis of the external payment transactions
statistics and the report of the Ministry of Finances of the Republic
of Serbia.

II. Financial transactions include direct foreign invest-
ments, short-term and long-term credits, short-term credits and
deposits.

Direct foreign investment - net include foreign capital in-
vestments into national enterprises and banks in money, domestic
capital investments into foreign enterprises and banks, payments
received for the capital share sold in other enterprise, sale and
purchase of the real estate in the country or abroad and goods in-
vestment.

Middle-term and long-term credits - net include data from
the foreign credit relations statistics of the National Bank of Serbia
which is based on the concluded credit contracts registered at the
National Bank of Serbia and payments became due according to
these credits.

Short-term credits and deposits - net include data from
the foreign payment transactions statistics as well as credits of the
National Bank of Serbia and other banks with the repayment term
within a period of one year.

The balance sheet of the NBS (table 11.7) covers all
claims and liabilities of the NBS that result from its operations in
the country and relations with rest of the world. On the assets side,
creation of reserve money is shown, and on the liabilities side,
forms of holding reserve money is shown.

Balance sheet of commercial banks (table 11.8) com-
prises banks claims and liabilities in the territory of the Republic of
Serbia. The balance sheet is aggregate i.e. includes claims and
liabilities between banks. Banks have been grouped according to
their head offices.

Balance sheet of monetary institutions (table 11.3)
represents the consolidated balance sheet of the NBS and commer-
cial banks in which definite mutual claims and liabilities have been
set-off.

PRICES

Sources and methods of data collection

Producer prices of agriculture and fishing are calculated
monthly on the basis of agricultural organizations own production
sale data (sale prices), and private holdings agricultural products
purchase by authorized organizations (purchase prices).

Average monthly, annual and cumulative producer prices
of agriculture and fishing products are obtained as a ratio of value
and quantities in a given period (month, year, etc.)

Industrial product producer prices are submitted
monthly by selected industrial enterprises for a specified number of
articles. The Republic Statistical Office is in charge of enterprises
selecting, in cooperation with end users. For the price monitoring
purpose, mainly, producing enterprises with the highest production
of chosen products are selected and for each chosen product several
enterprises are selected, too.

Average monthly prices are based on price weighting by
sold quantities data on home market.

Average annual prices are computed as a simple arithme-
tic mean of average monthly prices.

Prices of industrial products in wholesale trade are re-
corded by statistical offices observers in selected towns. The Re-
public Statistical Office is in charge of towns and products select-
ing, in cooperation with the data users. Once a month, for each
product in a given period and points of sale, the best selling quality
price is recorded.

Republic (and provinces) average monthly prices are cal-
culated by weighting towns recorded prices. As weighting factors,
annual quantities of sold products are used.

Average annual prices are calculated as a simple arithme-
tic mean of average monthly prices.

Retail prices of industrial and agricultural products and
services are recorded in selected towns by statistical offices observ-
ers. A collector of prices selects ouutlets in view of turnover vol-
ume (shops, service shops and market places), and/or selects the
shop (market) with the biggest turnover of related products and
services. Sales point number is 3 to 8, depending of a town size.
Prices are recorded in exactly fixed terms, once a month for manu-
facture products and services, and twice a month for agricultural
products.

The town average price for every product and service is
calculated as a simple arithmetic mean, on the basis of several
prices recorded in different town places. The average price for
agricultural products is obtained from the third week data (over the
month period 15"-21%). The republic (and provinces) average
monthly prices are calculated by towns weighting average prices.
As weighting factors, annual quantities of sold products in corre-
sponding towns are used.

Industrial products’ and services average annual prices
are calculated as a monthly prices simple arithmetic mean. Agricul-

corresponding month.

Prices of catering services (food, beverages and over-
night stays) are recorded monthly by statistical offices observers in
selected towns. In catering facilities the prices are recorded once a
month. Towns, catering facilities and service types are selected by
Republic Statistical Office in cooperation with data users.

Average prices for a republic (and provinces) are calcu-
lated by weighting the recorded prices in selected facilities. As
weighting factors, sold quantities of food and beverages and/or
night numbers are used.

Average annual prices are calculated as simple arithmetic
mean of monthly prices.

Coverage and comparability

Agricultural and fishing products producers’ prices are
calculated for about 80 agricultural and fishing products, based on
quantities and values of sold and purchased products data.

Producer prices of industrial products cover about 850
industrial products from selected industrial enterprises, classified
into 26 fields by Classification of Activities.

Industrial products wholesale trade prices are monitored
for 183 industrial products in 12 selected towns.

Retail prices are monitored in 24 towns for about 140
food products, 250 industrial non-food products and 80 kinds of
services.

Prices of catering trades services are monitored in 26
towns, 103 facilities (52 hotels, 32 classical type restaurants and 19
self-service restaurants and self-service snack bars). The list of
catering services covers 67 services distributed into four groups:
food, alcoholic drinks, non-alcoholic drinks and overnight stay.

Price indices accountings and average prices for 1999,
2000, 2001 and 2002 were derived excluding Kosovo and Meto-
hija data, as they are not available since 1999.

Price indices are not fully comparable with indices of the
production physical volume and with gross domestic product indi-
ces, due to uneven coverage of some production elements value.
The price indices have not been formed for the purpose of deflating
the nominal values indices. When comparing the indices men-
tioned, only general concordance of tendencies is to be looked for,
rather than the exact results harmony.

Definitions

Agricultural and fishing products producers’ prices are
those at which agricultural enterprises sell products from own
production (sale prices) and prices at which authorized organiza-
tions purchase agricultural products from private holdings (pur-
chase prices).

Producer price of industrial products cover the price at
which industrial enterprises sell their products on a domestic mar-
ket — loaded free on rail at the producer’s location. In case of joint
business, according to agreement, the producers' price of industrial
products is the price realized by a producer, or is the retail price,
reduced for wholesale and retail trade costs and turnover tax cover-
ing percentage. If the subsidy to the producer has been granted for
some products, its amount is also included.

Wholesale trade industrial products price refers to the
price at which wholesale trade enterprises sell industrial products
to retail trade and other buyers on domestic market — loaded free on
rail at sellers' location, without discount and rebate.

Retail price comprises prices at which retail trade, private
agricultural producers and service suppliers sell their own products
and services to final consumers. Those are, in other words, con-
sumer goods and services prices paid by final consumers.

Consumer Price Index is a special retail price index type,
differing by the article and service composition list and by weight-
ing factors. For weighting, The Survey of Household Consumption
data is used.

Price indices

The whole methodology of price statistics is adjusted to
the measuring price fluctuation need, i.e., price indices calculation.

Price indices are calculated for all mentioned prices kinds
by the following formula:

Total producer price index of agricultural and fishing
are calculated by sale and purchase prices weighting indices. Sale
prices indices are calculated by weights representing the value
structure of sold products from agricultural organizations own
production, and purchase prices indices are calculated by weights
representing the value structure of products purchased from private
holdings.

Producer price indices of industrial products are calcu-
lated by weights, representing the share of some products value in a
total realization value. Products weights by fields are calculated on
the basis of the Industry Annual Report on products realization at a
domestic market. The share of some fields in the total realization is
obtained from the Complex Annual Report data (by sole activities),
and after exports value deduction.

Industrial product price indices in wholesale trade are
calculated by weights representing the turnover value structure of
enterprises and other organizations dealing with wholesale trade.

Retail price indices are calculated by weights represent-
ing the turnover value structure in retail trade and farmer's market,
increased by the services value based on corresponding offices data
(crafts, public services, cultural, traffic and PTT services).

Catering trades price indices are calculated by weights,
representing a turnover structure value of enterprises and other
organizations dealing with catering activities.

Consumer price index is calculated on the basis of: a) a
specially grouped list of products and services for personal con-
sumption, b) average retail prices of these products and services,
and/or, their individual price indices. For a list drawing up and
weights calculation, all non-agricultural household consumption
survey data have been used. Living cost index is calculated accord-
ing to the formula given for price index calculation, where W,
represents the structure values of goods and services purchased in
non-agricultural households interviewed.

Methodological papers

Methodology explanations and prices recording methods
and computation detailed description, as well as the methods appli-
cation, in the FSO Methodological papers No. 122, 306 and 382
can be found.

Activities Classification came in force at the beginning of
2001, so that producers' prices indices of agricultural and industrial
products affected by that change were recalculated to the Classifi-
cation. More details on similarities and differences between Activi-
ties Classification and Uniform Activities Classification (which has
been applied until 2001) in FSO Methodological paper No.379 can
be found.
