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PREFACE

The “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia 2012 is the 45th edition after World War Il (the first seven editions
were published in the period 1949-1955 and since 1974 regular annual periodicity has been established). The
Statistical Yearbook includes major information from different areas of social and economic life of the country.
The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia publishes detailed results of statistical surveys in its regular
editions and other publications.

The “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia” presents a selection of data from almost all statistical surveys, for the
Republic of Serbia. The territorial distribution according to the Regulation on the Nomenclature of Statistical
Territorial Units (“Official Gazette of the RS”, No 109/09 and 46/10) is applied, wherever possible. The data for
municipalities are published in a separate publication “Municipalities and Regions in the Republic of Serbia”,
which together with the “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia”, represents integral parts for a reference year.

After 1997, complete data for the Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohia from the regular statisti-
cal surveys were not available, thus while calculating the total, estimates and other synthetic statistical indica-
tors relating to the whole territory of the Republic of Serbia, relevant data for Central Serbia and the Autono-
mous Province of Vojvodina were prevalently used. However, data that are not liable to changes over time (as
some geographical data, data on natural and cultural patrimony and similar) are also shown for the Autono-
mous Province of Kosovo and Metohia. Detailed related information is available in methodological notes to
certain chapters of the Yearbook.

Besides the data collected and processed by the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia, the Yearbook
also contains the statistical data from other administrative sources, as well as the data taken over from other
producers of official statistics.

BASIC PRINCIPLES OF COMPILING
THE STATISTICAL YEARBOOK OF SERBIA

Presentation basis

Statistical data in the Yearbook are a selection of basic data from
more than 200 statistical surveys that have been carried out during the
year. This variety is meant to meet the need of the wide public for statis-
tical data. Detailed data on all fields subject to statistical surveying are

available in the library, i.e. website of the Office (www.stat.gov.rs).

Methodological explanations

Every chapter contains methodological explanations seg-
mented as follows: sources and methods of data collection, cover-
age and data comparability and definitions. Detailed methodologies
published in the edition “Methodologies and Standards” can be
accessed on the  website of the  Office
(http://webrzs.stat.gov.rs/WebSite/Public/PageView.aspx?pKey=288).

Data sources

Data published in the Yearbook reflect the results of regular statis-
tical surveys, censuses and surveys from the Statistical Survey Program
brought by the National Assembly. Besides data collected by the Statis-
tical Office, the Yearbook contains also the results of other producers of
official statistics: National Bank of Serbia, Ministry of Finance and
Economy, Republic Hydro-Meteorological Service, Republic Seismologi-
cal Office of Serbia, Republic Geodetic Authority, Ministry of Justice and
Government Administration, Ministry of the Interior, National Employ-
ment Service, Republic Pension and Disability Fund, Geographical
Institute in Belgrade, Military Geographical Institute, Institute for Nature

Conservation of Serbia, etc.

Coverage and comparability

In methodological explanations mention is made whether surveys
are carried out on full coverage or are sample-based.

Data are comparable in most of tables. However some series are
not fully comparable with data published previously for reason of
changes in classifications, nomenclatures and methodologies compara-
bility is provided in almost all tables.

Need to be mentioned that since 1st January 2011 the Classifica-
tion of Activities (“Official Gazette of the RS”, No 104/09) has undergone
changes. The current classification has been harmonized with interna-
tional standards and the services being described in more details makes
it different from the previous one.

Since 1999, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia doesn’t
dispose of certain data for AP Kosovo and Metohia, so they are not
contained in the data coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).

Data presentation technique

The first number in table title refers to the chapter, the second (af-
ter the dot) is the ordinal number of the table within the chapter. dot

The totals are not always equal to the sum of individual data due
to the rounding of numbers.

TOPOGRAPHY

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on the total land area of the Republic of Serbia and munici-
palities have been obtained from the Republic Geodetic Authority.

Data on lakes, navigable rivers and canals were obtained from
the Geographical Faculty of the University of Belgrade.

Data on the geographic coordinates (defined in sections 1:100
000), as well as information on mountain peaks are given on the basis
of the documentation of the Military-Geographical Institute.

Data on established state borders have been taken over from the
border documentation available in the Borders Service of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia.

Data on hearthquakes are obtained from Seismological Survey of
he Republic of Serbia.

Coverage

The land area (88 509 km2) data relates to the territory of the Re-
public of Serbia and should be considered as provisional. The prepara-
tion of the real estate cadastre and digital cadastre plan for the territory
of the Republic of Serbia is underway, thus it is still not possible to take
over final data on certain municipalities’ land area. The border length
data should be used provisionally because borders towards former
Yugoslav Republics were only administrative, i.e. not marked or
mathematically defined.

CLIMATE

Sources of data

Main meteorological data were taken over from the Republic Hy-
drometeorological Service of Serbia. Monitoring, recording and collec-
tion of these data are carried out through Republic Hydro-
meteorological Service stations according to Rulebook on Establishing
the Activities of the Networks and Activity Program of Meteorological
and Hydrological Stations of Country-wide Interest (“Official Journal of
SFRY”, No. 50/90).

Definitions

Atmospheric pressure is expressed in hPa and reduced to 0 °C.
Relative humidity is expressed in percents (%). Temperature data relate
to monthly averages obtained through daily recordings at 7.00 a.m.,
2.00 p.m. and 9.00 p.m. local time, according to the formula:

The annual average is based on the same method. The precipita-
tion data relate to monthly and annual amounts of precipitation meas-
ured in mm in a selected station. The number of rainfalls and snowfalls
days shows the days with both occurrences of at least 0,1 mm. The
cloudiness data are the result of measurement by the scale 0-10, where
0 indicates a completely clear and 10 a completely overcast condition.

Wind velocity data are obtained by measurement by the Beaufort
scale ranging from 0-12, where 0 indicates calm and 12 hurricane
winds.

Very strong earthquake - All sleeping persons wake up, frightened persons run out of
apartments, bells ring, hung objects swing, cracks on weaker houses appear.

Powerful earthquake - General fear, church bells ring, cracks on some buildings appear,
badly constructed chimneys demolish, window - panes brake.

Damaging earthquake - Most of chimneys demolish, bigger damages appear, some parts
break off. In mountain areas, rocky masses from higher parts break off.

- Destructive earthquake - Destroys most of stone made houses, bridges become much

damaged or completely destroyed, water and gas pipes break, cracks appear on high
chimneys.

POPULATION

Population censuses are the main source of statistical data on the
total number, territorial distribution and major characteristics of individu-
als and households in the Republic of Serbia.

Censuses have a very long tradition on our spaces, with origins in
far 1834 when the first census was carried out on the then-territory of
Serbia, in the modern meaning of the term.

After World War 11, eight censuses were carried out in the Repub-
lic of Serbia in: 1948, 1953, 1961, 1971, 1981, 1991, 2002 and 2011.

Considering that final results of 2011 Census are not available
yet, the tabular review encompasses the results of the previous cen-
suses, with Census 2002 as the last one. Moreover, methodological part
presents the explanations that relate to the previous censuses and the
analysis has been based on 2002 Census results.

The number of population is estimated in the intercensal period
for every year, including the census year. Thus, in 2011 the population
of the Republic of Serbia is estimated to 7258753. The rate of popula-
tion growth in relation to the previous year is negative and amounts to -
4.5 per 1.000 inhabitants (in absolute terms to -32683).

According to vital statistics in 2011 the rate of natural increase
was -5.2%o, that of live births 9.0%o and of mortality 14.2%.

Since 1999, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia does
not dispose of certain data for AP Kosovo and Metohia, therefore they
are not contained in the data coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).

Also, all relevant indicators on population, as well as population
estimates are calculated on the basis of data shown in that way.

In the period from 2002 to 2011, the number of population decre-
ased by near 241 thousand, the average annual growth rate was -3.3
per 1.000 inhabitants. In the same period, the proportion of the popula-
tion aged under 15 and over 65 in the total population ranged as fol-
lows: the percentage of young people (0-14) fell from 16.1% in 2002 to
15% in 2011, while the population aged 65 and over increased from
16.6% (2002) to 16.8% (2011). The working contingent of population
(15-64) slightly increased, from 67.3% (2002) to 68.2% (2011).

The average age of the population in the Republic of Serbia in-
creased from 40.2 years (2002) to 41.6 (2011).

The average life expectancy of male and female population in the
Republic of Serbia has extended in the last ten years by near 2 yeara
(from 69.7 years to 71.6 years for males and from 75.0 to 76.8 years for
women).

In the same period (2002-2011), the rate of live births decreased
from 10.4%o to 9.0%0. The share of women in the fertile period in the to-
tal population decreased from 24.1% to 22.9% or 7.3 index points in the
period 2002-2010.

Mortality rate rose from 13.7 to 14.2 deaths per 1.000 inhabitants.
The leading causes of death are still circulatory diseases and neoplasm
at men as well as at women.

Infant mortality was significantly reduced from 10.1 to 6.3 infant
deaths per 1.000 live births.

Total fertility rate is below the threshold of simple reproduction
and for the last ten years it has decreased from 1.6 to 1.4 children per
woman (itis1.4, since 2005).

The ongoing depopulation is the main feature of the projected
movement of population in the Republic of Serbia Serbia 2002-2032.
Namely, according to each of the five projection variants, the population
of the Republic of Serbia in 2032 would be lower than in 2002, and the
Republic of Serbia would be a typical region with negative natural incre-
ase. Population would get older demographically so that in thirty years
the proportion of persons older than 65 would increase from 17% to
22%. At the end of the projection period almost every fourth resident
would be older than 65 years, and the rate of demographic dependency
of older people during the projection period would increase from 25% to
33%.

Statistics of marriages in 2011 recorded a decrease in the num-
ber of concluded marriages by 0.02% compared to 2010, i.e. from 35
815in 2010 to 35 808 marriages registered in 2011. The average age at
first marriage is the same as in the previous year and is to 30 years for
women and 33 years for men.

The number of divorces saw a decrease in 2011, from 6644 in
2010 to 8251 divorced marriages. The average age at divorce for wo-
men was 39 years and for men 43 years. The average duration of mar-
riage in 2011 was 12,7 years, being longer when compared with 2010.

In the Republic of Serbia the number of concluded marriages saw
slight decline from 2002 to 2011. In 2011 five marriages were concluded
per 1.000 inhabitants, which is less than the number of marriages in
2002 when six marriages were concluded per 1.000 inhabitants. The
number of divorces per 1.000 inhabitants in 2011 is unchanged in rela-
tion to 2002 and it is 1 divorced marriage per 1000 inhabitants.

Sources and methods of data collection

Traditional census is conducted In the Republic of Serbia, by in-
terview “door-to-door” method.

When using the 1991 census data, one should know that the
Census was not completely carried out in the municipalities of Bujano-
vac and Presevo within the Central Serbia, neither on the territory of
Kosovo and Metohija, due to boycott of Albanian population majority to
take part in the Census.

For the above mentioned regions estimates have been produced
so that 1991 census results, being reported in this Yearbook, are in fact
the sum of data on enumerated population and the estimated number of
Albanian population portion that refused to take part in the Census.

The 2002 Census of Population, Households and Dwellings was
carried out on the territories of Central Serbia and Vojvodina, with one-
year delay in relation to the regular ten-annual dynamics, but not in the
area of Kosovo and Metohia due to lack of conditions for such doing.

When using census results, one need to know that definitions of
resident, i.e. total population, which were used in previous censuses
and in the Census 2002, were not fully comparable. Namely, in former
censuses the resident population included not only the population in the
country but also that on temporary work abroad and family members liv-
ing with them.

According to international recommendations, in Census 2002, the
resident population included the population in the country and citizens of
the Republic of Serbia whose labour, i.e. stay abroad, was under one
year, as well as foreigners who worked or lived in our country a year or
more.

In table 2.4. the data of Census 1991 are shown in two ways.
First, with estimated data for AP Kosovo and Metohia, and then without
AP Kosovo and Metohia, but according to the methodology that was
applicable in Census 2002.

Births, deaths and marriages data have been collected and sub-
mitted by registrars, and data on divorces by courts of justice.

Coverage

Post enumeration surveys of the coverage of major enumeration
units and data quality have been carried out on a random sample since
the Census 1953. As indicated by control results of the coverage of in-
dividuals in all censuses, net coverage errors did not exceed 2%.

According to the results of data control of vital statistics carried
out by sampling method at the end of 1955, and in the period
1967-1970, almost full coverage for all vital events has been achieved.

Birth statistics includes live births and stillbirths. Mortality stati-
stics includes all death occurrences.

The marriage statistics includes all legal marriages, i.e. marriages
entered into the marriages register. The divorce statistics includes mar-
riages divorced by court order of a competent court.

According to the regulations on keeping registers, all births, de-
aths and marriages are required to be recorded in registers of a territory
on which they have occurred, whether respective persons are residents
or not of that territory. The data are reclassified in the course of proces-
sing, so the results are shown by the permanent residence place the
newborn’s mother, the deceased person, the bridegroom and in the ca-
se of divorced marriages, according to the last joint residence place,
what corresponds to the so-called “permanent residency” concept applied
in population censuses.

Definitions

For Census 2002, the following definitions have been applied:

Population. Population was enumerated in all post-war censuses
and the results are shown by the principle of “permanent residency”. It
means that every inhabitant enumerated in the permanent residence
place, even when at the time of the census he/she was absent
therefrom for whatever reason (travel, education, work abroad,
compulsory military service, medical treatment, penal servitude,
imprisonment, etc.). For absent persons, data were given by household
members.

Household is every family or other people community, whose
members live together and share their living expenses (habitation, food
efc).

Household is meant to be any person who lives alone and is not
member of another household, whether living in a separate or shared
dwelling, in a single-person accommodation or as a tenant (i.e. single
household).

Age. Data on a person’s age are shown in completed years.
Every age group covers full years of birth it refers to. Thus, for example
the age group 0-4 includes children from birth date to four years of age
completed.

National affiliation. Data on national affiliation are collected by
free will of persons, i.e. parents, adoptive parents, guardians as far as
children aged under 15 are concerned.

Highest educational level. Highest educational attainment is the
type of school which a person completed attaining this way her/his
highest educational level. However, no difference should be made be-
tween educational level attained in regular schools, schools substituting
regular ones or by completing a training course for regular schooling.
Courses which degrees are not equivalent to those of regular schools
(e.g. typewriting, accounting courses, etc.) should be disregarded.

Persons attending post-graduate studies or having a Master or
Doctorate degree are shown in the group of tertiary education.

Data on the highest educational level are shown only for the
population aged 15 or over.

Literacy. Data on population literacy in post-war censuses are
presented only for the population aged 10 or over. Literate are pupils of
elementary schools and those of upper elementary schools, as well as
persons not attending school but having more than three grades of ele-
mentary school. Also, literate are persons without school but with 1-3
grades of elementary school who claim being able to read and write a
text related to everyday life, irrespective of the language and alphabet.

Activity. In population censuses, as well as in vital statistics,
population is divided into economically active persons, income recipi-
ents and dependants.

Economically active population are persons aged 15 and over
performing their occupation, unemployed persons seeking job and per-
sons who temporarily stopped performing their occupation because of
military service or imprisonment (active persons not performing an activ-
ity). Occupation is taken to be a type of job performed for the purpose of
gaining subsistence means.

The group of income recipients consists of population who do not
belong to the economically active persons group, but having means of
subsistence from regular income such as: pension (old-age, disability or

survivors’), estate income (renting of dwelling, house, land, shop etc.),
or other personal income (disability, social relief, alimony, scholarship
etc.).

Dependants are all persons without their own means of
subsistence or having insignificant means and are supported mostly by
parents, spouse, cousin or other persons including legal persons.

Agricultural population. In Census 2002 the type of occupation of
economically active persons was taken to set aside agricultural popula-
tion: labour force in agriculture, fishing and forestry (market-oriented
producers), farmers (producers for own consumption) or physical wor-
kers in agriculture, fishing and similar, according to the International
Standard Classification of Occupations (ISCO-88), as well as their de-
pendants.

A live born is a child who showed any sign of life after birth (such
as: breathing and and/or heart beating) even during the briefest time,
regardless of mother's pregnancy duration.

A stillborn is a child born or removed from mother's body showing
no sign of life, provided that pregnancy lasted at least 28 weeks.

Birth medical attendance means that birth was assisted by a
physician or a graduated midwife.

All previously live born children (legitimate and illegitimate), are
taken into consideration when determining the birth order of live born.

Causes of death. Data on causes of death are obtained from de-
ath certificate. The causes of death have been classified according to
the International Classification of Diseases, Injuries and Causes of De-
ath, X revision, 1997 edition.

Index of population ageing by sex is a significant indicator the
value of which points out the demographic process of population age-
ing: Index of ageing not exceeding 20 index points shows that popula-
tion is extremely young, and that over 40 index points indicates that po-
pulation is old. It is estimated on the basis of the ratio between the
number of inhabitants by sex aged 60 and over and the appropriate
number of inhabitants aged from 0 to 19.

Methodological papers

Detailed methodology explanations for the Census 2002 are pre-
sented in Methodological guidelines for the Preparation, Organization
and Conduction of the Census, Belgrade 2001, while detailed methodo-
logical explanations for the Census 2011 are included in Methodological
guidelines for organizators, instructors and other participants in Census,
Belgrade, 2011. Methodological guideline is also available on the web-
site of the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia. Methodological
explanations for natural changes of population statistics are presented
in Guidelines for Registrars on how to fill in and code statistical forms
(Dem-1 (birth), Dem-2 (deaths) and Dem-3 (marriages and divorces),
No 5, Belgrade 2004, Guidelines for Judges on how to fill in the forms
related to divorced marriages (form RB-1) No 6, Belgrade 2004 and in
the rules for coding statistical forms Dem-1, Dem-2, Dem-3 and RB-1,
No 7, Belgrade 2005. Methodological explanations for Migrations Statis-
tics are presented in the Edition Methodological Papers, FSO, No 342
from 1989.

Results of the Census 2002

After World War II, eight censuses were carried out on the terri-
tory of Serbia, each getting more complex than the previous ones. In
addition to the main data on the number of population (from the level of
the smallest special unit through that of settlements and municipalities
to the State level), censuses ensured data on age, gender, education,
economic and other structures of the population, on the size and family
composition of households, etc. Therefore, censuses depict population
in figures without which there is no efficient planning, economic devel-
opment, social policy, administrative activities nor scientific research in
the Republic of Serbia.

With an average population density of 91 inhabitants in the Vo-
jvodina region, 83 in the Sumadija and West Serbia region and 71 in the
South and East Serbia region, Serbia may be regarded as having a high
population density in relation to the global population density average
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BanHu npocek HacerbeHoCTH (42 cTaHOBHWKA MO KBafpaTHOM Kurome-

(42 inhabitants per square kilometer). The Belgrade region has the larg-
est density, which is five times above the density in other regions in the
Republic of Serbia.

Observing settlements by size and number of population, it is
noticeable, that in 2002, 85% of population lived in settlements up to
500 000 inhabitants. Belgrade is the only settiement with more than one
million inhabitants.

Although three settlements have been put in the category of 100
000 to 500 000 inhabitants (Novi Sad, Nis and Kragujevac), each of
them has under 200 000 inhabitants. The settlements that prevail in the
Vojvodina region are those with two to five thousand, then with one to
two thousand inhabitants. On the other hand, in South Serbia the most
numerous settlements are those having under 500 inhabitants: in the
Sumadija and West Serbia region 35% of settlements fall into the cate-
gory from 200 to 500 inhabitants, and in the South and East Serbia re-
gion 42% has under 200 inhabitants.

The population of Serbia is getting older. The average age in
Serbia, as shown in Census 2002, was 40.2 years, thus ranking Serbia
among countries with deep demographic age both in Europe and the
rest of the world. The main feature of the age-gender structure of the
population in the Republic of Serbia is that men prevail in the youth, i.e.
women in middle-aged and aged population. The South and East Serbia
region is the “oldest” region where 25% of inhabitants are over 60.

Ethnically, the Republic of Serbia is a multinational community. In
addition to Serbs (82.9%), the most numerous are Hungarians (mostly
in the Vojvodina region), then the Bosniaks (mainly in the Sumadija and
West Serbia region), Roma people (the South and EastSerbia region
and Vojvodina region) and Yugoslavs (theVojvodina region).

Less than a half of the population of the Republic of Serbia is
economically active, whereby the share of female labour force is three
times above that of men. The smallest share of economically active
persons in the total population can be observed in the South and East
Serbia region.

Almost one over five inhabitants in Serbia is an income recipient
(pension, property income, social assistance, etc.), while the category of
dependents accounts for more that one third in the total population.

The index of economical burden of the population (ratio between
the dependant and active population) indicates that there were 76 de-
pendants per 100 economically active persons. However, the analysis
of this indicator by gender is expressive of large differences: the index
value for men is 51 and that for women even 108.

Only 1/10 of the population of the Republic of Serbia belongs to
the category of agricultural population. Observed by activities, almost
two thirds of the agricultural population is active, and only one third be-
longs to the class of dependants. When compared to agricultural popu-
lation, the percentage of the active is the highest in the South and East
Serbia region (68%), and the lowest in the Vojvodina region (58%).

Literacy and educational level are the main concepts to be taken
into consideration in the analysis of the population educational structure.
Census 2002 results indicate that 3.4% of the population in the Republic
of Serbia are illiterate (aged 10 and over). llliteracy is most common in
the age group 65 and over (13.9%), being most frequent in women (3%
illiterate men versus 21.7% illiterate women).

Of the total number of population of the Republic of Serbia aged
over 15, 41.1% have completed secondary school, while one over nine
inhabitants has attained tertiary education. The educational level in
women is lower than in men — among persons who have completed
secondary, high or higher school, there is by 1/5 more men. If the com-
mon share of persons with secondary, high and higher education is
taken as indicator of educational level, one can notice that the major
part (29%) live in the Belgrade region, and the smallest in the South and
East Serbia region (18%).

Small households are typical of the Republic of Serbia, as ob-
served after the Census 2002. The data point that households had on
average three members (2.9 members in urban and 3.2 members in
other settlements). The smallest size of a household was recorded in
the Belgrade region (2.8 members), while households with the largest
number of members were located in the Sumadija and West Serbia re-
gion (on average 3.1 member).

LABOR MARKET

Total number of employees in the Republic of Serbia, who have
formal- legal employment contract, decreased in 2011 compared to 2010
by 2.8%. Total number of employed women is by 0.6% lower, while
total number of employed men decreased by 4.6%. In legal entities
(companies, enterprises, institutions, cooperatives and other organiza-
tions), employment decreased by 0.9% and number of entrepreneurs
(unincorporated enterprises) - people who perform the activity independ-
ently and number of their employees, decreased by 8.6% in this period.

Observed by regions and comparing 2011 with 2010, the greatest
employment decrease was noted in the Region of Belgrade (3.4%) and
the lowest in the Region of South and East Serbia (1.9%). In the respec-
tive period, number of employees in the Region of Sumadija and West
Serbia decreased by 2.9% and in the Region of Vojvodina by 2.3%.

Observed by sections of activities, the largest fall in employment
in 2011 compared to 2010 was recorded in the following sections: Agri-
culture, forestry and fishing (6.9%), Mining and quarrying (5.1%), Admin-
istrative and support service activities (4.0%), Transportation and stor-
age (3.1%), while employment growth was noted in the sections of Other
service activities (6.9%), Arts, entertainment and recreation (4.5%),
Information and communication (3.4%).

The average salary of employees in legal entities and in unincor-
porated enterprises in the Republic of Serbia, in 2011 compared to 2010,
registered nominal increase of 11.1% and real increase of 0.1%. Nomi-
nal salary increase in this period was recorded in all activity sections and
the highest increase was noted in the sections as follows: Electricity,
gas, steam and air conditioning supply (nominal increase of 18.9% and
real increase of 7.1%), Mining and quarrying (nominal increase of 15.8%
and real increase of 4.3%), Information and communication (nominal
increase of 14.1% and real increase of 2.8%). The lowest nominal salary
increase was registered in the following sections: Arts, entertainment
and recreation (nominal increase of 1.1% and real decrease of 8.9%),
Financial and insurance activities (nominal increase of 3.2% and real
decrease of 7.1%), Education (nominal increase of 6.2% and real de-
crease of 4.3%).

The average salary of employees in legal entities in September
2011 compared to September 2010 increased by 10.7%, in nominal
terms and the average salary of women, in the same period, increased
by 9.5%, while the average salary of men increased by 11.8%.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on employed persons in enterprises, institutions, co-
operatives and organizations (legal entities) have been obtained on the
basis of Regular Semi-annual Survey on employees and their earnings
and by the Questionnaire that supplements the Semi-annual Survey.
Employees in the Ministry of Defence, Ministry of Interior, as well as
employees in branch offices abroad are not included in this survey.

Data on entrepreneurs, persons performing independent activity-
occupation and their employees are taken from the Semi-annual Survey,
issued by the Republic Fund of Health Insurance.

Data on employed and unemployed persons, according to interna-
tional definitions, have been collected by the Labor Force Survey.

Data on employment and unemployed persons have been taken
from the National Employment Service.

Coverage

While conducting the survey on the employed, the territorial moni-
toring principle has been adopted, where municipality has been taken as
a basic territorial unit.

Semi-annual supplementing report inquiry provides evaluations on
employees in legal entities having less than 50 employees that are not
covered by regular Semi-annual Survey. Evaluations are obtained on the
basis of stratified random sample with volume of 450 units.

Labor force survey covers population aged 15 and over. Enu-
meration districts are primary sample units and eight households have
been enumerated in each enumeration district.

Data on employment and unemployed persons are taken over
from the National Employment Service.

Definitions

The term employed in this survey comprises persons who entered
into employment with an employer (business companies, enterprise,
institution, organization and private entrepreneur—person performing
occupation-activity independently), as well as employer himself in case
of a private entrepreneur - person performing occupation-activity inde-
pendently. The persons working under contract, performing temporary or
occasional jobs are not considered to be employed.

The term entrepreneur- person performing occupation-activity in-
dependently relates to a physical entity who, in order to gain profit,
founds a shop, or an appropriate form of business (workshop, office,
bureau, service, agency, studio, boardinghouse, pharmacy, ordination
efc.) so as to perform the activity independently.

According to the Law on employment and insurance in the case of
unemployment- Art. 3, paragraph 1:"A person seeking employment in
the sense of this Law, is an unemployed person, employed person who
wants to change the job and any other person seeking for a job.” -

According to the Law on employment and insurance in the case of
unemployment- Art. 4, paragraph 1: “An unemployed person, according to
this Law, is a person aged between 15 and 65, i.e. until the moment of
meeting the retirement conditions, capable for work and ready to begin to
work immediately, that has neither entered into employment nor in any
other way realized right to work, and who is kept in records of unemployed
and actively seeks a job”.

The term unemployed person seeking employment for the first
time comprises persons that have not entered into employment before
registering into National Employment Service.

The term unemployed person receiving money compensation
comprises only the persons that, according to the Decision of the Na-
tional Employment Service, pursuant to the valid legal regulations, re-
ceive money compensation as unemployed persons.

The term insured agricultural workers comprises persons that are,
according to the Law, considered to deal with agriculture (agricultural
workers, members of agricultural households and members of mixed
households), if they are not: insured employees, insured persons per-
forming activity independently, pensions’ beneficiaries and at school.

Unemployment rate refers to the number of unemployed persons
registered at National Employment Service in relation to total number of
employed persons, insured agricultural workers and unemployed per-
sons in the period for which the data have been released.

Definitions for the Labor force survey

The term "economically active population” (labor force) is made of
all employed and unemployed persons.

The term employed here anticipates the persons who did
a job for at least one hour in the respective week and were duly
remunerated (payments in money or in kind), as well as the persons
who were employed and were absent from work in the observed
week.

The term family workers comprises persons who, during the ref-
erence period, helped another family member in running family business
or agricultural estate and were not paid for that job.

The term unemployed comprises persons who, during the refer-
ence week did not perform any paid job, neither they had job from which
they were absent and to which they could return to after they absence
ceased, on condition that they satisfied the following criteria:

— in the last four weeks they were looking for a job and if they
were offered a job, they could begin to work in two weeks pe-
riod

— they were not seeking job actively in the last four weeks, be-
cause they found a job where they should begin to work after
the reference week ceased, and latest in three months.

Non-active population comprises persons 15 years aged and over
that have not been classified into the active population.

Activity rate presents percentage of active population in the total
population 15 years aged and over.

Employment rate presents percentage of employed persons in the
total population 15 years aged and over.

Unemployment rate presents percentage of unemployed persons
in the total number of active population.

EARNINGS
Sources of data collection

Data on average earnings have been obtained by Monthly Survey
on employed persons and their earnings and based on the data from the
Ministry of Finance (Tax Administration).

Data on average earnings by gender and by level of qualification
have been obtained from the Semi-annual Survey of employees and
employees’ earnings, which include employees in legal entities.

Coverage

Data on employees’ average earnings in companies, enterprises,
institutions, co-operatives and other organizations (legal entities), as well
as on employees’ earnings at entrepreneurs with all kinds of ownership,
include average earnings of persons that are employed on definite or
indefinite period, no matter whether they work full-time, part time or
short-time.

Data on employees’ earnings at entrepreneurs are taken over
from the records of the Tax Administration from January 2009.

105 of the Labor Act, average employees’
earning comprises earning realized by employees during regular working
hours, raised earnings and other incomes (except: personal local public
transport financial support and time spent on business trip in the country
and abroad, pension indemnity, solidarity help, jubilee premium and help
in case of death to employees or to his/her family member).

Average employee’s earning is calculated as total sum of monthly
earnings paid divided by number of employees according to personnel
records.

Real average earnings index is the nominal average earnings in-
dex and consumer price index ratio.

Degree of educational attainment (qualification required) for per-
forming of certain jobs and tasks is a degree of education established for
a job (by company legislation respectively by systematization of jobs).

HUMAN HEALTH

From 2007 to 2011, the number of physicians (physicians je ter-
min koji koriste u Evrostatu. Proverila u njihovim Definitions and Con-
cepts, and pharmacists in the health care system of the Republic of
Serbia increased by 1013 and 186 respectively, but that of dentists de-
creased by 80.

The number of inhabitants per physician saw slight decrease, and
the number of inhabitants per hospital bed is unchanged to 2010.

The results of immunizations carried out in 2011 are shown in the
table 4.2. The coverage of vaccinated individuals against diphtheria,
tetanus, pertussis amounts to 97.5%, and polio to 97.6%. MMR vaccina-
tion has been performed in 96.5%% cases, while BCG has been admin-
istered to 98. 6% of infants.

In 2011, there were 1388 new registered tuberculosis-stricken pa-
tients, which is an increase of 117 cases when compared with 2010. The
largest number of new registered patients was observed in the age group
60 years and over.

Since 2002, the Republic of Serbia has been implementing the
WHO global tuberculosis control and introduced the Directly Observed
Treatment Strategy.

From 1985, when the first cases were registered, to 2011, 1591
patients with Morbus HIV were reported. Over the same period, 1045
persons died. In 2011, 52 new cases were registered and most of them
belonged to the age group of 30 to 49 years. According to vital statistics,
there 35 deaths due to Morbus HIV.

Sources and methods of data collection

The Institute of Public Health of Serbia “Dr Milan Jovanovic Butut’
is in charge for the collection of statistical data from health section.

Data on medical staff are collected by annual reports for certain
types of health services.

Communicable diseases and epidemics reporting, as well as im-
munization reporting are regulated by the Law on the Protection of Popu-
lation from Communicable Diseases and the Regulations on Immuniza-
tion and Manner of Protection by Medications.

Coverage

The data published in this chapter have been gathered only from
health care institutions in the Republic of Serbia being part of the Health
Institutions Network Plan.

SOCIAL WORK ACTIVITIES

In 2011, in institutions for children and youth with developmental
disabilities boys outnumber girls by 17%, when compared with the total
number of beneficiaries.

Regarding the institutions for aged persons and pensioners, 36%
are male and 64% are female beneficiaries.

In the structure of persons employed in institutions for children and
youth with developmental disabilities, 42% are professionals (educators,
medical staff, social workers, psychologists, special needs teachers and
instructors), while 58% are other employees (managers and administra-
tive staff, service providers and technical staff).

In social welfare institutions for aged persons and pensioners,
21.5% of employees are professionals (medical staff and social workers,
psychologists, special needs teachers and instructors) and 78.5% are
other employees (managers and administrative staff, service providers
and technical staff).

The number of children’s allowance beneficiaries in 2011, com-
pared to 2010, increase by 2%, while the number of children using the
children’ s allowance increased by 2%.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on social welfare of children, youth and adults have been ob-
tained from the Republic Office for Social Welfare since 2010. Data on
institutions for accommodation of children, youth and adults, as well as
on social welfare centers will be obtained on annual basis.

Data on children’s allowance have been obtained over from the
Ministry of Labor and Social Policy.

Coverage

Data presented in this section are collected from social welfare in-
stitutions in the Republic of Serbia.

Definitions

Institutions for children and youth deprived of parental care pro-
vide accommodation to children deprived of parental care, including
children without both parents, children abandoned by parents, children
from socially vulnerable families and from families with unsettled mutual
relationship. The mentioned institutions provide accommodation to chil-
dren until the conditions are met for return to their family or accommoda-
tion to a foster family, i.e. until children are prepared for independent life.

Centers for family accommodation organize and directly accom-
modate children deprived of parental care to another families, monitor
the process and provide professional support to families in which chil-
dren have been placed for upbringing and education, until the moment
conditions are provided for return to their families or children are pre-
pared for independent life and work. The activity of centers for family
accommodation of children and youth was defined in 2010 by the Law on
Social Welfare and Provision of Social Security to Citizens of the Repub-
lic of Serbia.

Institutions for accommodation of persons with developmental dis-
abilities provide (depending on the kind and degree of disability) tempo-
rary or permanent accommodation, care, upbringing and education, as
well as preparation for work under special conditions. There are several
types of institutions:

- institutions for children and youth with developmental disabili-
ties,

- institutions for persons with mental disorders,

- institutions for adult persons with disabilities and

- institutions for mentally disabled adult persons.

Institutions for upbringing of children and youth provide accommo-
dation, upbringing and education, professional preparation and health
care to children and youth with behavioral disorders, and undertaking
measures so as to prevent further breaking of adopted general social
rules and perpetrating criminal offences. According to particular regula-
tions (Law on Minor Perpetrators of Criminal Offences and Minors Pro-
tection), the institutions accept minors to whom educational measure has
been pronounced. An institution can organize daily accommodation,
shelters and shelter stations.

Institutions for old people and pensioners provide temporary or
permanent accommodation, meals, care and health care to adult and
aged persons without means of subsistence, without family care, per-
sons with mental and physical disabilities who are incapable of living a
independent life and to whom their own families cannot provide care and
support. The institutions for accommodation of pensioners and other
aged persons in the Republic of Serbia are organised as gerontology
centers, homes for accommodation of pensioners and other aged per-
sons, as well as home sections in social work centres.

Children's allowance presents a special form of children’s social
care — a monthly cash support to families with lower income, aiming at
creating more favorable conditions for children’s upbringing and educa-
tion.

Republic laws on children’s social care govern conditions, levels
and ways of realizing rights to children’s allowance.

COMPULSORY INSURANCE

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on compulsory insurance have been collected by regular sta-
tistical reports from the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insur-
ance.

Compulsory insurance i.e. health insurance data are shown by all
categories of insurants, but data on pension and disability insurance are
shown separately by employed persons, and by independent activity
persons and farmers.

Since 1 June 1992, rights from compulsory pension and disable-
ment insurance on the territory of the Republic of Serbia have been
realised in: the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance of
Independent Activities and the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability
Insurance of Farmers. According to Article 63 of the Law on Amend-
ments to the Law on Pension and Disability Insurance (Official Journal of
RS, No. 85/2005), the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insur-
ance of Employed Persons, the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability
Insurance of Independent Activities and the Republic Fund for Pension
and Disability Insurance of Farmers have become one Fund since 1
January 2008 - the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance
(hereinafter called: Fund), organised as one legal unit with the status of
an organisation for compulsory compulsory insurance where rights from
pension and disability insurance are realised and funds for that insurance
provided.

In the field of health insurance, the Republic Fund for Health In-
surance, where employees and persons performing independent activi-
ties and farmers realise their rights has been established by the Law on
Health Insurance (Official Journal of the Republic of Serbia, No.
18/1992).

By Amendments to the Law on Health Insurance (“Official Gazette
of the RS”, No 57/11) the name of the Republic Institute for Health Insur-
ance has been changed into Republic Fund for Health Insurance.

Definitions

Active insurants are all employed and other persons having an ob-
ligation of compulsory health insurance contribution.

Other insurants are temporarily unemployed persons; persons en-
titled to compulsory insurance by conventions debiting foreign compul-
sory insurance holders and on the basis of reciprocity, as well as other
categories of persons entitled only to health insurance except pension
rights' holders and members of their families starting from 1991.

Temporary incapability for work of insurants covers cases and in-
capability days due to sickness, accident at work, professional disease,
family member nursing and isolation for which an insurant is entitled to
compensation instead of earning (salary).

Persons entitled to rights by pension and disablement insurance
system include persons entitled to pension (old-age, disability, survivors’,
as well as those entitled to appropriate pension on the basis of years of
service in another country with which a convention on compulsory insur-
ance has been signed), persons entitled to benefit for physical injury, aid
and nursing as well as beneficiaries from disability insurance.

Pensions paid to beneficiaries living abroad — are pensions paid to
our pensioners living abroad and to whom a pension transfer abroad has
been granted, as well as pensions paid out to beneficiaries from former
Yugoslav Republics.

Indices of nominal and real growth of average pensions have been
established from annual amounts of adjusted pensions for the reference
year and by using the consumer price index as the deflator for establish-
ing the real growth.

Contributions to defrayed pensions cover contributions for health
care of pension beneficiaries and disabled workers.

Other expenditures in health insurance cover material expenses
and depreciation, intangible expenses and investment revaluation and
extraordinary expenses, etc.

Other expenditures on the basis of rights from pension and dis-
ablement insurance comprise: pensioners’ funeral expenses, acquisition
of reading and writing aids, expenses of pensioners’ accommodation in
retirement homes, investments in disablement prevention, resources for
pensioners’ and disabled workers' recreation and recovery (pensioners’
recovery in spas).

Operating expenditures cover: expenditures for employed per-
sons, expenditures for goods’ and services’ use, interests’ payments and
related costs of debts accumulations.

Other expenditures of the Republic Fund for Pension and Disabil-
ity Insurance comprise: taxes, obligatory fees, penal sums, etc.

EDUCATION

Education comprises four levels: pre-school, primary, secondary,
and tertiary, whereby the share of individual levels settled during the
preceding years. Thus, primary education comprises 53%, secondary
26% and tertiary 21% of pupils-students in the 2010/2011 school year.

As regards the coverage of generation on various education lev-
els, program of obligatory pre-school education covers less than 90% of
pupils, while primary education (compulsory attendance) covers almost
96%. Over 99% of pupils continue education after completing primary
school, but the generation coverage in secondary schools is 85% be-
cause there is a dropout of pupils after enrollment to secondary schools.

The number of pupils in primary schools shows a decrease of 2%
in 2010/2011 school year, which is a common trend in recent years,
mainly because birth rate's decrease in the country. Regarding secon-
dary and tertiary education, the number of pupils/students has been
settled, showing minor fluctuations in 2010/2011 school year, when
compared with the previous school year.

Number of students in tertiary education increased by 0.7% in
2010/2011 school year. Coverage of generation attending faculties and
higher schools is about 41%, showing further tendency of slight increase.

As for teaching staff, 53.7% work in primary education, 31% in
secondary and 15.1% in tertiary. Out of those in primary schools 63%
are full-time teachers. In secondary schools there are 60.3% of full-time
teachers and in tertiary education, 88.7% are full-time teachers and
assistants.

In 2011, about 4% of pupils were accommodated in pupils’ homes
and about 7.5% of students in students’ centers. Scholarships and cred-
its were granted to approximately 4.4% of pupils and to about 12% of
students, i.e. around 28% of budget-funded students used credits and
scholarships.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on pre-school, primary, secondary and tertiary education are
collected by regular annual surveys.

Coverage

Annual reports of Education Statistics cover pre-school, primary,
secondary and tertiary education from the division of the Classification of
Activities "Education". Data on pre- school, primary and secondary
schools relate to the end of the school year, whereas data on enrolled
students and teaching staff in higher schools, faculties and academies
refer to the beginning of winter semester, i.e. when students were en-
rolled. Data on graduated students, specialists, masters of arts/science
and PhDs relate to the calendar year.

Definitions

A school is an educational institution or educational unit where
educational activity is performed according to a curriculum. Each school
unit, whether it is an independent school unit, regional unit or class within
another type of school, is shown under this concept.

Education coverage represents the ration between the number of
enrolled students in a selected level of education and the relevant age
group for the corresponding level.

Drop out rate represents the difference between the number of
pupils at the beginning and at the end of the school year, in relation to
their number at the beginning of the school year.

Completion rate is the ratio between the number of pupils who
completed certain educational level and the age group expected to com-
plete the appropriate education level.

Schooling continuation rate is the ratio between the number of
new pupils enrolled to the first grade of secondary school, i.e. to the first
grade of tertiary education and those who enrolled to the eighth grade of
primary school, i.e. the fourth grade of secondary school during the
previous school year.

Pre- school education

The activity of pre-school education is performed in pre-school in-
stitutions, and exceptionally in primary school.

Starting from 2001, according to the legal acts, pre-school educa-
tion is included in the educational system of the country, in compliance
with international classifications of education.

Regular primary education

Primary schools comprise four-year, five-year, six-year, (incom-
plete) and eight-year (complete) primary schools.

Regular secondary education

Secondary school can be established as a high-school (general
and specialized), art school, vocational, mixed (high-school and voca-
tional or art school) or religious.

At high-school, general education in natural and social sciences is
acquired for the purpose of further education. High-school education
lasts four years, and after completion, the students take the general
certificate of education (matriculation).

Art school provides the fourth level of education skill in the field of
fine arts, music and ballet, upon completion of which, students take the
general or art certificate education.

Vocational education is meant to provide skills for work and further
three-year or four-year education. After completing a three-year voca-
tional school, students take the final exam, and after completing the four-
year, they take the vocational certificate.

Specialist - master education means further specialization after
two-year working experience and lasts one or two years. After complet-
ing specialist education, students take a specialist - master exam.

Starting from 1990/91 school-year, secondary education has been
organized by fields of work and in the scope of them - by educational
profiles (occupations.)

Education of pupils with developmental disabilities
(primary and secondary)

Education of pupils with  developmental  disabilities
is education for children and youth with mental and physical disability.
Pupils regularly enter school at compulsory school age or after. The
educational program is in compliance with program of regular schools
and is adapted to children’s disability level. Classes with pupils with
developmental disabilities in relevant regular schools are shown as
school units, which is in line with the statistical definition of school as an
observation unit.

Adult education

Adult education schools enable persons aged over 15 (adults),
who do not attend school on regular basis, to acquire elementary educa-
tion and upbringing.

Adults can complete primary school by either regularly attending
school or taking exams. Primary education for adults is organized by
classes from | to VIII and lasts four years. Organizationally, these
schools are either separate schools or classes within the corresponding
schools.

Adults acquire secondary education as part-time pupils in secon-
dary schools.

Primary music and ballet schools

Primary music and ballet schools are meant to prepare children to
continue education in secondary music and ballet schools. These last
from two to six years and are simultaneous with regular primary educa-
tion.

Primary music and ballet art schools within a secondary art school
are shown as primary music or ballet school.

Tertiary education

Tertiary education includes higher schools, faculties and art acad-
emies.

According to the Law on Higher Education (end of 2006), which
implements decisions of Bologna Convention, the Statistical Office of the
Republic of Serbia has harmonized the monitoring of both enrolled and
graduated students with these modifications. Since 2007/2008 school
year, both enrolled and graduated students have been monitored by type
of studying (academic and vocational) and by degree of studying (first,
second and third degree), respectively basic academic, basic profes-
sional, master studies-specialist and PhD studies. Data processing and
publishing are carried out according to the Classification of Educational
Fields instead of previous departments and majors.

Tertiary education - teaching staff

Data about faculties and higher schools’ teaching staff are pro-
vided by regular annual reports on students’ enrollment in winter semes-
ter.

PUPILS’ AND STUDENTS' STANDARDS

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on pupils’ hostels and students' centers are taken from the
Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Serbia, Department
for Investments, Pupils” and Student’ Standards and Public Procurement.

Definitions

Pupils’ hostels provide lodging, food and upbringing to primary
and secondary school pupils during their schooling away from their
parent's/guardian’s place of residence, as well as to pupils needing
accommodation for some other reasons.

Students' centers provide accommodation for high schools’, facul-
ties’ and art academies’ students during their studies. Besides accom-
modation, food for students in these centers can be also provided.

NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

The main macroeconomic accounts and the most important mac-
roeconomic aggregates for the Republic of Serbia are published in
accordance with internationally standards, the system of national acco-
unts 1993 (SNA93) and the European system of accounts 1995
(ESA95), which are the basic methodological framework in terms of
defining and evaluating the categories, classification and applied met-
hods of calculation.

In the system of national accounts of the Republic of Serbia there
is a whole set of accounts, both at the level of the overall economy and
the level of institutional sectors. There exists also an integrated system
of accounts, and all that relate to the period from 1997-2010.

The data presented here are given at the level of the overall
economy for the period 2007-2011, and by the Classification of Activities
(NACE Rev. 2).

The data published are subject to revision in accordance with in-
ternational standards and thus provide not only consistent, better quality
and more reliable method of calculation, but also comparable data se-
ries for macroeconomic analysis and future forecast.

So far, all calculations and their results have indicated significant
variations, which are in line with the systemic changes in countries in
transition. Gross domestic product (GDP), as the most important macro-
economic aggregate, shows the strength and stability of the economy of
a country. The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia publishes in
this chapter, among others, the first annual GDP estimate (as the sum of
four quarters) 2011 at current prices.

One of the specific features of the system of national accounts is
the grouping of resident institutional units into institutional sectors.

In the structure of GVA by institutional sectors, the largest share
(round 50%) during the reporting period has the non-financial sector,
with 50.2% in 2007 as well as in 2010. The non-financial sector mainly
includes enterprises and cooperatives, branches of foreign legal entities
and other legal entities.

The financial sector includes the National Bank of Serbia, com-
mercial banks, insurance companies, stock exchanges, broker-dealer
companies, and private pension funds, then open and closed investment
funds and fund management companies, as well as other financial
institutions. Their shares in the total GVA by institutional sectors are not
so large and tend to slightly increase, ranging from 3.1% in 2007 to
3.6% in 2010.

The government sector, which also includes expenditures for de-
fence, usually includes direct and indirect budget users, as well as other
associated units according to the criteria of sectorial distribution. In 2007
it participated in the formation of GVA with 16.7% and in 2010 with
15.7%.

In the household sector, which includes the activities of agricul-
tural holdings and unincorporated enterprises, the imputed rent of hous-
ing services is also included. In 2007 the share of this sector in the total
GVA (by sectors) was 29.6%, while in 2010 this share equaled 30.1%.

Although comprising a large number of subjects, the sector of
non-profit institutions serving households (NPISHSs) is the smallest by
economic strength and in the last few years it has recorded a constant
share of 0.4%.

In international comparisons, the sections of Classification of Ac-
tivities are usually grouped into three large segments (i.e. aggregation
levels): Agriculture, Industry and Services, and their GVA can be meas-
ured in relation to the total GVA by activities.

Forestry and Fishing (with very small share in GVA) are also in-
cluded in Agriculture. This segment in the observed period in the struc-
ture shows the variations due to the seasonal nature of Agriculture and
in the total GVA in 2010 it participates with 9.9%.

The second segment includes: Mining and quarrying, Manufactur-
ing, electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply; Water supply,
sewerage, waste management and remediation activities and Construc-
tion. During the observed period its share slightly decreased to 27.1% in
2010.

Other activities are classified in the Services that are increasingly
gaining in importance, and their share in GVA is increasing in recent
years, reaching 63.0% in 2010.

Gross domestic product (GDP) 2011 at constant prices

In this chapter published are the results of the annual gross do-
mestic product of the Republic of Serbia at constant prices (previous
year prices), derived according to the production approach. The level
and extent of changes in all activities involved in the formation of the
GDP are shown.

The real growth rate of the GDP in 2011 in relation to the previous
year equaled 1.6%. Observed by activities, the growth of Gross value
added (GVA) was recorded in the sections of Other service activities
12.4%, Information and communication, 10.7%, Construction, 10.4%
and Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply, 9.7%. The larg-
est fall of the GDP was noted in the sections of Wholesale and retail
trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles, 6.5%, Education 2.8%
and in the section Human health and social work activities, 0.9%.

The main contributors to the GDP’s growth rate of 1.5% were the
sections of Information and communication, 0.46 percentage points (pp),
Construction, 0.41 pp. Negative contributors to the GDP growth rate
were the sections of Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles
and motorcycles, Education and Human health and social work activi-
ties.

Household final consumption expenditure, 2010

This chapter includes the results of annual estimations of house-
hold final consumption expenditure (HFCE) of the Republic of Serbia, at
current prices and offers the review of volume indices based on previous
year, i.e. real growth (fall), derived according to 3-digit level of the
COICOP, by 48 groups.

In 2010, the household final consumption expenditure expressed
real fall of 0.7%, compared to the previous year.

Observed by COICOP categories (12), the largest fall was noted
for the categories: Clothing and footwear, 10.0%, and Furnishings and
household equipment and routine household maintenance, 6.8%.

For the two major categories by volume of expenditures that
make for more than 40% of household final consumption expenditure,
Food and non-alcoholic beverages noted real fall of 0.17% but for
Housing noted growth of 0.39%.

Regional GDP, 2010
Regional GDP is the regional equivalent to a country's GDP.

The SORS officially accomplished for the first time the calcula-
tions of regional Gross domestic product in accordance with the Euro-
pean statistical standards and the statistical nomenclature of territorial
units of Serbia. These estimations are the result of considerable upgrad-
ing of statistical surveys that the SORS has implemented in recent years
and of a pro-active strategy of adopting the European statistical meth-
odology in the area of national and regional accounts.

The regionalization of GDP for 2010 was based on the principle of
distribution of value added (of economic subjects) by workplace, i.e.
local units where value added is actually created, and not by head office
seat of economic subjects.

Pursuant to the estimation principle of workplace, the regions had
the following shares in the Serbian GDP: Belgrade region holds the
leading position (40.0%); Vojvodina region (26.0%) follows and then
come the region of Sumadija and West Serbia (19.5%) and the region of
South and East Serbia (14.5%).

Belgrade region, with GDP per capita amounting to RSD 703 000,
has almost by 80% higher per capita amount when compared to the RS
average. The level index for Vojvodina region is 96.8% (RSD 382 000),
for the region of Sumadija and West Serbia 69.9% (RSD 276 000) and
for the region of South and East Serbia 63.9% (RSD 253 000).

System of national accounts: methodological backgrounds

System of national accounts is an internationally standard based
on a broad concept of production. According to this concept the produc-
tion covers, apart from material production and material services, also
non-material services in Education, Human health and social work, Arts,
entertainment and recreation, Financial and insurance activities, Public
administration on all levels and all other services that are not related to
material production.

As the most important economic activity of each society, produc-
tion is carried out in institutional units. These units are able of function
for their own purposes and deal in economic activities and transactions
with other units. Transactions are understood as the change of goods
and services' ownership, therefore it is required for an institutional unit to
be capable of possessing assets, incurring liabilities, if necessary, on
their own behalf, and of being legally responsible for its decisions. Insti-
tutional units are divided into profit, non-profit, government units and
households. Resident institutional units create national economy. The
economy consists of institutional sectors that are established by group-
ing resident institutional units according to functional principle. The
system of national accounts is composed of five institutional sectors:

- non-financial sector

- financial sector

- government sector

- household sector

- sector of non-profit institutions serving households (NPISHs).

Non-resident institutional units, involved in transactions with resi-
dent units, form the external sector (the rest of the world).

Beside the set of related accounts that occupies the central posi-
tion, the system of national accounts also incorporates satellite accounts
and input-output tables. The accounts are designed so to supply a num-
ber of related information on activities and processes evolving in a coun-
try and in the scope of relations with foreign countries. The system of
accounts shows how the production creates new goods and services
and how it transforms the existing ones, thus gaining income which is
subsequently distributed and redistributed. The system also indicates
how the income is used for final consumption and savings that will facili-
tate future increase of production and consumption. Apart from providing
information for the country as a whole, the system of accounts also
makes information available to all institutional sectors defined.

The System of accounts comprises three basic groups:
- current transactions accounts,

- accumulation accounts and

- balance sheets.

The current transactions accounts are divided into two groups.
The first in the line of current accounts is the production account. It
presents the results of production (output) and how the goods and ser-
vices are used in order to realize the production (intermediate consump-
tion). The second group of current accounts is composed of income
accounts that present generation, allocation and distribution of income.
These accounts are composed of:

- generation of income account,

- allocation of primary income account,

- distribution of income account and

- use of income account

Accumulation accounts show transactions of capital and financial
transactions and consist of capital account and financial accounts.

Balance sheets are at the end In the system of accounts. They
show assets, liabilities and net values at certain points of time, at the
beginning and at the end of the year.

The accounts consist of two sides, the left and the right side of the
account. Each account contains a balancing item, which is the difference
between the right and the left side of the account, located on the left side
of account, and it closes the account. The main characteristic of the
system of accounts is that the balancing item from one account is trans-
ferred to another one. The balancing item closes one account and opens
another one. In this manner, all accounts are entirely linked. The balanc-
ing items are shown in gross and net form. The net values are obtained
from gross values minus consumption of fixed capital. It should be noted
that the accounts do not have residual items. For the country as a whole,
the system of national accounts especially defines goods and services
account to comprise all resources and uses of goods and services.

The system of national accounts is defined as a set of consistent,
coherent, integrated and detailed macroeconomic accounts, balance
sheets and tables which secure a systematic, comparable and detailed
review of economic activities of a country, based on a unique concept,
definitions, conventions, classifications and rules concerning the creation
of the accounts. The system of national accounts utilizes all data avail-
able. Due to the lack of data, for the sake of consistency and methodo-
logical principles applied in creation of the accounts’ system, some items
were estimated.

One of the general methodological characteristics of national ac-
counts is a possibility of making revisions, i.e. making corrections not
only of original estimates and of preliminary results, but of final data as
well.

In the system of national accounts, revisions generally occur due
to the introduction of new data sources, the essential improvements to
the existing ones, the changes of classifications, or establishment of new
principles, regulations and international recommendations. A more con-
sistent application of methodological solutions, together with migration to
international standards of financial reporting in accounting systems used
for bookkeeping and composition of financial statements and with im-
provements in statistical databases used for compilation of national
accounts, have necessitated a general revision of the data series calcu-
lated and published so far in this area.

Gross domestic product

The system of national accounts contains value categories called
aggregates. The aggregates are the complex value categories that
measure the results of activities of the whole economy observed from
certain aspect. They are summary indicators, key values for macroeco-
nomic analysis and comparisons in time and space. The most common
and the most important aggregate in the system of national accounts is
the Gross domestic product.

It is an indicator of economic activities on the level of a whole
country and presents the result of production activities of resident institu-
tional units, and it equals the sum of values added that are calculated for
all institutional sectors.

Three methods are approached for GDP calculation: production,
expenditure and income approach. The GDP presented here (at current
prices) is calculated by the production approach as the sum of gross
values added at basic prices (the amount that producer receives from
buyer for a unit of produced goods and services, excluding taxes and
including subsidies received) of all resident institutional units, with added
amounts of taxes on products and subtracted subsidies on products on
the level of the total economy, as well as FISIM". Gross value added is
obtained as the difference between total output (production value) and
intermediate consumption.

Applying the expenditure approach, GDP is obtained as the sum of the
following aggregates: final consumption (households, NPISHs, and
government), gross fixed capital formation (GFCF), changes in inven-
tories, acquisitions less disposals of valuables and the value of ex-
ports minus the value of imports of goods and services.

") The category FISIM (Financial intermediation services indirectly measured) is intro-

duced in GDP calculations. FISIM presents an interest margin and it is a part of out-
put (value of production) of financial sector, calculated as the difference between ac-
tive and passive interests. On the level of the economy as a whole, it is included into
intermediate consumption and for the time being allocation by sectors is not carried.

GDP can also be calculated by the income approach as the sum
of compensation of employees, gross operating surplus/mixed income
and taxes less subsidies on products and production. It is another way of
checking the reliability of the results obtained from production and ex-
penditure approach. In theory, each of the above-mentioned approaches
for GDP calculations should produce the same or similar values. How-
ever, different results are obtained in practice in majority of cases. Which
of the approaches will provide the most reliable results should depend on
the sources and quality of data and on the coverage. As there can be
only one GDP figure for the total economy, by combining all the ap-
proaches the data have to be reconciled the final calculation derived.

The recalculation of GDP into USD and EUR is based on the av-
erage annual exchange rate and the calculation of GDP per capita is
computed according to the estimated total population in mid-year.

The revision of the data at current prices necessitates the revision
of previously calculated and published GDP data series at constant
prices.

GDP calculation at constant prices is implemented by production
approach, at previous year prices, on the level of divisions and sections
of the Classification of activities. It is based on single GVA extrapolation
method using the output and input indicators. For the level of divisions,
the calculation is derived by multiplying indicators of each division in the
form on chain index by the gross value added of the previous year.

Gross domestic product is the sum of gross values added of all
economic activities, at constant prices, when subtracted financial inter-
mediation services indirectly measured (FISIM) and added taxes minus
subsidies on products at constant prices.

The GDP calculations at previous year prices anticipate that the
previous year is always considered as the base year and therefore the
weights are changed every year. The method of chaining means that the
data are chain-linked to a selected (referent) year. Characteristic for the
chaining method is that by changing the referent year the absolute val-
ues are modified, however the growth rates remain unchanged.

Another feature of the method is non-additivity for all years except
for the referent year and the year following the referent. The chaining
method is independently implemented for aggregated values and for
their integral components. Therefore, a chained aggregate value is not
equal to the sum of the chained components. It is worth stressing here
that non-additivity may be regarded only as mathematical issue.

Household final consumption expenditure

The calculation of households final consumption expenditure was
carried out considering SNA93 (System of national accounts 1993) and
ESA95 (European system of national and regional Accounts 1995) as
the basic methodological framework. Rather helpful are the methodo-
logical materials of OECD and Eurostat, as well as the experience of the
European countries in this field.

The household final consumption expenditure include the costs
the resident households bear in order to provide for goods and services
that will directly meet the needs and demands of their members. The
coverage extends not only to direct payment for goods and services
(cash, non-cash, at sight, credit), but also the acquisition through income
in kind or from own production.

The time of recording household final consumption expenditure is
the moment of starting of buyer's obligation towards seller. That means
that the expenditures for goods are noted at the moment of changing the
owner and the expenditures for services when the servicing procedure
has been completed. Household final consumption expenditure is valued
according to the prices that buyer actually pays in the moment of pur-
chase.

The Classification of individual consumption by purpose
(COICOP) includes twelve main categories, 48 groups, 109 classes and
148 basic headings. The results of surveys in the observed period are
shown at the level of groups. The calculations take into account the
official results of the Household budget survey (HBS), branch statistics
and various administrative and other sources available.

Apart from expenditures, actual household final consumption in-
cludes social transfers in kind received from the government sector
(education, health, social security, sport and recreation, culture and
some community services) and social transfer in kind from non-profit
institutions serving household sector (NPISHS).

Household final consumption at constant previous year prices was
calculated by using consumer price indices and physical volume indices
of the phenomena observed.

Regional GDP

The calculations of regional GDP, as a part of the system of natio-
nal accounts of the Republic of Serbia, were established pursuant to the
EU principles and methodology, i.e. the European system of national
accounts (ESA 95) and the Nomenclature of territorial units for statistics
of the Republic of Serbia (NSTJ), which has been harmonized with the
European Nomenclature of territorial units for statistics (NUTS). The
calculations of regional GDP were carried out at the NSTJ level 2 (re-
gion) and the sum of GDP for all regions is identical to the GDP of the
Republic of Serbia.

For the regional GDP calculations applied is production approach
for Value added estimation, which is calculated as the difference betwe-
en the production value, i.e. output, and all tangible and intangible inputs
used in the production process (intermediate consumption).

Methodological papers

Basic methodological explanations can be found in the Federal
Statistical Office’s edition Methodological papers No. 32, "Basic system
of national accounts" (Belgrade, 1997) and more detailed accountings in
the publications of the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia "Sys-
tem of national accounts of the Republic of Serbia 1997 - 2006" (Bel-
grade, 2008) and "Household Final Consumption Expenditure in the
Republic of Serbia in 2003-2009" (Belgrade, 2011).

PERSONAL CONSUMPTION

In 2011, in the Republic of Serbia, the average monthly available
budget per household (all households) amounted to 16823 RSD, which
is 4.4% higher compared to 2010 (16114 RSD in 2010).

Households in urban areas in 2011 disposed of 19890 RSD
(17568 RSD in 2010) per month, on average and households in other
areas with 15122 RSD per household member (14.256 in 2010).

Of totally available budget, 94.1% are incomes in money and
5.9% incomes in kind. In households from urban areas, 99.2% are
money incomes and 0.8% is income in kind, while in households from
other regions this ratio is 86.0% to 14.0%.

The structure of the available budget in money and in kind has not
significantly changed if compared to 2010.

The largest share of available budget (all households) relates to
incomes from regular employment - 43.2%, and pensions - 32.6%. In
comparison to 2010, the share of income from regular employment has
remained almost unchanged, while the share of pensions has increased
(1.0 percentage points).

Expenditures for personal consumption of households (all house-
holds) in the Republic of Serbia amounted to 16462 RSD per household
member, presenting and increase of 14,0% in relation to 2010 (14438
RSD in 2010).Personal consumption expenditures for households from
urban areas amounted to 17660 RSD per member (15876 in 2010), and
in households from other areas they amounted to 14964 RSD per
household member (12603 in 2010).

The biggest share in the structure of personal consumption ex-
penditures has been observed in food and beverages (42.9%), followed
by expenditures for housing services, water, electricity, gas and other
fuels (15.6%), as well as expenses for transport (8.7%). Regarding
households in urban areas, 42.5% relate to expenditures for food and
non-alcoholic beverages, 16.5% to housing services, water, electricity,
gas and other fuels and 8.7% to transportation expenses, while in
households from other areas, this share is 43.4%, 14.5% and 8.7%
respectively.

The structure of personal consumption in 2011 has not signifi-
cantly changed if compared to 2010.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on available budget and individual consumption of house-
holds have been obtained from Household Budget Survey, harmonized
with international standards and recommendations of EUROSTAT, ILO
and UN, thus providing international data comparability. The mentioned
statistical survey provides the data in 15- or 16- day periodicity. The data
presented in this Yearbook refer to one-year period.

In addition to data on receipts, expenditure and personal con-
sumption, this survey also collects the data on main indicators of living
standard (dwelling conditions, supply with durable consumer goods, type
of dwelling / house heating, etc.), as well as basic data related to demo-
graphic, economic and socio-economic households’ characteristics.

The survey applies the method of diary keeping and interview
method, questionnaire - based.

Coverage

The survey encompassed 4592 households from the territory of
the Republic of Serbia.

A survey unit is taken to be every single — or several — member
household, selected according to the sample plan. A household is: a) a
community of persons, whose members live and prepare food together
and jointly spend the earned income; b) a single person, living, preparing
food and spending the earned income on his/her own.

In this survey, a two-stage stratified sample is applied with enu-
meration districts as primary and households as secondary selection
units. Basic geographic strata are the territories of Central Serbia and
Vojvodina. 200 households have been interviewed every fifteen days, i.e.
4800 households annually.

The survey covers all households, from urban and from other
area.

Definitions

Available household budget comprises income in money, money
value of natural consumption and receipt in kind, which were available to
households in the respective survey period.

Household income in money:

Regular salaries and wages cover the income from regular em-
ployment.

Other incomes comprise: money receipts for overtime work, pur-
suant to work contract, author’s contract, etc.

Pensions (old-age, survivors’, disablement and other) cover re-
ceipts on the basis of pension and disability insurance and supplemen-
tary payments.

Other social insurance related receipts include: social aid, sup-
plements and other welfare receipts; receipts in cases of unemployment
and temporary unemployment; alimentation and support; health insur-
ance related receipts; disability insurance receipts and supplements;
children’s allowances; student grants and remuneration, i.e. compensa-
tions for students trained for skilled workers.

Donations and awards comprise money donations, lottery related
receipts, etc.

Customer and investment credits refer to credits raised in the last
12 months.

Other receipts refer to: saving deposits raised, lending returns, de-
creased cash amounts kept in households, refunded nationalized es-
tates, life insurance and real estate insurance premium, etc.

Household receipts in kind:

Earned receipts in kind include food, clothes, footwear, household
expenditures (electricity, phone, registration, car fuel, etc.), paid by em-
ployer.

Natural consumption comprises the value of products from own
production of households that are used for individual consumption (food,
beverages, fuel-wood, etc.)

Individual consumption of households is presented by COICOP
classification groups. Published data refer to available budget and indi-
vidual consumption in 2011 and they present monthly average values by
a household member, expressed in RSD.

Data are published for all households —total and for urban and
other areas (mostly rural or mixed households) separately.

BENEFICIARIES OF BUDGETARY FUNDS AND PUBLIC
CONSUMPTION

The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia publishes data on
incomes and expenditure of budgetary funds beneficiaries in the Repub-
lic of Serbia. The data are presented according to the Classification of
Activities, 2010.

In respect to public administration and compulsory social insur-
ance in the Republic of Serbia, when compared with 2009, incomes
increased by 3.7% and expenditure by 6.9% in 2010.

In 2010, incomes for the educational system in the Republic of
Serbia, when compared with 2009, increased by 3.0% and expenditures
by 2.7%.

In 2010, incomes for human health and social work activities in the
Republic of Serbia, when compared with 2009, increased by 2.5% and
expenditures by 1.8%.

In 2010, incomes for arts, entertainment and recreation activities

in the Republic of Serbia, when compared with 2009, increased by 3.2%,
and expenditures were up by 3.3%.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on generated income and expenditure of budgetary funds
beneficiaries have been obtained by means of the regular statistical
survey ,,Complex Annual Survey for Budgetary Funds Beneficiaries, the
questionnaire thereof being completed on the basis of annual financial
statements and other available accounting records.

Data on public revenues and their distribution have been gathered
and processed by the Ministry of Finance, Treasury Administration by
means of the report T — Safe Deposit on Gross Payment, Return and
Distribution of Public Revenues.
