Preface

Leningrad region, the first “oblast” region in the country, was created on 1st August
1927 from the 5 provinces of Leningrad, Murmansk, Novgorod, Pskov and Cherepovets;
it had an area of 360,400 km’. From 1935 to 1940 the borders of the region were
changed four more times. The modern borders of Leningrad region were created in
November 1944, when terrtories from which Novgorod and Pskov regions were founded
were removed from it, while three regions of the Karelia-Finnish SSR and territory which
had earlier belonged by the Tartusk agreement of 1920 to Estonia, were incorporated into
it. Now the area of Leningrad region is 84,500 km’. In its temitory are situated 29 towns,
38 urban settlements and about 3,000 rural localities. At the beginning of 1995 1,700,000
people lived in the region. The density of population is 18 inhabitants per square
kilometre. The region has a state border with two countries, Finland and Estonia.

Leningrad region has a rich history. A trade route, “from Variagian to the Greeks’,
passed through it, the troops of Ivan the Terrible and Peter the Great fought for the
Russian outlet to the shores of the Baltic sea.

The terrtory of Leningrad region contains the largest lakes in Europe - Lake
Ladoga and Lake Onega, and more than 1800 small lakes. The region has a dense and
branching river network of a total length of about 50,000 km. The principal river of the
region is the Luga which runs for 272 km in the Leningrad region.

The most important of the mineral reserves are peat, bauxite, oil shale and
phosphorite, granite, diabase and limestone.

The territory of the region contains 20 objects of historical and cultural heritage of
federal importance, of which the following stand out: Staroladozhsky historical and
architectural and archaeological museum-reserve in the Volkhovsk region, the historical
and architectural and nature museum and reserve “Park Monrepo” in the town of Vyborg.
The state historical and cultural palace/park museumvreserve “Gatchina” and
Shlisselburg fortress “Oreshek” at the spot where the river Neva flows out from Lake
Ladoga. Also regarded as noteworthy sights are 16 monuments of town-planning
architecture at Vyborg, Gatchina, Kingisepp, Shlisselburg and in four regions:
Boksitogorsk, Kingisepp, Lomonosov and Tosno.

Thanks to the proximity of such a large industrial centre as St. Petersburg,
Leningrad region is distinguished by well developed industry, which accounts for a large
part of the overall volume of income generated from all types of economic activity. The
most important sectors are fuel and petroleum refining, electricity generation, the building
materials industry, forestry, timber processing and cellulose and paper industry. More
than 80% of output by companies in Leningrad region lies in industrial and engineering
production. One of Russia's 9 atomic power stations is situated within the region.

The agriculture of the region is suburban in character and specialises in meat and
dairy farming, poultry farming and vegetable growing. The main sector is livestock
farming, accounting for about 75% of the volume of agricultural production in the region.



In Leningrad region, railway and road communications are comparatively
developed. The three divisions of the October railway (St.Petersburg, Vitebsk,
Volkhovstroevsk) ensure communication between the region and other regions of Russia,
and with foreign countnes near and far.

An appreciable contribution to the increased importance given to the region's
transport will be made by the planned “St. Petersburg - Moscow” intercity express route.

There are two sea ports in the region, Viyborg and Viysotsk, and two river ports
“Podporozhje™ and Sviritsk river port. The construction of another three ports is planned.

Interesting prospects are opening up for Leningrad region in connection with the
expansion of business collaboration with its neighbour Finland. One of the first fruits of
that collaboration could be the improvement of the road economy of the province and the
expansion of rail transport of export cargo.

Brief glossary

Urban population means people living in urban areas established by
legisiative decrees as urban, workers, spa and countr) holiday settlements. All the
rest of the population is rural.

Evening (shift) sehools means general educational establishments which
provide an opportuniy for study al any age (to workers and unemployed people),
offering a basikc general secondary (complete) education in both day schools and
evening schools

Stadium - a building desighed for educational and training activities and
compelitions, contaning a sports arena, spectator stands and separate sports areas
(flelds) for vanous sports, all situated in the same place. The structure of the stadium
may contain covered buldings.

Sports halls - buildings (premises), with appropriate facilties and designed
for educational and training activities and competitions, for various types of sports.

Pensions - a sum of money which is statutory paid to the population by the
government, under conditions stipulated by pensions legislation.

Old age pension - a type of pension paid to men on reaching the age of 60
years who have a work record of not less than 25 years, and to women on reaching
the age of 55 years who have a work record of not less than 20 years.

Disability pension - a type of pension paid on onset of disability following
an accident at work, industrial injury, general illness, war injury or illness contracted
during the period of military service. Disability means impairment of a person's
health, with persistent impairment of body functions, leading to complete or
substantial loss of the person's ability to work, or to difficulties in daily life.

Completion of servise pension - a type of pension paid in connection with
duration of work underground, other work with particularly harmful working
conditions, and also some other professional activities

Social pension - a type of pension paid to men on reaching the age of 65
years and to women on reaching the age of 60 years, who for some reason do not
have the right to a pension in connection with their work or other socially-useful

Loss of provider pension (for each member of a family who is unable to
work) - a type of pension pajd to a person unable to work who is a member of the
family of a person who has died, providing for their maintenance (children,
grandchildren, under the age of 18, invalids etc).

Volume of paid services for the population - earnings in terms of
resources introduced or recejved directly from citizens, by whom services have been
performed, or from businesses, organisations in payment for services done for their
workers. This volume /s calculated on the basis of data from the government
statistical survey and records of services, done by phyaiaal persons.

Paid services for the population include : domestic services, passenger
transport, commgnlc:/t/om, ,r:/un/o/po/ housing, maintenance of children in pre-schoz
establishments, Iravel excursions, phyaml fraining and sport, medicine, health, leg

Urban housing stock - housing stock situated in towns and urban

settliements
Rural housing stock - housing stock situated in populated rural areas.
The number of dwellings is calculated on the basis of type of property:

stock of individual dwellings - housing stock, in the ownership of citizens
and housing stock, in the ownership of legal persons (related to the status of
individual owners), including house-building co-operatives,

government housing stock - federal departmental and republic
departmental (within Russia), provincial, regional housing stock, of the cities of
Moscow and St Petersburg,

municipal housing stock - housing stock in the ownership of the region, of
the town, and even of the departmental stock, fully managed by municipal
enterprises or coming within the operation of the administration of municipal
establishments;

public housing stock - housing stock in the ownership of the public
organisations.

collective housing stock - housing stock in the joint or share-based
ownership of several individuals in private, state or municipal ownership, ownership
of public corporations.

Consumption of food stuffs - the calculation per head of population
includes details of individual consumption of food products by the population in real
terms, obtained from all sources which organise food resources.

Rolling stock - the layout of the table suggests that it refers to the next
three sub-categones, which are clearly road vehicles.

Foreign countries - countries of the world which are not within the
Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) - the republics of the former Soviet
Union, excluding Latvia, Lithuania and Estonia.
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
