General Note. — The statistics concerning air navigation are
not uniform. The data given in the table relate as far as possible
to regular services run by air navigation companies ; occasional
flights, pleasure flights, chartered flights (for instance, in con-
nection with forestry or mine-prospecting operations etc.) have
not been included.

Contrary to the principle adopted in certain national statistics,
the data reproduced in the tables do not, as a general rule,
include traffic operated by foreign companies ; but they do
include traffic operated abroad. This distinction, based on
the concept of the flag rather than on that of political frontiers,
is necessary owing to the international and even intercontinental
character of air navigation. {It is, moreover, the only means
of avoiding overlapping. For this reason, countries in which
air traffic exists but which have no companies of their own
are, as a rule, not mentioned in the table.

The figures for distances covered show the number of kilo-
metres (in thousands) actually flown on regular services. In
the majority of cases, the figures for passenger-kilometres
include paying passengers as well as passengers carried free
of charge, but do not usually take account of the crew. The
figures for mail carried apparently include newspapers in somie
cases, but not in others. The figures for freight are not uniform
either ; in most cases, they do not include the companies own
service traffic, but include luggage. As a rule, only luggage in
excess of the quantity carried free of charge appears to be
included in the statistics.

relatives a 1’Asie, & I’Océanie et, avant 1935, aux Etats-Unis.
Il y a lieu de rappeler toutefois qu’une partie plus ou moins
considérable du trafic dans ces continents est en fait comprise
dans les données relatives au trafic intercontinental de I’Europe
(Allemagne, France, Pays-Bas et Royaume-Uni) et des Etats-
Unis (trafic avec I’Amérique Centrale et du Sud).

The table above represents a summary by continents and
for the world of the detailed data given for the respective
countries. Part (b) of the Summary Table — ton-kilometres —
represents an aggregate for passenger, freight and mail traffic.
The number of passenger-kilometres has been converted into
ton-kilometres by taking the average weight of a passenger
with his luggage at 80 kilogrammes.

In view of the incomplete character of these statistics, this
summary is necessarily only approximate. In order to render
the figures as comparable as possible as between different
years, recourse has in some cases been had to estimates.
As certain countries have had to be omitted, the continental
and world totals, and more particularly those relating to ton-
kilometres, are not complete. The most important lacuna
in part (b) (ton-kilometres) are due to the omission of several
African countries and of the whole of Central and South America,
and also to incomplete statistics for Asia, Oceania and, prior
to 1935, the United States. It should, however, be noted that
a more or less considerable proportion of the traffic in these
continents is actually represented by the data relating to the
inter-continental traffic of Europe (Germany, France, the
Netherlands and the United Kingdom) and of the United
States (traffic with Central and South America).

. Despite the lacune referred to, the table is believed to afford
a fairly satisfactory indication of the trend of development
of the air traffic in the world.

Total A contains complete data for the internal traffic of the
United States ; total B excludes the internal freight and
mail traffic of the United States.

GENERAL NOTE.

Unless otherwise stated, the figures are based on official
statements, the majority of which have been supplied directly
by the respective governments. These statements have been
rearranged whenever necessary, so as to secure greater compa-
rability. All the statements are merely estimates and the figures
given for certain items are to some extent conjectural in;character.

The data are expressed in terms of gold dollars at the old parity.

‘Where the original statements were made out in depreciated
currencies, conversion had to be made at the average exchange
rate for the year. .

Further details and explanations as to the manner in which
the figures are calculated will be found in League of Nations
annual publications on balances of payments (last issue entitled
Balances of Payments, 1935).

The figures do not represent actual money transfers, but, as
closely (as possible, an account of international money trans-
actions booked.

In theory, the deficit or surplus on account of goods, services
and gold should agree with the net inward or outward move-
ment of capital. The final balance that, in practice, occurs
(col. 10 of the table) represents errors and omissions. In certain
cases, the discrepancy is so large that no deductions with
regard to the magnitude of the capital movement can be safely
drawn.

The absence of such a balance in the last column does not
necessarily mean that the statement concerned is rigidly exact,
for, in most of these cases, the figures entered in one of the
preceding columns (frequently that for short-term capital opera-
tions) are not based on direct evidence but calculated as balan-
cing accounts. They include, therefore, allowances for possible
errors and omissions in the other columns. This method im-
plies that the figures that are based on direct evidence are fairly
complete, or that errors and omissions can be considered as
offsetting each other. Such indirectly calculated figures are
given in brackets.

The main characteristics of the items shown in the table are:

Merchandise (col. 1). — The basic figures for the balances
include silver bullion and coin other than gold. The original
data have beenj adjusted so as to represent the c.i.f. value
of imports and f.o.b. value of exports, by taking into consi-
deration such items as import freights, under- and over-valuations
of imports and exports, contraband and various categories
of goods not included in trade returns.

Interest and dividends (col.2). — Interest and dividends re-
invested in the country where they are earned, and thus never
entering into international payments, are in most cases included
in this column and offset in the columns for capital movements.

Other services (col. 3). — This group includes such items as
shipping freights earned in international trade (as merchandise
imports are shown c.i.f. and merchandise exports f.o0.b.,
the total of such freights has been included, even the portion
which involves no international payments), transit earnings,
expenditure of tourists and travellers, diplomatic and other

dépenses de touristes et de voyageurs, les dépenses diplomatiques
et autres des gouvernements, etc., et, d’autre part, certains
transferts monétaires qui n’entrent pas, & proprement parler,
sous la dénomination de services, tels que les sommes détenues
par les’émigrants et les remises effectuées par eux et tous les paie-
ments faits au titre des réparations, qu’ils soient en espéces ou en
nature.

Government expenditure, etc. ; further, certain money transfers
not properly of the nature of services, such as emigrants’ funds
and remittances, and all reparation payments, whether in
cash or in kind. Reparations in kind are, however, included
also in the merchandise group under the opposite sign, and
accordingly do not affect the total balance of the account,
The reason for including reparation payments in col. 3 is that
it is not generally possible to divide them into amortisation
(capital item) and interest. On the other hand, the service
of war debts and other inter-governmental debts is, unless
otherwise indicated (as in the case of the United Kingdom and
France), split up into interest and amortisation (col. 2 and 7).

Total goods and services (col. 4). — This item represents
most nearly the balance of the current transactions, except
in cases where the gold transfers given in the following column
are wholly or partly of a merchandise nature.

Gold (col. 5). — The figures given in the trade returns have
in some cases been adjusted on account of unrecorded gold
movements. In the case of certain countries (e.g., the United
States), changes in the amount of gold under earmark held
for foreign account in the country, or for national account
abroad, are grouped with the recorded trade in gold.

No attempt has been made to separate banking transfers
of gold from other gold movements. Thus, for example, the
South African gold exports from the mines are shown in col. 5,
although of a merchandise nature.

Long-term capital items (col. 7). — This column refers to
such items as amortisation of long-term debts, purchases and
sales of securities and real estate, new capital issues floated
and direct long-term investments.

Short-term capital items (col. 8). — These data refer to mer-~
chandise credits and other floating assets and debts of banks,
enterprises, etc., and are, as a rule, not comprehensive. The
figures are generally calculated as the difference between the
amounts outstanding at the beginning and the end of the
year, allowance being made for changes due to variations in
exchange rates, insolvency, ete. Figures obtained by deduction
and entered, as mentioned above, as balancing accounts are
given in brackets.

« Liste minimum de marchandises pour les statistiques du com-
merce international », dont le présent tableau donne un résumé, a
été préparée par le Comité d’experts statisticiens de la Société des
Nations créé en vertu de la Convention internationale de 1928
concernant les statistiques économiques.

La «Liste minimum » compléte, accompagnée d’un exposé
détaillé des principes dont le Comité s’est inspiré dans son éla-
boration, a été publiée dans le rapport du Comité d’experts statis-
ticiens au Conseil de la Société des Nations sur les travaux de sa
quatrieme session (Série de publications de la Société des Nations.
— II. Questions économiques et financieres. — 1935.11.A.10).

Le présent tableau contient des chiffres relatifs & tous les pays
pour lesquels on disposait de renseignements au moment ol le
volume a été envoyé i l'impression. Il indique, en outre, tous les
pays qui, au mois de mars 1937, avaient manifesté leur intention
de publier des statistiques conformément 4 la nouvelle classification
internationale & I'exception de la Yougoslavie, qui n’établira des
statistiques que pour les «sections” et « chapitres» de la « Liste
minimum »,

La «Liste minimum » a pour principal objet de fournir des
statistiques comparables pour un grand nombre de marchandises
ou de groupes de marchandises de méme nature ; elle est divisée
en 17 sections, 50 chapitres et 456 positions, dont 126 se subdi-
visent en deux ou plusieurs sous-positions. La division par sections
et chapitres a été surtout adoptée pour la commodité de la pré-
sentation. Du point de vue analytique, les positions de la liste sont
regroupées d’aprés le degré de préparation et 'usage auquel les
marchandises sont destinées. Les groupes suivants, établis d’aprés
T'usage, figurent dans le présent tableau :

Matiéres pour la production :

1. Mati¢res pour la production d’aliments, de boissons et
de tabac.

2. Matiéres pour la production agricole.

3. Matieres non durables pour 1'industrie et le commerce
(excepté 1 et 2).

4. Mati¢res durables pour I'industrie et le commerce.

5. Huiles et graisses animales et végétales et leurs matitres
premiéres.

6. Combustibles, énergie dectrique et lubrifiants.

7. Equipement et outillage pour I'agriculture, I'industrie et
le commerce.

Articles préts a la consommation :

8. Produits alimentaires, boissons et tabac.
9. Autres articles de consommation courante.
10. Articles durables (équipement des consommateurs).

Cette classification permet également un regroupement de
toutes les marchandises en articles non durables : (groupes : 1,
2,3, 5,6, 8,9) et articles durables : (groupes : 4, 7, 10).

En outre, chacun des groupes de la classification d’aprés I'usage
se subdivise, selon le degré de préparation, en @) articles bruts,
b) articles ayant subi une transformation simple et ¢) articles
ayant subi une transformation plus avancée. Faute de place, seule
la classification des importations et exportations totales d’aprés
le degré de préparation figure dans le présent tableau.

On trouvera les chiffres qui ont servi de base aux pourcentages
(pour autant qu'ils étaient disponibles en octobre 1936) et des
détails complémentaires sur la nouvelle classification dans les
« Statistiques du Commerce international, 1935 » (Geneve, 1936).

Note. — The new international classification entitled “ Minimum
List of Commodities for International Trade Statistics **, of which
the present table contains a summary, has been prepared by the
Committee of Statistical Experts of the League of Nations set
up under. the terms of the International Convention relating to
Economic Statistics of 1928.

The complete *“ Minimum List ”’, accompanied by a detailed
statement regarding the principles which guided the Committee
in its preparation, was published in the Report of the Committee
of Statistical Experts to the Council of the League of Nations on
the Work of its Fourth Session (Series of League of Nations
Publications — II. Economic and Financial. — 1935.11.A.10).

The present table contains figures for all countries for which
information was available at the time this volume went to press.
It indicates, in addition, all countries which, up to March 1937,
had stated their intention to publish statistics in conformity with
the new international classification, with the exception of
Yugoslavia, which will only compile statistics for the * sections
and ““ chapters ” of the “ Minimum List ”.

The main object of the * Minimum List™ is to secure compar-
able trade statistics for a large number of individual commodities
or groups of nearly related commodities ; it is divided into 17
sections, 50 chapters and 456 items, 126 of which are subdivided
into two or more sub-items. This grouping mainly serves the
purpose of convenience of presentation; for analytical purposes,
the items of the List are regrouped in accordance with the stage
of production and the use to which the commodities are put.
The grouping according to use is as follows :

Materials for Production :

1. Of human food, beverages and tobacco.

. For agricultural production.

. Non-durable materials (except groups 1 and 2) for industry
and commerce.

. Durable materials for industry and commerce.

. Animal and vegetable oils and fats and materials therefor.

. Fuels, electrical energy and lubricants.
7. Capital equipment for agriculture, industry and commerce.

Articles ready for Consumers’ Use :

8. Food, beverages and tobacco.
9. Other articles for current consumption.
10. Consumers’ capital equipment.

This classification allows also a regrouping of all commodities
into non-durable goods (groups: 1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 8, 9), and durable
goods (groups : 4, 7, 10).

In addition, each of the groups by use is subdivided in accordance
with the stage of production into (a) crude, (b) simply trans-
formed and (c) more elaborately transformed articles. For reasons
of space, only the distribution of the total imports and exports
by stage of production has been given in the present table.

The basic figures for the percentages shown in the table (so
far as they were already available in October 1936) and further
details of this new classification are given in the volume Interna-

tional Trade Statistics 1935, Geneva, 1936.
