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In cases where 'the tables of the Statistical Year-Book

embody a territorial presentation resulting from recent events,
it must be understood that such form of presentation is adopted
solely for the purpose of providing a geographical basis for
the accompanying statistical series. It does not in any
sense prejudge the character of the territorial changes in
question.

The same applies to the notes to Table 2, which give infor-
mation regarding those changes, and to other similar cases.
