Definitions and terms used in this publication

Population group

For some purposes, Statistics South Africa continues to
classify people by population group in order to monitor
progress as we move from the apartheid-based
discrimination of the past. Although the four groups
correspond with the four main groups of the apartheid
era, membership of these groups is now based on self-
perception and self-classification, not on a legal
definition.

Economically active

A person of working age (15-65 years) who is available
for work, and is either employed or unemployed.

Not economically active

Persons not in the labour force, such as
housewives/homemakers, students and scholars,
pensioners and retired people, and any others not
seeking work during the reference period.

Official or strict definition of unemployment

Those people within the economically active population
who: (a) did not work in the seven days prior to the
reference day; (b) wanted to work and were available to
start work within two weeks; and (c) had taken active
steps to look for work or start some form of self-
employment in the previous four weeks.
