As from December 2004, Stats SA introduced a new employment statistics survey that covers all employing enterprises in the formal non-agricultural business sector of
the South African economy that is registered for Income Tax (IT), resulting in the extensive coverage of all small businesses. Previously the coverage was restricted to
both employing and non-employing VAT registered enterprises with an annual turnover of R300 000 or more. By restricting the coverage to employing businesses, the
new survey is able to provide estimates for employment and earnings as well as estimates for average monthly earnings, that is in accordance with the International
Labour Organisation (ILO) definitions and concepts. The publication of a breakup of information subjected to each industry is not considered at the moment.
