The National Statistical Institute (NSI) has the pleasure to submit to the attention of national and foreign
users of statistical information the 78th edition of the ‘Statistical Yearbook of the Republic of Bulgaria 2011°
in printed and electronic format.

This issue provides current statistical information about the demographic, economic and social development
of the country for the 2003 - 2009 period in different territorial and classification aggregations and breakdowns.

According to the Law on Statistics, official source of information in the Republic of Bulgaria is the National
Statistical System, which comprises of the National Statistical Institute, the Bodies of Statistics and the
Bulgarian National Bank.

The source of information is mandatory mentioned in the Statistical Yearbook. When the source of information
is not specified, data published are based on NSI surveys’ results.

Data on the demographic, social and economic development at regional level are included in the Regional
Review Section. The administrative - territorial units districts’ are presented according to the Law of the
Administrative Territorial Structure of the Republic of Bulgaria, while the territorial units for statistical
purposes, i.e. ‘Statistical zones’ and ‘Statistical regions, are presented according to the Classification of
Territorial Units for Statistics in Bulgaria that corresponds to Eurostat NUTS classification.

The yearbook is designed thematically by chapters and each chapter contains methodological notes.

Value indicators for 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007, 2008 and 2009 are given in Levs (BGN) after the
denomination in 1999.

Data, included in the International Review Section, allow for making comparisons between Bulgaria and
other countries. Most recent data available at NSI at the time of preparation of the edition are published.

Aggregated results of the European Comparisons Programme (ECP) on Purchasing Power Parities (PPP),
price level indices and real GDP per capita, estimated by Eurostat as of December 26, 2011 are also presented.

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I. BASICINDICATORS ABOUT THE DEMOGRAPHIC,
SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE
COUNTRY FORTHE 1990 - 2009 PERIOD

The present chapter contains information on
basic indicators characterizing the demographic,
social and economic development of the country
for the 1990 - 2009 period.

The methodology for computing the different
indicators is presented in the methodological notes
at the main chapters.

When estimating the real change of household
income and expenditure, wages and salaries and
the monthly pension paid to a retired person, the
so-called average annual consumer price index
is used as a deflator. It represents an index of a
level, Laspeyres type and is computed as a relation
between the sums of the monthly indices for two
consecutive years at one and the same basis (1995 =
100). More information regarding methodological
questions and practical solutions in respect to the
deflator for estimating the real changes of some
volume indicators can be found on the NSI website
(www.nsi.bg).

The chapter includes two consumer price
indices (December to December of the preceding
year): the indices officially published until now in
NSI publications, and the revised indices according
to Eurostat requirements for constructing and
producing a harmonized consumer price index
and also according to International Monetary Fund
recommendations.

Il. TERRITORY, SURFACE AREA AND CLIMATE

Data about the territory of the Republic of
Bulgaria, geographical coordinates, frontiers,
mountains and their major peaks, major rivers
and natural lakes is obtained from the Geodesy,
Cartography and Cadastre Agency at the Ministry
of Regional Development and Public Works.

Data about main meteorological stations and
other meteorological information are taken from the
National Institute of Meteorology and Hydrology at
the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences.

The difference in data on territory compared to
those published in ‘Statistical Yearbook 1986’ is due
to new methods of calculation.

The length of the rivers (Table 5) within the
territory of Bulgaria as well as the length of the
rivers, passing through the country’s territory are
indicated.

The mountains, rivers and natural lakes (Table
4,5 and 6) are published in alphabet order according
to their names and major mountain peaks are
arranged in a descending order according to their
altitude in the corresponding mountain.

The expenditure on acquisition of tangible
fixed assets with ecological use constitutes part
of the total expenditure on acquisition of tangible
fixed assets in the country. The expenditure on
acquisition of tangible and intangible fixed assets
includes the outlays invested in building up
new objects; reconstruction of existing tangible
fixed assets with ecological use, as well as those
on licenses, patents, know-how, acquisition of
monitoring and control equipment, and others.

® Expenditure on maintenance and exploitation
of tangible fixed assets with ecological use.

The expenditure on maintenance of tangible fixed
assets with ecological use and the undertakings
implemented to protect and restore the
environment include expenditure on exploitation

The methods applied in data collection for
both tangible fixed assets with ecological use and
expenditure on their acquisition and maintenance
are in conformity with the Accountancy Law,
National Accounting Scheme and National
Accounting Standards.

Information on water use is ensured by
conducting the following annual statistical surveys:

B Survey on water supply, sewage - exhaustive
survey. Data is collected from public water supply
companies dealing with water collection, treatment,
water supply and wastewater collection, discharge
and treatment (water supply companies/UWWTP
operators and irrigation systems).

B Survey on water use - partial statistical sur-
vey focused on the larger water users. Criterion for
coverage is the usage by enterprises of more than
36 thousand m3 of water annually for their activ-
ity. Enterprises below this criterion also submit data
on a voluntary basis. The survey includes WPPs and
PAWPPs. Water abstraction by physical entities is
not observed.

The presented results are calculated based on
reported statistical data, proportions and estimates.
Data by economic activities for 2008 and 2009 were
aggregated at CEA 2008 (NACE, Rev. 2).

To fresh surface waters are assigned waters at
the land, and to the underground - all water located
beneath the ground in the saturation zone and in
direct contact with earth layers.

Municipal waste is the waste resulting from
activities of people in homes, in administrative,
social and public buildings. Included here is also
the waste from commercial outlets, crafts, resort
and entertainment facilities, which are non-
hazardous, and the same time, their quantity or
composition will not obstruct to be treated together
with the household waste. Sources of data about
municipal waste are the municipal administrations.
The survey covers landfill sites, where household
waste is deposited by means of a municipal waste
collection system. The quantity of collected waste
in landfill sites without weighing equipment is
usually estimated on the basis of data in transport
documents. Due to a change in the methodology
an estimation was made about total generated
municipal waste from the settlements both served
and non-served by municipal waste collection
systems.

Construction waste meansboth waste resulting
from construction activities at construction sites
and waste from demolition or reconstruction of
buildings and other facilities. In addition to waste
from construction and demolition it includes
also the soil excavated from contaminated sites.

The National Center of Public Health
Protection supplies data on noise pollution.

The Ministry of Environment and Water is
the source of data on protected natural scenery.

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IV. POPULATION AND DEMOGRAPHIC PROCESSES

Basic concepts and sources of data

Survey objects in the demographic statistics are
population and demographic events.

The population is defined at a given critical
moment. The critical moment used in the current
demographic statistics is 31.12 of the respective
year. The units of the population aggregates are the
particular persons.

Demographic events (births, deaths, marriages,
divorces and migration) are defined as periodical
aggregates. Units of these periodical aggregates
are the separate demographic events, which are
homogeneous by characteristics. Demographic
events are registered at the moment of their
occurrence and the respective periodical aggregates
for a given period of time are created. A calendar
year is covered by the demographic statistics.

The data on population are a result of the
regular censuses and of the respective calculations
by means of the natural and migration increase,
received from the current demographic statistics for
the years between censuses.

Data source on the natural movement and
internal migration of the population are the National
Civil Registration System.

The main categoryused in current demographic
statistics and the population census is ‘resident
population’ This category includes persons who
live permanently in the country and have not left
it officially as of 31.12. of the respective year for a
period more than one year.

The data on the urban and rural population
are received in accordance with the status of the
settlements as of 31.12.2009.

The data for the population and its natural
and migration movement by regions are given
in accordance with the administrative-territorial
division of the country as of 31.12.2009.

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All  demographic events (births, deaths,
marriages, divorces, internal migration) during the
year and the population as of 31.12. are distributed
in a regional aspect (planning regions, districts,
municipalities and settlements) by persons’ ‘present
address’. The ‘present address’ replaces the citizens’
address registration in force until 1.01.2000 and
corresponds to a person’s residence.

The different demographic processes are
referred in the following way: births - to the
settlement pointed as a present address of the new
born child; deaths - to the settlement where is the
present address of the deceased; marriages and
divorces - to the settlement where the husband’s
present address is or in case the present address of
husband is abroad - the settlement where the wife’s
present address is.

The age in completed years is calculated on the
basis of the birth date and the date of the respective
demographic event, i.e. this is the age reached at the
occurrence date of the event.

The population age at the end of the year is
calculated as of 31.12. in completed years.

The population at the age of 0 includes the
live births which have occurred only during the
respective reference year. The live births which
have occurred in previous years, but registered in
the reference year, are included in the total number
of live births and distributed in the respective
population ages.

The term ‘birth’ means the completion of
pregnancy that result in child bearing. It includes
births of live born and stillborn children, excluding
abortions.

The ‘births’ indicator includes the number
of live born and stillborn children and not the
different cases of births that can be of one, two or
more children.

In accordance with the methodology valid up
to 2008 inclusive, the definitions about the born
children’ status are the following:

® A live born child is the one, who weighs 1 000
or more grams and has shown signs of life at the
completion of pregnancy no matter its duration.

At the presence of one
of these signs it is considered that the child is born
alive.

m If the foetus weighs less than 1 000 grams
it is accepted as live born if it has been alive for at
least 6 days.

m A stillborn child is the one who has not
shown signs of life and its length is 35 or more
centimeters at the completion of pregnancy or the
pregnancy has continued at least 28 weeks. The
number of stillborn children does not include the
abortions, which are premature interruptions of
pregnancy in unnatural or natural way.

In accordance with the same methodology an
abortion is defined as interruption of the pregnancy
when the foetus has not shown signs of life and its
length is below 35 centimeters or the pregnancy
has continued less than 28 weeks. It is accepted that
abortions are also the cases when the foetus weighs
less than 1 000 grams and has not lived at least 6
days from the birth.

Since 2009 according to Decree No 32 from
30.12.2008 of the Ministry of health, the following
definitions about the born children’s status have
been applied:

® A live born child is the one, who has shown
signs of life at the completion of pregnancy no
matter its duration.

m A foetus with a weight below 600 grams
and/or duration of pregnancy less than 22 weeks is
accepted as live born if it has been alive for at least 3
days. A stillborn child is the one who has not shown
signs of life and its weight is 600 and more grams at
the completion of pregnancy and/or the pregnancy
has continued at least 22 weeks.

In accordance with the new Decree an abortion
is defined as interruption of the pregnancy when
the foetus has not shown signs of life and its weight
is below 600 grams and/or the pregnancy has
continued less than 22 weeks. It is accepted that
abortions are also the cases when the foetus has not
lived at least 3 days from the birth.

Since 2005 data on causes of deaths are based
on the International statistical Classification of
Diseases and Related Health Problems - Tenth
Revision. Source of data are death certificates.

Since 2007 the mechanical movement of
the population has included all persons changed

The immigrants by districts, municipalities and
settlements include as well persons arrived in
Bulgaria from other countries. The emigrants by
districts, municipalities and settlements include
as well persons departed from Bulgaria to other
countries. The migration increase is a result from
internal and external migration.

Main demographic indicators

The age structure of the population is the
distribution of the population in the different age
groups.

Population age limits for breakdown by
categories under, in and over working age are fixed
according to the accepted instruction with Decree
of Council of Ministers No 30/2000. In accordance
with this instruction the upper limit for the
population in working age increases with 6 months
each year until the completing 63 years for men
and 60 years for women. The upper limit for men
was reached in 2005 and for women was reached in
20009.

At present under working age is population
up to 15 completed years of age (both for men and
women); at working age are men aged 16 to 62 years
incl. and women aged 16 to 59 years incl; over
working age are men aged 63 years and over and
women aged 60 years and over.

The rate of demographic ageing is the rate of
increase of the relative share of the population over
working age (according to the age limit defined for
men and women) compared with the share of this
population for the previous year. It is calculated in
percentage.

The age dependency rate is the ratio between
the number of dependants (the persons aged 0 - 15
and 65 and older) and the number of independent
population (15 - 64 years) at the end of the year. It is
calculated in percentage.

Demographic replacement rate is the ratio
between the number of persons aged 15 - 19
years and the number of persons aged 60 - 64, i.e.
people entering and people exiting the working-age

The average annual number of the population
is an arithmetic average from the calculated
population at the end of the previous year and the
end of the current year.

The average annual population for 2001 and
2002 are calculated on the basis of the recalculated
annual population data for 2000 and 2001.

The crude rates of natural movement of the
population (fertility, mortality, marriage and
divorce rate) indicate respectively the number
of live-born children, the number of deceased
persons, the number of marriages and the number
of divorces per 1 000 persons of the population.
They are calculated as a ratio (per thousand) of the
respective number of each event during the year and
the average annual population for the same year.

The natural increase of the population is
calculated as a difference between the number of
live births and deaths.

The natural increase rate shows the number
of increase (decrease) of the population per 1 000
persons. It is calculated as a ratio (per thousand)
of the difference between the live births and deaths
during the year and the average annual number of
the population for the same year.

The fertility rate is the ratio between the
number of live-born infants and the average annual
number of women of reproductive age (15 - 49
years). It indicates the average number of infants
born alive per 1 000 women of reproductive age in
the reference year.

The total fertility rate is a sum of the age-
specific fertility rates during the reference year. It
indicates the average number of children (boys and
girls) a woman could bear during the period of her
reproductive age according to age-specific fertility
observed in the year under review.

The net reproduction rate represents the
average number of female children a woman might
bear during her reproductive age, who would reach
her age at birth, if fertility and mortality remain the
same as they were during the reference year, i.e. how
many girls would replace a mother under the rate of
reproduction in the given year.

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Abortion rate is the ratio between the number of
abortions and the average annual number of women
at reproductive age. It indicates the average number
of abortions per 1 000 women at reproductive age
for the respective year.

The infant mortality rate is the number of
deaths of infants under one year of age per 1 000 live
births. It is calculated as a relation (per thousand)
of the number of children who died under 1 year of
age, and the number of live-born children during
the same year.

The perinatal mortality shows the number
of stillborn and live born children who have died
during the first 6 days from birth per 1 000 births,
i.e. the mortality from the 28" week of the uterine
existence till the end of the 6™ day of life.

The neonatal mortality shows the number of
infant deaths from the first till the 27™ day of birth
per 1 000 live born children.

The late neonatal mortality is the ratio between
the number of infants who have died between the
7% and the 27" day of their life, and the number of
live-born infants per 1 000.

The postneonatal mortality is the ratio between
the number of infants who have died at the age of
28 days up to 1 year and the number of live born
children, decreased by the number of infant deaths
till 27 day.

The life expectancy indicator represents the life
expectancy of new-borns under the hypothesis that
the intensity of mortality by ages observed for the
respective year remains the same.

The migration increase (decrease) in territorial
aspect represents the difference between the number
of immigrants and emigrants to (from) a given
territorial unit. International migration balance
is calculated as a difference between number of
persons who have entered the country and those
who have left it.

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V. LABOUR MARKET

The information by main economic indicators
characterizing the labour market as a result of the
carried out statistical surveys is presented in the
present chapter.

In Table 1 are included data on employed in
national economy as a whole and by economic
activity groupings (A17 and A31, NACE.BG 2003),
inaccordance with the methodological definitions in
ESA 95. The data cover the 2001 - 2008 period. The
additional information concerning employees, self-
employed as well as the hours worked is included in
the NSI annual publication ,Main macroeconomic
indicators 2008".

The main sources of information for elaboration
of the employment data are the carried out statistical
surveys on enterprises, other institutional units and
households. Data on employees working under
labour contract and working owners are derived
from annual Enterprises’ Survey on employment,
wages and salaries and other labour costs. The
Labour Force Survey provides information of the
number of employees working under civil contract,
other type of contract or without any contract, self-
employed. Farm Structure Survey conducting by
Ministry of Agriculture and Food Supply, is used
as a source of information for self-employed in
agriculture.

The data on employed in Table 1 are based
on the resident concept of the institutional unit -
employer. The part of the differences in comparison
to the results of the other statistical surveys, are
due to the methodological reasons in the surveys
organization, coverage and used definitions.

Some total rows are not equal to the sum of the
components due to the rounding of of fugures.

Enterprises survey on employment, wages and sala-
ries and other labour costs

Object, scope and units of the survey

The survey covers all active enterprises,
irrespective of the kind of ownership, registered in
the BULSTAT official business register that have
submitted annual activity reports to NSI.

Main objectives and definitions

The main objective of the annual survey
is to collect data for estimating two of the key
macroeconomic indicators characterizing the
labour market: employed persons in all economic
activities and employees’ average annual gross
earnings. These indicators are primarily used for
macroeconomic analysis and in the following year
government budget framework. Military personnel
are not included.

The annual average number of employees
in Table 2 is an arithmetic mean of the monthly
average number of employees. The monthly average
number of employees is an average value of number
of employees in each calendar day in the month.

Gross earnings relate to the remunerations in
cash or in kind regularly received by each employee

before the deduction of any taxes or social security
contributions paid by the employee.

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International classifications used

The distribution of employees, as well as wages
and salaries by kind of activity is according to
NACE.BG 2008. The classification is in compliance
with European and international standards.

The occupational classification used (National
Occupational Classification 2006) is in compliance
with ISCO ’88 (COM).

The regional breakdown is made by the place
where the activity is going on. The 28 administrative
regions correspond to level 3 of NUTS.

Work Accidents Survey
Object, scope and units of the survey

The information for accidents at work is
obtained by administrative channels by the
National Social Security Institute (NSSI). Under the
current Social Security Code and the Ordinance
on the ascertaining, investigation, registration and
accounting of working accidents, NSSI has created
and maintained information system for accidents at
work, in which include the data of the declarations
for accidents at work. This system covers all the
cases of accidents at work, which have become with
insured persons for risk an accident at work.

Main definitions

Accident at work shall be any sudden damage
of health occurred during and in connection or
on occasion of the implemented work done in
the interest of the enterprise when it has cause
temporary inability to work, permanently reduced
ability to work or death. Accident at work shall also
be the accident happened during the usual way to
the working place.

For the reporting of accidents at work, the
ordinance also lays down following coeflicients -
indicators:

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Frequency coefficient (K) - represents the
number of working accidents per 1 000 ensured
persons. It is defined as a relation between the
number of accidents and the annual average number
of ensured persons against working accident or
occupational disease for the same reference period,
multiplied by 1 000.

Weight coefficient (K ) - represents the num-
ber of lost calendar days as result of working acci-
dents per ensured person. It is defined as a relation
between the number of calendar days lost and the
annual average number of ensured persons against
working accident or occupational disease for the
same reference period.

Harmonization of the methodology and
the statistical tools according to Eurostat
requirements and Council and Commission
regulations

The Bulgarian statistical system for accidents
at work is developed in the methodology of the
European statistics on accidents at work, phase
III. It meets the requirements of Regulation (EC)
No 1338/2008 of the European Parliament and of
the Council of 16 December 2008 on Community
statistics on public health and health and safety at
work.

Registered Unemployed Survey

Data on registered unemployed are exhaustive,
based on administrative sources. Included are
persons registered as unemployed at Labour Offices
of the National Employment Agency at the Ministry
of Labour and Social Policy, according to the Law
on Employment Promotion (in force since 2002).

According to the Law, unemployed are persons
who do not work, who are actively seeking a job,
and who are ready to take up a job within a fortnight
after being notified by the competent division of
the National Employment Agency. Persons actively
seeking a job are persons who have not refused
to attend interviews with employers as have been
arranged by a division of the National Employment
Agency, and who have called on employers at his or
her own initiative in search of an appointment to a
job.

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Labour Force Survey

Object, scope and units of the survey

The resident population of Bulgaria is covered
by the Labour Force Survey (LFS). Only private
households are surveyed. The survey covers all
persons of 15 years of age and over, members of the
selected households.

The current labour force survey provides infor-
mation about:

® [abour status of the population (employed,
unemployed and economically inactive persons);

® kinds of employment, incl. employed in the
private sector, self-employed and unpaid family
workers;

® unemployed persons, incl. those not
registered at the labour offices;

m calculation of analytic indicators.

The main average annual results from thelabour
force sample survey held in 2009 are published in
Tables 8 - 15. Annual data are calculated as average
of the four quarters of the year.

The sample used for the Labour force survey
is a two-stage stratified cluster sample. It is
designed by regions, separately for the urban and
rural population. The clusters on the first stage
are the enumeration districts, and on the second -
households. With probability proportional to the
size of regional population 2 438 enumeration
districts are chosen, within which systematically 8
households are selected. All members of 15 years
of age and over from the selected households are
interviewed. According to the rotation scheme half
of the households are replaced in the next survey.
For weighting and adjustment of the results from
2009 Labour force survey the current demographic
data as of 31st December 2008 are used.

The beginning of household budgets’ surveying
in Bulgaria with the implementation of scientific
methods for household selection dates back to 1951
and regular surveys have been conducted since 1953.

Over the vyears the methodology and
organization of the household budgets survey have
changed a number of times.

The main objective of the household budgets
survey is to produce reliable and scientifically
founded data on income, expenditure, consumption
and other elements of the living standard of the
population, as well as changes, which have occurred
during the years.

Object, scope and unit of survey

Unit of observation is every randomly chosen
ordinary household irrespective of the number of
members and their material and personal status.

A simple household in this survey is as follows:

® One person living alone, having meals
separately and having his (her) separate budget;

® Two or more persons who live in one dwelling
or part of dwelling, having their meals together and
having a common budget irrespective of whether
they are relatives. Persons who are temporarily
absent are considered members of the household -
children, students, as well as persons treated in
hospitals, sanatoria and other health establishments.

Persons who have left the household and have
formed a new household and those who have left
for an institutional household are not considered
members of the initial household.

Institutional households are not studied by the
household budgets survey.

The general population from which the
sample for the survey is formed comprises all the
households in the country.

When forming the sample a two stage random
sampling on a territorial principle is implemented
as follows:

m For the first stage the census enumeration
districts (clusters) are selected,

m At the second stage the households to be
surveyed are identified.

418 clusters, of which 270 in urban and 148 in rural
settlements. As of 1.07.1994 the size of the sample
was increased by another 3 600 households. From
1995 to July 1997 the size of the sample was 6 000
households selected from 1 000 clusters, of which 676
in the towns and 324 in the villages. As of 1.08.1997
the number of the observed households was reduced
to 3 000 and remained the same during 1998 and
1999. As of the beginning of 2000 the sample size
was enlarged to 6 000 households. As of 1.02.2002
the number of the surveyed households is 4 200 and
since 1.08.2002 it has been reduced to 3 000.

Main variables

The total income of households includes all
monetary income and that in kind irrespective of
their sources.

The cash income of households comprises
all monetary receipts from wages and salaries,
individual economic activity, property, sales of
agricultural products, animals and other property,
unemployment benefits, sick and birth payments,
other benefits, scholarships, pensions, family
allowances, insurance, gratuitously received money
from relatives and friends.

The income in kind of households comprises
the value of food and non-food products, obtained
from the household plots, agricultural enterprises,
friends and relatives as well as the value of the
increase of animals.

The evaluation of the income in kind is based
on retail prices.

The total expenditure of the households
includes all monetary and in kind expenditure on
food and non-food goods and services made during
the year.

The income, expenditure and consumption of
households are represented by income decile groups,
i.e. ten groups including equal number of persons
in an ascending range by the personal income per
capita (Tables 3, 8 and 12).

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VII. NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

National accounts data are compiled according
to the internationally accepted methodological
guidelines ’System of National Accounts, 1993
(SNA ’93), a joint issue of UN, OECD, Eurostat,
IMF and the World Bank and ‘European system
of accounts, 1995 (ESA ’95), an issue of Eurostat.
The tables present the structural components of the
gross domestic product (GDP) by the production,
the expenditure and the income approach.

The data presented are the result of the planned
in the National Statistical Programme for 2010 major
revision of GDP data. The revised data include the
following elements:

® additional assessments of non-observed
economy (underground activities, tips and shuttle
trade), based on a survey conducted within the
twinning project "Sustainable Development of
National Statistical System”;

m allocation of the Financial Intermediation
Services Indirectly Measured (FISIM) to users,
for the period 1995 - 2010, in accordance with
Regulation 448/98 and Commission Regulation
1889/2002. FISIM reflect the financial transactions
carried out between institutional sectors (non-
financial corporations, government, households,
non-profit institutions serving households) and
commercial banks (resident and non-resident).

® introduction of the method of modified
cash basis for taxes and social and health security
contributions for the period 1995 - 2010, in
accordance with Regulation No 2516/2000 on taxes
and social security contributions. By applying this
method a consistency between the time of the
transactions in the economy, representing the tax
basis, and the time of their recording in the system
of national accounts is ensured.

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The data for 2005 - 2009 are based on exhaustive
annual accounting, statistical and administrative
information.

The production approach shows the
contribution of the economy’s activities and sectors
in GDP, measured by gross value added generated
by all resident institutional units. Gross value added
is a balancing item and it is calculated as a difference
between the gross output and the intermediate
consumption. According to its designation gross
output consists of market output, output produced
for own final use and other non-market output.
Gross output and respectively gross value added
are estimated at basic prices, excluding taxes on
products but including subsidies on products.
Intermediate consumption includes inputs made
in the production process and purchased external
services. It is valued at purchasers’ prices.

Gross domestic product by the production
approach is obtained as follows:

(+) Gross value added at basic prices: total for
the economy

(+) Adjustments

= Gross domestic product at market prices.

Adjustments cover net taxes on products (taxes
on products less subsidies on products including,
non-deductible value added tax and import duties).

The data presented in Tables 1 and 2 are
grouped in conformity with the economic sector
allocation. In Tables 3, 4 and 5 data are grouped
by economic sector, activity allocation (A17). The
data by activity are presented in accordance with
the Statistical Classification of Economic Activities
of the European Union — NACE, Rev. 1.

The structure and growth rates of GDP

Data on individual consumption include the
following:

B household final consumption expenditure -
the purchases of goods and services for final use;
the value of consumed own produced goods; the
imputed rent of owner occupied dwellings;

® final consumption expenditure of non-
profit institutions serving households (NPISHs) -
the expenditure of trade unions, religious and other
NPISHs rendering goods and services to households
for free or at economically insignificant prices;

B government final consumption expenditures
on individual goods and services - the expenditures
incurred by the State budget aiming to provide
individual services such as education, culture, arts,
and health to households for free or at economically
insignificant prices.

Since 1996 individual consumption of
households is calculated according to the
internationally accepted national concept in respect
to final consumption expenditure of foreign tourists
in the country and of residents abroad. According
to the national concept monetary expenditure
of foreign tourists is recorded in the balance of
payments revenues side as exports of goods and
services and the monetary expenditure of residents
abroad is recorded in the balance of payments
expenditure side as imports of goods and services.
The application of this methodological principle
does not change the GDP level as it influences both
final consumption expenditure and net exports of
goods and services.

Collective consumption is measured by the
expenditure incurred by general government
for providing services to society as a whole -
maintenance of settlements (lighting, cleaning,
planting, grassing, etc.), science, government
administration, defence, security.

Gross fixed capital formation (GFCF) includes
the investments made during the year for the

According to the applied methodology only that
part of the expenditure on acquired existing assets
that is related to distribution and installing is
included in this aggregate and not the purchase of
existing assets itself. The evaluation of gross capital
formation is calculated by adding to GFCF the
changes in inventories of raw materials, work-in-
progress, finished goods, goods for resale, young
animals and animals for fattening.

Net exports of goods and services are measured
by the difference between exports and imports of goods
and services. Exports and imports are valued f.o.b.

GDP by income approach is compiled in
parallel with the production approach and it
shows the generation of primary incomes of all
resident economic units. The generated Gross value
added at basic prices as a resource is accounted
for either compensation of employees and taxes
on production and imports. After subsidies on
production are taken into account, the balancing
item left is gross operating surplus/mixed income.
The GDP components by income approach
grouped by activities (A17) and in conformity with
economic sector allocation are presented in Table 7
‘Generation of income account. Compensation of
employees includes the total remuneration payable
by an enterprise to an employee in return for work
done by the latter:

® wages and salaries in cash and in kind
(remuneration of employees);

m employers social contributions (actual and
imputed), health insurance and contributions to
Unemployment Fund.

Other taxes on production net represent
unrequited payments of employers to the state
budget less subsidies granted by the state budget to
economic units.

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Gross operating surplus/mixed income is a
measure of the surplus accruing from production
process. In the case of unincorporated enterprises
owned by households, the balancing item is called
‘mixed income’ and contains an unknown element
of remuneration of work done by the owner of the
enterprise or other members of the same household,
as well as the surplus. The item could be presented
in gross or in net terms regarding the consumption
of fixed capital (amortization).

The main conceptions and definitions applied
in producing standard system of national accounts,
based on European system of accounts (ESA ’95),
Chapter 13 are used in regionalizing GDP and GVA
by groups of economic activities at statistical regions
level (NUTS2).

Calculations follow the rules of the production
approach. The regional equivalent of GDP - GDPR
(gross domestic product per region) is valued at
marked prices by adding the regionalised taxes less
subsidies on products. The sum of GDPR at market
prices per region equals GDP at market prices for
national economy.

Metadata on National accounts are included
in the IMF Special Data Dissemination Standard
(SDDS).

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VIII. PRICES

The consumer price index (CPI) measures the
total relative price change of goods and services used
by households for final personal (non-production)
consumption. It is defined as a ‘pure price change’
index. The total consumer price index summarizes
the individual price indices of observed goods and
services. It is accepted as measure of inflation in the
Republic of Bulgaria.

Calculation of consumer price indices is based
on data from the monthly statistical survey of
consumer prices.

Object, scope and unit of the survey

Consumer prices i.e. prices of goods and
services used by the population for final personal
(non-production) consumption, are objects of the
survey. Specifically, prices of goods and services
included in the so called ‘consumer basket’ are
observed.

CPI coverage has a number of aspects:

® Concerning goods and services included in
CP], the prices of goods and services included in the
consumer basket are collected. In 2010 it covers 568
goods and services;

B Geographical coverage - the 27 regional
centres on the territory of the country, where the
prices are collected are observed;

® Points of observation - prices are collected
from a sample of shops, restaurants, cafes and etc.
in the settlements included in the geographical
coverage. Points of observation for 2010 are 5 844;

m Concerning the population CPI is
calculated on the basis of the consumption pattern
of households included in the Household Budget
Survey (HBS).

The units of the survey are single goods or
services, the price of which is collected in a particular
point of observation.

Consumer price indices are Laspeyres-
type indices with base weights - household final
monetary consumption expenditures (HFMCE)

The aggregate index numbers by group are
presented both as index numbers of consumer
groups, reflecting the average change in prices
of a given category of commodities and as index
numbers of main commodity groups: ‘Foods; ‘Non-
foods” and ‘Services:.

Since 1999 the NSI has applied an improved
methodology for constructing and calculating
the consumer price index according to Eurostat
requirements and IMF recommendations. In order
to ensure a comparable index series, monthly
consumer price indices are revised for the period
from January 1995 to December 2000.

Sources of information

Prices of consumer goods and services are
recorded from 5% to 25" date of each month in
the so-called ‘collector’s diary. Data are entered
into a computer at the Regional Statistical Offices
using statistical office (SO) module of the on-line
system ‘Consumer prices’ and further processed by
Statistics of Consumer Prices and PPP Division of
NSIL

International classifications used

Classification of Individual Consumption
by Purpose for the needs of Harmonized Indices
of Consumer Prices (COICOP/HICP) is used for
calculation of the National CPI.

Harmonized index of consumer prices
(HICP) is a comparable inflation measure of EU
Member States. It is one of the criteria of price
stability and for joining of the Bulgaria to the Euro-
zone.

HICP as well as CPI measures the total relative
price change of goods and services. Both indices
are calculated using common consumer basket of
goods and services and common prices, but they
are differed in using weights. HICP is calculated

National accounts (NA) are the main source
of data for construction of the HICP weights at the
highest levels of aggregation. Data from household
budget survey (HBS) is used for construction of the
weights at the lower levels of aggregation, where the
information from NA is not available. NA data for
2007 in combination with HBS data for 2009 are
used as weights for calculation of the HICP in 2010.
Weights are price-updated to December 2009 for
ensuring of the common base period of the index.

In 1997, NSI calculated for the first time a
preliminary HICP. Since the beginning of 1999,
step-by-step implementation of EC methodological
requirements for HICP production started. Till
December 2006 the elaborated HICP was closely
compliant with Eurostat’ requirements. The main
outstanding problem was fully implementation
of the domestic concept into the index. With
the implementation of the domestic concept full
compliance is achieved since January 2007.

For ensuring of the comparable index series,
monthly HICPs have been revised for the period
from January 2005 to December 2006.

The surveys on the producer prices and
the means used in agriculture are conducted in
compliance with main requirements of the Eurostat
methodology of the Agricultural Price Indices
(Handbook for Agricultural Price Indices). Thus,
harmonization with the practice in the European
Union in the domain of agricultural price statistics
and the indices in agriculture was achieved.

The survey on the producer prices in agriculture
has started in 2002 for limited number of agricultural
products and live animals for slaughtering. During the

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next years the nomenclature of the observed products
continuously was extended and from the beginning
of 2007 this survey replaced two old surveys — on
the procurement prices of crop products, live animal
for slaughtering and animal products, which were
carried out until the end of 2006.

This is a quarterly sample survey.

The observed units are:

m the agricultural producers, which production
is entirely intended for sale on the market or
contracted by processing companies;

m the wholesalers, which buy agricultural
production directly from the agricultural producers,
which is intended to the market sells or export;

®m the processing companies, which buy
agricultural products directly from the agricultural
producers for further processing.

They are selected according to the respective
criteria, after defining a threshold in quantity or
value for each product, so satisfactory observation
on the all production channels, respectively
representative prices data, could be collected.
Agricultural products, which are produced and
used in the same unit are not included in the scope
of the survey.

Within the survey the producer price of the
respective defined product is observed. This is the
price of the biggest in quantity sale/purchase in the
respective month of the observed period. For daily
sales/purchases the price at the middle of the month
is considered.

Producer price by definition represents the
farm gate price, which means the expenditures
on the delivery, storage, transport and s.o., related
to the sale/purchasing of the agricultural products
are not included. This price does not include also
subsidies on the products (if there are some), VAT
and other payable taxes.

On the base of collected data, indices of the

producer prices in agriculture to base 2005 = 100
and previous year = 100 are calculated.

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The survey on prices of the means of
production has launched in 2003, when the surveys
on the prices of fertilizers and feeding stuffs were
carried out. During the next years continuously
surveys on the prices of plant protection products,
veterinary products and seeds and planting stocks
were carried out.

The surveys on the prices of fertilizers, feeding
stuffs, plant protection products, veterinary
products and seeds and planting stocks are sample
surveys, carried out on quarterly base.

The observed units are:

m the agricultural producers, which buy means
of production;

m the wholesalers, which sale means of
production directly to the agricultural producers;

®m the manufacturing enterprises, which
produce and sale means of production directly to
the agricultural producers.

They are selected by the respective criteria,
after defining of individual threshold in value, for
each product, so satisfactory observation on all
production channels, respectively representative
prices data, could be collected.

Within the surveys a purchase/sale prices of the
observed means of production, used in agriculture
are collected.

By definition the observed price is the price,
which the buyer actually pays for the means of
production. This price includes the payable taxes
and leaves, but does not include the subsidies and
deductible VAT.

On the base of collected data within the five
surveys and within the others conducted by the NSI
as well, an aggregated indices of the prices of the
means of production (intermediate consumption)
used in agriculture to base 2005 = 100 and previous
year = 100 are calculated.

The producer price indices on the domestic
market in industry measure the average price
change of industrial products produced by Bulgarian
enterprises and sold on the domestic market, on

Surveyed prices do not include VAT (value
added tax), excises and subsidies.

The survey is conducted and price indexes
are calculated following the methodology
developed in accordance with IMF and Eurostat
recommendations, where the surveyed price
is defined as net revenue, received by a certain
enterprise for a certain product, sold at a certain
day of the month. According to the methodology
prices of particular specific products with identical
quality are compared in both periods, and prices
are corrected in case of change in quality of the
products.

The Classification of economic activities
(NACE.BG2008) is used for compilation of producer
price indexes. NACE.BG 2008 is direct application
of the Statistical classification of economic activities
(NACE, Rev. 2) that is applied in European Union.

Producer price indexes are base weighted
(Laspeyres) indexes - that is to say they are weighted
according to the turnover in the base year, currently
2005. After specification’s price collection from the
enterprises, elementary indexes (price relatives) are
calculated for each specification (price relative -
specification price in the current month divided by
average price of that specification in the base year).
After that price relatives are weighted with turnover
structure in the base year (currently 2005) at different
levels of aggregation.
