Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data collection
Land

Data on geographical coordinates of the furthest points of the Republic of Macedonia and length of the borders are
taken from the Agency For Real Estate Cadastre, while data on lakes and mountain peaks are taken from the Geographical
Institute at the Faculty of Natural Sciences and Mathematics in Skopje.

Geographical longitude is determined according to the Greenwich Meridian, while altitude refers to the height above
sea level.

Data on the surface area by river basins are taken from the Institute of Water Management of the Republic of
Macedonia.

Data on plains according to the height above sea level, average quantity of water in the Republic of Macedonia,
distribution and density of mountain tops over 2000 meters, water areas, orientation of the more important mountain
complexes and areas, natural regions of the Republic of Macedonia, as well as data on the surface by height zones, are taken
from the Spatial Plan.

Data on natural sites of importance are taken from the Ministry of Environment and Physical Planning, Office for
Environment.

Data on earthquakes are taken from the Seismological Observatory at the Faculty of Natural Sciences and Mathematics
in Skopje. The degree of earthquake intensity is determined by the European Macroseismic Scale from 1998 (EMS-1998)
composed of 12 degrees as well as by the International Seismological Medvedev-Sponheuer-Karnik Scale (MSK - 64) that was
used before. This scale is prepared and proposed for use in Europe by the European Seismological Commission. There are no
significant differences between these scales, so previously published data on earthquake intensity could be used without any
conversion.

The 12 degrees are given descriptively according to the following effects:
a) Effects on people;

b) Effects on objects and nature (except demolition of buildings and land);
c) Demolition of structures.

I. Not felt; II. Scarcely felt; Ill. Weak; IV. Widely observed earthquake; V. Strong earthquake; VI. Earthquake that
provokes slight damage; VII. Earthquake that provokes damage; VIII. Earthquake that provokes heavy damage; IX. Destructive
earthquake; X. Very destructive earthquake; XI. Devastating earthquake; XII. Completely devastating earthquake.

Climate

Relative humidity is expressed in (%). Temperature refers to the mean monthly temperature which is calculated from
the mean daily temperature. It is obtained on the basis of daily monitoring of the temperature at 7 a.m., 2 p.m. and 9 p.m.
local time, and according to the following formula:

Absolute highest and absolute lowest monthly temperatures are given from 1989 onwards.
Data on precipitation refer to monthly and annual quantities that are measured in mm at meteorological stations.
The number of rainy and snowy days is considered to be the days of more than 0,1mm precipitation or 1 cm snow.

Cloudiness is determined visually and is expressed on a scale of ten: 0 denotes completely clear, and 10 completely
cloudy.

Data on winds refer to the frequency of winds according to direction (8 directions).

Data on climate are taken from the Hydro-Meteorological Service.

Notes on methodology

Atmosphere
Air
Sources and methods of data collection

Measurements of pollutant emissions from polluters and monitoring data and ambient air quality measurement
data from both the Ministry of Environment and Physical Planning and from the relevant authorized institutions performing
measurements and from the self-monitoring of air emissions by major companies are collected and processed by the
Macedonian Environmental Information Centre within the MEPP.

Scope

The following institutions have established ambient air quality monitoring network: the Ministry of Environment and
Physical Planning with its network - State Ambient Air Quality Monitoring System (15 automatic monitoring stations), Hydro-
meteorological Service (9 measuring points), and Republic Institute for Health Protection (7 measuring points).

Definitions

Environment shall mean the space with all living organisms and natural resources, i.e. natural and man-made values,

their interaction and the entire space in which people live and in which settlements, goods in general use, industrial and other
facilities, including the media and the areas of the environment, are situated;

Ambient air - shall mean outdoor air in the troposphere, excluding the air at the work place;

Air pollutant - shall mean any substance released in the ambient air by man directly or indirectly, that may have
adverse impact on human health or the environment as a whole;

Level - shall mean the concentration of pollutant in the ambient air or its disposition on an area for a specified period
of time;

Limit value - shall mean the level fixed on the basis of scientific knowledge, aimed at avoiding, preventing or reducing
harmful effects on human health or environment as a whole, that should be achieved within a specified period and, once
achieved, should not be exceeded;

Emission - shall mean any release of pollutants in the atmosphere;

Emission limit value - shall mean permissible quantity of pollutant contained in the emitted exhaust gases for a given
period of time, that should not be exceeded,;

In line with the international agreements in the area of air, i.e. in line with the Convention on Long-Range
Transboundary Air Pollution and the Protocol on Air Monitoring in Europe-EMEP (European Monitoring Environmental
Program), the Programme for Air Pollution Inventory CORINAIR (CoR Inventory for Air Emission) has been developed.

The said Programme has a unique nomenclature and methodology (SNAP-Selected Nomenclature of Air Pollution)
for presentation of the main pollutants, namely sulphur dioxide, nitrogen oxides, carbon monoxide and total suspended
particulate matters.

Ozone depleting substances consumption

Definition

This indicator shows the total consumption of ozone-depleting substances, expressed in ODP tonnes (quantity in MT
multiplied with the ODP value).

ODP (ozone depletion potential ): integrated transformation of the total amount of ozone, by unit mass emission of
specific substance, compared with the integrated transformation of the total amount of ozone, by unit of mass emission on
CFC-11 (according to the Environmental assessment report No 2, EEA, 1999).

Methodological explanations
Municipal waste

Municipal waste is waste collected by or on behalf of municipal authorities. It consists of waste from the households,
including the massive waste, similar waste from commercial and trade industries, official buildings, institutions and small
business, waste from gardens, street waste, the content of waste containers and the waste from market cleaning. The
definition excludes waste from the municipal sewage networks and the waste from construction and demolition.

The data presented here were obtained through the regular annual statistical survey on municipal waste, which
was carried out in 2009 (reference year 2008) for the first time, in accordance with the national legislation and European
standards.

Reporting units are the municipal enterprises in the Republic of Macedonia. Data on the total amount of collected
municipal waste, as well as data on the treatment of collected municipal waste, have been obtained on the basis of the
reports filled in by the reporting units.

On the basis of the obtained data and the data on the number of population, an estimation has been made of the
total generated municipal waste on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia.

The obtained indicator of the annual amount of municipal waste per person in kg is a ratio of the total annual amount
of generated municipal waste and the total population estimated for the reference year (as at 01.01. in the reference year).

Source for environmental data collection are business entities.

Data are collected via questionnaires sent to reporting unitc by post.

Coverage

Questionnaires are completed by business entities/local units (according to NACE Rev.2) that have funds of tangible
and intangible fixed assets with ecological use (TFA-EU and IFA-EU):

- New construction;

- Reconstruction;

- Maintenance and exploitation of TFA-EU;
- Environmental activities.

If the reporting unit participates in environmental activities together with other business units, it submits data only
for its share.

Classification of Environmental Protection Activities (CEPA 2000)
The Classification of Environmental Protection Activities (CEPA) is composed of nine classes. The general structure is
as follows:
. Protection of ambient air and climate
. Wastewater management
. Waste management
. Protection and remediation of soil, groundwater and surface water
. Noise and vibration abatement
. Protection of biodiversity and landscape
. Protection against radiation
. Research and development

Definitions
The conceptual basis for Eurostat’s definitions of Environmental Protection Expenditure is the European System

for Collection of Economic Information on the Environment (SERIEE) and its Environmental Protection Expenditure Account
(EPEA).

Environmental protection can generally be defined as efforts or activities which aim at the prevention, protection,
mitigation or repair of damage to the outer environment.

Environmental protection expenditures refer to expenditures which stem from these activities.

The European System for the Collection of Economic Information on the Environment (SERIEE) defines environmental
protection as: all actions that are aimed at the prevention, reduction and elimination of pollution as well as any other
degradation of the environment.

Environmental protection expenditure can also be defined as capital and operating or current expenditures which
have been incurred because of, and can be attributed directly to the pursuit of an environmental objective. It should be noted
that environmental protection expenditure includes net transfer payments (taxes - subsidies).

Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data gathering

Sources of data on population and households are the Censuses which were carried out in 1921, 1931, 1948, 1953,
1961, 1971, 1981, 1991, 1994 and 2002 according to unified methodologies and forms for all Census areas.

Estimated mid-year population figures are based on Census results and data on natural population increase, and since
1992 the estimations include the data on mechanical increase.

Sources of data on births, live births, deaths and marriages are the relevant registers, while for divorces, the registers
and records of the relevant courts.

Sources of data on mechanical changes in population i.e. migration of population within the Republic of Macedonia
are the forms registering or notifying resettlement or removal, which are completed by competent clerks in the Ministry of
Interior.

Since 2009, the State Statistical Office registers the movement and residence of foreigners in the Republic of Macedonia
by electronically obtaining data from the records of the Ministry of Interior.

Scope

Statistics on births include live and stillbirths, and statistics on deaths cover all cases of death.
Legal marriages, i.e. marriages registered in the Record of Marriages comprise the statistics on marriages.
Statistics on divorces refer to divorces in the relevant courts.

Statistics on migration comprise those persons migrating within the Republic of Macedonia, emigrating from the
Republic of Macedonia to other countries or arriving from other countries into the Republic of Macedonia.

Taking into consideration the international recommendations, and in order to reflect the situation more objectively,
the State Statistical Office changed the methodology of presenting data on vital events. Starting from 2004, the total number
of vital events includes only events which have occurred in the Republic of Macedonia. All indicators related to vital events
were calculated on the basis of this methodology.

Definitions
In all censuses carried out after World War II, with the exception of the 1994 and 2002 Censuses, the data refer to the
concept of permanent residents. The data from the 1994 and 2002 Censuses refer to the concept of legal (usual) residents.

Data from the Census of population, households, dwellings and agricultural holdings in 1991 represent definitive
figures for the enumerated and estimated population.

Permanent residents (who represent the total population in the 1991 Census) are persons who have permanent
residence on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia, regardless of whether they were in the country or abroad and
regardless of the time staying abroad at the reference date of the Census.

In the 1994 Census, in accordance with the Census Law, the total population includes:

1. Persons who have an official (legal) place of residence in the Republic of Macedonia, regardless of whether at the
time of the Census they are present in their official (legal) place of residence or elsewhere in the Republic of Macedonia;

2. Persons who have a residence permit in the Republic of Macedonia and have been temporarily present in the
Republic of Macedonia for at least one year, but have an official (legal) place of residence outside the Republic of Macedonia,
with the exception of refugees and persons under humanitarian care;

3. Persons who have an official (legal) place of residence in the Republic of Macedonia, who at the time of the Census
and for a maximum of one year prior to its execution are temporarily working abroad, and members of their families; and

4, Persons who have an official (legal) place of residence in the Republic of Macedonia and who at the time of
the Census are working in diplomatic and consular representative offices of the Republic of Macedonia abroad, at the UN
and its organizations, representative offices or representatives of the Chamber of Economy abroad, business offices abroad,
military personnel of the Republic of Macedonia abroad and also citizens engaged in international, technical and other kinds
of cooperation and education and members of households who are staying temporarily abroad with aforesaid persons.
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In the 1994 Census, in accordance with the Census Law, are covered (but not estimated in total population) citizens
of the Republic of Macedonia absent abroad for a year and more. The data are based on the census material (census forms)
obtained from the Census in the country and abroad.

In the 2002 Census, in accordance with the Census Law, the total population includes:

1. Persons who have place of usual residence in the Republic of Macedonia, regardless of whether at the time of the
Census they are present at their place of usual residence or elsewhere in the Republic of Macedonia;

2. Foreigners who have a residence permit in the Republic of Macedonia and who are temporarily present in the
Republic of Macedonia for at least 12 months (one year), but who have a place of usual residence outside of the Republic of
Macedonia;

3. Persons who have place of usual residence in the Republic of Macedonia, who at the time of the Census, and for a
maximum of 12 months (one year) prior to its execution, are working abroad, as well as the members of their households;

4. Persons who have place of usual residence in the Republic of Macedonia, and during the time of the Census
are working abroad at the diplomatic and consular representative offices of the Republic of Macedonia, the United Nations
and its organizations, representative offices or being representatives of the Chamber of Commerce abroad, business offices
abroad, military representatives of the Army of the Republic of Macedonia, and citizens engaged on the bases of international,
technical and other kinds of co-operation, education, as well as the members of their households that are staying abroad with
the aforesaid persons; and

5. Persons who have place of usual residence in the Republic of Macedonia, but are not in possession of the
documents pursuant to Article 39, item 1 of the Population Census Law, if they present the documents stated in Article 39,
item 3 of the Population Census Law.

Midyear population. The given data on midyear population represent estimations of total population based
on population censuses and the data on natural and mechanical increase of population gathered from regular statistical
surveys.

When using these data, one should bear on mind that up to and including 1993, the estimations were done on the
basis of total population which according to the definition (used in the census) includes all persons with permanent place
of residence in the Republic of Macedonia, regardless if they are absent abroad, and regardless of the duration of absence.
Starting from 1994, the estimations have been done on the basis of the total population according to the definition used in
the 1994 Census and 2002 Census, the data on live births and deaths in the country and net migration (as the result of internal
and external migrations).

A household is considered to be a family or some other community of persons who will declare themselves to be
living together and spending their incomes collectively for their basic living needs (housing, food and other), regardless of
whether all household members are present at the place where the household is settled, or if some of them are staying for
a certain period of time at some other settlement or in another country for the purpose of work, education or for other
reasons.

A household is also considered to be any person who lives alone ("single-person household"), and who has no other
household elsewhere. The single-person household can live on their own or in a shared dwelling, as a bachelor-tenant or in
a bachelor home, regardless of whether the single person lives with someone else in the same room or with the members of
the landlord's household, but income is not spent collectively.

Definitions for households in the censuses of 1921 and 1931 are different, and therefore the Census results are not
comparable.

Dwelling is a structurally connected integrity intended for habitation, regardless of whether in the moment of
the Census was used: for living only, for living and performing an activity, for performing an activity only, for vacation and
recreation, or it is unoccupied but structurally usable dwelling.

A dwelling as a construction unit consists of one or more rooms with or without additional space for kitchen,
pantry, lobby, bathroom, toilet etc. and with one or more separate entrances.
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Age. In Censuses and vital statistics, the population is classified according to completed years of age. Every age group
contains all the years that fall under it. For example, the group "0-4" years consists of children from the day of birth and children
who have not yet reached the age of 5. As soon as a child reaches 5 it belongs to the group "5-9" years.

Ethnic affiliation. Data on ethnic affiliation are the result of a free declaration of the population. For children up to
15, a parent, an adoptive parent or the trustee gives the answer.

Educational attainment. Grouping of persons according to the educational attainment is done by the highest level of
education completed, regardless of whether this was attained by completing any regular school, passing an examination, or
in any other way that a school diploma can be obtained.

Life expectancy at birth shows the average number of years of life of a person, on condition that the mortality of the
population during the lifespan of that person remains at the level of estimation of this indicator.

Specific fertility rates represent a ratio between the number of live births to mothers of a specified age and the average
number of female population of the same age.

Specific mortality rates represent a ratio between the number of deaths at a specified age and the average number
of population of the same age.

Gross reproduction rate shows the average number of female children who would be born to a woman in the fertile
period (15-49 years of age) on condition that the specific rates of fertility remain the same as in the survey period.

Net reproduction rate represents the average number of female children who would be born to a woman in the fertile
period (15-49 years of age) on condition that the specific rates of fertility and specific rates of mortality remain the same as
in the survey period.

Vital index shows the ratio between live births and deaths.

A live birth is the birth of a child who after separation (complete removal from its mother) shows any sings of life
(breathing or heart beat), irrespective of how long that child was alive.

A stillbirth (foetal death) is any child separated from its mother without any sings of life, but only if the gestation
period was not less than 28 weeks.

A deceased person is every person that showed permanent disappearance of all evidence of vital functions.
Infant death refers to small children who died under one year of age.

Natural growth is the difference between the number of live births and the number of deaths.

Marriage is the act by which the legal relationship of husband and wife is constituted.

Divorce is the final dissolution of a marriage by a valid decision by the municipal court in charge.

Skilled attendance at birth refers to assistance performed by a physician or professional midwife.

Cause of death. Data on causes of death are given by the medical doctors, post mortem examination doctor or
coroner.

Immigrated-emigrated person is considered to be any person who is moving from one to another settlement of the
same municipality; from one to another settlement of another municipality, as well as moving from the Republic of Macedonia
to another country and vice versa.

A foreigner is a person with foreign citizenship, who stays in the Republic of Macedonia temporarily or permanently,
depending on the type of permit he has been issued.

Internal migrations cover the changes of the place of residence on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia.

International migration covers the migration of citizens of the Republic of Macedonia from the Republic of Macedonia
to another country and vice versa, as well as the migration of foreigners.

Net migration is the difference between the number of immigrants and emigrants of a particular country in a given
period of time. Net migration is positive when the number of immigrants exceeds the number of emigrants, or net migration
is negative when the opposite is true

Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data collection

The data on social insurance are collected from the relevant funds and are based on regular reports from the Health
Insurance Fund, the Pension and Disability Insurance Fund of the Republic of Macedonia, and the Ministry of Labour and its
respective agencies.

Scope

The statistical data on the insured persons, exercise of rights and on the expenditures are complete.

Definitions
The registered insured persons shall be the insured persons and the members of their families.

Employed persons (employees) shall be the persons who are officially employed in companies, agencies and
organizations or by self-employed persons, citizens of the Republic of Macedonia employed by foreign employers (international
missions, consular representative offices, etc.) on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia, and foreign citizens and persons
without citizenship employed in foreign enterprises on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia.

Persons registered as self-employed shall be the persons who pursue an activity with their own labour; craftsmen,
individual traders, lawyers, writers, painters, drama and film workers, musicians and other artists, newsboys, porters,
clergymen and persons pursuing other activities as their sole and main occupation.

Persons registered as farmers shall be the persons engaged in agriculture, livestock breeding, poultry raising,
apiculture and fishery activities, as their sole and main occupation.

Persons registered as pension beneficiaries shall be the persons who have acquired the right to a pension and benefits,
according to the regulations on Pension and Disability Insurance (PDI) and citizens of the Republic of Macedonia who receive
pension benefits from foreign insurance holders while they are resident on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia.

Persons registered as temporarily unemployed shall be the persons who are temporarily unemployed while they are
registered at the Employment Agency, provided they are not insured on any other grounds.

Persons registered as beneficiaries of allowances shall be those persons who receive allowances on the grounds of
their participation in Word War Il, disabled war veterans, members of the families of soldiers that were killed in Word War ||
and of deceased participants in the National Liberation War, as well as persons granted the status of a civilian invalid.

Persons registered as citizens of the Republic of Macedonia employed abroad shall be all persons who are temporarily
employed abroad.

Persons registered as foreign citizens employed by foreign companies on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia
shall be all foreign citizens who are employed by foreign companies on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia, which do
not fall under the scope of international agreements.

All persons subject of detention, imprisonment, and juveniles serving a sentence of correctional measures shall be
registered as insured persons, provided they are not insured on any other grounds.

All persons who voluntarily accepted mandatory health insurance due to lacking other grounds for insurance shall
also be registered as insured persons who are beneficiaries of mandatory health insurance.

Persons registered as Macedonian citizens who are not covered by compulsory insurance according to article 5,
items 1 to 14 of the Law on Health Insurance shall be all unemployed persons without property who are not registered at
the Employment Agency, persons who are not beneficiaries of financial assistance, persons over 64 years of age who are not
pension recipients, persons suffering from specific infectious diseases who are not insured and other social cases who have
obtained the right to health insurance in accordance with the changes to the Law on Health Insurance.

Notes on methodology
Sources and methods of data collection

The data on health institutions, as well as on the organizational units-facilities are collected by the units themselves. The data on
the health care employees and the operation of the health institutions are collected from the semiannual and annual reports on particular
types of healthcare departments. The data were prepared at the Institute for public Health of the Republic of Macedonia, using specific tables
and prescribed methodology.

The data on the number of reported cases of infectious diseases are collected individually, for each person infected.
Scope

The scope of the data is full, since it covers all health institutions and organizational units operating in the reporting period, while
the number of employees has been provided for the previous period, where the cut-off date is 31 December.

Definitions

The term “department” refers to a unit of a health institution which provides healthcare services to a specific population group
(women, children, workers) or provides healthcare for particular diseases (tuberculosis, diabetes, etc).

An organizational unit of a department refers to a unit of the department which represents a unit on its own in the context of
providing the relevant healthcare services to the population in a particular territory.

The department for in-patient treatment at General Hospitals admits for treatment patients with all types of diseases. In terms of
organizational structure, the general hospitals are composed of separate hospital wards (surgical, internal, infectious, etc.).

The department for dispensary treatment at Specialized Hospitals admits for treatment patients with diseases for which the
appropriate hospital is assigned (pulmonary tuberculosis, children’s diseases, mental illnesses, etc).

Hospital days shall be the days that a person spends in an in-patient health institution for the purpose of treatment or examination.
The number of hospital days includes days spent in the department for dispensary treatment including the day of release, but not the day
of admittance.

Initial visit refers to a visit to a doctor for a check-up due to some illness, for the first time in the relevant year.

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY

Sources and methods of data collection

The data on the protection of children and youth are collected by means of regular annual statistical surveys.

The data on the provision of care and education for pre-school children present the situation as at 30 September.
Until 1991/1992, the data were collected at the level of organisational units referring to the school year. Due to changes in the
methodology, since 1992 the data have been collected at the level of work organisations and refer to the calendar year, while
from 1994, the data on infant nurseries, kindergartens and infant schools within pre-school organisations refer to the calendar
year at the level of work organisation, and the data on infant schools within elementary schools refer to the school year at
the level of independent, central and regional infant schools operating within elementary schools. Due to methodological
changes, from 2015, data on children in development stage up to 2 years of age, children in development stage between 2
years of age and school age, combined group (of children), children with disabilities, groups of children - centres for early
childhood development within kindergartens, groups for pilot programmes, groups for extra-institutional form of activity and
other groups (food and stay-over) are at the level of institution and refer to the calendar year.

Due to the changes made in the methodology, from 2005, the data on institutions for care and education of children-
kindergartens remain with reference date 30 September, and infant schools within the elementary schools, according to the
Law on Primary and Lower Secondary Education (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia” No. 63/2004), are operating
within the elementary schools.

According to the changes in the Law on Primary and Lower Secondary Education (“Official Gazette of the Republic
of Macedonia” No 51/2007), from 2007/2008 the children with 6 years of age are covered in primary and lower secondary
schools.

The data on the homes and boarding schools for pupils and students present the situation as at 31 March.

The data on the funds paid for disabled war veterans’ benefits are provided by the Ministry of Labour and Social
Policy.

The data on social welfare and protection of children, youth and adults are collected by means of regular annual
statistical surveys.

The data on juvenile and adult beneficiaries of rights of social welfare are collected by means of regular annual
statistical surveys. According to the changes in the Law on Social Protection (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia”
No 79/09, 36/11, 51/11, 166/12) from 2012, methodological changes were made in the collection of data on rights of social
welfare for juvenile and adult recipients.

Until 1994, the data on institutions providing housing for children, youth and adults, and the centres for social work
used to be collected on a biennial basis, while as of 1995, such data are collected annually.

Scope
The data on protection of children and youth cover the institutions for care and education of children-kindergartens,
homes and boarding schools for pupils and students and child allowances, and are collected with full coverage.

Starting from 2012, besides the publicinstitutions, private institutions for care and education of children-kindergartens
are covered as well.

The data on social welfare and protection of children, youth and adults, beneficiaries of social welfare and disabled
war veterans are collected with full coverage.

Starting from 2011, besides the public institutions, private institutions for adults are also covered.

Definitions

Public institutions for care and education of children - kindergartens provide health care, food and daily stay for
children, in accordance with their developmental needs, up to the age of 6, organised and divided into several types of groups

(infant nurseries, kindergartens, combined group (of children), children with intellectual or physical disabilities, group for
extra-institutional form of activity and the other groups - food and stay-over.

Homes and boarding schools for pupils and students provide lodging, food and education for pupils and students in
the course of their schooling, when outside their parents’/supporters’ place of permanent residence.

Children’s allowances are a special form of protection of children - child care allowance, special allowance and
allowances for clothing for newborn children.

Institutions for children lacking parental care provide lodging, care, health care and education for children and youth
who need accommodation in a home. Homes for infants and small children, children’s homes and institutions for children and
juveniles lacking parental care are also included here.

In addition to care and education, these institutions provide education for children and youth until the conditions for
their return to their own families are restored, housing in a foster home or institution, as well as housing until they become
able to live independently.

Institutions for care of persons with disabilities include institutions that provide lodging, food, care, health care and
education for children and youth with physical and mental impediments in the course of their schooling and training.

Reception centres and institutions for children and juveniles with educational and social difficulties include reception
centres, institutions and homes for educationally neglected children and youth. These institutions provide housing, education
and vocational training.

Institutions for adults provide housing, food and health care for adults. Homes for the elderly and sick persons are
included here.

Trade companies for employment of disabled persons employ persons with limited working abilities. Employed
disabled persons may also work at home.

A beneficiary of social welfare is considered to be any physical person who makes use of some rights of social welfare,
once or several times in the course of the reporting year.

Data on rights of social welfare for juvenile and adult recipients refer to the number of cases of certain rights of social
welfare carried out in the course of the reporting period and not to the number of persons.

Centres for social work are organisations through which the social welfare is provided, by means of social work, in
one or more municipalities.

Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data collection

The data on business entities in the domain of culture have been collected by the State Statistical Office of the Republic
of Macedonia by means of regular statistical surveys (annual and triennial).

Scope

The annual reports include data on theatres, philharmonic orchestras, professional orchestras, cinemas, fine arts and
publishing activities (books and brochures); the triennial reports cover data on libraries, museums and technical culture. The
data on theatres, philharmonic orchestras, professional orchestras and technical arts refer to the theatrical seasons, while the
other data refer to the calendar year.

Definitions

Professional theatres are independent cultural and artistic organisations employing a permanent administrative staff
and professional artistic ensembles.

Amateur theatres are cultural and artistic organisations with ensembles composed mainly of amateurs, which are
organisationally independent or operate as part of another business entity.

Professional theatres for youth and children are independent cultural and artistic organisations employing a permanent
administrative staff and artists' ensemble that regularly gives performances intended for children and youth.

Philharmonic and symphony orchestras are musical bands of professional musicians performing symphony or concert
programmes.

Professional orchestras are musical bands of professional musicians who are regularly employed and perform musi-
cal works of art.

A cinema is a hall or an outdoors area equipped with devices for public projection of films. In terms of organisation,
a cinema may be an autonomous business entity or a unit operating within the structure of a: business entity for projection of
films, cultural centres, homes of culture, schools and other business entities. According to their type, cinemas may be classified
as: regular cinemas, outdoors cinemas and mobile cinemas.

A cinema performance is a public projection of a film programme.

A book is non-periodical printed publication which contains at least 49 pages, excluding the cover pages, published
in the country and publicly available.

A brochure is non-periodical printed publication which contains no less than 5 pages and no more than 48 pages,
published in the country and publicly available.

Museums and museum collections systematically collect, scientifically process, store and exhibit articles of relevance
for education, science and fine arts. Art galleries are treated as art museums.

Alibrary - irrespective of the title, any organised collection of printed books and periodicals or of any other documents,
including graphic, and audio-visual materials, and the services of the staff facilitating the use of such materials by users for
information, scientific research, educational or recreational purposes.

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY
Sources and methods of data collection

The data in the domain of public information are collected by the State Statistical Office of the Republic of Macedonia
by means of regular annual statistical surveys.

Scope

The annual reports cover public broadcasting enterprises and commercial broadcasters and periodical publications
(newspapers and magazines).

Definitions

Public broadcasting enterprises and commercial broadcasters pursue broadcasting activities which, according to the
Law on Broadcasting, imply production, transmission, broadcasting and distribution of radio and TV programme services.

A periodical publication is a publication issued in a continuous series under the same title, at regular or irregular
intervals over an indefinite period of time, individual issues in the series being numbered consecutively or each issue being
dated. Periodical publications include newspapers, magazines and newsprint literature.

Newspapers are periodical publications that are published for the purpose of regular public information, and their
main objective is to serve as a written source of information on the current events (domestic and international) of political,
scientific, literary and sports character.

A Magazine is a periodical publication treating issues of general interest or it is intended for studies and documentary
information on specific issues in the field of arts, legislation, statistics, finances, trade, medicine, social sciences, fashion,
sports, etc.

Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data collection

Judiciary statistics are based on data collected through regular statistical surveys on the number of perpetrators of
criminal offences. Other data sources are: the Ministry of Justice, the Bar Association of Macedonia and the Constitutional
Court of the Republic of Macedonia.

Scope

The coverage of crime as a negative social phenomenon is complete, since statistical surveys cover all adult and
juvenile perpetrators of criminal offences who are subject of a relevant procedure by the competent authority (Basic Public
Prosecutor's Office or a Court of Original Jurisdiction) until the passing of an effective judgment.

Units of observation are perpetrators of criminal offences. They are adults or juveniles who perpetrated criminal
offences as direct perpetrators, accomplices, instigators or assistants.

Definitions

Adult perpetrators of criminal offences are persons who, at the time of perpetration of the criminal offence, have
reached 18 years of age, against whom proceedings based on the criminal charges and previous proceedings have been
concluded. The term also refers to indicted and convicted persons against whom criminal proceedings have been concluded.

Juvenile perpetrators of criminal offences are persons who reached, at the time of perpetration of the criminal
offence, the age of 14, but not yet the age of 18, persons against whom the criminal proceedings were not initiated (the
charges were dropped), or the committal proceedings have been terminated, or a proposal for sentencing a penal sanction
was filed, as well as persons against whom the proceedings before the juvenile council were terminated and against whom
sanctions were pronounced.

The data on accused adult perpetrators refer to all persons against whom, after an indictment, charges were brought
and the criminal proceedings were effectively completed with a valid court decision, whereby the proceedings were terminated
or the indictment was rejected and the perpetrator was acquitted, the indictment was rejected, a security measure was
pronounced, without pronouncing a sentence, or the perpetrator was found guilty.

Data on accused juvenile perpetrators refer only to juveniles against whom criminal proceedings through a juvenile
council have been concluded with a valid court decision, whereby the legal proceedings have been terminated by the council
or a penal measure has been imposed (juvenile imprisonment or corrective measures).

Convicted adults are adult persons who were found guilty as charged and against whom punishments have been
imposed. The criminally accountable persons can be sentenced as follows for the crimes they have committed: imprisonment,
fine, a ban from performing their profession, activity or duty and expulsion of a foreigner from the country. Alternative
measures may be applied to convicted perpetrators only when certain legal pre-conditions and provisions are met. The
following alternative measures may be applied to perpetrators of crimes: probation, probation with a protective supervision,
probationary suspension of the criminal procedure, community service, court reprimand and house arrest.

The data on persons convicted for criminal offences refer to all adults and juveniles convicted by an effective court
judgment of the courts of original jurisdiction.

Convicted juvenile persons are perpetrators of criminal offences against whom penal measures have been imposed -
juvenile imprisonment or educational measures (rebuke, sending to a disciplinary center for juveniles, measures of intensified
supervision by parents, by the adoptive parent or by the guardian, intensified supervision in another family and intensified
supervision by the social agency).

Notes on methodology
Sources and methods of data collection

Data on primary and lower secondary schools, upper secondary schools, higher education institutions and faculties
are collected by means of regular annual statistical surveys.

Scope

The annual statistical reports on education cover all types of schools. The data on primary, lower secondary and
upper secondary schools refer to the end of the school year, while the data on the higher education institutions — advanced
vocational schools and faculties, refer to the winter semester when the students enrolled.

Definitions
The term school shall mean any educational institution or other educational unit which provides instruction of
a particular type, under a specific curriculum and syllabus, irrespective of whether the organization has an independent

administration or is operating under the management of another administration. Each separate geographical unit shall also
be deemed a school unit.

Primary and lower secondary education covers the following types of schools:
- Regular primary and lower secondary schools;
- Special primary and lower secondary schools for children with special educational needs.

- Adult primary and lower secondary schools which enable persons over 15 years of age to complete primary
education.

- Supplementary education schools refer to the primary music and ballet schools which are attended by pupils in
addition to their regular primary education.

Upper secondary education covers:

- Regular upper secondary schools, where the pupils select one of the 30 vocational training courses or general high
schools (existing since the beginning of the school year 1991/92). The data on graduated pupils refer to the total number of
graduated pupils (full-time and part-time).

- Special upper secondary schools for persons with special educational needs provide the students with an
opportunity to receive a specific type of vocational training.

- Religious upper secondary schools
The tertiary education covers higher education and faculties.

According to the Law on Higher Education, tertiary education institutions are: university, faculties and higher
education institutions. Schools of arts that pursue fine arts activities may also have the title of an Art Academy.

Instruction at faculties lasts from 6 to 12 semesters.
Instruction in higher education institutions lasts 6 semesters.

Notes on methodology
Sources and methods of data collection

The statistics on scientific research and development organizations cover public research institutions, research
departments within business entities, public higher education institutions and other institutions and bureaus (Macedonian
Academy of Arts and Sciences) and business entities in the field of economy that are not registered to pursue research-
developmental activities.

Scope

The annual report on the scientific research and development organizations covers all public scientific institutions,
public higher education institutions, part of the research departments within business entities in the field of economy, as well
as other institutions and bureaus.

Definitions

A scientific-research and developmental organization shall be the organization that, by means of scientific methods
and procedures, studies, conducts researches on, and resolves problems in particular areas and enables the application of the
scientific results and findings into practice.

Scientists, i.e., researchers shall be the employees with higher education qualifications who are engaged in creative,
scientific or developmental work, i.e., who, in the course of their work, make new scientific discoveries, design new products
or new production processes and procedures.

Scientific research and experimental development include creative and systematic work aimed at increasing the
knowledge of human beings, culture and society and application thereof into new applications. Scientific research and
experimental development cover three types of research: basic, applied and experimental research.

Full-time equivalent (FTE) shall be the number of employees engaged in research-development activities who devote
only part of their working hours to a given R&D activity (less than 90%, and more than 10% of the full working hours),
calculated according to the number of full-time employees.

Definitions

Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on employees listed in the Yearbook are obtained from the "Report on Employees and
Wages", which is gathered from business entities and from their working units which perform activity
in different municipalities in the Republic of Macedonia.

Scope

In 2003, the periodicity of the Survey on Employees and Wages was changed from semi-annual
to annual. This survey covers business entities of all types of ownership. In 2004, for the first time, the
number of employees included the employees of the Ministry of Defence and the Ministry of Internal
Affairs.

The annual survey on employees and wages is conducted according to the "territorial principle",
where the municipality is taken as the basic territorial unit. If the business entity has subsidiaries or
working units outside the municipal territory where the head office is located, then its reports do not
include data for such units, since they have to deliver their own particular report. The subsidiary or
working unit presents the activity which it has performed, but not the activity of the business entity it
belongs to.

Definitions

Employees are considered to be anyone officially employed by business entities, regardless of
whether the position is for an indefinite or definite period, and regardless of whether the individual is
employed full or part-time.

The number of employees does not include persons who work in their own business or profes-
sional practice, as well as individual farmers.

Notes on methodology
Sources and methods of data collection

The Labour Force Survey is one of the basic sources of information on the basic categories of labour force - employed,
unemployed, and inactive population, as well as on the structure of these categories and their fluctuations. The Labour Force
Survey was carried out for the first time in our country in April 1996. Until 2003, the Labour Force Survey was conducted
annually, and since 2004, it is conducted as a continuous survey throughout the year, with quarterly processing of results.

The Labour Force Survey is conducted in accordance with the methodological recommendations of the International
Labour Organization (ILO) and the recommendations of the Statistical Office of the European Communities (Eurostat).

The final concept of the Survey was established bearing in mind the specifics of the Republic of Macedonia in this
area.

Scope
Basic units of observation are selected households in the Republic of Macedonia, and all persons, members of the
selected households.

Persons with a permanent place of residence in collective households (retirement homes, workers’ hotels,
sanatoriums, etc.) are not covered by the Survey.

Labour Force Survey is conducted on a quarterly sample of 5000 households on the territory of the Republic of
Macedonia.

Definitions

Working age population comprises all persons aged from 15 to 79 (including 79).

Economically active population includes the employed and the unemployed persons (labour force).
The persons deemed as employed shall be all persons at the age of 15-79 (including 79), who:

- worked for money (in cash or in kind) or income at least one hour during the reference week;

- during the reference week were temporarily absent from work (due to illness, leave, training, termination of the
activity of the business entity, etc.) but had a job;

- were helping on the family property or enterprise without pay.
According to the their status in employment, the employed are classified as:

- Employers - persons who manage their own business entity or act as owners employed in their own store, owners
of agricultural holdings, employing other persons;

- Employees - persons who work in public administration institutions, business entities in public, mixed and collective
ownership, or for a private employer;

- Self-employed - persons who manage their own business entity, business, professional practice or who work on a
farm for the purpose of earning a profit, and who do not employ other persons;

- Unpaid family workers - persons who work without pay in a business entity, a store or a farm in owned by another
member of their household.

Persons aged between 15 and 74 who satisfy the following three criteria shall be considered unemployed:
- they were without work during the reference week;

- they were active job seekers or have taken concrete activities to find a job;

- they were prepared to start to work in the week of interview or in the following week.

The persons that are not included in any of the two categories (employed and unemployed) constitute the group of
those who are not in the labour force, or inactive population.

Notes on methodology
Sources and methods of data collection

The data on the average net wage published in the Yearbook are collected from the “Monthly Report on
Employees and Wages”, which was introduced at the beginning of 1963.

Scope
The “Monthly Report on Employees and Wages” covers business entities of all types of ownership.

The business entities where wages are monitored on a monthly basis are selected in compliance with
the criterion of minimal representation of 70% of the employed in every section of the National Classification of
Activities.

Definitions

The concept “Net wages” applies to average monthly (annual) incomes per employee, for full-time work,
shorter or longer than full-time work (overtime). Total net wages include payments in respect of annual vacation,
public holidays, paid leave up to seven days, paid leave for educational purposes, for sick leave up to 30 days, as
well as payments based on distribution of profit regardless of the period they refer to; allowances added to net
wage from other legal entities, for time spent on army service, civil duties, etc; payment added to the net wage
paid in the reporting month for previous months (delayed payments).

The index of the real wage is a ratio between the nominal net wage index and the consumer price index

Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data gathering

The data have been obtained on the basis of the "Household Budget Survey", conducted during 2015.

In 2002, this survey underwent a comprehensive revision. That revision ensured higher quality instruments for
conducting the survey, reduction of the reporting period and increase of the sample, all of this aimed at harmonization with
the statistical standards of the European Union.

An observation unit is each single-person household or a household comprising more members that has been
selected according to the sample plan on the whole territory of the Republic of Macedonia.

The selection of the 5040 households was carried out by means of a two-stage stratified sample model, whereby a
selection of enumeration districts under the Census of Population in 2002 was carried out in the first stage, while the selection
of the households to be surveyed was carried out in the second stage.

The reporting period for collection of data on the consumption of the selected households is 15 days for expenditures,
and three months for revenues.

The compiled data, by application of relevant methods, provide an opportunity for making estimates of the level
and the structure of personal consumption of households taken as a whole, as well as for the existing differences by different
socio-economic categories.

The classification of households into socio-economic categories was carried out on the basis of the sources of
revenues of household members.

Definitions

Agricultural households shall be those households which own an agricultural holding and where all household
members who are fit for work are engaged at the holding as agricultural workers. None of the household members is officially
employed outside of the holding and none of them owns trade premises. Households of agricultural workers which do not
possess land and whose members are employed at the holdings of other individual agricultural producers shall also be deemed
agricultural households. Agricultural households shall also be those households which, according to the Law on Pension and
Disability Insurance, have acquired the right to a pension.

Mixed households shall be those households that have their own agricultural holdings, where, besides the workers at
the holding, one or more members are permanently employed in the public or in the private sector, or pursue another non-
agricultural activity. This category also includes households that own agricultural holdings but where one or more members
are receiving a personal income based on the length of service or public recognition (pensioners, disability pensioners, etc).

The Household Budget Survey regards as non-agricultural households those households which do not own holdings,
but where one or more members are permanently employed in the public or in the private sector, or pursue another non-
agricultural activity (individual craftsmen, caterers, transporters, lawyers, artists, etc.) or who receive income on the basis of
their length of service (pensioners).

Available assets of households comprise all income, including the value of consumer credits and investment loans. For
the agricultural and mixed households the value of consumption from own production is included under available assets.

Used assets of households include all cash expenditures for the purchase of products and services for personal
consumption, as well as the repaid portion of consumer credits and loans. In the case of agricultural and mixed households, in
addition to cash expenditures for personal consumption, the value of consumption from own production is also included.

Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data gathering

The price index of catering services represents the level of the retail prices of catering services realized in catering
facilities (hotels, motels and restaurants). Data on prices of catering services are collected by regular monthly monitoring of
prices between 18-20 of the month.

The published data on retail prices of goods and services are a result of the regular monitoring of prices, including
agricultural and industrial retail prices, as well as retail prices of services. Retail prices are monitored in 8 cities of the Republic
of Macedonia. Since 2007, the prices of industrial products and services are monitored once per month, while agricultural
products are monitored twice per month.

Average monthly retail prices in the Republic of Macedonia are obtained by applying a weighted arithmetical mean,
whereby average prices in particular cities are weighted with the sold quantity of particular goods in those cities.

The average annual prices of agricultural products and of industrial products and services are obtained by applying
an arithmetical average of the prices over a period of 12 months.

Scope

Prices of catering services are monitored monthly in 27 selected catering facilities, covering 65 catering services in 8
cities in the Republic of Macedonia.

Retail prices are monitored in 8 cities in the Republic of Macedonia for 43 agricultural products, 160 food products,
279 non-food products and 175 types of services.

Only products with significant participation in the retail turnover are taken into consideration when selecting the
products for price monitoring.

Definitions

Prices of catering services are the prices at which catering facilities provide their services related to food, beverages
and accommodation to the customers. The price includes VAT.

Retail prices shall be the prices in the retail trade at which the producers and service providers sell their products to
the final consumers. Retail prices include VAT.

Price indices

The price index of catering services is calculated by weighting price indices with the structure of values of services
provided by catering facilities.

Retail price indices and consumer price indices are calculated on the basis of the average monthly retail prices, i.e.
according to their dynamics, as well as on the basis of the structure of turnover and personal consumption.

Notes on methodology
Sources and methods of data gathering

Data on industrial producer prices on the domestic market are collected in the "Monthly Report on Industrial
Producer Prices on the domestic market" (C.41doma). The reporting units fill in the data on monthly average industrial
producer prices on the domestic market.

Data on industrial producer prices on the non-domestic market are collected with the statistical questionnaire
“Monthly report on export prices ”(Industrial producer prices on the non-domestic market, (C.izvoz). The reporting units fill in
the data on monthly average industrial producer prices on the non-domestic market.

Scope

Industrial producer prices on the domestic market are monitored in 260 enterprises in the sections: Mining and
quarrying, Manufacturing and Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply. The sample includes producer prices for 723
industrial products sold on the domestic market.

Industrial producer prices on the non-domestic market are monitored in 210 enterprises in the sections: Mining
and quarrying and Manufacturing. The sample includes producer prices for 534 exported products sold on the non-domestic
market.

Definitions
The Industrial producer price on the domestic market is the price at which the producer sells the products to the
network of wholesale and retail distributors in the largest quantities, on the domestic market, loaded free on rail or truck

where the producer is located. This price includes producer subsides, but deducts commercial rebates, discounts and cash
discounts and similar reductions offered by the seller. VAT and excises are also deducted from the price.

The Industrial producer price on the non-domestic market is the price at which the producer sells the products in
the largest quantities, on the non-domestic market, with FOB (free on board) clause, which means that the cost of transport
and insurance to the Macedonian border are included in the price. Commercial rebates by the seller are deducted from this
price. VAT is also deducted from the price.

The average monthly price of a product/service is calculated when the total monthly value (according to the
definitions given above) of that product/service is divided by the total quantity of the same product/service sold in that
month.

Producer prices from the base period are calculated as the arithmetic average of the monthly prices of the industrial
products.

Price indices

The industrial producer price indices, total, are calculated as the weighted average of the industrial producer
price indices on the domestic market and the industrial producer price indices on the non-domestic market. The indices
are processed by groups, divisions and sections of the National Classification of Activities (NKD Rev.2). The weights for the
calculation of indices are calculated from the turnover on the domestic and non-domestic market from the “Annual report on
industry, 2010" (IND.21)

The industrial producer price indices on the domestic and non-domestic market, at different levels of the National
Classification of Activities (total, by main industrial groups, sections, divisions), are calculated in two steps: in the first step, the
individual indices of each product are calculated, for each individual price, as a ratio between the price of the current month
and the base period price, while in the second step, the individual indices of each product are compiled by weighting at a
higher level (total, by main industrial groups, sections, divisions). Weights for the calculation of the industrial producer price
indices on the domestic market are calculated from the turnover on the domestic market from the “Annual report on industry,
2010" (IND.21). Weights for the calculation of the industrial producer price indices on the non-domestic market are calculated
from the turnover on the non-domestic market from the “Annual report on industry, 2010" (IND.21) and the value of exports
from "Commodity international exchange, 2010”.

The monthly industrial producer price indices, both on the domestic and non-domestic market, are calculated with
the Laspeyres formula.

Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data collecting

Data sources for prices of input and output are the monthly reports gathered from business entities engaged in
wholesale trade, cooperatives and agricultural holdings that sell goods for current consumption in agriculture and products
from agricultural sector sold outside the sector.

Scope

Input prices in agriculture are monitored monthly for approximately 80 products that business entities sell to
individual agricultural producers for current uses in agricultural production. Output prices in agriculture are monitored monthly
for approximately 110 products that business entities purchase from individual producers, as well as sales of agricultural
enterprises' own production.

Definitions
Input prices are prices of goods and services paid by agricultural producers and investments made for continuous
agricultural production. VAT is excluded from the prices.

Output prices are prices paid to agricultural producers for purchasing agricultural products, or for sales of agricultural
enterprises' own production. VAT is excluded from the prices.

Method of calculation
The compilation of the input and output price indices is based on Laspeyres formula with fixed weights and prices.
Classifications

Data on price indices in agriculture are collected and computed according to the National Nomenclature of Agricultural

Gross Domestic Product

Using the method of data conversion to categories defined in accordance with the methodology of the System of Na-
tional Accounts (SNA) 93, the SSO prepared a data series for the main aggregates from 1990 to 1993, published in 1995. The
calculations were based on the available data and classifications that were in use at that time, and in the process of compilation
several expert assumptions were used. Based on the established GDP calculations, a series of integrated economic accounts
was prepared on an experimental basis for the period 1994-1996, published in 1998. Although the series from 1990-1997 was
not recalculated according to ESA 95 methodology, these data are important for following the movements in the economy
and they can be used for comparison.

Quarterly national accounts have also been developed in parallel since 2000, and regional accounts since 2003.

In the process of implementation of ESA 95 there were several major methodological improvements, mainly based
on the methods of estimation for certain aggregates. At the same time, national accounts data were improved as a result of
new data from the statistical surveys in the SSO, as well as of the improvements in available data and new data received from
other institutions and from accounting records.

In this period, new detailed data became available from the Public Revenue Office, the Ministry of Finance and the Na-
tional Bank, which contributed to improving the coverage of data and provided greater consistency with ESA 95 definitions.

The main recommendations of the ESA 95 and SNA 93 methodologies have been implemented since 1997, and the data
series was published regularly. The data were published in regular annual statistical reviews and news releases.

Progress in the implementation of ESA 95 was also achieved by the preparation of supply and use tables and symmetric
input output tables as an important tool for data analysis.

In the State Statistical Office, in 2000, an extensive revision was made to the data for calculation of GDP for the pe-
riod from 1997 to 1999, by implementing more appropriately the principles of the European System of Accounts, ESA 95, of
Eurostat. This revision referred to:

- Methodological improvements to the calculations by production and expenditure approach of GDP;

- Methodological improvements to the estimations of exhaustiveness in the economy;

- Application of new methods for calculation of volume indices and price deflators;

- Integration of data from the Labour Force Survey in the calculation of GDP, thereby achieving greater coverage of
unreported economic activities;

- New standards in data analysis;

- Application of the National Classification of Economic Activities, which is fully harmonised with the NACE Rev.1
classification of the EU.

The implementation of the new improved methodological solutions in 2000 and the way of presenting the data enable
greater international comparability when analysing the data.

Since 2005, when estimating GDP, the calculation of changes in inventories is made in a manner that enables the
elimination of holding gains/losses.

In 2010 for the first time, the following improvements were made:

- The financial intermediation services indirectly measured were calculated and allocated to sectors and users due
to the implementation of Commission Regulation (EC) No 1889/2002 on the implementation of Council Regulation (EC) No
448/98 completing and amending Regulation (EC) No 2223/96 with respect to the allocation of financial intermediation services
indirectly measured (FISIM);

- Estimation of dwelling services due to the implementation of Commission Regulation (EC) No 1722/2005 on the prin-
ciples for estimating dwelling services for the purpose of Council Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1287/2003 on the harmonisation
of gross national income at market prices;

- Harmonisation with revised BoP data, using monthly data from the Balance of Payments for: export of goods and serv-
ices and import of goods and services, as well as monthly data on the exchange rate of the USS to obtain annual data and
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- Methodological improvements for calculations of GDP at constant prices, which are partly due to the changes in GDP
at current prices and methodological changes for some sections. For GDP calculated by production method at constant prices,
the method of double indicators has been used for some sections, and direct Value Added deflation for some sections has
been avoided. For GDP calculations by expenditure method at constant prices, methodological changes have been made for
final government consumption and compensation of employees.

Financial intermediation services indirectly measured (FISIM)

Some of the banking services are paid directly, but part of the financial intermediation services is performed without
explicit payment. That part of services is evaluated indirectly. These services in the National Accounts are known as Financial
Intermediation Services Indirectly Measured (FISIM). The banks pay lower interest rates than in the case when they lend money
and charge higher interest rates for the loans they approve.

Up to now, these services had been calculated as a difference between interest receivable and interest payable.
Sectors and users did not allocate these services, and they were shown as an intermediate consumption at the level of total
economy.

In order to improve the National Accounts in accordance with Commission Regulation No.1889/2002 all EU Member
States are required to calculate and allocate the Financial Intermediation Services Indirectly Measured among user sectors,
using the reference rate defined as "method 1" in item 1(b) of Annex Il of the Council Regulation No.448/98. According to the
new calculations these services can be shown not only as intermediate consumption by users, but also as final consumption
and export (import).

As a result of the cooperation with NBRM, and on the basis of the available data provided by NBRM, the financial
intermediation services indirectly measured have been calculated and allocated to sectors and users, in accordance with the
EU Regulations that were mentioned above.

The calculation of FISIM is based on the following main items: the reference interest rate (Internal and External Refer-
ence Rate); the average stock of deposits and loans and the accrued interest rate by sectors and users of those services.

The allocation of the part of FISIM as an intermediate consumption by activities has been done according to the
structure of gross output.

The calculation of FISIM does not refer to NBRM. Since 2006, the Gross output of NBRM has been calculated as a
sum of costs (Compensation of employees, Depreciation, Intermediate consumption, Other taxes on production minus Other
subsidies on production). According to convention, the Gross output of NBRM has been allocated in the intermediate con-
sumption of the banks.

Final household consumption data are revised, first of all, as a result of the implementation of Commission Regulation
(EC) No 1889/2002 on the implementation of Council Regulation (EC) No 448/98 completing and amending Regulation (EC) No
2223/96 with respect to the allocation of financial intermediation services indirectly measured (FISIM) and with Commission
Regulation (EC) No 1722/2005 on the principles for estimating dwelling services for the purpose of Council Regulation (EC,
Euratom) No 1287/2003 on the harmonisation of gross national income at market prices.

The allocation of FISIM in NPISHs and General government final consumption had an implication to the value of Final
consumption.

Imputed rents

The methodological improvements for calculating the imputed rents are derived from the implementation of the
Regulations mentioned above.

The impact of the FISIM allocation in imputed rents has implications to the changes of intermediate consumption and
also to the gross rent which is calculated by applying the user-cost method.

With the methodological improvements for imputed rents, the annual rate of return of 2.5% was applied to the net
value of the stock of owner-occupied dwellings at current prices. As a result of this improvement the data on net operating
surplus were changed when calculating imputed rents.

These methodological adjustments in accordance with the international standards affected the revision of data on Final
household consumption, implicating changes of COICOP data, sub-group 4.2 Imputed rentals for housing.

In 2011, GDP calculations for 2009 and 2010 were made in accordance with the National Classification of Activities
Rev.2.

In 2012-2013, exhaustiveness improvements were made in national accounts, in accordance with OECD and Eurostat
recommended methods.

Using the available data from different sources, improvements were made for income in kind. With these improve-
ments, corrections were made in value added data (decrease in intermediate consumption, i.e. cost for business entities, and
increase in compensation of employees). The following corrections were made:

- part of daily allowances for business trips, not used for accommodation and meal (administrative sources — annual
accounts from Central Register);

- amount of payments made to members of supervisory boards (data from the Public Revenue Office);

- private use of business cars and payments based on work success (data from the Labour Cost Survey).

The ESA 95 revised data include calculations for tips in taxi transportation, hairdressing services and services in hotels
and restaurants.

In the process of revision of GDP calculation, an estimation of illegal activities has been made for drugs and prostitution
by using official published data from official institutions.

Supply and use tables balancing was used in the calculation of revised data, which improved the consistency between
the production and the expenditure method.

A significant change in the improvement of data was registered in the value of imputed dwelling services due to the
use of the value of dwellings and the value of depreciation, obtained with the Perpetual Inventory Method (PIM).

The implementation of this method for calculation influenced the value of depreciation and the value added for the
Government Sector.

In 2014, in accordance with the activities undertaken for implementation of the new national accounts methodology ESA
2010, the SSO started with preparation of a new revised data series for the period 2000-2012. In accordance with the prepared
plan, the SSO implemented two important changes that arose from ESA 2010: treatment of research and development (R&D)
expenditure and military equipment expenditure as investments in fixed assets, which were previously treated as material costs.
The calculation of the value of R&D costs is based on data from the Annual Survey on Scientific Research and Development
Activity of the SSO, which is based on the Frascati Manual of OECD. For implementation of the PIM method for calculation of
depreciation, a 10-year service life is used. Data on military equipment are obtained from different sources, and a service life
of 10-15 years is used for calculation of depreciation. The treatment of these costs as investments, i.e. fixed assets, made it
necessary to recalculate the value of investments, depreciation, gross output and intermediate consumption. In some sectors,
such as Government, the influence on these categories is significant.

Notes on methodology
Gross Domestic Product by production approach, at current prices
Data source and data presentation

Data sources used for GDP calculations are the annual financial reports from the Central Register, data from the
annual statistical surveys, data from the Ministry of Finance, the Public Revenue Office and other sources.

Data on the sources of value added and the cost structure of the GDP by production approach and at current
prices are shown in the tables by sections according to the NACE Rev.2 classification, in accordance with the ESA 2010
methodology.

Definitions of the basic categories
Gross domestic product

Gross domestic product (GDP) at market prices is the final result of the production activity of the resident
producer units and it is the sum of gross value added of the various institutional sectors or the various activities at basic
prices plus value added tax and import duties less subsidies on products (which are not allocated by activities).

Value added

Gross value added at basic prices is the basic category of GDP and it is defined as value of gross output minus
intermediate consumption.

Gross output

Gross output is considered to be the value of goods and services produced in the course of one year, regardless
of whether or not the whole quantity is sold or partially added to stocks.

It consists of three kinds of output: market output, output for own final use and non-market output. Due to the
specifics of some activities, various definitions of gross output exist.

For example, in trade, gross output is defined as a difference between sales value and purchase value of
merchandise sold, i.e. the gross output value is equal to trade gross margin.

Concerning banks and other financial institutions, gross output is equal to the sum of banking income earned by
performing banking services and the calculated value of imputed banking services, computed as a difference between
interest receivable and payable.

Insurance companies calculate gross output as a difference between income of insurance premiums and other
damage compensations, i.e. it is equal to the value of calculated insurance services.

For the Government and other non-market and non-profit institutions, gross output is calculated as a sum
of intermediate consumption, depreciation, compensations to employees and taxes on production. Because these
organizations and institutions do not make profit, their net operating surplus is always zero.

Intermediate consumption

Intermediate consumption is the value of products and market services, which the producer uses as inputs
in the production process, excluding fixed capital consumption, i.e. depreciation, in order to produce other products
and services. This category includes consumption of current purchases, stock consumption as well as consumption
of own products and services in the production process. For non-market service producers, by definition, the value
of intermediate consumption is equal to the value of current purchases. Therefore, intermediate consumption
includes the use of raw materials, materials, energy, office supplies, working clothes and spare parts, transport costs
of employees, daily allowances, separate life, contract payments and other benefits received by the employees, and
which are connected with the performing of a regular economic activity.

Compensations of employees

Compensations of employees are defined as total amount of compensations paid out in cash or in kind from

enterprise to employees for the work done during the year. This amount includes wages and salaries, personal tax,
allowances added to salaries, social contributions, as well as all compensations for food, transport, accommodation,
vacation, etc.

Operating surplus

Operating surplus is the residual component of the value added. It represents value added less the amount of
depreciation, compensations of employees and taxes on production. Operating surplus can be calculated in gross value
if it includes depreciation or as net value if the depreciation is excluded.

Operating surplus for the household sector (mixed income) is obtained by subtracting net indirect taxes and
compensations of the value added. Because it is difficult to separate salaries of self-employed persons, individual
agricultural producers and members of their family from the surplus achieved, this category contains the owner’s
salaries too.

Depreciation - consumption of fixed capital

Consumption of fixed capital during the accounting period is defined as a decrease of the current value of
producer’s fixed assets due to the physical use, obsolescence and accidental damages. When calculating GDP, the
depreciation value is calculated based on the data from the annual reports of legal entities. For the calculation of gross
rents and value added of unincorporated enterprises, the value of depreciation is estimated.

Total employment

Total employment in accordance with SNA 93 and ESA 95 methodologies covers all persons - both employees
and self-employed - engaged in some productive activities that falls within the production boundary of the system.

Employees - are defined as all persons who, by agreement, work for another resident institutional unit and
receive remuneration. In accordance with the National Accounts concepts the total number of employees covers the
number of employees from the annual financial reports, and the adjusted number of non-registered employees using
Labor Force Survey data.

Self-employed are defined as persons who are the sole owners, or joint owners, of the unincorporated
enterprises. The compensation of employees for the self-employed represents mixed income.

Based on this definition, the category of self-employed includes: self-employed - data obtained on the basis
of the annual accounts for people who run their own business, persons who pay annual lump-sum income tax to the
Public Revenue Office, unpaid family workers, and number of persons who do not have a formally registered business
and are estimated based on the Labour Force Survey.

Data on estimated employees and self-employed are obtained by comparison with Labour Force Survey data
according to the domestic concept (including non-residents working in Macedonia and excluding residents working
abroad). The estimates are made using the method of balancing the number of employees from different sources that
are the basis for estimating the non-observed economy.

Employment data are measured in number of persons in employment.
Gross Domestic Product by production approach, at constant prices

In the calculations of GDP at constant prices a movable base year is used, which means that each previous year
is a base year.

Within the calculations of the data on GDP at constant prices, the following methods of double indicators are
used — deflation and extrapolation. The methods of double indicators employ data from the volume indices and the
price indices.

In some economic activities employee's indices are used as an indicator for those activities.
