Income, Expenditure and Consumption Surveys (household budget surveys) are considered

one of the important basic data sources which provide several economic, and social indicators

of the society as these surveys were periodically conducted every 5 years starting from year

2008 the periodicity changed into 2 years.

The last survey 2017 is the Twelfth survey. It extends to include 25800 households

distributed on (urban & Rural)

The basic features of this survey are as follows:

Research sample size is (25800) households that designed to represent governorates

and not at geographical regions level as previous researches that enable to recognition

of levels & standards of expenditure and consumption at every governorate level.

We visit the households twice during research year (once every six months) to

monitor seasonal effects on its expenditure.

Transferring from hardcopy method for collecting data to integrated electronic

system (CAFE).

Increase number of questions related to details economic, social and demographical

characteristic of households.

a) Questions related to education to know reasons of non-enrollment or dropouts
and level of parents 's education.

b) Questions related to work to estimate employment status accurately , state
employment & unemployment rates.

¢) Questions related to health to recognize the most important diseases that affect
Egyptian society , its concentration areas and estimate beneficiaries of health

insurance and monitor (disability phenomenon).
