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1. Climate

This chapter presents data on rainfalls as recorded at (25) meteorology stations run by the
Department of Meteorology and located in various areas in the Kingdom, covering the
highlands, the Badia (semi-desert) and the Jordan Valley. Data on rainfalls and temperatures

are recorded all over the year by month at these stations.

The chapter also presents the average monthly minimum, maximum and general air
temperatures at two main stations, Amman Civil Airport Station from the highlands and Dair
Alla Station from the Jordan Valley.

It is worth mentioning that the climate of Jordan is that of the East Mediterranean type, which
is characterized by being hot and dry in summer, cold and humid in winter where temperatures
reach below zero in certain highlands.

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4. Labour and Wages

and a sample from all establishments of the private sector except those working in the
agricultural sector.

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5. Agriculture

This Chapter includes data on different agricultural surveys conducted by the Department
of Statistics in 2013.

5.1 Crops Statistics

This section includes the results of the agricultural surveys conducted by the DoS for
collecting data on cultivated areas, inputs and production of field crops, vegetables and
fruit bearing trees during 2013. These surveys include a comprehensive survey of
agricultural holdings and farming units in the Ghor areas, in addition to sample surveys in
the highlands. Data were collected using direct interview during several rounds.

5.2 Livestock

This section includes the results at the governorate level, of the half annual livestock
sample surveys conducted during 2013 which considered 1/4/2013 and 1/11/2013 as
reference periods. It also includes data on the number of sheep, goats and cattle at the
Kingdom level for the years 2007 — 2013.

5.3 Agricultural Prices and Price Indices

This section includes the results of the Agricultural Prices Survey and average marketing
costs, selling prices in central markets and farm — gate prices of sold quantities of crops
for 2013. These results also include farm — gate price indices for the years 2012 —2013.

5.4 Self-Sufficiency

This section includes statistical data about self-sufficiency for 2012.

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6. Environment and Water

6.1 Environment

This chapter includes environmental statistical data from environmental surveys
conducted annually by the DoS and from administrative records. These surveys include
environmental survey for Manufacturing of Chemicals, Plastic and Rubber Activities,
Hotels and Educations, Financial, Insurance Sector and Maintenance of Software,
Medical Services (Hospitals) and Municipalities. The overall aim of these surveys is to
collect and provide data about water consumption, waste water, generated waste and
environmental expenditures per sector. The DoS publishes the detailed data of these

annual Surveys in a specialized Environment Statistical Report.
6.2 Water

Data on water supply for household, municipal and industrial purposes are obtained
from the Ministry of Water and Irrigation. It is to be noticed that water supply for
household and municipal purposes increased in 2012 by 2.8% compared with 2011.
Amman Governorate received 40.1% of the total supply in 2012, followed by Zarga
Governorate which received 14.0%.

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9. Constructions

This section includes data on the constructions sector derived from two surveys, the first
is for the organized sector (The Contractors Survey), the second is for the Non_ organized
sector (The Complementary Survey), in addition to a census for building licenses.

9.1 Contractors survey

This survey is conducted annually. It covers a sample from classified contractors
registered with the Jordanian Contractors Association.

9.2 Complementary Survey

This is a quarterly survey. It covers a sample of the licensed buildings, where data are
collected directly from the owner of the building or from the supervising engineer. The
building is followed up till it is completed or for a maximum period of three years. All
completed buildings are excluded from the sample and are replaced by a sub-sample
obtained from the newly licensed ones.

9.3 Building Licenses Census
This is a monthly census where all new licenses issued by concerned authorities during
the specified period.

10. Internal Trade

This chapter covers the wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles, personal and household goods. The source of this data is the Annual
Internal Trade Survey. The overall aim of the survey is to collect and provide data about
the gross output, intermediate consumption, value added, compensation of employees,
taxes on production and fixed capital formation. The data are used to prepare economic
indicators and the national accounts. DoS publishes the detailed data of this annual
survey in a specialized report.

Laspeure Formula was applied to calculate the
Consumer Price Index.

22.2 Producer Price Index (PPI)

The Producer Price Index is based on producer prices of a fixed sample of goods
collected monthly from selected establishments in all governorates in the kingdom. In
addition, the quantity of the products for the most established is conduct to calculate the
industrial produce index (IP1).

This section includes the consolidated accounts for the Kingdom as well as the
supporting tables for 2002-2009, prepared by the Department of Statistics, in
accordance with the System of National Accounts (SNA) 1968. The National
Accounts estimates for Jordan include the Gross Domestic Product and Expenditure
(Account No.1), National Disposable Income and its Appropriation (Account No.3),
Capital Finance (Account No.5) and External Transactions (Account No.6). All these
accounts are at current prices.

The supporting tables include Gross Domestic Product by economic activity at current
and constant prices, Gross Domestic Product by factor of income and expenditure,
Gross Capital Formation and External Sector Accounts. All these accounts are at
current prices.

The results of the annual economic surveys, conducted by the Department of
Statistics, are the main source of the national accounts estimates. This is in addition to
the annual reports published by public and private sectors.

It
also includes major socio-economic and demographic indicators. This edition includes twenty-
three chapters, each of which consists of a group of related statistical tables. Most of these
tables cover one year or more.

Data in this yearbook were obtained from two main sources: the first, is the statistical data of
surveys and censuses conducted by the Department during 2013 and the years before, which
cover different population and social aspects as well as various economic and agricultural
sectors; and the second, is the records of ministries, government departments, and public and
private institutions such as: the Ministries of Health, Labour, Interior, Education, Finance,
Higher Education, and Tourism; the Social Security Corporation, the Department of Civil
Status and Passports, the Central Bank and the Ecclesiastical Courts and other data — producing

institutions.

The Department of statistics would like to take this opportunity to express its gratitude to all
citizens, ministries, government departments, and public and private institutions who
participated in providing the necessary data. DoS welcomes any constructive comments or
suggestions that would lead to improving the future issues of this Yearbook.
