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PREFACE 
This bulletin, the fifteenth of an 

tables of general interest on motor 
annual series, presents the 1959 statistical and analytical 
fuel, motor vehicles, highway-user taxation, State and 

local highway finance, highway mileage, and Federal aid for highways. 
The brief text is intended only to call attention to information of particular interest 

or significance, to supply definitions of the terms used in the tables, and to point out the limi- 
tations of the data. 

The Highway Statistics series has been published annually beginning with the year 1945, 
but some of the earlier editions are now out of print. However, much of the data presented 
in the issues of 1945-55, inclusive, is reported in full or in summary form in the 1955 Sum- 
mary. Recent issues may be purchased from the Superintendent of Documents, U.S. Gov- 
ernment Printing Office, Washington 25, D.C., as follows :

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MOTOR FUEL 
Highway use of motor fuel totaled 56.3 billion 

gallons during 1959. (The total includes, for the 
first time, motor fuel used in Alaska and Hawaii.) 
The average fuel consumption per registered motor 
vehicle was 788 gallons in 1959, and the average 
payment of State motor-fuel taxes was $45.67 per 
vehicle. 

The motor-fuel tax collections for all States are 
given in table G-1. The last column of the table, 
"Adjusted Net Total Receipts,'' gives the State 
highway-user revenues derived from motor fuel. I n  
most States, the tax on aviation fuel is either re- 
funded or placed in a special fund for aviation 
purposes. Similarly, some States place in a separate 
fund a11 or part of the tax paid on fuel used by 
marine craft, and apply it to the improvement of 
marine facilities. Where revenue has been placed 
in such separate funds, i t  is deducted in the next-to- 
last column of table G-1. 

The term "motor fuel" applies to gasoline and 
all other fuels coming under the purview of the 
State motor-fuel tax laws. "Special fuels" include 
diesel fuel, liquefied petroleum gases, and those 
known by such names as "tractor fuel" and "power 
fuel," when they are used to operate vehicles on 
the highways. 

Diesel fuel is by far the most widely used of the 
special fuels, although the use of liquefied petroleum 
gases, especially butane, is increasing. Because the 
diesel-powered vehicle operates more miles on a 
gallon of fuel than the gasoline-powered vehicle, 
nine States were imposing higher tax rates on diesel 
fuel than on gasoline by the end of 1959. Vermont 
was the only State that did not tax special fuels in 
1959, but additional fees, in the form of higher reg- 
istration or "equalization" fees, were levied in that 
State on vehicles using these fuels. 

The words "exemption" and "refund" are not 
used interchangeably ; exemption applies where the 
State purposely does not collect the tax, and refund 
applies where t.he State collects the tax and later 
returns it in whole or in part. Exemptions are most 
frequently granted on motor fuel purchased by the 
Federal Government, or as allowances for loss 
through evaporation, spillage, etc. Refunds are 
granted for nonhighway uses of motor fuel such as 
in agriculture, aviation, industry, construction, and 
marine use. 

Analyses of motor-fuel consumption for 1959 are 
given in tables G-2 and G-21 through 6-25. Table 
G-2 shows gallonage taxed, exempted, and refunded 
without regard to the use of the fuel. I t  is intended 
primarily to provide tax data for revenue analysis. 
The amounts of motor fuel used for highway and 
nonhighway purposes are shown separately in tables 
G-21 through G-24. These tables do not include 
purchases by the Federal Government for military 
use or fuel exported from the United States. I n  
some cases the figures differ from those in table G-2, 
primarily because of adjustments made to show the 
gallonage, as nearly as possible, for the period in 
which it was consumed, rather than for the period 
in which the tax was paid. I n  tables G-21 through 
(3-24, other adjustments have been made to allow 
for losses from destruction, evaporation, spillage, 
etc. 

Table G-25 gives the highway use of special fuels 
by months for all States except Alaska and Ver- 
mont. The gallonage of special fuels used in 1959 
amounted to 2.2 billion gallons and constituted 
4.0 percent of the total motor fuel consumed on 
highways. 

Table 6-240 shows the proportion of total motor- 
fuel gallonage on which the tax is either refunded 
or exempted for alleged nonhighway use. Okla- 
homa is the only State that grants general tax ex- 
emptions on fuel used for nonhighway purposes. 
Most States refund all or part of the tax paid on 
such fuel, or provide for a partial tax exemption 
for certain nonhighway uses. I n  those States, the 
total gallonage claimed for exemption or refund 
was known and there were records indicating the 
purposes for which it was used. For States that 
tax some gasoline used for nonhighway purposes 
the amounts shown in the tables for these purposes 
were estimated by the Bureau of Public Roads on 
the basis of reports of economic activity (i.e., agri- 
cultural, industrial, marine, aviation, etc.) within 
the State, and/or on reports of adjoining States 
with similar economic characteristics. 

Table G-205 gives the gasoline tax rates in effect 
for each year since 1946, and the diesel fuel tax rates, 
where they differ from gasoline rates, for 1958 and 
1959. Disposition of motor-fuel tax revenue is 
given in table G-3.

MOTOR 
The motor-vehicle registration tables include data 

for Alaska and Hawaii for the first time. I n  order 
to provide ready comparisons with the data for 
prior years, two totals have been included in each 
table; one for all the States and the District of 
Columbia, and one that excludes Alaska and Ha- 
waii. Motor-vehicle registrations in the 48 con- 
tiguous States and the District of Columbia for 
1959 totaled 71,211,868, of which 59,326,046 were 
automobiles, 11,621,604 were trucks, and 264,218 
were buses. Including Alaska and Hawaii, regis- 
trations totaled 71,502,394 and were comprised of 
59,566,721 automobiles, 265,114 buses, and 11,670,559 
trucks. 
Bus registrations are shown for the first time on 

a "vehicle count" rather than a registration basis 
in order to eliminate double counting. This prac- 
tice will be followed in future years. As a general 
rule, State motor-vehicle registration agencies grant 
reciprocity to other States, and most vehicles are 
registered in only one State. I n  many instances, 
however, this is not true for buses that operate in 
interstate commerce. The requirement that such 
buses be registered in more than one State has re- 
sulted in an overstatement of the number of buses 
within this class in the past. For example, while 
there were 91,953 commercial bus registrations in 
1959, there were only 76,398 in operation, indicating 
that 17 percent of the registrations were duplica- 
tions. The number of buses in this class was rela- 
tively small in comparison to the total number of 
motor vehicles, however, the duplications amount- 
ing to less than 0.02 percent of all registrations. 

While vehicle registration years vary from State 
to State, the data given in table MV-1 have been 
adjusted to a calendar year basis for uniformity. 
Motor-vehicle registrations reported do not include 
transfers or reregistrations. Insofar as possible, 
items that might cause duplication have been re- 
moved. Registration practices vary widely among 
the States. Some States register tractor-semitrailer 
combinations as a single unit, while others register 
the tractor and the semitrailer separately. Several 
States register buses with trucks or automobiles; 
many States register house and light "utility" trail- 
ers with heavy commercial trailers or semitrailers, 
while others do not require registration of the util- 
ity trailers. There are numerous variations among 
the States in the registration of taxicabs, station 

VEHICLES 
wagons, and other special types of vehicles. I n  some 
cases, the data supplied by the States are supple- 
mented with information available from other 
sources. 

Motor-vehicle registrations by major vehicle 
classes are reported in table MV-1. Data on trucks, 
buses, and trailers and semitrailers are given in 
tables MV-9, 10, and 11, respectively. Table MV- 
12 shows the number of motor-vehicle operators' 
licenses issued by each State, and an estimate of 
the number in force during the year. 

Data on publicly-owned motor vehicles are re- 
ported in table MV-7, and table MV-24 provides 
information on the number of vehicles, classified 
by type, that are operated by civilian agencies of 
the Federal Government. 

Taxes and fees connected with State motor- 
vehicle registrations and special taxes on motor 
carriers are given in table MV-2. The diversity of 
taxes and fees collected makes it necessary to group 
them into broad general classes, the most important 
being registration fees. The amounts shown are 
those collected solely as highway-user revenues and 
do not include any revenues derived from taxes 
other than those incident to motor-vehicle owner- 
ship and operation. (Some of these revenues are 
later used for nonhighway purposes, but it is the 
source rather than the expenditure of the revenues 
that determines their inclusion here.) The disposi- 
tion of motor-vehicle revenues is given in table 
MV-3. 

Traffic Speed Trends 

Twenty-nine States have reported the results of 
902 speed studies, covering 391,098 vehicles, c m -  
pleted during 1959. These studies were conducted 
on level tangent sections of main rural highways 
during periods of relatively low traffic densities 
when most drivers can travel at their desired speeds. 

The findings indicate that the average speed for 
all vehicles for 1959 reached a record high of 51.9 
miles per hour. However, this was only 0.2 mile 
per hour above the (revised) previous high estab- 
lished in 1958. For passenger cars, trucks, and 
buses the average speeds were 53.2, 47.2, and 53.5 
miles per hour, respectively. This constitutes a 
slight increase in speed for passenger cars, while 
the speeds of trucks and buses were 0.1 mile per hour 
less than during 1958. 



Motor Vehicles 

Sixty-two percent of the passenger cars, 32 per- 
cent of the trucks, and 70 percent of the buses ob- 
served exceeded 50 miles per hour. Twenty-one 
percent of the passenger cars, 4 percent of the 
trucks, and 21 percent of the buses exceeded 60 miles 
per hour. Speed trends for the years 1942-59 are 
illustrated graphically on page 24. 

Vehicle and Travel Characteristics 

Table VM-1 shows the estimated amounts of 
travel in 1959 by passenger cars, buses, and trucks 
on rural roads and urban streets, together with the 
number of vehicles registered and quantity of motor 
fuel consumed by these vehicles. I n  addition, the 
table shows the calculated average miles of travel 
and consumption of motor fuel per vehicle, and 
average travel per gallon of fuel consumed. Total 
travel increased 5 percent over 1958, while the num- 
ber of registered vehicles increased by only 4.3 
percent. 

Passenger cars represented 83 percent of the 
vehicles and performed 82 percent of the travel in 

1959 ; trucks and truck combinations

accounted for 
16 percent of the vehicles and 17 percent of the 
travel; similar figures for buses were less than 1 
percent. 

The average motor vehicle traveled 9,720 miles 
in 1959, almost half of i t  in cities, and consumed 782 
gallons of fuel at a rate of 12.43 miles per gallon. 
The average passenger car traveled 9,529 miles and 
consumed 666 gallons of fuel, at a rate of 14.30 miles 
per gallon. 

Table HT-1, which last appeared in the 1956 
bullet in, presents information concerning loadings 
of trucks and frequencies of heavy loads for each 
census division and for the United States. I n  addi- 
tion to the data for 1959, data for 1957 and 1958 
are also shown. Based on new studies conducted in 
connection with the Highway Cost Allocation 
Study, the 1957 total ton-mile figure for main rural 
roads mas 6.5 percent higher than the value calcu- 
lated from the usual trend data. The trend data 
indicated an increase of 2.6 percent in the ton-miles 
of freight hauled in 1957 compared to 1956.

FEDERAL TAXES ON FUEL AND AUTOMOTIVE PRODUCTS 
More than half of the revenues from Federal 

taxes on motor fuel and automotive products are 
deposited in the highway trust fund. The trust 
fund receives all of the revenues from the tax on 
gasoline, diesel, and special fuels; all of the taxes 
of 8 cents per pound on tires, 5 cents per pound on 
"other than highway" tires, 9 cents per pound on 
innertubes, and 3 cents per pound on tread rubber; 
one-half of the 10-percent tax on new trucks, buses, 
and trailers; and all of the proceeds of the annual 
gross weight tax of $1.50 per 1,000 pounds on vehi- 
cles of more than 26,000 pounds gross weight. The 
Federal-Aid Highway Act of 1959, which increased 
the motor-fuel tax 1 cent per gallon for the period 
October 1, 1959, through June 30, 1961, also pro- 
vided that half of the 10-percent tax on automo- 
biles, and five-eighths of the 8-percent tax on parts 
and accessories, be transferred to the trust fund for 
the period July 1,1961, through June 30,1964. The 
proceeds of other Federal excises on automotive and 
associated products, or portions of them not spe- 
cifically dedicated to the highway trust fund, go to 
the general funds of the Treasury. 

In  fiscal year 1960, the highway trust fund re- 
ceived $2,539 million from excise taxes, and $2 mil- 

lion from interest on investments. There was $5 
million paid in interest on advances from the gen- 
eral fund. A statement of the fiscal year operation 
of the fund including receipts, disbursements, and 
unexpended balances as of June 30, 1960, is shown 
on page 33. 

The net revenues (after refunds) in calendar year 
1959 from Federal excise taxes on- motor fuel, lubri- 
cating oil, and the vehicle use tax, and the estimated 
portions paid by highway users, are given in table 
E-5. The net revenues from excise taxes on motor 

I 
vehicles, tires, tubes, and parts and accessories, and 
the estimated portions paid by highway users, are 
shown in table E-6. 

The amounts of these Federal excise revenues esti- 
mated to have been contributed in the final instance 
by highway users in each State are reported in 
tables E-7 and E-8. Since the taxes on all auto- 
motive products, except diesel fuel, are collected in 
the first instance at the point of manufacture or 
production, these estimated payments differ con- 
siderably from the actual collections in the various 
States by the Internal Revenue Service. 

The rates and history of Federal excise taxes on 
motor fuels and automotive products are shown in 
table E-101.

This se,ction of the bulletin contains a series of 
tables reporting the receipts, disbursements, 
changes in debt status, and other financial infor- 
mation of State and local highway agencies. State 
highway finance data are for the calendar year 
1959, while those of the local governments are 
for various 1958 fiscal periods, the latest year for 
which complete information is available,. Alaska 
and Hawaii are included in the 1959 data. 

Highway-User Imposts 

A highway-user impost is defined as a special 
tax or fee (other than a toll for use of a specific 
facility) paid by motor-vehicle users because of 
their use of the highways. These imposts include 
motor-fuel taxes, motor-vehicle registration and 
associated fees, and special taxes applicable only 
to motor carriers. Property, sales, or other taxes 
paid by the general public or businesses are not 
included in this category. 

Highway-user imposts provide the principal 
source of State revenue for highways, and by 
virtue of State sharing, they become the largest 
source of highway income to local governments 
(taken as a group). Highway-user receipts ac- 
counted for $5,076 million of State revenue in 
1959, an increase of 8 percent over 1958. More 
than half of this revenue was allotted for State 
highway improvements, maintenance, and admin- 
istration. The remainder was allocated for other 
State highway purposes, for local roads and streets, 
for costs of collecting the highway-use.r taxes, and 

ceeds of the highway-user imposts to their eventual 
allocation for specific purposes. These allocations 
are in agreement with the highway-user revenues 
reported in the State highway finance (SF) tables. 

I n  many States, specific revenues or portions of 
revenues from each type of highway-user tax are 
dedicated to particular highway purposes. A num- 
ber of States, however, place all highway-user reve- 
nues in a general highway fund, and a few have a 
general State fund into which go many types of 
revenues, including those from highway users. For 
the latter group of States, each appropriation or 
expenditure for highway purposes is considered to 
have been made from motor-fuel taxes and from 
motor-vehicle taxes and fees in proportion to the 
revenue received from each of these sources. 

I n  some States a portion of highway-user reve- 
nues has been allocated to the State general fund or 
for nonhighway purposes. In  a few of these States, 
there have also been general fund appropriations 
for highway purposes. I n  the Bureau of Public 
Roads analyses, such appropriations have been off - 
set against the nonhighway allocations of highway- 
user revenues. 

Table G-106, which gives the legal or adminis- 
trative provisions for allocating motor-fuel taxes, 
and table MV-106, which provides similar informa- 
tion for motor-vehicle registration fees and motor- 
carrier taxes, last appeared in 1957 and will be 
revised for inclusion in the bulletin for 1960.

Allocation of the proceeds of motor-fuel taxes 
and motor-vehicle fees is shown in tables G-3 and 
MV-3, respectively. The purpose of these tables 
and the summary table D F  is to follow the pro- 

and disbursements for collecting and administering 
highway-user imposts are given in tables SF-9 and 
10. Income, expenditures, and debt of counties and 
other local rural units and of municipalities are 
reported in the local finance section. 

Tables SF-1 and 2 summarize the receipts and 
disbursements of all State highway-user taxes, in- 
cluding any portions used for nonhighway pur- 
poses, and all other income (including Federal aid) 
available to the States for highways. Also included 
are the transactions of interstate and intrastate toll 
facilities operated by State or quasi-State agencies. 
Tables SF-3 and 4 show the portions of the revenues 
and expenditures applicable to roads and streets 
under State control, and tables SF-3A and 4A re- 
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port similar information exclusive of toll facility 
activities. Details of capital outlay, maintenance, 
and administrative costs are reported in supplement 
1 to SF4. Tables SF-5 and 6 give the portions of 
the States' income and expenditures that were used 
for local roads and streets. Table SF-11 shows cap- 
ital outlay by the States on Federal-aid and other 
highway systems. 

I n  1959, State road-user revenues, tolls, bond 
sales, general revenues appropriated for highways, 
and Federal-aid funds, reached a gross total of 
$9,542 million, but $463 million of the amount de- 
rived from tolls and road-user taxes were used for 
nonhighway purposes, $202 million for collection 
of taxes and fees, and $54 million of bond proceeds 
were used for refunding, thus reducing the amount 
available for highways from all sources to $8,823 
million. Of net highway revenues, 50 percent came 
from current State taxes comprised of levies on 
motor fuel (35 percent) and on motor vehicles and 
motor carriers (15 percent). Federal funds and 
bond proceeds accounted for 35 and 8 percent, re- 
spectively. Tolls, general fund appropriations, 
other State taxes, and miscellaneous fees provided 
7 percent. 

State disbursments for highways (excluding 
redemption of bonds by refunding) totaled $8,559 
million in 1959, of which $5,402 million was spent 
for highway capital outlay, an increase of 8 percent 
over 1958. Allocations of State revenues to local 
governments for highway purposes totaled $1,149 
million, or 18 percent of total highway 
disbursements. 

Bonds in the amount of $273 million (excluding 
refunding bonds) were sold in 1959 to complete con- 
struction of toll road projects and to finance new toll 
bridges. The table on page 66 shows the mileage of 
existing toll roads classified by Federal systems. 
The detailed transactions of special toll authorities 
are reported in tables SF-3B and 4B. 

State Obligations for Highways 

Tables SB-I, 2,2B, and 3 present information on 
obligations issued, redeemed, and outstanding at  the 
end of 1959, including State-assumed local obliga- 
tions, State issues for local roads, and obligations 
of the State to reimburse local governments for 
their contributions to the cost of State highways or 
local roads and streets now on the State systems. 
Special toll-revenue iss~~es  for bridges and for other 
highway facilities are included only if the facilities 
are administered by State or quasi-State agencies. 
A distinction has been made in table SB-2B between 
general obligations backed by the full credit of the 

State, and limited obligations for which only spe- 
cific revenues have been pledged. 

The total outstanding highway debt of State and 
quasi-State agencies at  the end of 1959 was $9,008 
million. After deducting $227 million in sinking 
fund and debt resarves, the net State debt for high- 
ways was $8,781 millon, a 5 percent increase over 
1958. 

Local Road and Street Finance 

The finances of local governmental units for 
highways and streets presented in this bulletin are 
for the year 1958 while all other data are for 1959. 
The considerable variations in the fiscal years of 
local governments and the large number of report- 
ing units prevents the simultaneous publication of 
State and local summaries for the same reporting 
year. Data for the local units in Alaska and 
Hawaii will be made part of the regular local 
finance series beginning with 1959. The receipts, 
disbursements, and changes in debt status for local 
toll facilities, while included in the local summaries, 
are also shown in separate tables. Direct expendi- 
tures by local governments for local and State 
roads and streets shown in the local finance series 
do not duplicate the direct expenditures reported 
on the State finance tables. A summary, by States, 
of the 1958 highway receipts and expenditures of 
all Federal, State, and local governmental units is 
given in tables F-1 and 2. 

I n  order to make the urban and rural summaries 
comparable, the urban tables exclude receipts and 
disbursements for allied street functions such as 
street lighting and cleaning, sidewalks, storm drain- 
age, and gross parking receipts and costs. These 
data are shown separately in tables UF-11 and 12. 
The term LLlocal rural units" generally refers to 
counties, townships, and road districts, while "local 
urban units" are municipalities. The following 
governmental units, although legally classified as 
counties, are considered as municipalities: San 
Francisco, Calif. ; Denver Colo. ; Orleans Parish, 
La.; Suffolk, Mass. ; Bronx, Kings, New York, 
Queens, and Richmond, N.Y. ; Philadelphia, Pa. ; 
and Arlington, Va. Data for Cook County, 111, are 
classified partly as rural and partly as urban. 

Townships in the six New England States and in 
New Jersey, New York, and Pennsylvania include 
areas of high population density and perform func- 
tions of municipal governments. As a result, a 
"rural-urban" classification is made of each town- 
ship and those considered urban are included in 
the municipal summaries. 

The District of Columbia, is classed as a State, in 
this bulletin, rather than as a local government, but, 
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since it is entirely urban, comparisons of data for 
the District with those for the States are not valid. 

Sources and  procedures 

The local finance summaries include data from 
counties, townships, and municipalities for varying 
fiscal years. I n  addition, information is received 
from subordinate governmental units such as road 
improvement districts, parking authorities, bridge 
commissions, port authorities, etc. Data for rural 
units were received from each of the 48 contiguous 
States. Forty-six States reported either partial 
or complete urban information and data for two 
States were estimated. Forty-seven States provided 
a segregation of allied street functions, of which 
parking facilities was one of the major components. 
Although parking meter fees are imposed as a de- 
terrent to prolonged curb parking, they produce a 
substantial amount of revenue. Compared to the 
$46 million collected in 1951, parking facility reve- 
nues increased significantly to $128 million in 1958. 

Most of the information included in the local 
highway finance table  was obtained from local 
governmental sources and summarized by the State 
highway departments. I n  some instances, how- 
ever, i t  was n m a r y  to obtain local finance 
data from Federal and State agencies, and some 
missing data were estimated by the Bureau of Pub- 
lic Roads. 

Receipts and disbursements 

Receipts for local rural roads are given in table 
LF-1. I n  1958, these receipts reached a total of 
$1,695 million, of which $725 million, or 42.8 per- 
cent, were derived from local revenues; $776 mil- 
lion, or 45.8 percent, represented fund transfers 
from State governments ; $26 million, or 1.5 percent, 
came from Federal agencie; and $1.6 million, or 
0.1 percent, were from urban places. 

Proceeds of long and short-term borrowings (to 
augment the highway funds of local governments) 
provided an additional $167 million, or 9.8 percent 
of all receipts. Tables LB-2 and UB-2 present 
information on local rural and urban highway ob- 
ligations issued and redeemed during the year, and 
outstanding at the end of the year. 

Local rural disbursements for highways, exclud- 
ing debt retirement, totaled $1,585 million during 
1958, of which $1,454 million was spent directly by 
the rural units, an increase of 7.6 percent over 1957. 
Allocation of local revenues to State and municipal 
governments amounted to $133 million. To the ex- 
tent possible, expenditures for nonhig l~~ay  pur- 
poses were offset against appropriations from local 
general funds. 

Table UF-1 summarizes the highway receipts for 
urban places. During 1958, revenue derived from 
local sources amounted to $966 million, nearly all 
of which came from property taxes and general 
fund appropriations. For the purposes of the local 
summaries special assessments and general property 
taxes are defined as specific levies for the construc- 
tion and maintenance of roads and streets, parking 
facilities, or allied functions, or for service of obli- 
gations for such purposes. 

Transfers to municipalities from State and local 
rural units amounted to $389 million, or 22.9 
percent of total receipts, and an additional $34'7 
million was raised through credit financing. 
Federal-aid funds paid'by the Bureau of Public 
Roads for projects on local roads (including the 
local matching funds) are excluded from the local 
finance tables and are shown as received and ex- 
pended by the State on the State highway finance 
summaries. 

Disbursements by urban placw for streets and 
highways, excluding debt retirement, amounted to 
$1,528 million in 1958 and are shown on table UF-2. 
The allocations or transfers of urban funds to State 
and. local rural governments for highway purposes 
totaled $47.6 million. 

To supplement tables LF-2 and UF-2, tablee 
LF-21 and UF-21 provide the details of right-of- 
way, construction, maintenance, interest, and other 
costs. 

Intergovernmental transfers 

Intergovernmental transfers between similar 
units, as between rural counties and townships, are 
eliminated. The final summaries show only the 
net transfers between rural and urban units. 

Differences between the State and local finance 
tables can be directly attributed to intergovern- 
mental transfers, variations in fiscal periods used 
for reporting purposes, funds in transit, and the 
treatment of reimbursement obligations for the 
local units. State payments to reimburse local 
governments for their contributions to the cost of 
roads now on the State systems are reported as 
debt service payments on reimbursement obliga- 
tions in table SB-3. The reimbursement received 
is considered to be State aid for local roads and is 
included in the receipts from the States in table 
LF-1. 

Differences between local rural and local urban 
highway statements were eliminated wherever pos- 
sible but in cases where this was not practicable, it 
was determined that the discrepancies were largely 
due to the use of different reporting years or lag 
in payments.

ROADS AND STREETS 
The tables in this section present the miles of 

public mads and streets existing in the United 
Statas as of December 31,1959. I n  addition to the 
inclusion of Alaska and Hawaii, the following 
changes have been made in the State and local mile- 
age tables for 1959:

As of December 31, 1959, there were 3,510,660 
miles of public roads and streets in the United 
States. Of this mileage, 1,189,599 miles were 
paved, and 2,321,061 miles were unpaved. The 
former group includw 652,434 miles paved with 
low-type bituminous, 412,240 miles paved with 
high-type bituminous, and 124,925 miles paved with 
portland cement concrete. 

Although the total mileage of r o d s  and streets 
has been steadily increasing, the increase is rela- 
tively small when compared with the total mileage 
in use. The most significant changes from year 
to year are those which convert dirt roads to paved 
roads, widen pavements, reduce grades, minimize 
curves, eliminate grade crossings, and other im- 
provements which provide safer, more efficient 
highways with greater traffic and load-bearing 
capacities. 

The SM table series presents the mileage of State 
administered roads and streets only, and the M 
table series presents the total mileage of roads and 
streets in the United States. Table M-21 in the 
latter series shows the extent to which the State 
and Federal-aid systems coincide. It should be 
noted that "Federal-aid systems" consist almost en- 
tirely of State and local roads that are eligible for 
Federal aid (for construction only). 

Administrative responsibility for roads and 
streets is divided among several types of govern- 
ments and agencies : State highway departments; 
toll road or bridge authorities; State forest, park, 
or agricultural agencies ; counties, towns (New 

England-ty pe) and townships ; municipalities ; and 
Federal agencies responsible for national park, 
forest, and mrvat ion  roads. 

Primary State Highways 

The primary State highways are the principal 
intercity highways of the States, the vast majority 
of which have been designated as part of the 
Federal-aid systems. 

Since becoming a State, Alaska has not yet made 
a complete inventory of all highways and no sepa- 
rate classification exists for local administrative 
systems. Therefore, all Alaska mileage is classi- 
fied as State primary in the SM table series. 

There were approximately 36,300 miles of road 
construction on State primary and secondary mads 
during 1959. This represents 5.3 miles of improve- 
ment for each 100 miles of State highways. The 
State highway departments also built or supervised 
the construction of 14,000 mil- of roads not in- 
cluded in the State systems. This construction was 
principally on county roads improved under the 
Federal-aid secondary highway program. 

State Construction Contract Awards 

Table CA-3 shows 1959 highway construction 
contract awards and force account authorizations 
made by State agencies. The total awards in 1959 
amounted to $3,238 million, 20 percent less than 
1958. This difference was due, in large part, to the 
fact that an additional $400 million of Federal-aid 
funds were authorized in 1958 as an anti-recession 
measure, and it was stipulated that these emergency 
funds must be placed under contract by December 
1,1958. Total contracts awarded in 1959 included 
$1,362 million for contracts on the Interstate Sys- 
tem, $1,301 million for other Federal-aid contracts, 
$500 million for S tab  and local contracts financed 
without Federal-aid funds, and $74 million for toll 
facility awards. The total number of contracts 
involving Federal aid was 34 percent less than 1958, 
while the number of contracts f i n a n d  without 
Federal aid was 3 percent greater.

FEDERAL AID 
The Federal government acts in cooperation with 

the States in the financing of a large volume of 
highway activity. The Bureau of Public Roads, 
the principal highway agency of the Federal Gov- 
ernment, administers the Federal-aid highway pro- 
gram. Other Federal agencies that administer 
continuing highway programs are the Forest and 
Park Services and the Office of Indian Affairs. 
The Department of Defense, the Atomic Energy 
Commission, and the Bureau of Land Management 
provide funds in their budgets to finance construc- 
tion of roads leading to military installations, 
sources of strategic materials, timber areas, etc., 
but these funds are usually transferred to Public 
Roads who administers the programs. 

Other funds are provided for roads and bridges 
by Federal agencies incidental to their major func- 
tions, e.g., the Army Engineers and the Bureau of 
Reclamation in connection with water resources and 
navigable rivers, and the Forest Service through 
its policy of sharing with counties the earnings of 
the national forests, a portion of \~hich are placed 
in road funds. As is seen in table F-1, funds for 
highways from all Federal sources mere $2,455 
million in 1958. 

I n  the use of Federal aid for highway construc- 
tion, the States determine the systems to be im- 
proved, the projects to be built, and the design and 
construction standards to be used. They make the 
surveys and plans, let the contracts, and supervise 
the construction. I n  all of these steps the States 
consult with and obtain the approval of the Bureau 
of Public Roads, acting for the Federal Govern- 
ment. The roads remain under the administrative 
control of the States, who are responsible for their 
operation and maintenance. 

The Federal-aid annual authorizations for pri- 
mary, secondary, and urban improvements, com- 
monly called ABC funds, are proportionally 
divided among the States by formulas which take 
into account the area, population, and postal-route 
mileage in each State. These funds are matched 
50-50 by the States, but the Federal share is pro- 
portionally increased for St.ates with public lands 
in excess of 5 percent of their area. 

I n  exception to the general usage of ABC funds, 
$400 million was provided in the Act of 1958, to 
be matched on a tn-o-thirds Federal, one-third 
State basis, and to be used in one year. Federal 
advances of up to two-thirds of the amount of the 
State matching shares mere made available. These 

advances are deductible in equal installments from 

the ABC fund apportionments for 1961 and 1962. 
The National System of Interstate and Defense 

Highways, now a dominant feature of the Federal- 
aid program, was authorized in 1944, but prior to 
1956 only modest funds were provided for it, first 
at a 50-50 and then a 6040 matching ratio. The 
Act of 1956 provided for completion of the system 
over a 13-16 year period, on a 90-percent Federal, 
10-percent State matching basis. 

Federal-Aid Financing 

Apportionment to the, States of $2,646 million 
for the fiscal year 1961 was made on October 8, 
1959. Of this amount $864 million was for the 
ARC program and $1,782 million for the Inter- 
state System. On the same date $33 million of 
1961 forest highway funds were apportioned. 
Slightly over $51 million of authorized ABC funds 
were deducted from apportionments to recover one- 
half of the repayable advances of Federal funds 
("L" funds) to the States made for fiscal 1959 
pursuant to Sec. 2(e) of the Act of 1958. The re- 
mainder of the advances mill be deducted from 
1962 apportionments. To prevent claims for 
Interstate reimbursements from exhausting funds 
in the Federal Highway Trust Fund, the appor- 
tionment of $200 million of authorized Interstate 
funds for 1961 was deferred. 

Amounts apportioned to the States pursuant to 
authorizations for a fiscal year are not to be con- 
fused with payments to the States for work com- 
pleted. Although an apportionment of Federal- 
aid funds is for one year, a 2-year grace period in 
expending the funds is permitted, to allow the 
States time for orderly planning nnd budgeting of 
their highway programs. 

Payments to contractors for work done on 
Federal-aid projects are made initially from State 
funds, or in some cases from funds transferred to 
the State by cities, counties, or other local govern- 
ments. The Federal share is paid as reimburse- 
ment to the States as work progresses, with final 
payment made after completion of the project. 

To prevent the possibility of a deficit in the 
Federal Highway Trust Fund, the Bureau put in 
effect, beginning with fiscal year 1960, a plan that 
provides for the orderly scheduling of Federal-aid 
fund obligations and contract lettings so as to 
phase the reimbursement requests of the States with 
available revenues in the trust fund. Any States 
that wish to proceed at a more rapid rate of con- 
tract letting may do so if they choose, with the

understanding that Federal reimbursement for the 
additional work will be delayed.

The expenditure of Federal funds administered 
by the Bureau of Public Roads during 1959, shown 
on page 141, totaled $3,091 million. The expendi- 
ture of Federal-aid funds charged to the Federal 
Highway Trust Fund totaled $3,033 million, and 
$58 million of other funds were expended. (The 
portion of these funds paid to States will appear 
as income in table SF-I and in other tables of the 
SF series in the highway finance section.) Table 
FA-200, showing authorizations and apportion- 
ments since 1917, is given on pages 143-144. 

The construction unit costs on Federal-aid 
projects, calculated for various bases, are shorn 
on page 146. Percentage distribution by Federal- 
aid systems of the costs of principal types of work 
and materials, supplies, labor, equipment, etc., are 
given in tables on pages 147-148. Data on contract 
bid prices for rural Federal-aid highway construc- 
tion are give-n on page 149, and for average hourly 
wage rates on Federal-aid projects on page 153. 
For the first time there is included in this section 
a table giving the usage factors for major highway 
construction materials on Federal-aid projects. 

Federal-Aid System Mileage 

The Federal-aid system mileages reported in 
tables of this section include existing roads and 
streets that form the present traveled way. Since 
a large portion of the Interstate System and some 
mileages of the other Federal-aid systems will be 
built on new locations, roads now serving the traf- 
fic and paralleling these projected locations are 
included in the tables as the traveled way. This is 
necessary, particularly in the case of the Interstate 
and Federal-aid primary systems, to show present 
physical characteristics and to indicate the progress 
from year to yeaz of improving the roads of a con- 
nected system. For some projected route sections, 
of course, there is no nearby para.lle1 existing road 
or street, and for them no traveled-way mileage 
can be reported. 

As of December 31, 1959, the total traveled way 
(mileage in use) of the Federal-aid primary high- 
way system, including mileage of the Interstate 
System, consisted of 220,625 miles of rural roads 
and 20,948 miles of urban streets, a total of 241,573 
miles. (Included are.537 miles of the Federal-aid 
primary highway system in Puerto Rim.) The 
Federal-aid primary system reported here is 23,035 
miles less than the officially designated system of 
264,608 miles given in the annual report of the 
Bureau of Public Roads, fiscd year 1960. Simi- 
larly, the 582,809 miles of the Federal-aid secondary 
system (traveled way) is 6,877 miles less than the 
officially designated system. The designated sys- 
tem mileages shown in the Bureau's annual report 
consist of officially designated highways now in 
use, plus routes proposed but not yet built. 

Approximately 98 percent of the Federal-aid 
primary highway system mileage is located on the 
State highway systems and comprises about 34 per- 
cent of all State system mileages. Practically all 
Federal-aid mileage overlaps the State and local 
road systems, as shown in tables M-21 and FM-21. 

Construction data and characteristics of Federal- 
aid mileage such as surface types, surface widths, 
laanes, and average daily traffic volumes are given 
on pages 114-129. 

Improvements were completed on 41,016 miles of 
the Federal-aid systems in 1959. This includes 
projects financed independently by the States as 
well as work accomplished a i th  Federal aid. A 
summary of mileage improved, classified by system 
and road type, follows :

A total of 32,633 miles was built during 1959 with 
Federal-aid funds. Federal construction on tho 
forest highway system amounted to 737 miles. De- 
tails of this construction are given on pages 130 
and 131. 

Mileage built on the Federal-aid systems is not 
additive to that shown in the SMB series of tables 
(mileage built by State highway departments), but 
is included in the total of 50,232 miles built during 
the year as given in table SMB-1. 

The traveled way of the Interstate System 
totaled 40,521 miles as of December 31,1959. This 
was 93 miles less than the officially designated sys- 
tem. However, some proposed circumferential 
routes not yet cbnstructed have no existing counter- 
part serving as the traveled way.
